USDA Announces 
Support for Renewable 
Biomass Energy

W A SH IN G TO N , May 20, 2014 -  The U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture (USDA) today announced support 
for agriculture producers and energy facilities working to 
turn renewable biomass materials into clean energy. The 
support comes through the Biomass Crop Assistance Pro­
gram (BCAP), which was reauthorized by the 2014 Farm 
Bill and will resume this summer.

The Farm Bill authorizes $25 million annually for 
BCAP, requiring between 10 and 50 percent of the to­
tal funding to be used for harvest and transportation of 
biomass residues. Traditional food and feed crops are in­
eligible for assistance. The 2014 Farm Bill also enacted 
several modifications for BCAP, including higher incen­
tives for socially disadvantaged farmers and ranchers, and 
narrower biomass qualifications for matching payments, 
among other changes.

“This initiative helps farmers and ranchers manage the 
financial risk of growing and harvesting energy biomass at 
commercial scale,” said Farm Service Agency Administra­
tor, Juan M. Garcia. “Investing in agricultural and forestry 
producers who cultivate energy biomass and supporting 
next-generation biofuels facilities make America more 
energy independent, help combat climate change and cre­
ate jobs in rural America.”

BCAP employs three types of biomass assistance. For 
growing new biomass, BCAP provides financial assis­
tance with 50 percent of the cost of establishing a peren­
nial crop. To maintain the crop as it matures until harvest, 
BCAP provides an annual payment for up to five years for 
herbaceous crops, or up to 15 years for woody crops. To 
collect existing agriculture or forest residues that are not 
economically retrievable, BCAP provides matching pay­
ments for mitigating the cost of harvesting and transport­
ing the materials to the end-use facility.

“For forest residues, this year’s matching payments are 
targeted for energy generation while reducing fire, insect 
and disease threats on Forest Service and Bureau of Land 
M anagement lands,” said Garcia. “Agriculture residues for 
energy are also eligible for matching payments.”

“The potential to achieve transformational progress on 
biomass energy in rural America and generate tremendous 
economic opportunities is very promising,” added Garcia. 
“Energy crops occupy the space between production and 
conservation, providing opportunities for marginal land, 
crop diversity and more energy feedstock choices.”

it’s spices. Their significance is magnified 
as Americans try to eat a healthier diet. 

Who wants to cut down on salt unless some 
other spices can step into the breach? W ho’s 
cutting back on salt? Me, maybe.

So when a friend told me about roasted
green beans that require a 
package of Italian dressing 
mix (which contains salt, 
but let’s don’t get caught 
up in the fine print), I 
warned my husband we’d 
be trying the dish with our 
pork chop dinner. It takes 
healthy side dishes to 
balance entrees like pork 
chops, salted and pan- 
broiled in their own fat. 
Beats adding fat.

Moving right along. 
Anyway, when I forecast 

the magic I’d work with 
olive oil and the dressing mix, he pointed out 
we already have spices on hand. Why buy 
more?

Reading between the lines of his reaction,
I detected a misunderstanding of our spice 
collection, namely, a false perception we have 
several duplicates and ignorance of what’s 
involved in substituting spices on hand for 
something like the ItaUan dressing mix.

In real life, here’s how it is:
True, the people who put together packages 

of stuff like the Italian dressing mix and other 
seasonings must list all the ingredients therein 
by volume, greatest to least. But they use the 
word “spices” to keep their secret ingredients 
secret. Hence, you can’t duplicate, the product.

USDA Announces Changes to Fruit, 
Vegetable and Wild Rice Planting Rules

(COLLEGE STATION,TX) - M a y 20, 
2014 -  USDA’s Farm Service Agency (FSA) 
has announced fruit, vegetable and wild rice 
provisions that affect producers who intend 
to participate in certain programs authorized 
by the Agricultural Act of 2014.

“Similar to previous programs that we’ve 
administered, planting fruits, vegetables or 
wild rice on base acres on a farm can result 
in a payment reduction for program partici­
pants,” said Judith A. Canales, State Execu­
tive Director for the Texas FSA.

Producers who intend to participate in 
the Agriculture Risk Coverage (ARC) or 
Price Loss Coverage (PLC) programs are 
subject to an acre-for-acre payment reduc­
tion when fruits and nuts, vegetables or wild 
rice are planted on the payment acres of a 
farm. Payment reductions do not apply to 
mung beans, dry peas, lentils or chickpeas. 
Planting fruits, vegetables or wild rice on 
acres that are not considered payment acres 
will not result in a payment reduction. Farms 
that are eligible to participate in ARC/PLC

but are not enrolled for a particular year may 
plant unlimited fruits, vegetables and wild 
rice for that year but will not receive ARC/ 
PLC payments for that year. Eligibility for 
succeeding years is not affected.

