Wichita Falls Daily Times will be of
iriterest throughoutthis section, due to
the fact that Mrs. Collier was tried
and convicted here during the May
term of District Court, 1925, for com-
plicity in the death of Elzie Robertson.

"Frank Collier, former mayor of
Wichitar Falls," convicted ree

of manslaughterand sentenced to three
years in the state penitentiary, 'depart
ed Monday evening, in company with
a few friends, for Huntsville" to begin
serving his term.

"The mandate from the court of
criminal appeals was received Monday
by District Clerk A. F. Kerr, and Mr.
Collier immediately prepared to leave
for the state prison, unaccompanied by
an officer.

"Collier was indicted on a charge of
murder in connection with the shooting
and deathof Elzie (Buster) Robertson,
his , who died on February
14, 1925. The jury acquitted him of
the murdercharge, but returneda ver-
dict of guilty of manslaughter. The
case was appealed, but when the time
for argument arrived, Collier, through
his attorneys,accepted the sentence."

Then since you are to get all of your
hatchingeggs from one pen. you have
no business with the other old roost-
ers on the place Sell them now They
will bring more than they will next
summer.

Hatch early so all the cockerels pro
duced can be disposed of early when
prices arc high. This is a good business
and good poultry management. Re
turns come quickly. There 1 you have
solved the young rooster problem So
with all the roosters out of the way,
you automaticallyhave nothingbut in-

fertile eggs which arc in great demand
and bring an average of 5 cents more
per dozen, throught the summer.

SHALL WE ENLARGE

OUR SEWER SYSTM?

For several mont) s the Haskell City
Council and Board of C ity Develop-
ment and Chamber of f ommcree have
been working on a plan under which
Haskell might enjoy a larger sewer
system and disposal plant.

The fact that a larger disposal plant
will have to be erected soon and the
calls being made by property owners
for an extension of the sewer has been
a problem before these bodies for some
time.

Iloy to finance the improvements
needed has also beenthe problem re-

quiring the most thought, but after
much consideration, and after hearing
from several representativeswho make
sewerage systems their business, the
following plan was thought to be
equitable and lest for all and is pre-

sented for the careful consideration of
the property owners of Haskell. The

of everyone is necessary
or the plan cannot be carried out.

Should it be carried out there is no
possible way to extend the system or
build a needed disposal plant, under
the present tax rate and valuations of
city property.

In order to avoid voting bonds, rais-

ing taxes or valuations, the present
plan is to have those enjoying the ser
vice, pay for it, and those not connect
ed not paying anything towards its
cost and upkeep.

The plan for financing is this: A
charge of not less than $1.50 per con-
nection, per month, and not more than
S2 00, for residence property. The
charge in the business section to be
$2.50 for the average store.

This rate will finance the actual
cost; i. e., interest and annual pay-
ments. T he interest is 6 per cent and
the total debt about $35,000.00, pay-
able annually, in installments, and
running over a period of 20 years.

As patronsincrease,and as payments
lower the total amount, say five to
seven years, the rate will be reduced,
and so on until the city is ownec of the
plant, when a rate necessary to prop-
erly operate and care for the plant
will be set. s
. The contractorsagreeto place a 'VYjT

at each lot, whether the lot is vacant
or a house.is erected thereon; the same
applies in the business section. A map
showing just where the connecting
"Y" is located will be furnished the
City and the City Secretary will have
the desired information when a proper-
ty owner desires to connect.

The old system will be connected
with the new The new disposal plant
will be of capacity suitable to care
for our growth for some time to come.

The sanitary advantages, the en-

couragement for others to come to
Haskell and enjoy these conveniences
appeals ot the best side of the natural
make-u-p of a citizenship, and no doubt
suggests a worth while
and the program in hand be realized.

Afaer all, when it is remembered
that there is a charge of 50 cents per
month for sanitary service at this
time (some larger families pay $1.00)
and consider the inconveniences ocas-Monc- d

by the present method of dis-
posal the difference in' the cost per
month is not high, especially when the
convenience and general sanitary and
satisfactoryconditions that result are
considered.

The plan will be assured if enough
property owners sign to connect. If
additional lines are found necessary
and the proper number of signers can
be secured to finance the lines it is
probable the City Council will tak'e
steps to extend the lines over addition
al territory

here the lines go depends upon
the signers. If sewer connection is
wanted, the opportunity awaits those
interested. When approached each
property owner will have an equal op-
portunity to cooperate. The City Of-

ficials and the Board of City Develop-
ment and Chamber of Commerce offi-
cers are under the impression, know-
ing Haskellites pretty well, that thire
is no cause to doubt securing enough
signers to this contract-agreement-, anil

AT THE DALLAS OFFICE

Three automobile loaded with Has-
kell County farmers left Haskell on
January 20th to attend the State Con-
vention of the Texas Farm Bureau
Cotton Association at Dallas January
21st and 22nd.

This was the annual gathering of
members and agricultural leaders from
over the United States, and this con-
vention was of exceptional importance
from the fact that some of the largest
bankers in the United States were
there and discussed the new venture
that is being put into operation by the
Association, namely, Production Cred-
it. Production Credit means that the
Association intends to finance their
members during the production peri6d
with cheap money at a low rate of in-
terest, not, to exceed 7 per cent. This
does not mean that the Association in-
tends to enter the field of banking in
localitiese where the members can get
good accomodations, but is intended
for those localities where the member-
ship have been discriminated against
by unfriendly interests.

This class of loans are intended to
over a period of twelve months,

so that the member can take advan-tag- e

of the orderly marketing of his
cotton as is done by the Texas Farm
Bureau Cotton Association, instead of
dumping it on a glutted market.

The Association has available for
immediate use $3,000,000, and has the
entire resources of the Intermediate
Credit Bank at its disposal if it should
need that amount.

Mr Nathan Adams of Dallas, and
perhaps one of the most outstanding
bankers in the state spoke before the
Convention regarding the banker and
the producer, and urged a better un-
derstanding between the country banks
and the Association.

Chas. D. Makepeace, vice president
of the SeaboardNational Bank of New
York City, told of the business rela-
tions of his bank and the Association
and urged the farmers to do his busi-nes-s

in a businessway to orderly mar-ke- t
his crops.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY

COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HAS-KELL- :

SECTION ONE: It shall bc-an- d is
