Perry avoids run-ofF, 
elected state senator

Political pundits said 
it couldn’t be done. That 
there was no way a candi­
date could win a six-man 
race for a state office and 
avoid a run-off in the pro­
cess.

The pundits were wrong.
Just ask State Rep. Charles 
Perry of Lubbock.

Perry garnered about 54 
percent of the votes in a 
special election to replace 
Texas Tech Chancellor 
Robert Duncan in Sen­
ate District 28 earlier this
month as compared to 30 percent for nearest rival Jodey 
Arrington.

In Knox County, Perry received 73 while Greg 
Wortham had 20, Arrington 12, Delwin Jones 2, Kerry 
McKennon 2 and E.M. Garza 0.

After his victory. Perry said he was honored that the 
citizens in Senate District 28 selected him and looked 
forward to providing common sense, conservative lead­
ership to the entire district.

Last week. Perry indicated that he would be busy be­
tween now and December getting ready for the Legis­
lature’s 84th biennial session starting Jan. 13. He will 
have seniority over others who will not take office until 
after the Nov. 4 election.

“I would like to thank Gov. Rick Perry for going 
ahead and calling this election early and allowing West 
Texas to gain much needed seniority and get back to 
work,” Perry said.

“We need to fix our border and we’re going to have to 
make budget resources available to protect our citizens. 
The federal government’s not going to do it.”

Creek and Rule, totaling 275 students.

Exhibitors represented were Vernon 
College, Cisco College, Texas State Tech­
nical Institute, Texas Tech Department of 
Agriculture 8c Human Sciences, Depart­
ment of Public Safety, National Guard, 
Navy, Air Force, Workforce Solutions, Big 
Country AHEC and Texas AgriLife Ex­
tension.

“This event helps our young adults hear 
about a variety of professions they may 
have never considered or even knew exist­
ed,” added Coplen. “It is a time for them 
to talk to professionals, ask questions and 
plan for their future.

D ear reader - I want you to do 
me a favor. I ’d like for you to 
get in your car sometime this 

week and drive around your town and 
look at roof spans.

You’ll see large roofs on buildings 
downtown, on schools, on courthouses, 
on hospitals, on airplane hangers and on 
and on.

In the past couple of months. I ’ve 
become obsessed with these roof spans 
and I think they can play a part in our 
future.

Here in Childress, 
we get our water from 
Greenbelt Lake and a 
well system in Donley 
County. Greenbelt is 
at 12.8 percent capac­
ity. I t ’s been going in 
the wrong direction for 
more than a decade and 
the recent drought has 
had this lake and most 
lakes around shrinking 
at an alarming rate. 

Towns are desper­
ate for water and despite the wonderful 
rains we’ve received this summer, we’re 
nowhere close to being out of the woods 
concerning surface and groundwater. 
And let’s face it, no water, no town.

These roofs provide an opportunity to 
capture water. And while their size may­
be limits as to what can be done with 
the water concerning human consump­
tion, it can be used for beautification, 
swimming pools, car washing, etc...
You can even make a case that an entire 
downtown - where there is massive 
water displacement, could be a wonder­
ful place to recapture water and direct it 
in a city lake. Childress’ drainage system 
does a decent job of recapturing water 
off of roads and sending it to one of two 
lakes located within the city limits.

According to Gary Clark, owner of 
Clark Engineering Technician Services 
of Childress, these large roofs can cap­
ture thousands of gallons during a rain. 
There are some roofs in Childress that

can capture 100,000, 200,000, 300,000 
gallons or more in a dry year. Clark’s 
CETS is leading the way in capturing 
and storing rainwater and can speak to 
the significance of this technology.

Some towns rely on wells alone, but 
with everyone sticking their straw in the 
same cup, that’s not exactly a longterm 
solution to this country’s growing needs.

I really enjoy working in the yard, 
but we haven’t been able to water in a 
few years so the yard was in horrible 
shape before this summer. I t ’s improved 
a great deal, but had I had a couple of 
2,000 gallon tanks, I would have been 
able to continue to beautify, thus adding 
value to my home.

