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Keystone 
pipeline high 
on GOP agenda

W ASHINGTON--Republicans took full control of 
Congress earlier this week with an agenda that included 
trying to force approval of the Keystone XL oil pipeline 
and push back on President Barack Obama’s sweeping 
policy shifts on immigration.

After years of battles over the budget and other issues, 
further clashes loom as Republicans who already con­
trol the House of Representatives took over the Senate 
majority on Tuesday after wins in November’s midterm 
elections.

Obama has vowed to use his veto pen if  Republicans 
pass legislation he opposes, but has indicated he be­
lieves he may be able to forge common ground with 
them in some areas, including free trade, overhauling 
the tax code and boosting infrastructure spending.

Reaching deals won’t be easy amid deep mistrust on 
both sides. A spokesman for House Speaker John Boeh- 
ner noted that to suddenly claim you’re going to work 
with members of Congress after years of ignoring them 
is ludicrous.

Republican M itch McConnell, who became the Sen­
ate majority leader, said the American people expect 
compromise on key issues despite divided government.

M cConnell has said the first item on his agenda will 
be legislation to force approval of TransCanada Corp’s 
Keystone XL pipeline. The pipeline, which has been 
under review by the Obama administration for years, 
would help transport oil from Canada’s oil sands to the 
U.S. G ulf Coast. Many Democrats see the project as a 
threat to the environment, but supporters say it will cre­
ate jobs and increase North American energy security.

A similar bill on Keystone failed late last year. The 
new Senate Energy Committee Chairwoman, Lisa 
Murkowski, plans a vote on Thursday by her panel on 
the issue.

Republican aides said efforts to weaken Obama’s sig­
nature health care law are also high on their priorities.

One early legislative fight will come when Congress 
considers funding for the Departm ent of Homeland Se­
curity. A $1.1 trillion government spending bill passed 
in mid-December funds government through Septem­
ber, except for the DHS, which is funded only until Feb. 
27. T hat was an effort by Republicans to block money 
for implementation of Obama’s executive order that 
grants temporary relief from deportation to some un­
documented immigrants.

Rep. Bill Flores, R-Texas, the incoming chairman of 
the conservative Republican Study Committee, said he 
was hopeful the G O P could move beyond the “internal 
strife” that has caused friction within the ranks. “Fm 
hoping that the fact that we’re in the majority will reso­
nate with people,” he said

Knox City posts 
notice on water

KNOX CITY—The city of Knox City has been noti­
fied by the Texas Commission on Environmental Qual­
ity (TEC Q ) that drinking water being supplied to cus­
tomers has exceeded the Maximum Contaminant Level 
(M CL) for total trihalomethanes.

There is no need to use an alternative water supply, 
but those with health concerns may want to talk to their 
doctor to get additional information.

Day Fund^
LUBBOCK— Sen. Charles Perry filed 

SJR 19 requiring that a minimum balance 
equal to 5% of general revenue must re­
main in the Economic Stabilization Fund, 
more commonly known as the ‘Rainy Day 
Fund’ (RDF) at all times.

Under Perry’s legislation, the minimum 
balance for the 2014-15 biennium would 
have been $4.81 billion.

“The Rainy Day Fund is primarily 
funded by revenue from oil and natural 
gas production,” said Perry. “The amount 
deposited into the fund is much lower at 
$50 per barrel than at $100 per barrel. We 
need to be cognizant of that and ensure 
that we have savings in the fund when we 
truly need it.”

Perry has long been an advocate for 
preserving the RDF, filing the same Con­
stitutional Amendment in the House last 
Session.

SJR 19 requires a 4/5 vote for any ap­
propriations from the RDF that would 
cause the balance to fall below the 5% 
threshold. This procedure would ensure

that a higher threshold than the current 
2/3rds vote should be met in order to use 
the money available in cases of emergen­
cy or natural disaster. I t not only ensures 
money in the fund when needed, but it 
is a protection of the state’s AAA bond 
rating.

“I am proud of our budget writers for 
prioritizing the RDF and setting a floor 
of $7 billion,” continued Perry. “My leg­
islation simply puts in place a floor to 
ensure that in the future we do not get 
overzealous in spending from our savings 
account.”

