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Commissioners deny pay hike request

BENJAM IN—The Knox Coun­
ty Commissioners decided to deny 
giving a salary increase to employ­
ees in the Tax Assessor Collector’s 
office at its regular monthly meet­
ing here Monday.

The discussion about the re­
quest by Tax Assessor-Collector 
M itzi Welch revealed that legal­
ly they could do it, but it would 
mean amending the 2014-2015

tax assessor/collector’s budget 
and might create other employee 
problems.

Welch made the proposal for 
minimum pay hikes for Penny 
Eaton and Laura McCanlies in­
stead of hiring a fourth employee, 
showing how it would save the 
county and appraisal district mon­
ey in the long run, approximately 
$14,475 even after the salary in ­
crease for deputies.

Judge Travis Floyd noted that 
the commissioners had been pa­

tient in regard to the road issue in 
Truscott, but that a public hear­
ing needed to be held in the near 
future on the matter. “The road 
needs to be open,” he said.

County Attorney Lina Reyes 
Trevino informed commissioners 
that she had received an unsigned 
petition from Don Malone, the 
attorney for Joe Bob Daniel, ask­
ing for the road to be closed, but 
needed more details for any action 
to be taken.

But A ppraisal district 
agrees to  pay hike

KNOX CITY—The Knox County Tax Appraisal Dis­
trict voted to amend its budget and pick up half of the sala­
ries of deputy clerks Penny Eaton and Laura McCanlies, 
acting on a request by Chief Appraiser Mitzi Welch.

Earlier in the day, the Knox County commissioners 
Court had denied a similar pay hike.

Welch indicated that ifboth the county and the appraisal 
district had reached the same decision, it would have saved 
$14,475 as there was already money budgeted for another 
employee.

Welch added that changing technology had allowed her 
to cut back some of the work load of the office, allowing 
her to divide the duties which had been handled by the 
third deputy. She just wanted to compensate the other two 
employees.

“I hope in the future we can remain with just three em­
ployees here in the office, but we may have to hire a part

Louis Baty, superintendent of Knox City-

“This success does not just happen, but 
requires hard work and dedication from the 
students, teachers, and parents,” he said. “Un­
fortunately students, schools, and teachers

throughout the state are judged on the perfor­
mance of students on a state developed testing 
instrument that does not allow for the individ­
ual differences of students. God did not create 
everyone with the same abilities, interests and 
skills, so I find it troubling that our state leaders 
developed a ’ohe test fits aU’ assessment instm- 
ment. However, as long as schools are staffed 
with dedicated teachers individual differences 
of students will be cultivated into successful, 
positive contributing members of society.”

Knox City has taken advantage of the career 
pathways the 2013 Texas Legislature created 
with HB 5 by partnering with the Haskell 
county schools to create the vocational training 
center. This training center located in Roches­
ter allows students to develop job ready skills 
and certifications to meet today’s job market. 
During the 2013-14 school year, the students 
attending the skills center earned an OSH A 
General Industry Certification, the National 
Safe Tractor and Machineiy Certification and 
the American Welding Society Certification.

The skills center has also partnered with 
Vernon College to allow a student to obtain 
a Certified Nursing Aide License in the first 
year of attendance, and in the second year they 
will obtain credit towards a Licensed Voca­
tional Nursing Degree.

“Student success is more than test perfor­
mance, it is about being successfiil in the next* 
life phase,” said Baty. “The addition of the 
skills center gives students wanting vocational 
training an opportunity to gain hands on expe­
rience to develop skills to enter the workforce 
or obtain additional training.”

Livestock producers 
eligible for LFP

KNOX CITY—County Executive D i­
rector for the U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture (USDA) Farm Service Agency (FSA) 
in Knox County, Nancy Birkenfeld, an­
nounced that ranchers and livestock pro­
ducers may be eligible for assistance from 
the Livestock Forage Disaster Program 
(LFP) for grazing losses incurred in 2015.

“Knox County recently met qualifying 
drought ratings that ‘trigger’ eligibility for 
the Livestock Forage Disaster Program for 
native pasture, improved pasture, short sea­
son small grains, long season small grains, 
and annual ryegrass,” Birkenfeld said.

The Livestock Forage Disaster Program 
provides compensation to livestock produc­
ers who have suffered grazing losses due to 
drought or fire. For losses due to drought, 
qualifying drought ratings are determined 
using the U.S. Drought M onitor located at 
http://www.drought.unl.edu/dm /m onitor, 
html. Qualifying fires are those occurring 
on rangeland managed by a federal agency 
and the producer is prohibited by the fed­
eral agency from grazing the normal per-

Deadline nearing for 
NAP coverage

mitted livestock on the managed rangeland 
due to the fire.

Eligible livestock include alpacas, beef 
cattle, buffalo, beefalo, dairy cattle, deer, 
elk, emus, equine, goats, llamas, poultry, 
reindeer, sheep or swine that have been or 
would have been grazing the eligible graz­
ing land or pastureland during the normal 
grazing period.

