KNOX C ITY  —  Rep. 
James Frank of W ichita 
Falls told a group of Knox 
County residents gathered 
here at the Aging Center 
last Wednesday that he felt 
the Texas Legislature had a 
“very solid session,” adding it 
was better than his freshman 
experience.

“AH that is required is that 
we provide a balanced bud­
get,” Frank noted. “A nd we 
did that.”

Reviewing the results, 
Frank was proud of the 25% 
cut in franchise taxes and the 
$10,000 increase for home­
stead exemptions.

O n another positive note, 
he added that it appeared the 
state would be back to paying 
for transportation with avail­
able funds instead o f borrow­
ing within two years.

Frank indicated that his 
fellow lawmakers were try­

ing to eliminate some of the 
educational testing despite 
the federal governnments 
efforts to do more. “We hear 
that is what Texans want,” he 
said. “And public opinion is 
what drives us.”

Frank then answered some 
questions from the audience, 
telling one that he would 
make available to her all 676 
of the new laws passed.

W hile usually staying away 
from national politics, Frank 
did indicate he would be let­
ting his constituents know 
of his choice for president. It 
appeared he was leaning to­
ward Marco Rubio, but also 
liked Ted Cruz after spend­
ing some time with him re- 
cendy.

“Going back 40 years, it 
appears to me that the most 
likeable man each time 
ended up in the office,” he 
added, saying the key to the 
Republicans winning was to 
get someone who was “elect- 
able.”

W heat producers 
planting early

C O L L E G E  STATION -  
Despite dry planting condi­
tions, Texas wheat producers 
are planting early and ex­
pected to plant about their 
average number of acres this 
year.

More emphasis placed on food safety

WASHINGTON —  New 
government safety rules re­
leased last week will demand 
that food manufacturers be 
more vigilant about keeping 
their operations clean in the 
wake of deadly foodbome ill­
ness outbreaks linked to ice 
cream, caramel apples, canta­
loupes and peanuts.

The rules ran into long 
delays and came out under a 
court-ordered deadline after 
advocacy groups had sued. 
Even then, the Food and 
Drug Administration allowed 
the Aug. 30 deadline to pass 
without releasing the rules to 
the public.

Food manufacturers will 
now be required to submit 
food safety plans to the gov­

ernment to show they are 
keeping their operations clean. 
When the rules go into effect 
later this year, companies will 
have to prepare detailed plans 
that lay out how they handle 
the food, how they process it, 
how they clean their facilities 
and how they keep food at the 
right temperatures, among 
other safety measures.

The emphasis will be fo­
cused on prevention in a 
system that for decades has 
been primarily reactive to 
outbreaks after they sicken or

even kill people.
Michael Taylor, the FDA’s 

deputy commissioner for 
foods, said the rules will “cre­
ate a level playing field.” He 
added: “The food safety prob­
lems we face have one thing 
in common —  they are large­
ly preventable.”

The Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention esti­
mate that 48 million people—  
or 1 in 6 people in the United 
States—  get sick annually 
from foodbome diseases. An 
estimated 3,000 people die.

T he assault, th a t’s exactly w hat it 
was, by two high school athletes 
from  San A ntonio against an 
official th a t occurred recently in a game 

in M arble Falls is ju st no t acceptable, 
especially w ith the emphasis th a t the 
U niversity Interscholastic League tries to 

pu t on sportsm anship.
The video showed a 

defensive back purposely 
blindsiding and running , 
full force into the back 
judge standing behind 
the defensive line and 
knocking him to the 
ground and then another 
player diving helmet first 

JAMES into the referee on the

M C A F F F
officials on

the field did no t eject the 
second player at the tim e and this same 
boy was called for a late h it on the next 
play w hen the M arble Falls quarterback 
took a knee to end the game.

M aking m atters worse, it appears tha t 
a coach’s com m ents about the officials 
led to the actions by the boys. I f  tha t 
is proven true, the coach should not be 
allowed to continue coaching and the 
boys shouldn’t be allowed to ever play 
athletics.

John  Jay assistant coach M ike Breed is 
on leave for allegedly m aking comments 
th a t may have fueled the fire. T he 
students allege th a t an assistant coach 
said, “T h a t guy needs to pay for cheating

W
US.

