1 lb. bag of Dole brand cole slaw  mix

1 pkg. chicken flavored Ramen noodles

2 bunches green onions, chopped 

1 cup slivered almonds

Mix the flavor packet from the Ramen noodle package with the oil, sugar and 
vinegar.

W hen we think of diversity in the work­
place, we tend to start with the topics of race, 
ethnicity, gender, sexual orientation, and dis­
ability.

• Everyone wants recognition for a job 
well done

I t is true th a t no t everyone likes to 
be rewarded in the same way, to learn 
in the same form at or contribute at 
the same level. C om m unication is 
the key. Engaging all generations in 
conversation will lead to stronger, 
more cohesive organizations. G en ­
eral knowledge o f the differences 
throughout the generations is im por­
tan t and will certainly help us navi­
gate possible conflicts th a t arise.

However, don’t assume th a t no 
T raditionalist likes to receive text 
messages or th a t a M illennial is the 
only one th a t can hook up the lap­
top to the projector. I t  is up to us 
to get to know  the person, no t the 
stereotype, in order to create a work 
environm ent th a t is respectful of 
differences.
