Wildfire near Truscott: Quick reponse averts disaster

A disaster was averted last
week because of some fast re-
sponses and dedicated work.

An electrical line snapped
and ignited a grass fire last
Wednesday on the Carroll
Ranch in an area of Knox
County near Truscott.

High, gusty winds added
fuel and the wildfire spread
quickly.

Things started happen-
ing quickly. Area fire de-
partments were dispatched,
the Knox commissioners
were on their way with road
equipment and the head of
the Department of Public
Safety Emergency Manage-
ment called to report a hot
spot on satelite, offering as-
sistance if necessary. Howev-
er, the fire departments had
assessed the situation and
had aleady called the Texas
Forest Service.

The blaze was 95 per

cent contained by mid-
day Thursday before a wind
shift caused a flare up. That’s
when air tankers were called
in to assist, extinguishing the
wildfire after 2,100 acres had
been burned. Units were sta-
tioned Friday as a precaution.

“My first response with a
county emergency was made
easy because all departments
knew their jobs and quickly
jumped into action work-
ing together,” said Judge
Stan Wojcik. “We should be
proud of them.

“I'would like to give credit
where credit is due by thank-
ing our area fire depart-
ments as well as our com-
missioners and road crews,
the Texas Forest Service, the
DPS emergency managment
coordinator, Cedar Ridge
Aviation and the private citi-
zens who pitched in to help
contain and extinguish the
Carroll Ranch wildfire near
Truscott.”

Waggoner Ranch sold for $735 million

VERNON - Professional sports mogul and
rancher Stan Kroenke, whose holdings include
the Los Angeles Rams football team, has been
approved to purchase the iconic W.T. Waggoner
Ranch for $735 million.

The historic property, considered the largest U.S.
ranch behind one fence, had been on the market
for 18 months at an asking price of $725 million.

The transaction will be the first-ever sale of the
property, an approximately 535,000-acre estate
which was established in 1849 and spans six Texas
counties, including Knox, and almost 800 square
miles. The ranch includes thousands of cattle, hun-
dreds of horses and oil wells, and 30,000 acres of

Et

farmland.

Kroenke, whose net worth is listed at $7.3 billion
by Forbes, said that he would continue to preserve
and protect the Waggoner Ranch, which he called
a “uniquely American treasure.”

“This is an incredible opportunity and an even
greater responsibility,” Kroenke said. “We are
honored to assume ownership of the Waggoner
— a true Texas and American landmark — and are
deeply committed to continuing the proud legacy
of W.T. “Tom” Waggoner, his family and his de-
scendants....”

Kroenke, 68, is owner of Kroenke Sports En-
terprises, which includes the NFLs Rams, NBA's
Denver Nuggets, NHLs Colorado Avalanche, ma-
jor league soccer’s Colorado Rapids and the Colo-

o

rado Mammoth of the National Lacrosse League.

Dan Waggoner, who was born in Tennessee on
July 7, 1828, started ranching in 1849, first settling
in Wise County, near Decatur. He brought with
him more than 240 longhorn cattle and six horses.
It wasn’t until about 20 years later that the ranch’s
growth truly began. Dan and his son, W.T. (Tom),
began expanding the land in 1870, after driving a
herd of cattle to market in Kansas and returning
with $55,000. That haul would become the basis
for their ranch fortune. W.T. continued to cultivate
the family’s ranching interests after Dan’s death in
1903. It was in 1923 that Tom formed what is to-
day known as the W.T. Waggoner Estate.

NRCS to add acres for CSP

KNOX CITY - Agricul-
ture Secretary Tom Vilsack
has announced that $150
millién in funding is avail-
able for agricultural pro-
ducers through the Con-
servation Stewardship Pro-
gram (CSP), USDA’s larg-
est conservation program
that helps producers vol-
untarily improve the health
and productivity of private
and Tribal working lands.

USDA’s Natural Resourc-

(NRCS) plans to add an
estimated 10 million acres
to the rolls of CSP during
fiscal year 2016.

NRCS accepts applica-
tions for CSP through-
out the year, but producers
should submit applica-
tions by March 31, to local
USDA service centers to
ensure they are considered
for enrollment in 2016.

Participants with existing
CSP contracts that will ex-
pire on Dec.31, 2016, have
the option to renew their

five years if they agree to
adopt additional activities
to achieve higher levels of
conservation on their lands.
Applications to renew are
also due by March 31, 2016.

“CSP offers landown-
ers the opportunity to be
rewarded for the good re-
source conservation efforts
they are currently under-
taking,” Charles Schur said.
“This program provides ad-
ditional incentives for them
to continue their enhance-
ments on a voluntary basis.”

Jury service a civic duty

SEYMOUR - 50th District Judge
Bobby Burnett has requested the News-
Courier to remind all citizens of Knox
County of the importance of jury service
since it is becoming more frequent in all
four counties of the district for some per-
sons to not call in with a valid excuse and
then not show up after being notified by
mail.

He stated that the law provides for a
fine of not less than $100 or more than
$500 for failure to appear for grand jury
service and a fine of not less than $100 or
more than $1,000 for failure to appear for
petit (trial) jury service.

“Currently, the fine being imposed is
$150, but if that has to be increased to en-
sure compliance, we will not hesitate to do
so,” he said.

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Judge Burnett added, “Our judicial sys-
tem cannot function unless citizens are
willing to perform their civic duty and
Serve as jurors.

“It is important to note that if you re-
ceive a notice for jury duty and have a good
reason for not appearing, you can contact
the judge’s office in Seymour during ordi-
nary business hours at 940 889-6912. The
problem we have is with those who do not
show up and do not contact us prior to the
time they are scheduled to appear.”

Persons who are more than 70 years of
age or are disabled and who wish to be
permanently excused from jury duty may
contact the district clerk’s office at the
courthouse and fill out the necessary form
to accomplish this.

What’s the difference be-
tween mist and drizzle?

The real difference is only a
slight one, says Brent McRob-
erts of Texas A&M University.
“Mist is composed of tiny drop-
lets of water, so tiny they are
suspended in the atmosphere,”
he explains. “Mist reduces vis-
ibility, but not as much as fog,
which it closely resembles.
Technically speaking, during
mist, visibility is one-half mile
or more. Drizzle, on the other
hand, is fairly uniform pre-
cipitation and is composed of
small water drops that fall to the
ground. The only real difference
between drizzle and actual rain
is that the droplets in drizzle are
much smaller.”

So how much bigger are rain
drops in drizzle compared to
those in mist? Much larger, says
McRoberts. “Drizzle contains
drops that are .02 inch or small-
er,” he adds. “There are even
levels of drizzle -- light drizzle
(meaning visibility is about one-
half mile); medium drizzle (vis-
ibility less than one-half mile)
and heavy drizzle (visibility less
than one-fourth mile). Mist is
thinner than fog and the drops
are so tiny that many float in
the air, reducing visibility to be-
tween one-half mile and up to
1.2 miles. For purposes of mea-
suring, the U.S. Weather Ser-
vice does not regard fog, dew or
frost as precipitation. There is
also Arctic mist, which is a mist
of ice crystals and is a very light
type of ice fog.”
