T ip s  to  p ro tec t Texas changes voter ID requirements

W ith mosquito season in 
full force in Texas and the 
Zika virus becoming an in­
creasing threat to the health 
o f  unborn babies in Texas, 
the Texas A & M  A griL- 
ife Extension Service has 
stepped up efforts to educate 
the public on ways to protect 
themselves from becoming 
infected with this new m os­
quito-

“W hile people enjoy out­
door activities and travel 
this summer, it ’s important 
to remember that our first 
line o f  defense against Zika 
is to avoid being bitten by 
m osquitoes,” said Dr. Sonja 
Swiger, A griL ife Extension 
entomologist at Stephenville.

Here are some simple ways 
to protect you and your fam ­
ily from infection:

•A pply EPA-approved 
insect repellent every time 
you go outside. Choosing an 
EPA-registered repellent en­
sures the EPA  has evaluated 
the product for effectiveness. 
I f  you are also using sun­
screen, apply sunscreen first 
and insect repellent second.

• Always foUow the prod­
uct label instructions when 
applying insect repellent to 
children. D o not use insect 
repellent on babies younger 
than two months old. In­
stead, cover crib, stroller, or 
baby carrier

•W ear lightweight, loose- 
fitting pants and long-sleeve 
shirts that cover exposed 
skin.

•M ake sure screens are in

good repair if  you open win­
dows or close windows and 
doors to keep mosquitoes out 
o f  your home.

•Cover trash cans or con­
tainers where water can col­
lect.

•Remove standing wa­
ter in and around the home 
from old tires, planters, or 
any other containers that can 
hold water. M osquito dunks, 
which can be found in any 
home and garden center, ef­
fectively control mosquito 
larvae in places where water 
cannot be drained and are 
not harmful to fish or other 
aquatic organisms.

•Change the water in chil­
dren’s pools and bird baths 
several times a week and the 
water in pet

• Screen rain barrels and 
openings to water tanks or 
wells.

“Anything that holds 
water should be dumped 
or treated”, said Dr. M ike 
Merchant, A griL ife Exten­
sion urban entomologist 
at Dallas. “Small contain­
ers can hold enough water 
to breed mosquitoes. Aedes 
mosquitoes don’t travel far 
from their larval habitat, so 
i f  you’ve got them, chances 
are you unknowingly raised 
them .”

“I t ’s the global world we 
live in today,” Swiger said. 
“As people travel and return 
from areas affected by Zika, 
some will return carrying 
the virus. W hen Aedes. m os­
quitoes bite infected people, 
they acquire the virus. The 
mosquito then transmits it to

C O R P U S  C H R I S n -  
Texas has reached an agree­
ment to weaken its strict 
voter identification law and 
allow residents to cast ballots 
in November’s election even 
if  they have none o f  the seven 
identifying documents that 
the law recognizes.

The accord, filed with 
the Federal District Court 
in Corpus Christi, followed 
a Ju ly  ruling by the United 
States Court o f  Appeals 
for the Fifth Circuit that 
the Texas law violated the 
1965 Voting Rights A ct and 
needed to be changed to end 
its discriminatory impact on

black and Hispanic voters.
A  district court judge must 

stUl endorse the agreement, 
which was reached by law­
yers for the state, civil rights 
groups and the Justice D e­
partment, but the approval is 
likely to be a formality.

Texans will now be al­
lowed to vote with another 
reasonable form o f  identifi­
cation:

*  A  legal photo ID  that 
has been expired no more 
than four years, regardless o f  
whether addres still matches.

*  A  certified copy o f  a birth 
certificate.

* A  current voter registra­
tion card.

* A  government check or

a financial document show­
ing the voter’s name and an 
address.

Voters using one o f  thee 
forms must sign a legal af­
fidavit saying why they were 
unable to get the reqired ID ,

T he agreement is the lat­
est in a series o f  legal moves 
that have weakened or struck 
down voter ID  laws, som e­
times in battleground states 
where turnout in the presi­
dential election could be cru­
cial.

In addition, a federal ap­
peals court nullified North 
Carolina’s identification law 
and rolled back a host o f 
other restrictions enacted by 
the state’s Republican Leg-

To avoid infecting lo­
cal mosquitoes, people who 
travel to areas with active 
Zika transmission should 
apply insect repellent every 
time they go outside for at 
least three weeks after they 
return to Texas -  and longer 
i f  they develop an illness that

could be Zika.
According to the D epart­

ment o f  State H ealth Servic­
es, Texas has had 97 reported 
cases o f  Zika virus disease to 
date.

