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Emergency Telephone 
System Discussed Here

Wayne Hughes, representa­
tive of Panhandle Regional Plan­
ning Commission, met with the 
Silverton City Council and Bris­
coe County officials Monday, 
July 10, to discuss implementa­
tion of the 9-1-1 emergency 
telephone services in the Pan­
handle.

All Councilmen were present 
for the meeting.

Mr. Hughes explained how the 
system would operate in Silver- 
ton and Briscoe County, and the 
advantages to the general public 
in emergency situations. He then 
presented Resolution 7-89-A, au­
thorizing General Telephone 
Company to implement a 50c 
monthly service fee per access 
line for all Silverton customers. 
The 50c service fee will be used 
to finance the installation and

operation of the 9-1-1 system.
Motion was made by Flute 

Hutsell, seconded by John Bow­
man and passed to approve and 
adopt Resolution 7-89-A as pres- 
sented. The 50c service fee will 
begin with the November 1989 
billing.

Even though residents will 
begin paying for the 9-1-1 ser­
vice, the actual 9-1-1 service isn’t 
projected to begin in Briscoe 
County until 1992 or 1993, and 
even then the regular 823-2001 
emergency phone number will 
continue to be used. The local 
emergency number will reach 
the fire and ambulance personnel 
while emergency units will be 
ordered by a dispatcher in Tulia

County Sales Tax 
Rebates Continue 
Downward Trend

Briscoe County’s sales tax 
rebates continued their down­
ward trend last month in spite of 
the fact that State Comptroller 
Bob Bullock reported that local 
sales tax rebates across Texas 
continued to climb, increasing by 
12 percent over last year’s July 
payments.

“National economic indicators 
seem to be showing a slowdown, 
but the trend in Texas remains 
upward,” Bullock said. “Our 
diversifying economic base 
should ensure that we continue 
to do well.”

Bullock added that Texas’ 
economic growth is becoming 
apparent in almost every sector 
of the economy.

“Oil and gas, construction, 
banking and real estate appear to 
have bottomed out. And some of 
the areas in Texas that lagged 
behind in economic growth are 
beginning to show signs of 
improvement,” Bullock said.

July’s checks represent taxes 
collected by monthly filers in 
May and reported to the Comp­
troller’s office in June, Bullock 
said.

Silverton’s rebate check for 
this period was $977.86, bringing 
the 1989 payments to date to 
$10,451.29, 12.82 percent less 
than the $11,988.74 that had been 
received for the same period in 
1988. Quitaque’s payment this 
month was $513.20, bringing that 
city’s 1989 total to $6,413.79, off 
14.72 percent from the $7,520.59 
received for the same period last 
year.

Many cities in this area are 
now increasing in sales tax 
rebates as fast as the state 
average. Swisher County, how­
ever, is an exception to this. That 
county presently is 54.09 percent 
ahead of last year, with huge 
gains in the two smaller cities of 
Kress and Happy reported at 
452.67 percent and 247.34 per­
cent respectively.

Higher prices mean lower pay­
ments, lower prices mean higher 
payments. In theory, one offsets 
the other on the farmer’s bottom 
line.

But higher prices mean noth­
ing to the producer with nothing 
to sell. So the theory becomes 
myth to the thousands of produ­
cers on the Plains with hailed- 
out, droughted-out or washed- 
out crop prospects, note officials 
of Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., 
Lubbock.

The U. S. Department of 
Agriculture last fall projected a 
payment rate of 21.4 cents per 
pound, indicating expectations of 
a 52-cent farm price for the year. 
But PCG calculations show an 
average farm price of 55.2 cents

for the first five months of the 
year. And the market, bolstered 
by falling world production pros­
pects in production and rising 
demand, continues to exhibit 
solid strength. “So I think it’s 
safe to say that any hope for a 
payment rate even close to 21 
cents has already gone by the 
board,” says Donald Johnson, 
PCG Executive Vice President.

On the opposite side of the 
question, Johnson also thinks it 
unlikely that the payment rate 
will drop below 8.56 cents. That’s 
the amount of the total advance 
payments producers already 
have received. Any part of that 
amount that isn’t justified by 
final price calculations would 
have to be repaid. For that to 
heppen, PCG reckons, the aver­
age farm price for the last seven 
months of 1989 would have to be 
around 69 cents per pound on 
heavy marketings.

A total of 4.563 million bales 
were marketed through May of 
this year, almost 44 percent more 
than the 3.173 million traded in 
the same period last year. A 
continuation of that pace would 
bring the total 1989 marketings 
to about 15 million, up from 
10.415 million in 1988.

Assuming the year’s market­
ings at 15 million bales, PCG has 
made purely speculative pay­
ment projections at various price 
levels. For example, if the 
weighted average price for the 
10.437 million bales yet to be 
traded equals the 58.8 cents 
recorded in May, the annual 
weighted average would be 57.7 
cents, leaving a payment rate of
15.7 cents.

The payment rate would drop 
to 14.8 cents at an average price 
for the rest of the year of 60 
cents, to 14.2 cents at a 61-cent 
price, to 13.5 cents at 62 cents,
12.8 cents at 63 cents, and down 
to 11.4 cents if the final seven 
months average price comes in at 
65 cents. At 60 cents the 
payment rate would be 8.6 cents, 
just above the 8.56 cents advan­
ced.

Social Security 
in

People who are developmen- 
tally disabled may qualify for 
monthly benefits under either 
the social security or the supple­
mental security income (SSI) 
program, sometimes both. The 
medical requirements for eligibil­
ity so far as disability is 
concerned are the same for both 
programs. However, other eligi­
bility rules differ.

A mentally retarded person 
can get social security payments 
when a parent starts getting 
social security retirement or 
disability payments, or when an 
insured parent dies. It doesn’t 
matter how old the child is, but 
he or she must have become 
disabled before age 22. A retard­
ed person who has worked long 
enough under social security can 
also get benefits on his or her 
own work record.

SSI payments are paid to 
disabled people of any age, as 
well as the blind, and people 65 
and over. However, SSI pay­
ments are based on financial 
need, and are made to people 
who have limited income and 
resources.
