This action is expected to fa-
cilitate speedy preparation of work-
ing drawings for both permanent
and demountable types ot houses.
The plans will be made available
to architects and housing authori-
ties engaged in building the more
than 70,000 homes authorized under
the recent amended Lanham Act,
which provides $300,000,000 for-such
construction.

Crisis Reached In
Battle Of Pacific

The United Nations-Axis struggle
is at a crisis on the Pacific Front
almost as grave for the Allies as
it was for England in that black
June in 1940 when France [fell.

Even so, tne essential fact is that
England weathered that storm. The
tight little isle stands today, strong-
er and' better prepared to fight for
freedom than ever before. It is the
symbol of Hitler’s greatest defeat.
Not even his retreat in Russia yet
has like significance.

Can besieged Singapore or  the
menaced Dutch Colonial Empire in
the Far Pacific similarly survive
against all the Japanese have done
or can d¢? That is the dominant
question.

Prime Minister Churchill, Brit-
ain’s sturdy and courageous war
captain, did not undertake to ans-
wer it when seeking parlimentary
approval of both his own leader-
ship and of the strategy that ex-
posed empire Pacific outposts. He
would make no promise except that
of ultimate victory.

Churchill sought no refuge behind
the several circumstances in the Far
Pacific he could have noted to
lighten the gloom. Nor did he set
out the measures vaken or concerted
with Washington to stem the Jap-
anese attack beyond repeating that
reinforcements had arrived in the
Southwestern Pacific war zone.

Japan’s invasion armies, sweeping aimost without check
through 350 miles of steaming jungle, swamps and moun-
tains, have driven to the very tip of the Malay Peninsula.
And Saturday night, from Britain’s commander in Malaya,
came the announcement -that:

“Today we stand beleaguered in our island fortress . . .
our task is to hold this fortress until help can come, as as-

In a smashing blow at German
positions in the Lower Ukraine,
Russian Army columns Sunday
were reported to have driven 115
miles beyond Taganrog and thus
threatened to outflank that south-

ern keystone of the German lines.

The Russian Army newspaper
Red Star said the spearhead of the
penetration was Berestovoya, 30
miles north of the Sea of Azov and
halfway between Melitipol and
Mariupol. It was apparent that the
Russian thrust was aimed at trap-
ping the Nazi divisions which re-
treated to Taganrcg when they were
blasted out of Rostov by the Rus-
sian counter-offensive.

Stubborn Fight

On the basis of earlier reports,
stiffening German defenses appear-
ed to have braked the pace of the
Russians’ westward march. Berlin
claimed Nazi troops witn the aid
of Italian, Rumanian and Slovak
forces had inflicted heavy lousses on
the Red Army.

But the Soviet midnight commu-
nique, while conceding the Germans
were putting up a “stubborn” fight,
reported continued advances, and
earlier dispatches announced re-
capture of 200 more villages in the
rich, Ukraine,

It was just north of the Ukraine,
in the sector around Kursk, that
the German high command reported
severe losses inflicted in a counter-
attack on several Russian divisions
and armored units.

Losses Are Heavy

However, as if to. counter the
Nazis’ boast of the effectiveness of
their allies in these operations, a
Moscow report placed Rumanian
losses on the eastern front at 200,-
000 and said Hungary had lost 20,000
of the 45,000 men she had contrib-
uted to the campaign.

The African battle, while appar-
ently spreading out over an even
wider range, also appeared to have
struck a temporary lull.

In the air war British bombers
scored hits on at least one ship in
a German convoy off Holland’s
Frisian Islands, and the newly-
landed AEF in Northern Ireland
had the war brought ciose to home
when the RAF damaged a Nazi
reconnaissance plane sighted over
Ulster.

Navy Will Train
30,000 Pilots

WASHINGTON. (#)—The Navy
Department announced plans Sat-
urday night to turn out 30,000 pilots
a year in what it called “the great-
est aviation ftraining program in
naval history.”

Facilities of four large universi-
ties will be leased, each university
to become an “Annapolis of the air”.
The names of the four universities
were not announced. One is located
in the East, one in the West, an-
other in the South and the fourth
in the Midwest.

The announcement said that the
new expanded naval aviation train-
ing program will be in operation “by
May 1 or sooner, and applications
for training are already being agc-
cepted.”

Thus the battle of Malaya be-
came the battle of Singapore and
the battered Imperial forces, out-
numhbered from the start in men
and machines, abandoned hope of
stemming the Japanese advance on
the mainland and withdrew to man
the defenses of Singapore Island
itself.