Planting and harvesting fruits, vegetables 
and wild rice on ARC/PLC acreage is sub­
ject to the acre-for-acre payment reduction 
when those crops are planted on either more 
than 15 percent of the base acres of a farm 
enrolled in ARC using the county coverage 
or PLC, or more than 35 percent of the base 
acres of a farm enrolled in ARC using the 
individual coverage.

Fruits, vegetables and wild rice that are 
planted in a double-cropping practice will 
not cause a payment reduction if the farm 
is in a double-cropping region as designated 
by the USDA’s Commodity Credit Corpo­
ration.

W h a t is th e  prognosis, doctor?

So you buy it. How are you otherwise going 
to ensure the palatability of roasted green 
beans per the master recipe? You aren’t. You’re 
stuck.

As for duphcate spices, besides an overstock 
of course and ground black pepper, we have 
two bottles of basil leaves and bay leaves -  
lifetime supplies of both, times two, at their 
current rate of use. Mea culpa. No doubt I 
overbought.

If  you’re keeping score, it’s 1-1, spouse 
versus spouse.

A side thought:
If it’s hard to calculate how much money 

you’ll need for retirement, it’s even trickier to 
manage your spices. The more you use them 
to jazz up healthy food, the faster they run 
out. If  we use up our bay leaves and basU, we’ll 
probably outlive both. Otherwise, the invest­
ment taunts us from the kitchen cabinet, sort 
of like an idle exercise bicycle. I’m thinking 
most people die with old neglected containers 
of basil and bay leaves in their spice racks.

We employ people 
and depend on people to do their best. 
Many times, we end up doing too much 
ourselves, which takes us out of a stan­
dard routine.

W hen you own your own business, you 
are also subjected to criticism. Even hat­
ers.

There is a false notion in this country 
that just because your name is on some­
thing, you’re rich. Well that may be the 
case for a few, but ask your neighbor who 
owns a business just how rich they’ve got­
ten since the drought started in 2011.

Yes, those in the oil and gas industry 
have done well. Those in the agriculture 
sector have done poorly. W hen ag-based 
communities are in droughts, people hurt 
and businesses close.

Back to the doctor and the town. W hat 
would a doctor say about your town?

W e’d all like to think that the prognosis 
is great and the town will be around for

100 more years. M ost of the time, th a t’s 
just not the case.

The rains over this past week have 
restored some hope for the immediate 
future. Sure we can use more, but we take 
the rain, give thanks and don’t look back.

None of us knows what the future 
holds, but we do know there is no future 
without a longterm solution to water. It 
doesn’t matter if  i t ’s W ichita Falls, Lub­
bock, Lockney or Hollis, Okla. W ithout 
water, you can’t have a town. There’s a 
a lot of mayors and county judges who 
probably have sore knees from praying for 
rain.

So this week, the prognosis is better 
than it was early last week. The doctor 
just left the room and we were told we’re 
not done yet. T hat we still have a chance.

Now, with some extra spring in our step 
and a clearer head, i t ’s time to roll up our 
sleeves and get busy. L et’s do the hard 
things that will make our communities 
even more viable. L et’s think outside of 
the box and do the impossible.

I t ’s time that residents reengage with 
their communities and improve them. 
L et’s show the haters what can be done 
when people are ready to fight. L et’s show 
them that side of us that makes us special.

Drought, recession, discourse ... we can 
overcome these things and be stronger 
and better. L et’s be defined by how tough 
and resilient we are. We can take the op­
portunity to show our youth what it takes 
to be mentally tough and set an example 
before them of how to give our towns 
long-term viability.

The way I see it, i t ’s now or never. I t ’s 
time to take pride in our communities 
and let our best shine.

“W hen a child goes missing, 

they become significantly more 
vulnerable to being exploited or 
harmed by predators, sex traffick­
ers or other criminals,” said DPS 
Director Steven McCraw. “Iden­
tifying, recovering and rescuing 
endangered children is a chief pri­
ority for DPS, and we recommend 
Texans ‘Take 25’ minutes to teach 
children about possible ^dangers 
and ways to stay safe.”

DPS is committed to protecting 
Texas children and supports that 
goal by:

• Using the DPS Sex Offender 
Registry and enforcing sex offend­
er compliance.

• Posting information on the

Missing Persons Clearinghouse 
website.

• Activating Amber Alerts 
throughout the state when a child 
goes missing.