, Once upon a time, area sellers had 
cisterns at their homes. Now why would 
that be? Perhaps because there they 
experienced prolonged droughts. Or 
maybe they lacked a water source. Re­
gardless, they were pretty smart when it 
comes to our most precious resource.

Unfortunately for us, we’re going to 
experience times of extreme drought. 
T hat’s a fact. We’re also going to experi­
ence years of much more frequent rains.

Hopefully, we get innovative and 
wise concerning rain and it can benefit 
us in ways that allow us to flourish. In 
the meantime, perhaps we can invest in 
longterm water solutions that allow us 
to sustain and even grow.

I encourage our city and county 
governments to take a long, hard look 
around and begin to think abo.ut the 
various ways rainwater can be captured 
and used. I t ’s really the right thing to do 
and there is no reason why our region 
shouldn’t lead the way in this area and 
be an example for our neighbors.

AUSTIN — Texas game 
wardens have recently been 
involved with four separate 
illegal marijuana cultivation 
cases in rural areas.

“During the last two 
months, we have been in­
volved in four large-scale 
marijuana ‘grows’ — two in

Fort Bend County, and two 
in Polk County,” says Col. 
Craig Hunter, Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department Director 
of Law Enforcement. “The last 
thing we want is for an unsus­
pecting landowner or group of 
lease hunters to approach an il­
licit grow site or camp. If you 
see something, get out of the 
area and report it.”

Hunter said in three out of 
four recent cases, game war­
dens were notified by land 
owners or lease hunters that 
someone was growing mari­
juana on property they owned 
or had access to.

“We have well-established 
relationships with landowners 
and hunting clubs so we are 
often the first law enforcement 
agency to be notified,” says

Houston-based Maj. William 
Skeen, whose area of responsi­
bility covers much of Southeast 
Texas. “On some occasions our 
game wardens have located the 
grow sites during their normal 
patrols.”

The problem is not unique 
to the Lone Star State. In 
other states, including Wash­
ington, CaHfomia, and Arkan­
sas, game wardens are involved 
with combating illegal grow 
sites. These operations break 
a lot of laws, including tres­
passing, destmetion of natural 
habitat, violation of pollution 
statutes and illegal dumping. 
Additionally, grow sites uti­
lize a large amount of water 
illegally pumped from nearby 
streams and lakes to supply of­
ten complex irrigation systems.

DPS reminds Texans: Election 
identification certificates 
available at driver license offices

AUSTIN -  The Texas 
Department of Public 
Safety (DPS) is remind­
ing Texans in advance of 
the upcoming Novem­
ber election that Election 
Identification Certificates 
(EIC) are available year- 
round at all Texas driver 
license offices for indi­
viduals in need of proper 
identification required to 
vote in elections in Texas. 
Additional locations to 
apply for an EIC will be 
announced in the near fu­
ture.

The 2014 general elec­
tion in Texas is November 
4, with early voting from 
Oct. 20 - 31. The last day 
to register to vote in the 
2014 election is Monday, 
Oct. 6.

Most residents already 
have an acceptable form of 
photo identification need­
ed for voting and will not 
need or qualify for an EIC. 
If an applicant already has 
any of the following docu­
ments, they are not eligible 
to receive an EIC:

• Texas driver li­
cense -  unexpired or ex­
pired no longer than 60 
days at the time of voting

• Texas personal 
identification card -  unex­
pired or expired no longer 
than 60 days at the time of 
voting

• U.S. passport 
book or card -  unexnired

or expired no longer than 60 
days at the time of voting

• Texas concealed 
handgun license — unex­
pired or expired no longer 
than 60 days at the time of 
voting

• U.S. Military iden­
tification with photo -  un­
expired or expired no longer 
than 60 days at the time of 
voting

• U.S. Citizenship

You can get stuck going round and round in the inner 
circle, wondering if your loved ones will ever see you 
again -  unless they’re with you, which is worse. That’s 
how I remember it.

No, I wasn’t the one driving that day, but all of us 
American college student passengers in the VW bus 
driven by our peer Ralph vicariously experienced his 
stress. To his credit, Ralph stayed outwardly calm and 
acted like he knew what he was doing.