This legislation is the latest in a series 
of fiscal responsibility bills authored by 
Perry. In addition to proposing a floor 
to the RDF, Perry has proposed lim it­
ing increases in our budget to population 
growth plus inflation, enacting zero-based 
budgeting for state agencies, eliminating 
diversions from transportation, and phas­
ing out our state’s cumbersome franchise 
tax.

Penalties for 
uninsured to rise

W A S H IN G T O N — I f  
you were uninsured last 
year, i t s  going to cost 
you.

In  2015, all taxpayers 
have to report to the IRS 
on their health insurance 
status the previous year. 
M ost will check a box. I t ’s 
also when the IRS starts 
collecting fines from 
some uninsured people, 
and deciding if  others 
qualify for exemptions.

G oing w ithout health 
insurance has always in ­
volved financial risks. 
You could have an ac­
cident and end up w ith 
thousands o f dollars in 
medical bills. Now, you 
may also get fined. In 
a decision that allowed 
O bam a’s law to advance, 
the Supreme C ourt ruled 
in 2012 that the cover­
age requirem ent and its 
accompanying fines were 
a constitutionally valid 
exercise o f Congress’ au­
thority  to tax.

W h a t many people 
don’t realize is that the 
penalties go up signifi­
cantly in 2015. O nly 3

percent o f uninsured 
people know w hat the 
fine for 2015 will be, ac­
cording to a recent poll.

F iguring out your po­
tential exposure if  you’re 
uninsured isn’t simple.

For 2014, the fine is the 
greater o f $95 per person 
or 1 percent o f  household 
income above the th resh­
old for filing taxes. It 
will jum p in 2015 to the 
greater o f  2 percent o f in ­
come or $325. By 2016, 
the average fine will be 
about $1,100, based on 
governm ent figures.

People can get a sense 
o f the potential h it by go­
ing online and using the 
Tax Policy C en ter’s A f­
fordable Care A ct pen­
alty calculator.

M any taxpayers may be 
able to get a pass. Based 
on congressional analy­
sis, tax preparation giant 
H8cR Block says roughly 
4 million uninsured peo­
ple will pay penalties and 
26 m illion will qualify for 

•exemptions from the list 
o f  more than 30 waivers.

But i t ’s unclear w hether

taxpayers are aware o f the 
exemptions.

D eciding w hat kind 
o f waiver to seek could 
be crucial. Some can be 
claimed directly on a tax 
return, bu t others involve 
m ailing paperw ork to the 
D epartm ent o f H ealth  
and H um an Services. Tax 
preparation companies 
say the IRS has told them  
i t ’s taking steps to make 
sure taxpayers’ returns 
don’t languish in bureau­
cratic limbo while H H S  
rules on their waivers.

TurboTax has created 
a free online tool called 
“Exem ption Check” for 
people to see if  they 
may qualify for a waiver. 
Charges apply later if  the 
taxpayer files through 
TurboTax.

T im ing  will be critical 
for uninsured people who 
w ant to avoid the rising 
penalties for 2015. T h a t’s 
because Feb. 15 is the last 
day o f open enrollm ent 
under the health  law. A f­
ter that, only people w ith 
special circumstances can 
sign up.

Hunter safety course 
scheduled Jan. 24

Q IJA N A H — C h an g es  
in the law has made taking 
Hunter Safety easier; the 
course requirement has been 
shortened and can be done 
in eight hours or less. The 
state required Hunter Safety 
class win be offered at Copper 
Breaks State Park on Satur­
day, Jan. 24 from 9 a.m. to 5 
p.m. It is recommended that

participants bring a sack lunch 
due to time constraints.

This basic hunter educa­
tion class is required for all 
hunters born on or after Sept. 
2, 1971. The minimum age 
for certification is 9 years old. 
Hunters ages 9-16 must suc­
cessfully complete the hunter 
safety course or be accompa­
nied by an adult, while hunt­

ers age 17 and older must suc­
cessfully complete the course, 
or purchase a one-time only 
exemption, or be accompa­
nied.

The Texas hunter educa­
tion certification is honored 
by all other states which re­
quire hunter education, but 
you must carry your card with 
you.