Applications are required for 2015 losses. 
To expedite applications, producers who 
experienced losses in 2015 are encouraged 
to collect records documenting their losses. 
Supporting documents may include infor­
mation related to grazing leases or federal 
grazing permits, contract grower agree­
ments, and more.

“W e encourage producers to contact our 
office for an appointment, and to learn 
what records are required to apply for as­
sistance,” said Birkenfeld.

KNOX CITY—The Executive Direc­
tor for the U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture (USDA) Farm Service Agency (FSA) 
in Knox County, Nancy Birkenfeld, urges 
producers who want to purchase coverage 
through the Noninsured Crop Disaster 
Assistance Program (NAP) to do so before 
the sales closing date set Sunday.

NAP provides financial assistance to 
producers of noninsurable crops when 
low yields/grazing loss, loss of inventory 
or prevented planting occur due to natural 
disasters including drought, freeze, hail, 
excessive moisture, excessive wind or hur­
ricanes.

In order to meet eligibility requirements 
for NAP, crops must be noninsurable, 
commercially-produced agricultural com­
modity crops for which the catastrophic 
risk protection level of crop

According to Birkenfeld, FSA policy has 
changed for the 2015 crop year. Produc­
ers in Kansas, Nebraska, N orth Dakota, 
Oklahoma, South Dakota and Texas, who 
annually plant crops used for mechanical­
ly harvested livestock feed, can purchase 
both NAP coverage at the catastrophic 
level or higher (“buy-up”) and Rainfall In ­
dex -  Annual Forage Insurance plan cov­
erage offered through Risk Management 
Agency (RMA). However if a NAP pay­
ment and indemnity benefit are payable, 
the producer must choose. The producer 
cannot receive benefits under both.

The Agricultural Act of 2014 , the 2014

Farm Bill, allows producers to choose 
higher levels of NAP coverage. Previously, 
the program offered coverage at 55 per­
cent of the average market price for crop 
losses that exceed 50 percent of expected 
production. Producers can now choose 
higher levels of coverage, up to 65 per­
cent of their expected production at 100 
percent of the average market price. It is 
important to note that the higher coverage 
is not available on grazing

The following crops in Knox County 
have a NAP application closing date of 
March 15: Sorghum Forage, Guar, Sun­
flowers, Sesame, M ung Beans and Pecans

"NAP policies allow producers to pro­
tect their investment by purchasing cov­
erage for crops," said Birkenfeld. "Natural 
disasters are an unavoidable part of farm­
ing and ranching and FSA programs like 
NAP help producers to recover when they 
experience a loss."

Eligible producers must file the applica­
tion and pay a service fee by the March 
15 deadline. Producers also pay a fixed 
premium for higher coverage. Beginning, 
limited resource and underserved farmers 
may request a waiver of the service fee and 
a 50 percent premium reduction when the 
application for coverage is filed.

April 17 deadline set 
for EQIP program

KNOX CITY— USDA Natural Re­
sources Conservation Service (NRCS) 
D istrict Conservationist Charles Schur 
announces applications for funding op­
portunities w ith the Environmental 
Quality Incentives Program (EQ IP) are 
currently being accepted at the NRCS of­
fices located here at 3950 FM  1292.

NRCS in Texas has received its E Q IP  
funding for fiscal year 2015 and will be­
gin ranking and obligating contracts af­
ter April 17.. All agriculture producers 
interested in submitting a contract appli­
cation for 2015 should do so before this 
ranking deadline.

EQ IP, one of the largest programs in 
the Farm Bill, is a voluntary conservation 
program that promotes environmental 
quality and assists producers to meet lo­
cal, state and federal regulations.

"EQ IP is a valuable tool to help Knox 
County’s agricultural producers im ple­
ment conservation practices that provide 
environmental benefits to help sustain 
agricultural operations," said Schur.

E Q IP  is a continuous sign-up pro­
gram. Contracts are offered periodically 
depending on budgetary allocations. A p­

plications made after the deadline will 
be considered in the next funding cycle. 
H igher priority will be given to those ap­
plications that address national, state and 
local priorities and provide higher cost 
efficiency.

E Q IP  offers technical and financial help 
to install or implement structural, vegeta­
tive, and management practices that can 
benefit the soil, water, air, plants, live­
stock, and wildlife. Each county in the 
state is funded yearly to assist producers 
financially with these land management 
practices.

Last year, NRCS in Texas funded over 
3,400 E Q IP  contracts w ith $82 million 
to accomplish conservation practices such 
as irrigation efficiency, minimum tillage, 
brush management and more on 1.8 mil­
lion acres across the entire state.

In addition to helping our environment. 
Farm Bill conservation program funds 
support rural communities. In Texas, it is 
estimated that each dollar of NRCS and 
private matching expenditures on NRCS 
conservation programs generates an addi­
tional $2.54 in sales o f goods and services 
locally.