T he two boys have been suspended 
from  school and the investigation 
continues since the San A ntonio school 
also has made allegations th a t the official 
in question used racial slurs. T he official 
has denied m aking any slurs.

I ’m sorry if  it offends anyone, bu t the 
m ention o f racial slurs sounds like an 
excuse to me.

T he N orthside ISD  is conducting its 
own investigation into the incident and 
said athlete punishm ent could range 
from  placem ent in an alternative school 
to expulsion and assignm ent to a juvenile

justice school. T he tackle is being treated 
as an assault on a school official. T he 
athletes’ names are no t being released 
because they are minors.

A  U IL  com m ittee is expected to make 
an annoncem ent soon on w hether or not 
to impose additional sanctions on the 
athletes, school or district. C rim inal 
charges could also be filed.

A  strong message needs to be sent tha t 
this kind o f behavior will no t be tolerated.

“I t should have never risen to this 
level,” said D aron Roberts, the founding 
director o f the C enter for Sports 
Leadership and Innovation at the 
U niversity o f Texas at Austin.

“These two men unfortunately are in 
a position where they could be penalized 
beyond football,” he added. “T his could 
im pact the rest o f their lives.,”

Roberts, who teaches freshm an athletes 
classes on leadership and character, hopes 
more coaches will do the same. “W h eth er 
i t ’s honesty, or humility, or channeling 
aggression in the righ t way,” he said. “I 
th ink  those lessons have to be reinforced 
on a constant basis or you’ll see situations 
like this erup t,” Roberts said.

I agree, bu t maybe loyal fans need to 
take a look at how  they respond to w hat 
they th ink  are mistakes by the officials.

M y fellow Blackburn M edia G roup 
editor Kent M ahoney from  the Post 
D ispatch made an interesting observation 
w orth repeating:

“You adults who insist upon standing at 
the fence giving the officials *a hard time; 
ju st remember, there are several little  eyes 
w atching everything you do. A nd if  these 
little eyes th ink  you are a cool person 
and everything you do is cool, then  w hat 
are they going to do w hen they are old 
enough to stand at the fence?”

N ow I understand th a t another San 
A ntonio  high school player m ust not 
have understood how such actions against 
officials can not be tolerated as he shoved 
a referee before being restrained by his 
team m ates.

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Explanatory Statements for the 
November 3,2015 

Constitutional Amendment 
Election

Proposition Number 1 
(SJR1)

SIR 1 - Current law provides an 
exemption of $15,000 from the ad 
valorem taxation for public school 
purposes o f a residence homestead. 
The proposed amendment would 
increase this exemption to $25,000, 
starting in the tax year beginning 
January 1, 2015. In order to reflect 
the increased exemption on the 
homestead of a person 65 years of 
age or older or a disabled person, 
the proposed amendment would 
provide a reduction to the current 
limitation on the total amount of 
ad valorem taxes. The proposed 
amendment would protect school 
districts from all or part of the 
revenue loss by authorizing an 
appropriation of fimds according to 
formulas set by the legislature. In 
addition, the proposed amendment 
would authorize the legislature 
to prohibit a political subdivision 
from reducing or repealing a 
homestead exemption adopted by 
the political subdivision. Finally, 
the proposed amendment would 
prohibit the imposition of a tax on 
the conveyance of real property, but 
would not prohibit the imposition of 
a business tax measured by business 
activity, a tax on the production of 
minerals, a tax on the issuance of 
title insurance, or a change in the 
rate o f a tax in existence on January 
1,2016.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
increasing the amount of the 
residence homestead exemption 
from ad valorem taxation for 
public school purposes from 
$15,000 to $25,000, providing for 
a reduction of the limitation on 
the total amount of ad valorem 
taxes that may be imposed for 
those purposes on the homestead 
of an elderly or disabled person 
to reflect the .increased exemption 
amount, authorizing the 
legislature to prohibit a political 
subdivision that has adopted an 
optional residence homestead
exemption from ad valorem 
taxation from reducing the
amount of or repealing the

exemption, and prohibiting the 
enactment of a law that imposes a 
transfer tax on a transaction that 
conveys fee simple title to real 
property.”