This count includes three 
pregnant women, one infant 
infected before birth, and 
one person who had sexual 
contact with a traveler.

HANABA threw in

M U N N  ^ plantain
(much like

W E L C H  a banana
but harder 

to spell) to give the menu a 
Cuban touch and to provide 
a springboard for the discus­
sion o f  politics, history and 
music. I even found some 
Cuban music to play in the 
background, but I was too 
busy scooping fried plantain

slices out o f hot oil to get the 
music going. And that wasn't 
my only active skillet.

A ll told, the meal went 
well. Everybody liked the 
plantain. N ot everybody 
liked the spinach. I just threw 
it in so we'd have something 
green on our plates. W ho 
knows if  they eat spinach 
in Havana? But they do eat 
plantains.

W hen I was 9, my par­
ents and I spent two days 
in Havana. I m yself saw a 
guy eating a fried plantain 
at something like an open- 
air diner. H e was sitting at 
the counter. I was shocked. 
I thought it was a banana. 
C ut lengthwise, it shared the 
plate with a fried egg and I 
think maybe a piece o f  ham. 
M y other shock at the same 
joint was the sauerkraut they 
put on my hot dog and the 
chili they left o ff —  proof o f 
the New York influence on 
Caribbean cuisine. I'm prob­
ably Sonic's only customer

who thinks o f Havana when 
I order the New York D og.

The Cuban experience is 
one I'm  glad my parents de­
cided to collect. Daddy had 
sold enough Farm Bureau 
insurance that year to earn 
us a Daytona Beach vacation. 
W hen it ended, we could 
have gone back to the farm 
like everyone else, but instead 
we made that side trek. Back 
in those days, you didn't even 
need a passport, much less a 
visa. The M afia knows how 
to run things.

Now, if  I had my wish. I'd 
take our grandkids to Havana 
and in every other direction 
too. But they don't have the 
time, and grand vacations 
cost money. W hat's left is 
supper. And if  I'm not the 
best cook, so what? Dressing 
up the meal with a semi-ex- 
otic dish or two and putting 
a bottle o f mango-infused 
Pickapeppa on the table is 
easy. The parrot on the label 
is enough to take you to the 
tropics, especially if  you turn 
o ff the squawking television 
when the meal begins.

We didn't dwell on Cuba 
as we downed our plantain 
medallions, but we did man­
age to correct our grand­
daughter's misconception 
that it's a U SA  possession. 
She had it mixed up with 
Puerto Rico.

The next day I tracked

down the scholarly paper 
that analyzes the value of 
experiences vs. possessions 
in the pursuit o f happiness. I 
couldn't even understand the 
introductory abstract. I think 
maybe somebody oversimpli­
fied the whole concept.

That's O K.
Oversimplification is bet­
ter than making stuff harder 
to understand. It's how you 
conjure up Havana with one 
plantain.

Many people remember car­
ing for their childhood pet and 
the joy they felt from develop­
ing a relationship with an ani­
mal. Although welcoming a pet 
into your home is a big com­
mitment, children can learn re­
sponsibility by learning to care 
for pets with adult supervision.

“As a child gets older, 
their responsibilities with pet 
care can increase. Children who 
leam to take on responsibilities 
appropriate for their age wiU 
gain self-confidence and grow

up to be responsible adults.”
Additionally, family pets can 

encourage family bonding. Pets 
need daily exercise, so daily 
walking with the pet may pro­
vide good quality time for the 
family. Playing or interacting 
with the pet in the house can 
take the focus off the T V  or 
computer and also encourage 
family interactions.

While children are learning 
to care for their pet, they may 
also develop a loving relation­
ship with them.

This companionship may 
provide children comfort and 
emotional support. “Positive 
pet interactions with children 
can help develop non-verbal 
communication skills, com­
passion, and empathy in chil­
dren,” Griffin said. “Pets can 
provide children with a listen-

ing ear and friendship. Studies 
show that reading aloud to a 
loyal companion can increase a 
young readers self-confidence 
and improve reading skills.”