Must Get Reinforcements

Still weary, still looking for re-
inforcement, from somewhere they
now must marshal fresh strength
to withstand a concentrated assault
by forces which from the very be-
ginning have held. superiority in
planes, in tanks and in ships.

How Singapore will stand up
against siege no one can predict.
The heaviest weapons of this $400,-
000,000 British Empire defense base
were designed to guard the sea ap-
proaches. to south, east and west,
rather than for defense against an
offensive from the north.

But during the weeks of Malayan
warfare fresh gun emplacements,
pillboxes and mortars have been
thrown up along the shore of nar-
row Johore Strait, the winding strip
of water that separates the island
from the mainland and the last act
of the withdrawing troops was to
explode the single narrow caussway
which spans the strait.

Evacuate Moulmein -

The British withdrawal was the
blackest mark in a somber outline
of the United Nations’ position in
the Pacific area.

To the north of this one major
arm of the giant Japanese offen-
sive, the British evacuated Moul-
mein, fabled Kipling city 100 miles
across the bay from Rangoon, vital
supply port at the start of the Bur-
ma Road. )

Far to the east Japan thrust oub
another claw of the huge pincers
grasping at the untold riches of
the Dutch East Indies. A full-scale
land, sea and air offensive was di-
rected at the island of Ambonia,
site of the Indies’ second-ranking
naval base and in strategic position
to command the Allied supply lines
from Australia and the United
States.

Fifth Front

This was the fifth front the Jap=
anese have opened in the Indies,
and the Dutch command reported
that fighting was ‘“raging every-
where,” while the defending garri-
son simultaneously sought to destroy
all installations which might be of
value to the enemy.

Australian reconnaissance planes
reported the invasion fleet consist-
ed of four transports with a pro-
tecting force of three cruisers and
four destroyers, and the Dutch said
a series of blasting air attacks pre=
ceded the major offensive.

The evacuation of Moulmein,
which left the Japanese in control
of virtually the entire narrow Bur-
mese panhandle, was carried out
after the small garrison had fought
off several attacks and inflicted
heavy casualties on the enemy. The
British withdrew to the west bank
of the Salween River, and military
commentators predicted that from
these positions they would be able
to offer considerably stronger ve-
sistance to the Japanese columns
which now have thrust 70 miles
westward from the Thailand-Burina
frontier.

8 was the Roberts report on Pearl Harbor,
which showed childish-lack of co-operation between Army
and Navy heads before Pearl Harbar, and complete mis-
calculation of the danger of attack with corresponding
failure to prepare for it in the face of plain warnings.

We didn’t like what we saw. None of us liked it.

What are we going to do about it?

* * *

First of all, the production setup has been changed ; Don-
ald Nelson has been given full charge and full authority to
make it hum. The old half-way setup is already gone. The
new all-out setup is already beginning to function. The
warts should have been removed from this one already.

Second, the matter of war profits is up to Congress. The
entire American people are agreed on this: Nobody shall
get rich out of this war. It is up to Congress either to thin
out the contract gravy or skim it off in taxes. Congress is
working on this. It can’t work too fast or too thoroughly.

Third, it is to be presumed that the shock that must
have run through the whole Army and Navy command at
the deficiencies that led up to Pearl Harbor more or less
assures that the same mistakes won’t happen again imme-
diately. The appointment of supreme commanders in the
Pacific war zones with full authority, and the new AEF in
Britain, with all branches responsible to them, indicates
that the danger of lack of co-ordination has been sensed
and partially remedied. ;

That’s good, but not enough. The whole military setup,
and the whole habit of military thinking must be revamped
to fit modern conditions, and that as quickly as possible
without fatal confusion. Here again the revelation of the

whole truth is of the greatest service.

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0'Daniel Works On
Plan To Produce
Synthetic Rubber

DALLAS (#)—Senator O’Daniel
(D-Texas) and Dr. E. P. Schoch of
the University of Texas -Saturday
undertook the first step in a plan
to produce synthetic rubber out of
natural gas—a plan O'Daniel en-
visioned as the blue-print for a
multi-million dollar new industry
for the Southwest.

O’'Danicl asked representatives of
30 Texas Power companies, who
met with him and Dr. Schoeh, to
furnish estimates of their surplus
electrical energy.

The conversion of natural gas
into acetylene requires power; from
acetylene central conversion plants
—not yet built—synthetic rubber
can be made to fill a shortage cre-
ated by the war.

The new process of obtaining
acetylene from natural gas—which
abounds in the oil fields of the
Southwest—is owned by the Uni-
versity of Texas, where Dr:. Schoch
is director of the bureau of indus-
trial chemistry.