• Providing assistance to local, 
state and federal law enforcement 
partners in investigations related 
to missing, exploited, abducted or 
trafficked children through the 
Texas Crimes Against Children 
Center.

• Training troopers and other of­
ficers through the Interdiction for 
the Protection of Children (IPC) 
program about indicators that may 
help them determine if a child is 
in danger during standard traffic 
stops.

• Speaking to children about

how to recognize and avoid dan­
gers in their community.

On average, more than 45,000 
children up to age 17 are reported 
missing in Texas each year, and at 
any given time, there are more than 
4,000 active cases, according to re­
cords from the DPS Missing Per­
sons Clearinghouse. Many missing 
children are recovered safely.

As a result of IPC training, DPS 
can account for the recovery of 117 
children and has initiated more 
than 30 criminal investigations 
since 2010. Since the program’s 
inception, DPS has provided the 
IPC training to approximately 
7,600 officers in Texas, nationally 
and internationally.

First recognized in 1983, Na­

tional Missing Children’s Day is 
an annual reminder that there are 
thousands of children who are still 
missing. May 25 is the anniversary 
of the day in 1979 when 6-year- 
old Etan Patz disappeared on his 
way to school in New York.

It was all based off of me being 
troubled and going to some­
body who said ‘Hey, here I am 
if you need to talk, and I’ll help 
you.’ So he did.”

Guardino said he felt he 
had to help Rojo, who is get­
ting ready to ; compete at the 
UIL State Wrestling Cham­
pionships beginning Friday in 
Garland.

“I came to teaching to 
touch lives, to make lives bet­
ter,” Guardino said. “Sarahi 
was very distraught, she didn’t 
know where her life was going. 
As a Christian man, I believed 
that was God reaching out to 
us as a team, or faculty, and to 
my family to help this young 
lady. It was an investment in 
her life. That’s why I came to 
teaching, to invest in the lives 
of these young students. Sarahi 
presented a case I couldn’t ig­
nore.”

Guardino got the process 
to help Rojo started. He orga­
nized a team involving Welch 
and Tascosa head wrestling 
coach Joe Stafford, as well as a

couple of lawyers to figure out 
how they could best help Rojo.

“They changed my life,” Rojo 
said. “They set me on a different 
path. I can be 80 years old and 
I can teU my grandkids how 
my life was changed because 
somebody decided to help me. 
A lot of people can say they 
have guardian angels looking 
out for them, but I actually get 
to see and be guided by mine 
every day.”

Her mother was moving out 
of state and Rojo had a desire 
to stay in Amarillo and finish 
her high school career at Tas­
cosa.

“ If (Sarahi’s) mom was not 
going to willingly do this, then 
there’s nothing we could have 
done,” Guardino said. “She was 
willing to listen to what we had 
to say. The key to making this 
happen was Coach Welch. She 
was the one who stepped up 
and said she could take Sarahi 
into her home and provide her 
with a safe environment and 
good home for the next few 
years.”

Rojo moved in with Welch 
the last day of school her fresh­
man year. Welch and Guardino 
were granted power of attorney 
by Rojo’s mother.

“It got to where she was 
getting more and more un­
happy,” Welch said. “Rnally it 
got to the point where Coach 
Stafford had even asked his 
wife to consider having her stay 
there. He’s got a family, he’s got 
kids, he’s got a full house. Here 
I am living in a house with, me. 
My issue was she needed a fa­
ther figure. She needed a male 
in her life and needed-to have 
that support on both sides. I 
said she could stay at my house 
as long as Coach Stafford and 
Mr. Guardino were involved.”

Stafford said he’s been happy 
to be a part of something so 
special.

“Ever since a few years ago 
when the need became obvious 
to a few people, it’s been a real 
blessing to everybody who’s 
been involved,” Stafford said. 
“It feels good to be involved in 
a young person’s life that can 
use that guidance and help. It’s 
been a great experience.”

Welch isn’t doing it alone as

several members of Tascosa’s 
faculty as well as members of 
her church. The Southwest 
Church of Christ, have offered 
assistance.

“We’ve been blessed in so 
many other ways than just 
school,” Welch said. “I’ve had 
teachers walk by and hand me 
anonymous envelopes filled 
with money. We have two dif­
ferent couples at church that 
have taken her on separate 
occasions to help buy school 
clothes or help us in buying 
her class ring, letter jacket, etc. 
I want her to have everything a 
senior has.”

Welch said she’s noticed a 
big change in Rojo from when 
she first met her to now as a 
senior getting ready to wrestle 
in the UIL State Wrestling 
Championships.