Jenkins to receive 
Old Tom Morris Award

SAN A N TO N IO -D an 
Jenkins, one of a handful of 
writers in the World Golf Hall 
Fame and someone who cov­
ered each of the sport’s major 
championships for more than 
60 years, will be the recipient 
of the 2015 Old Tom Morris 
Award from the Golf Course 
Superintendents Association 
of America here on Feb. 25 
in the opening session of the 
Golf Industry Show,

The award has been pre­
sented annually since 1983 to 
an individual, who through a 
lifetime commitment to the 
game of golf, has helped to 
mold the welfare of the game 
in a manner and style exem­
plified by Old Tom Morris. 
Morris, a four-time British 
Open winner, was the long­
time superintendent at St. 
Andrews in Scodand until his

death in 1908. Jenkins will be 
the first media member.

In addition to writing 
about golf for the last 40 
years in his own biting, honest 
and often hilarious prose for 
Sports Illustrated and now 
Golf Digest, Jenkins has also 
published more than a dozen 
books, with his most famous 
being the football-themed 
“Semi-Tough” in 1972, to this 
year’s “His Ownself; A Semi- 
Memoir.’’Jenkins has covered 
all the greats: Hogan, Byron 
Nelson, Arnold Palmer, Jack 
Nicklaus and Tiger Woods

“There are few in the me­
dia who have ever written 
more compeUingly about golf 
than Dan Jenkins,” said Keith 
Ihms, CGCS, GCSAA presi­
dent. “Through his words, 
we have all felt closer to the 
greats of the game.”

“I’m honored to win this 
award, especially named for a 
guy who I’m almost as old as,” 
Jenkins quipped in reference 
to Old Tom Morris. “It’s ter­
rific. I didn’t know a lot about 
grass, but I knew a lot of su­
perintendents all around town. 
The profession has made a lot 
of progress. Courses nowadays 
are so consistently wonderful 
with all the things they can do 
with them.’

' T h e  small country C entral A m erica 
country  o f C osta Rica, w hich has made 
a nam e for itse lf as a natural paradise 
where visitors can experience nature in 
its m ost pristine state, enjoy adventure 
activities in a natural environm ent no t 
available back hom e or ju st relax on one 
o f the m any beaches, now has achieved 
another im portan t m ilestone, receiving 
the 2014 G o lf D estination  o f the Year 
Award for L atin  A m erica and the C a­
ribbean from the prestigious A ssocia­
tion  o f G o lf Tour O perators.

W ith  six 18-hole cham pionship 
courses and some nice 9-hole layouts, 
L andy B lank o f C osta Rica G o lf A d ­
ventures, w ho started  bringing tour 
there in 1996, believes th a t this is ju st 
the righ t am ount o f good golf to cre­
ate a m em orable golfing experience 
w hen com bined w ith the year-round 
clim ate, the beauty o f the country and 
some superior places to  hang their hats 
at night.

T h e  country  offers two in ternational 
airport, one near the capitol city o f  San 
Jose in the C en tral Valley, and the o ther 
on the N orthw est Pacific C oast in the 
G uanacaste region. “Ideally, you arrange 
your itinerary  to land in one and depart 
from  the o ther in order to experience 
the am azing variety o f activities th a t 
C osta Rica has to offer,” added Blanks.

A rriving at the D aniel O duber Q uiros 
In ternational A irpo rt in Liberia, gives 
golfers the opportunities to play three 
o f  the best go lf courses in the country 
w ith in  an h o u r’s drive.

W ith o u t a doubt, the A rnold  Palm er 
design at the Four Seasons C osta Rica 

’ at Peninsula Papagayo is the crown jew ­
el and the No. 1 course in C osta Rica. I t  
sits atop one o f  the highest plateaus at 
Peninsula Papagayo, overlooking Bahia 
C ulebra, and provides spectacular views 
o f  the Pacific O cean on 14 o f the 18 
holes. N atural elevation changes create 
unforgettable holes, including a nice mix 
o f  long par 4s w ith  short tticky ones. 
Perhaps the m ost dram atic hole has to 
be par 4 No. 6 w ith  a 200-foot drop to 
a valley-shaped fairway, definitely the 
signature hole. T h e  course plays 6,788 
yards from  the cham pionship tees, but 
is accessible to golfers o f  all levels w ith 
four o ther tees, including the forward 
tees at only 4,880 yards.T he course used 
to be open to  hotel guests only, bu t new 
director o f go lf R andoll Viquez, now 
says it is open to  others. T he  fees are 
a little  pricey at $230, bu t as someone 
who has played m any o f the top 100 in 
the w orld, I guarantee it will be w orth

it. I t ’s no t a course you can walk, bu t 
there are some in teresting rides through 
the rainforest to  the next tee th a t will 
be w orth  it.