Proposition Number 2 
(J1JR75)

HJR 75 - In 2011, voters approved 
a constitutional amendment to 
allow a surviving spouse o f a 
100 percent or totally disabled 
veteran an exemption from ad 
valorem taxation from all or part 
of the market value on the disabled 
veteran’s residence homestead, as 
long as the surviving spouse had 
not remarried. The amendment did 
not apply to surviving spouses of 
veterans who died before 2011. 
This amendment would extend 
the exemption in such cases. The 
proposed amendment would apply 
only to ad valorem taxes imposed 
for a tax year beginning on or after 
January 1,2016.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows; 
“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to 
provide for an exemption from ad 
valorem taxation of all or part of 
the market value of the residence 
homestead of the surviving 
spouse of a 100 percent or totally 
disabled veteran who died before 
the law authorizing a residence 
homestead exemption for such a 
veteran took effect.”

Proposition Number 3 
(SJR 52)

SJR 52 proposes a constitutional 
amendment to repeal the 
requirement for the Comptroller of 
Public Accounts, the Copimissioner 
of the General Land Office, the 
Attorney General, and any other 
officers elected statewide to reside 
in Austin, Texas, the state capital. 
Under current law, these statewide 
elected officers are required to reside 
in the capital o f the State o f Texas 
while in office. This amendment 
would not apply to the residency 
requirement for the Governor.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows; 
“The constitutional amendment 
repealing the requirement that 
state officers elected by voters 
statewide reside in the state 
capital.”

Proposition Number 4 
(HJR 73)

HJR 73 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would grant the 
legislature the authority to pass 
statutes to allow a professional 
sports team charitable foundation to 
conduct charitable raffles under the 
terms and conditions imposed by 
general law. The laws passed under 
this authority may provide that the 
professional sports team charitable 
foundation may use proceeds 
from such charitable raffies 
to pay reasonable advertising, 
promotional, and administrative 
expenses. Any law enacted by this 
provision only applies to entities 
defined as professional sports team 
charitable foundations on January 1, 
2016. Additionally, any law enacted 
by this provision may only allow 
charitable raffles to be conducted 
at games hosted at the home venue 
of the professional sports team 
associated with a professional sports 
team charitable foundation.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to 
permit professional sports team 
charitable foundations to conduct 
charitable raffles,”

Proposition Number 5 
(SJR 17)

SJR 17 proposes a constitutional 
amendment which would increase 
from 5,000 to 7,500 the maximum 
total population threshold of a 
county that is allowed to construct 
and maintain private roads as long 
as the county imposes a reasonable 
charge for the work.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
to authorize counties with a 
population of 7,500 or less to 
perform private road construction 
and maintenance.”

Proposition Number 6 
(SJR 22)

SJR 22 proposes a constitutional 
amendnient that would add the right 
to hunt, fish and harvest wildlife, 
including by use o f traditional 
methods, in the Bill o f Rights 
of the Texas Constitution. This 
right would be subject to laws and 
regulations intended to conserve

and manage wildlife and to preserve 
the future o f hunting and fishing. 
The proposed amendment would 

’establish hunting and fishing as the 
preferred method of managing and 
controlling wildlife in Texas. The 
proposed amendment is not intended 
to affect any law or provision 
related to trespass, property rights 
or eminent domain, and would 
not prevent the legislature from 
authorizing a municipality to 
regulate the discharge of a firearm 
in a populated area in the interest of 
safety.

The proposed amendment wifi 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The cQnstitntionni amendment 
recognizing the right of the people 
to hunt, fish, and harvest wUdUfe 
subject to laws that promote 
wildlife conservation,”

Proposition Number 7 
(SJR 5)

SJR 5 proposes a constitutional 
amendment to dedicate a portion 
of revenues from (1) the state sales 
and use tax, and (2) the tax imposed 
on the sale, use, or rental o f a motor 
vehicle, to the State Highway Fund 
(SHF). Under current law, these 
funds would be deposited to the 
General Revenue Fund, Money 
deposited to the SHF is intended to 
be used only to construct, maintain, 
or acquire rights-of-way for public 
roadways other than toll roads; or to 
repay certain transportation-related 
debt.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows; 
“The constitutional amendment 
dedicating certain sales and use 
tax revenue and motor vehicle 
sales, use, and rental tax revenue 
to the state highway fund to 
provide funding for nontoUed 
roads and the reduction of certain 
transportation-related debt.”
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