But how can a family know 
when it is the right time to get 
a pet? Sometimes this decision 
can be difficult. When consid­
ering adopting or purchasing a 
pet, it is important to remem­
ber the pets needs, such as 
food, water, and veterinary care. 
Adults must also commit to su­
pervising their children caring 
for the pets basic needs. “Pet 
ownership is a time, energy, and 
financial commitment,” Griffin 
said. “Parental involvement is 
necessary for any child learning 
to care for a pet. A  child who 
learns to care for a pet may leam 
important lessons, such as how 
to treat people and animals with 
kindness, patience, and respect.” 

Additionally, the age o f the 
children caring for the pet 
should also be considered when 
deciding if  it is appropriate to 
welcome a pet into the home.

“Children as young as two 
years old can help feed a pet but 
should never be left alone with 
a pet because the child does not 
fully understand their bound­
aries,” Griffin said. “Children 
around the age o f 10 should be 
able to walk, feed, and clean up 
after a pet, but would still re­
quire adult supervision.”

Pets offer both children and 
adults love, loyalty, and affection. 
Although adopting or purchas­
ing a pet is a big commitment, 
they can make a positive impact 
on children by teaching them 
responsibility, compassion, and 
patience.

End o f an Error

I f  we needed any further 
evidence that baseball is, once 
again, metamorphosing into 
a different era, this seasons 
trade deadline was aU the proof 
needed.

While all major sports do the 
same -- basketball recently saw 
the addition o f the three-point 
line, football killed the kickoff 
return, tennis now allows lim­
ited coaching, boxing svvdtched 
to 12-round fights and hockey 
added the shootout — no other 
sport has fiddled with its secret 
sauce as often as baseball.

W hat exactly constitutes an 
“era,” you may be asking? Well, 
in Boston, that s how they pro­
nounce the word “error,” as in 
“Nomah shouldn’t be chahged 
with an era on that play!”Those 
in the English-speaking parts 
o f the country generally see an 
“era” as beginning with a read­
ily identifiable change in cul­
ture. Baseball, probably due to 
its fan base’s love o f statistical 
scrutiny, seems to revel in this 
sort o f unofftcial, much-writ- 
ten-about classification system.

L et’s see ... there was the 
deadball era, the spitbaU era, 
the Babe Ruth era, the inte­
gration era, the World War II 
era, the expansion era, the year 
o f the higher mound (not an 
era, but a noticeable blip on the 
timeline), the free-agent era, 
the designated-hitter era, the 
cocaine era, the steroid era, the 
“Moneyball” era and now this 
era.

W hat do we call this era? 
The 100-plus mph bullpen era? 
The infield shift era? The Cha- 
chi Areola Republican Con­
vention Speech era? The search 
for stars? W hile the league has 
its share o f superstars, if  Bryce 
Harper, Giancarlo Stanton 
or Clayton Kershaw walked 
past you at the Kwik-E Mart, 
95 percent o f  the population 
would not recognize them. I ’d 
wager (but not on the game if  I 
was a manager).

Baseball is in great financial 
shape, or so we are constantly 
being told. Still, the game has

some major-league flaws. The 
fact that an entire state can’t 
watch a Yankee game due to 
a fight wdth a cable company 
is abhorrent. The fact that a 
single exhibition game that 
managers don’t play to win can 
control home-field advantage 
for the seven-game champion­
ship series is moronic.

One thing is clear, however: 
We are moving out o f the bor­
ing “on-base percentage is the 
best statistic there is” phase. 
Unless it’s Rickey Hender­
son, nobody spends hundreds 
o f dollars to go see a baseball 
game and root, root, root for 
the home team to walk. Thank­
fully, Ned Yost and the Royals 
freed us from that oppression. 
They did this by developing a 
strong farm system that taught 
fundamentals stressing move­
ment ... great defense, speed 
and hits, backed by a lights-out 
bullpen. Now that’s baseball

Identification cards explained
By Jason Doran

I have been approached by 
several people asking about 
identification cards for veterans. 
There is no short answer and to 
be honest it depends on your 
needs. Tbu can get all or none.

To obtain a VIC, you will need 
your DD-214, showing that 
you were honorably discharged 
from the service. I would like to 
say that while these ID s do not 
take the place o f your DD-214 
they can be a lot easier to carry 
around.