O’Daniel said he hoped Texas
companies could furnish about 400,-
000 kilowats for acetylene produc-
tion, which, Dr. Schoch said, would
mean about 240,000 tons annually
from which could be made 100,000
tons of synthetic rubbeg.

Oil Stocks And
Production Up

WASHINGTON (£)—The Bureau
of Mines reported Friday stocks of
domestic and foreign crude petro-
leum at the close of the week ended
Jan. 24 totaled 247,764,000 barrels,
a net increase of 1,497,000 barrels
compared with the previous week.
Stocks of domestic oil increased
1,576,000 for the week and foreign
crude decreased 79,000 barrels.

. Daily average production for the
week was 4,311,000 barrels or an in-
crease of 265,000 barrels compared
with the previous week’s level. Runs
to stills averaged 3,885,000 barrels
daily, compared with: 3,723,000 bar-
rels for the preceding week,

Sloan Field—a city set on a plain.
That is the thought which first en-
ters the mind in approaching the
new Bombardier College of the Air.
To one who had not been near the
site of the Flying School for several
weeks, the view Saturday was a
revelation. In the gray sky, a plane
floats level-winged and serene.

Second thought is that the Army
paintmaster knew what he was do-
ing when he selected white paint
with green trim and dull green
roofs for those long, long rows of
long, long buildings. What other
colors could have been so attractive?

A trim sentry waves the visitors’
car into the field and the Army city
grows up around the sightseer.
Acres Of Concrete

A long street leads to the flying
line . . . acres and acres of con-
crete stretching out over the prairie,
providing a landing field for Uncle
Sam’s warbirds.

Here and tlwere at street intersec-
tions, a sentry stands, some serious-
faced, some smiling with that boyish
gaiety that is characteristic of the
average young American, »ut all
alert to what is required of them
at the post of duty.

The visitor’s car glides smoothly
round the blocks of buildings and
here and there one glimpses soldiers
at work or clustered in groups to
see the civilians drive by. They’re
typical of what one expects in a
group of Americans gathered from
the four points of the compass—
some small, some large, some blonde,
some brunette and some that inter-
mediate type that is the product of
the great melting-pot. A soldier in a
truck grins at the sightseers, a sen-
try smiles the whole-hearted smile
of a friendly little boy, here a sol-
dier cuddles a frolicsome dog, there
another gives directions.

Front Yards

The barracks stretch in uniform
lines but American originality bursts
into play, here, too. Where but in
America would one group outline
the walk neatly with white lime-
stone, another fence the entire
“front yard” with the stones, while
still another group spends time and
effort in erecting a large sign with
the squadron number conspicuously
displayed. Trained yes, but never
regimented into a mere automaton
—that is the American soldier.

Third and lasting impression of
Sloan Field underlines the first
thought about it—it is astonishingly
large. The visitor rides and rides,
past offices, past barracks, past hos-
pitals, past the chapel where a plane
tops the pretty little tower and
where workers painstakingly shine
the amber-tinted windows, on and
on until one marvels at the wide-
fung expense of the Post that is a
city in itself.

At last the tour is over and smil-
ing sentries and a gray-uniformed
highway patrolman wave the- sight-
seer on his way. One can look back

Floating Ofénge Crate
[s “Tip-Off" on Sub

AT AN' ATLANTIC PORT. (#)—
How an crange crate, floating on
the sea, provided the “tip-off” that
helped the American tanker Pan
Maine to out-maneuver an enemy
submarine, was told Saturday by
the tanker’s second mate when the
vessel docked at safe port.

Second Mate Melvin Hays of Bal-
timore, 32-year-old former Navy
radio operator, related that during
his watch on the bridge wing during
the afternoon of Jan. 27, he sighted
the crate off the starboard bow,
and, upon training a telescope on
it, detected a submarine’s periscope
nearby.

“It (the periscope) was about a
mile away crossing our course, and
making about one to three knots,”
said the third officer of the 7,236~
ton Pan Maine.

“As soon as I saw it, I sounded
the general alarm signal, gave the
engine room a standby signal and
put the wheel hard left to change
our course.”

When the alarm was sounded,
Radio Operator Joseph Caronna, 20,
of - New Orleans, leaped .from his
bunk, and in quick succession there
crackled frcm his sending set an
SOS and an SSS—the signal for
“submarine attack”.

Hays, who declared he was cer-
tain he had seen a periscope, said
that if it had been closer, he would
have given orders to ram the sub-
mersible, but he added that the
submarine was far enough away ‘“to
get us before we could ram it.”