“I think in her home there 
was so much going on that she 
had a lot of responsibilities,” 
Welch said. “I think it may have 
been noisy and things were go­
ing on all the time. I think it 
made her nervous, where she 
came to a house where every­
thing was quiet and nobody 
was pestering her or bother­
ing her. I think her being able 
to relax was a big thing. I think 
she was very high-strung. She 
had so much pressure on her 
from so many places. I think 
it allowed her to relax and be­
come more of a kid.”

Guardino said he’s looking 
forward to seeing how Rojo 
competes at state.

“It is icing on the cake, ab­
solutely,” Guardino said. “I tell 
Sarahi that she impresses me 
every time I see her not let 
herself get whipped. She nev­
er stays down, she’s a fighter. 
That’s the heart that she has in 
her that will make her a cham­
pion. It is extremely gratifying 
to watch her succeed. In all of 
my teaching experiences in the 
last 16 years, this will rank as 
one of the top experiences. To 
watch her do this state thing, 
to watch her graduate, we got 
to watch God’s hand at work 
and raise up a young life. It was 
huge.”

Circling far above the 
earth, NASA’s Jason-2 sat­
ellite has been watching 
something brewing in the 
Pacific.

And if climatologists are 
right, what the Jason-2 has 
been observing could be the 
beginning of the one of the 
most potent El Nino events 
in recent years . . .  as big, if 
not bigger, than the El Nino 
of 1997.

The chance of an El Nino 
happening this summer has 
increased to 65%, up from 
50% last month. Forecasters 
are now favoring an El Nino 
onset during the May-June- 
July time period, vs. the 
June-July-August favored 
in April’s outlook. “The 
forecasters are much more

optimistic that this is going 
to develop,” says NOAA’s 
Climate Prediction Cen­
ter meteorologist Michelle 
L’Heureux.

The years 1997-98 made 
El Nino a household word. 
That was one of the stron­
gest El Nino events ever 
seen, with extreme weather 
occurring on several conti­
nents. For example. North 
America experienced one 
of its warmest and wettest 
winters on record during 
1997-98.

Scientists at the Climate 
Prediction Center of the 
National Weather Service 
foresee a 65% chance of a 
transition to El Nino in the 
summer of 2014. The good 
news behind this develop­
ment is that if El Nino re­
turns, the American West 
and Southwest could “see

major relief next winter from 
the long-lasting drought,” 
says climatologist Bill 
Patzert, of NASA’s Jet Pro­
pulsion Laboratory. “Fur-

ther, the very frigid winter 
in the upper tier of the U.S 
this past winter could do a 
flip to mild next winter.” 

This new El Nino does

have a dark side for North 
America, however. It could 
establish 2014 or 2014 ars 
the warmest years on record 
as it is coupled to higher av-

erage global temperatures. 
The 1997-1998 El Nino 
caused 1998 to be one of the 
four warmest years on re­
cord, according to NOAA.

Game Warden Field Notes
Special to the News-Courier

The following items are 
compiled from recent Tex­
as Parks and Wildlife D e­
partment law enforcement 
reports.

• Tattletale A Smith 
County game warden was 
contacted by a local land- 
owner on the Neches River 
about a driver in a truck 
with noisy pipes shooting 
a rifle and shining a light 
across his pasture. Shortly 
after the warden began to 
observe the area, the truck 
returned and after a brief 
chase, the subjects were 
stopped. After the war­
den questioned the pas­
senger, the driver admitted 
to shooting at some wild 
hogs. The warden called 
the landowner and asked 
him to check his property 
for freshly killed wildlife. 
W hile the warden drove 
back to where the hogs 
were shot, the passen­
ger confessed to all of the 
events that night including 
a buck he shot. W hen they 
arrived, the driver, who held 
the brand new spotlight, 
said they “may have shot a 
hog.”Then, after seeing the 
buck next to the landown­
er’s vehicle, the driver hung 
his head and said “Sir, can 
I tell you something...We

shot that deer.” The sub­
jects were arrested on eight 
charges ranging from lit­
tering to hunting without 
the consent of a landowner.

• Gus’s Nose Knows A 
Brazos County game war­
den received a call from 
Bryan Police Department 
requesting that Gus the 
patrol service dog sniff a 
vehicle. W hen the game 
warden and Gus arrived 
at the location, they went 
straight to work searching 
the outside of the vehicle. 
Gus indicated two separate 
times on the driver’s side 
rear door handle. A police 
officer searched the vehicle 
and found a bag of marijua­
na in the rear door pocket. 
Charges pending for pos­
session of marijuana.