A bout 40 m inutes south is the Reserva 
C onchal G o lf C lub at the all-inclusive 
W estin  G o lf R esort Sc Spa. T he  R ob­
ert T ren t Jones Jr. design is one o f my 
all-tim e favorites since I played it more 
than  500 tim es in the three years I spent 
there as the director o f go lf from 1998 
to 2000. A  few years back, the R obert 
T ren t Jones Jr. course was reduced to a 
par 71 w hen some property  next to the 
ocean was used for a beach club, resu lt­
ing in the loss o f the par 4 16th and the 
old tee box on the par 3 17th. A  new  par 
3 was added, now the 15th, and a new 
routing  for the last six holes resulted. 
You now play to  the 17th green from 
new elevated tees on 'another side o f 
the water. “I t ’s even better now,” added 
Blank. I agree i t ’s m ore challenging as 
my first shot didn’t make it over the w a­
ter on a re turn  visit recently. I did h it 
the green on my second try  from the 
w hites and caught the bunker on a th ird  
try  from the blues. T h e  18th is one o f 
the best risk/rew ard finishing holes 
I ’ve ever played. W ater comes in to  play 
down the entire left side. A fter a good 
drive from the whites, I took  the risk 
w ith  a 3-w ood from 200 yards to get to 
the back o f the green and ju st missed 
an eagle p u tt from 12 feet. T h ere ’s “m u- 
cho agua” to avoid in o ther places on 
the course, too, and a lo t more elevation 
changes than  you m ight expect, includ­
ing a 100-foot drop from the 12th tee 
to  a narrow  fairway w ith  woods and out 
o f  bounds on the left and a lateral haz­
ard on the right. D irector o f go lf C ar­
los Rojas points to  the par-5 N o.4 w ith 
views o f the ocean as the signature hole. 
Fees range around $150 for 18 holes 
and lower for 9 holes or w ith  tw ilight 
rates.

Just over 20 m inutes away is H acienda 
P inilla, a M ike Young design built on 
an old cattle ranch am id a dry tropical 
forest. You have plenty  o f room  o ff the 
tees w ith  wide fairways, bu t the real test 
is getting  your approach shots on the 
bunker-guarded greens, including some 
po t bunkers like the ones you m ight see 
in Scotland, and a few greens w ith  false 
fronts. “T h e  greens are sneaky fast,” said 
D irector o f go lf Jason Bauer. H e adds 
th a t the w ind adds to  the challenge, es­
pecially from January  to M arch. A  m ag­
nificent view o f the ocean awaits from 
the tee on the par 3 15th hole. Fees for 
18 holes are around $150. Your options 
for accom m odations range from  places 
on property  like L a Posada or the J.W .

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Atmos reminds of dangers 
from Carbon Monoxide

The symptoms of carbon monoxide poi­
soning are flu-like and often include head­
ache, sleepiness, weakness, vomiting, diz­
ziness and tightness in the chest. I f  you or 
your family experiences these symptoms:

• Leave the premises im­
mediately and seek fresh air.

• Call 911 or seek emer­
gency medical attention.

• Call Atmos Energy’s
Emergency hotline at 1-866-322-8667. 
Do not use a suspected appliance or fur­
nace until it has been inspected, serviced 
and determined to be safe by a qualified 
plumber or a heating contractor.

Help prevent carbon monoxide poison­
ing:

• Hire a qualified heating
system professional each year to inspect 
your natural gas furnace, appliances and 
venting-systems in your home to ensure 
that everything is working properly. A t­
mos Energy customers can find qualified 
plumbers and contractors by visiting www.

• Install carbon monoxide 

detectors in the home on all floors where 
bedrooms are located. Detectors identify 
traces of carbon monoxide in the home 
and sound an alarm when carbon monox­
ide is detected.

• Do not idle a car in an 
attached garage. Doing so allows a large 
amount of carbon monoxide to enter the 
home. Instead, back the car completely 
out of the garage and close the garage door 
while the vehicle warms up.

• Make sure your chimneys 
and flues are clean and unobstructed and 
that gas appliances have proper ventilation 
systems.

• Remove clutter from 
around gas furnaces and water heat­
ers to ensure an adequate supply of fresh 
air. Change furnace filters regularly.