There is one ID  card that is 
issued by the state ofTexas. Dur­
ing the 82nd session o f the Texas 
State House, Bill 1514 autho­
rized the Department o f Public 
Safety to have “Veteran” placed 
on your driver’s license or state 
issued ID. All that is required is 
your DD-214, showing an hon­
orable discharge and any other 
documents required by the state 
for the license/ID itself This 
can be used for everything from 
your hunting or fishing license to 
discounts at restaurants or other 
places that offer discounts to 
Veterans. This can be done at any 
Texas D P S driver’s license office.

There are three forms o f ID  
that come from the federal gov­
ernment, two o f them via the
VA

The first is the Veterans Iden-

tification Card (VIC). It pretty 
much serves ffie same function 
as the “Veteran” status on the 
Texas Driver’s License/ID (ex­
cept that it obviously does not 
allow you to drive). And as the 
State issued Veterans ID, it will 
not allow you on military bases 
or show proof for or eligibility to 
any federal benefits such as dis­
ability or home loans.

The second form is the Vet­
eran Health Identification Card 
(VHIC). The VH IC, similar to 
the VIC in appearance, is used 
to check into the VA for medi­
cal appointments, can allow ac­
cess to most military bases and 
through airport security and 
shows proof o f service for other 
benefits as well. Because the 
V H IC  allows for so much more 
than the VIC, you are required to 
show proof o f a primary and sec­
ondary source o f ID  along with 
your DD-214. There are also dif­
ferent ways to acquire a V H IC  
other than your local VA office. 
For a list o f required documents 
and ways to acquire your V H IC  
card go to http://www.va.gov/ 
healthBenefits/vhic/index.asp or 
simply call me and I can go over 
the process with you.

The third and final form is 
the Military ID  card, which is 
presented by the Department of 
Defense (DoD). This ID  card is 
for all active duty, reserve and N a­
tional Guard, retired and family 
members o f those who serve or 
served. This card can be used for 
all the things the V H IC  provides 
along with shopping privileges 
on military bases. These cards are 
issued upon enlistment, during 
service or discharge from service 
at any military base. Dyess A FB 
is our nearest base that provides 
this service. Their number is 
325-696- 5724, call them for 
hours o f operation. While an ap­
pointment is not necessary, it can 
make the process easier.

D SH S offers PAM precautions

AUSTIN—The Texas Depart­
ment of State Health Services is 
reminding swimmers and skiers 
to take precautions to avoid in­
fection from Naegleria fouoleriy 
an ameba assumed to be present 
in all rivers, lakes, ponds, tanks 
and streams.

The ameba can cause primary 
amebic meningoencephalitis, or 
PAM, an infection of the brain. 
Infection is extremely rare but 
almost always fatal.

D SH S offers these precau­
tions to reduce the already low 
risk of infection:

Never swim or ski in stag­
nant water.

H old your nose or use nose

or jum ping into any fresh 
water.

The ameba thrives in 
warm, stagnant water but 
may be present in any body 
o f  fresh water. A  combina­
tion o f  lower water levels, 
high temperatures and stag­
nant or slow-moving water 
may produce higher concen­
trations o f  the ameba.

Infection is believed to oc­
cur when water containing 
the ameba is forced up the 
nose when diving or jum ping 
into the water or when ski­
ing. Symptoms may include 
severe headache, high fever, 
stiff neck, nausea and vomit-

The ameba does not live 
in salt water or in swimming 
pools and hot tubs that are 
properly cleaned, maintained 
and treated with chlorine.

D S H S  officials said clos­
ing lakes or other bodies of 
water is not a standard pub­
lic health protection measure 
against PA M  given that the 
amebas are ubiquitous, natu­
rally occurring microorgan­
isms and infections are ex­
tremely rare.

Other dangers associated 
with lakes and rivers include 
diving into waters that are too 
shallow or that may hide rocks 
and debris. Never leave children 
unattended around water.

How to get real person on phone

I wanted to address one of my pet 
peeves, calling customer support, which 
is theoretically there to assist you. How- 

ever, most o f the time I 
have disappointing ex­
periences with the auto­
mated systems, spending 
most o f my time either 
pressing buttons or actu­
ally shouting “yes” or ”no” 
or “I want to speak to a 
human.”