“We didn’t see it again,” said
Hays as he told how the tanker,
veering sharply in her course, slid
away under a. light haze.

Administration Can
Apply Powerful Curb
To All Farm Prices

WASHINGTON (#)—The Senate
farm bloc heard from Secretary of
Agriculture Wickard Saturday that
the administraticn could and would
apply powerful curbs to farm prices
should wartime forces start them
soaring.

Senators attending the Senate
agriculture committee’s. four-hour
questioning of the cabinet member
said they learned that the adminis-
tration proposed to use its power to
buy and sell commodities to hold
farm prices down.

They admitted that this power,
conferred in the Price Control bill,
was such that farm prices probably
could be held to parity and their
victory in the legislative fight over
the price control act nullified.

The farm bloc succeeded in writ-

ing into the price control bill a pro-
hibition against price ceilings on
farm commodities lower than .-110
per cent of parity. Parity is the
price at which a farm product has
the same purchasing power in terms
of non-farm products that it had in
a base period, usually 1909-14.
. President Roosevelt, m‘,' signing
the price control bill, said that
“most farmers realize that when
prices go above parity danger is
ahead.” i

Texans Will Move
Clocks Up Feh. 9

By The Associated Press

Texans voluntarily are bracing
themselves to meet a quiet revolu-
tion which ¢omes into their lives
Feb. 9 when, by a simple twist of
the wrist ,the sun is made to rise
and set one hour later.

On that date, at 2 a. m. local
time, daylight-saving time will have
arrived. The repercussions, though
not, violent, will be felt from Browns-
ville to Farwell, from Texarkana to
El Paso.

The change-over is mandatory
only for federal affices and for
common carriers. For all others—
‘states, cities, private businesses—
the hour leap-ahead is voluntary.
From all sections it appeared Texas
was getting on the bandwagon.

Aside from wanting to do what-
ever the government thinks will
help win this war, the feeling seem-
ed to be summed up in a comment
from Bryan.

“We will be on daylight saving
time whether we want it or not,”
prophesied City Manager " W. W.
Scott. “The communities which do
ont act under this federal legisla-
tion will be an hour behind those
that do, which will be the great
| majority.”

Daylight saving works this way:
At 2 a. m. Feb. 9 clocks will jump
ahead to 3 a. m. (if that’s incon-
venient save it until a more pleasant
hour after sun-up) this brings the
sun up an hour later, around 8:22
a. m. and down at 7 p. m. instead of
6. Thus the government hopes to
save some millions of watts of elc-
tricity, on the assumption that peo-
ple used to retiring at 10 p. m.
will continue to do so.

No Water Shortage

Singapore’s defenders announced
they had food stores sufficient to
hold out in a long siege. Reserves
have been built up for months and,
while the Japanese claimed cap-
ture of a mainland water reservoir
which supplied the island, there are
two more reservoirs on the island
itself. Thus it appeared there was no

immediate danger of a water short-

age such as forced the early ca-
pitulation of Hongkong.

Elsewhere in the Pacific there was
only scattered action. The Japanese,
striking by air at numerous points
in the Indies, also sent 11 planes
over Australian New Guinea in a
daylight raid-and announced that
earlier in the week they had sunk
six ships and damaged or fired five
more at Padang, on the west coast
of Sumatra.

Australian bombers attacked Jap-
anese-held Rabaul, the capital of
New Britain, for the fourth time,
and scored hits on at least one ship.

North Grayburg Pool In Eddy Is

Hotspot Of New Mexico Activity
As Producer Gauged, Four Start

HOBBS, N. M.—The recently dis-
covered North Grayburg pool of
Eddy County remained the hotspot
of Southeast New Mexico oil activ-
ity as it added another producer
and gained locations for four tests,
one a semi-wildcat. :

The same firm has abandoned its
No. 3-B Gissler, 330 feet out of the
southeast corner of section 8-1T7s-
30e, about one mile southeast of the
new test.

No. 3-B Gissler logged only light
shows of oil in lime from 2,694 to
2,702 feet and was abanconed a
failure at total depth of 3,267 feet
in lime.

Sanders Brothers No. 2 Leonard,
North Grayburg well in section 34-
16s-30e, was completed for daily
production of 98 barrels of oil, flow-
ing through open 2-inch tubing
swung at 2,910 feet. It had been
shot with 150 quarts of nitro from
2,955 to.3,000 feet. Pay was topped
at 2,957 feet and total depth is
3,014 feet in lime.

Stakes Pair

In the pool, Etz Oil Company
located No. 1-E A. N. Etz 660 feet
out of the southeast corner of sec-
tion 25-16s-30e.