• Fish are Friends, not 
Bait Two game wardens 
were patrolling the Navi- 
dad River checking for rec­
reational fishing and water 
safety violations during a 
local catfish tournament 
when they found a trotline 
holding several blue catfish. 
They watched the trotline 
from a distance and later 
that afternoon, three fish­
ermen returned to check 
their line and were greeted 
by the wardens. The fish­
ermen were questioned and 
asked if they were using the

catfish as bait, but the men 
denied baiting their line 
with the game fish. The 
wardens explained that 
they had taken pictures of 
the catfish and the fisher­
men then admitted to bait­
ing the trotline. The three 
men were issued citations 
for using game fish as bait.

• Bragging Brings Trou­
ble A Zapata County game 
warden received informa­
tion from a partner, who 
was fishing on his day off, 
about some bow fishermen 
who said they had shot an 
alligator gar and one black 
bass. The warden located 
the boat that was described 
and after a brief water 
safety check, he found mul­
tiple water safety violations 
along with one illegally 
taken black bass. Cases and 
restitution pending.

• It Wasn’t Me Two Tay­
lor County game wardens 
received a call about a man 
at Lake Fort Phantom with 
undersized crappie. They 
began to patrol the lake and 
made contact with the man, 
who said he had caught 
a few fish but not many. 
A fish basket was located 
nearby that contained sev­
en crappie- four of which 
were undersized. The man 
claimed he leaves his fish 
basket at that location and

sometimes people gener­
ously leave fish in it for 
him. Citations were issued 
for undersized crappie.

• Filet O ’Charges A W il­
liamson County game war­
den received an Operation 
Game T hief call about a 
group of people cast-net­
ting largemouth bass in 
the San Gabriel River. The 
warden found a woman fil­
leting a largemouth bass 
and three men using cast­
ing nets. Charges and civil 
restitution are pending.

• Sometimes You 
Shouldn’t Let the Good 
Times Roll A Montgomery 
County game warden re­
sponded to a call from the 
county sheriff’s office about 
a vehicle seen swerving into 
oncoming traffic and off 
the edge of the road. The 
warden found the vehicle at 
a red light before it entered 
the highway staying on the 
shoulder of the road. W hen 
the car began to swerve, the 
warden stopped the vehicle 
and found it occupied by 
a man, his wife and three 
children. The driver stag­
gered when he walked, used 
the car to maintain his bal­
ance and smelled strongly 
of alcohol. W hile speaking 
to the warden, the driver 
leaned heavily on the car 
and made it roll forward a

small distance. The warden 
checked inside and saw that 
while the driver had turned 
the vehicle off, never placed 
it in park. The man was ar­
rested for driving while 
intoxicated with child pas­
sengers.

• Casting Your Net Upon 
the Waters not Always 
Smart Two Dallas County 
game wardens were in­
formed of two men using a 
cast net and keeping white 
bass on Rowlett Creek. 
The wardens located a van 
in the parking lot and wait­
ed in the brush for the men 
to leave with their catch. 
In the early hours of the 
morning, two men wearing 
head lamps and equipped 
with a bag, bucket and 
12-gauge shot gun ap­
proached the van and were 
intercepted by the wardens. 
The bag and buckets were 
filled with white bass, but 
the men had no fishing 
rods or reels. They admit­
ted using a cast net to take 
all the bass without a fish­
ing license. A total of 80 
bass were confiscated that 
night, along with a six-foot 
cast net. Multiple citations 
were issued and cases are 
pending.

• Poor Role Models A 
game warden patrolling 
Shelby County noticed five

fishermen sitting around a 
fire with four fishing poles 
in the water. As he ap­
proached the group, he saw 
many beer cans on the bank 
and around the fire. The 
smell of alcohol was appar­
ent from every member of 
the group. Everyone admit­
ted to drinking, including 
three minors. The adults 
said the minors wanted 
to be just like them and 
bought them a 30-pack of 
beer. Multiple cases for no 
fishing licenses, minor in 
possession/consumption of 
alcohol, and contributing/ 
purchasing alcohol to mi­
nors are pending.

• Flying Fish A W illiam­
son County game warden 
patrolling Lake George­
town saw six fishermen 
side-by-side at the Over­
look Park. Once one of the 
men saw the warden, he 
threw his rod on the ground 
and a plastic bag onto some 
rocks. The warden spoke to 
the man and asked to see 
his fishing license, which 
he was unable to produce. 
Six feet away, a white bass 
caught the warden’s eye and 
another white bass began 
to wiggle out of the plas­
tic bag. A total of 11 white 
bass were confiscated. C i­
tations and civil restitution 
are pending.