• Do not use natural gas 
ovens as a heating source. The burning of 
natural gas produces carbon monoxide that 
is safely ventilated when the oven door is 
closed, but is released into the kitchen 
when the door is open.

• Do not use charcoal in­
doors for either cooking or heating. Burn­
ing charcoal releases carbon monoxide.

• Make sure kerosene and 
other portable heaters are .vented to the 
outside.

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I got the chance recently to see the movie 
“Unbroken” on a weekend trip to W ich­
ita Falls after hearing a lot about it from 

those who had read the best seller of the 
same name by Laura HiUenbrand.

I t’s definitely an inspirational movie 
worth seeing, telling of the survival story of 
Louis Zamperini, who spent 47 days float­
ing 2,000 miles on the endless expanse of 

the Pacific Ocean after 
his airplane crashed and 
then more than two years 
as a ROW in Japan.

Not many men could 
have survived the torture 
and psychological abuse 
as evident from the fact 
that a third of aU POWs 
under control of the Japa­
nese during World War 
II died.

However, most who 
have also read the book, 

including my minister Wayne Speer and my 
cousin Eldon Tarver, left the movie a little 
disappointed, feeUng it left out some inter­
esting parts from the book.

For example, there was no mention of 
Louis’ brief encounter with Hitier after run­
ning the last lap of 5,000 meters in the 1936 
Olympics in 56 seconds to finish in eighth 
place. Also, there was nothing included 
about how the POWs saw the atomic bomb 
explosion in Tokyo that eventually ended 
the war.

Zamperini made a promise to God to 
serve him if he let him live while on the raft, 
but he returned home an angry man, who 
became addicted to alcohol and cigarettes 
and who also verbally abused his young wife. 
He eventually did live up to that promise af­
ter attending a 1949 Billy Graham crusade, 
but that was not part of the movie either. As 
HiUenbrand teUs it in her book, Louis came 
home after the crusade, poured his alcohol 
down the drain, threw out his cigarettes, was 
reconciled to his wife and became a new 
man because he had asked Jesus Christ to be 
his savior. He even went to Japan to forgive 
those who had tortured him, but never got 
to meet with his chief tormentor. The Bird.

You only have two hours to teU the story 
in a movie, but the screen writers may wish 
they had gotten more in about the faith is­
sue, which has been attracting high ratings 
and large ticket sales for other movies with 
this theme.

I did hear from Shirley Gass that Ange- 
hna Johe, the actress-turned-director, con­

verted from being an atheist to a Christian 
after getting involved with the project.

I do know that I am now going to read 
HiUenbrand’s book and also pick up Louis’ 
own autobiography, “Don’t Give Up, Don’t 
Give In.”

If  you are having trouble keep New Year’s 
Resolutions, here are some suggestions: 

*Focus on one resolution at a time. 
*Create accountability by having a com­

panion to help you monitor them.
*Persist until you achieve the goal.
A  friend of mine told me he had a sure­

fire method of handling the situation. “I just 
don’t make any resolutions.”

The Masters was on the mind of Dallas 
Cowboys Coach Jason Garrett when he 
made a crucial decision in the Cowboys’ 
playoff victory over the Detroit Lions on 
Sunday. Explaining to the media after the 
come-from-behind 24-20 win over the De­
troit Lions about why he kept his offense on 
the field for a crucial fourth-and-sixth from 
the Lions’ 42-yard line, Garrett said: “One 
of the things that kept going through my 
mind is that when you get a chance to go 
play at the Masters, you don’t lay up. You go 
after it.’’The bold call worked as the Cow­
boys converted that fourth down and then 
scored the winning points on a Tony Romo 
pass to Terrance Williams with less than 
three minutes left to earn the right to ad­
vance to play the Green Bay Packers. They 
are going to have to protect Romo better 
and slow down Aaron Rodgers if they want 
to keep winning.

Thirty-eight bowl games is just too much 
as far as I am concerned. I didn’t even watch 
a complete game this year, not even the 
College Football Championship semifinals. 
Based on attendance at most of the games, 
the games are mainly for television audienc­
es, not real fans. Oregon definitely seems the 
best team around, but Ohio State showed it 
belonged in the final four with its win over 
Alabama. TCU probably had a legitimate 
beef about being overlooked, but Baylor 
didn’t after losing a 20-point fourth quarter 
lead in falling to Michigan State. The bowl 
games did show that the SEC was not as 
strong as it has been in the past.