This happened just last 
JAMES week for Vonda and I at 

MCAFEE same time and I’m
____________  sure many of you have

had similar experiences.
I decided to do some research and 

found a way to avoid some of that frus­
tration, allowing you to follow a few easy 
steps to get a real person on the line.

While most numbers have automated 
front ends full of prompts to ignore, and 
different companies have different in­
structions for navigating their service ho­
tlines, immediately asking for a represen­
tative or simply pressing 0 or # as many 
times as needed tends to lead to faster 
human interaction.

Also, different companies have differ­
ent hours o f operation, but calling during

the week between typical work hours is 
a safe bet. Just be aware of differences in 
time zones.

Here is a list o f how to make it happen 
with some cable providers, for example:

A T & T  U-verse: Call 1-800-288-2020. 
Wait through all o f the messages, and 
you’ll automatically be connected to live 
person.

DirecTV: Call 1-888-777-2454. Say 
the word “Yes” and then keep saying 
“Operator.”

Dish Network: CaU 1-800-333-3474. 
Press 1 and then keep pressing 0.

Time Warner Cable: Call 1-800-892- 
2253 and keep pressing 0.

Verizon FiOS: Call 1-888-553-1555 
and keep pressing 0.

I f  you’re interested in contacting other 
companies, ContactHelp.com and GetH- 
uman.com are great resources to check out.

For a troubled world

Just watch the news and you will readily agree with Marcia Fulton that there's 
a lot of "tough stuff" going on in our world today. It's easy to get discouraged, 
depressed, and even despondent.

Recently, Marcia had a conversation with her 11-year-old son Jimmy that gave 
her a different perspective and some peace:

"I had a very deep conversation with Jimmy on our way home yesterday 
about this world and the tough stuff going on, and he gave me a new hope and 
perspective on it. Who knew talking to my 11-year-old would give me hope and 
joy in a dim time in our world? I love and cherish these moments! In Jimmy's 
words, 'Mom , we love God and He loves us! He has our backs in this world, and we 
do not have to fear because He told us not to. He told us He is for us! We have to 
remember that and know that we have heaven waiting for us after this.'"

Thinking about Jimmy's wise words, you know what? No matter how difficult it 
gets in this world, I think I'm going to be okay. How about you?

Here's where Jimmy gets his information and insight:

Jesus said to His disciples: "These things I have spoken to you, that in Me you 
may have peace. In the world you will have tribulation; but be o f good cheer, I 
have overcome the world" (John 16:33).

"For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son, that whoever 
believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life" (John 3:16).

"What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us? 
He who did not spare His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all, how shall He not 
with Him also freely give us all things?" (Romans 8:31-32).

"Jesus immediately said to them: 'Take courage! It is I. Do not be afraid'" 
(Matthew 14:27).

Jesus comforted His troubled followers with these words: "Let not your heart 
be troubled; you believe in God, believe also in Me. In M y Father's house are many 
mansions; if it were not so, I would have told you.

Lightning temperature
Since lightning is electric­

ity, how hot can a lightning 
bolt be?

H otter than you probably 
think, says Brent M cRoberts 
o f  Texas A & M  University. 
“Scientists have done numer­
ous experiments on this very 
subject,” M cRoberts explains, 
“and the air around a light­
ning bolt can reach as high 
as 54,000 degrees. That’s 
over five times hotter than 
the surface o f  the sun. That’s 
why when the air gets that 
hot, it expands faster than the 
speed o f  sound, and the com­
pressed air around it sends 
out a quick shock wave — 
and that’s thunder. And since 
one bolt is really several bolts 
strung together, there are 
several o f  these shock waves 
one right after another, each 
at a different altitude. That’s 
why thunder often seems to 
rumble.”

H ow  many volts are in a 
lightning bolt?

One bolt can contain mil­
lions o f  volts o f  electric­
ity, M cRoberts adds. “That’s 
why lightning can be such a 
killer -- it is extremely pow­
erful. About 100 U S . resi­
dents are killed by lightning 
each year, and remember that 
worldwide, there are more 
than 1,000 thunderstorms 
at any given moment, caus­
ing 6,000 lightning strikes 
per minute. It ’s been esti­
mated that the Em pire State 
Building in N ew  York City is 
struck by lightning an aver­
age o f  25 times each year.”
