Mark McGee, state rationing ad-
ministrator, was highly pleascd that
the meeting drew more than 200
repres niatives from 34 West Texas
counties, and praised the coopera-
tion and support of the leaders of
the area.

Sessions  were held throughout
Thursday afternoon in the Crystal
Ballroom of the Scharbauer Hotel.
*McGee presided at the gession,
which was conducted in the form
of a general forum. He was assisted
by Doyle Settle, executive assistant
o McGee, Austin, and James E.
Whitmor2, attorney of Fort Worth.

The meeting was opened by Bill
Collyns, manager of the Midland
Chamber of Commerce, and J. O.
Nobles. chairman of the Midland
County Rationing Board, welcomed
the visitors.

.Serious Matter

“Folks must wake up to the fact
that this tire rationing business is
really serious,” said McGee, “and
that their wholehearted support is
needed. Some who havie good tires
now are too reckless in their use.
They may be assured that if they
show careclesshess in using what
tires they have that they will not
sget any ‘consideration from ration-
ing boards when they ask for . re-
placements. This is a war that we
are in, folks, and it may come to
where we shall have to walk a lot
... but that won’t hurt us!

“There is. an acute shortage of
rubber, and it is just as unpatriotic
to destroy our supply of rubber as
it is any other war supply. Do your
own personal part in this saving,
just as you would in any other re-
spect.”

Warns On Schoel Busses s

McGee especially warned against
the use of school busses for all sorts

$

of trips by student organizations,

and decried the attitude that some
school boards have taken in using
busdes for other than to-and-from
transportation to classes. ‘“Just be-
cause school hoards are eligible to
get adequate tires is no excuse for
wasting them,” he declared.

Some of the pertinent facts dis-
cussed concerned the new rulings
on retread or recapped tires, on
which new regulations have just
been issued. These tires are to be
rationed just as carefully as are
the rlew tires, and the public is
warned to go through regular chan-
nels in acquiring them.

There are two classes of eligible
persons and vehicles, it was ex-
plained by Whitmore, who is chair-
man of the Tarrant County ration-
ing board, and Settle, assistant to
McGee.

Two Groupings
List A is substantially the same
as the original rulss on tires, and
relates to new tires. List B is the
new ruling on use of retread and
. recapped tires. First - priority on
new tires, List A applies to physi~
sians, surgeons, registéered nurees,
ministers, ambulances; to fire and
police and public health services;
to mail service; and to municipal
service vehicles. None of these may
use retreads until new tire rations
are exhausted. '

Taxicabs, passenger cars used on
construction jobs, other defense
projects, and Federal and State or
local official uses, and other func-
tions that arc deemed essential in
general war conduct; for traveling
salesmen who sell products essen-
tial to war; and to cars used in
distribution of newspaper routes.

A special ruling will be sought on
the case of Lisutenant John L. Mc-
Kenzie of the Midland Flying
School, who has been turned down
on his application for tires. He lives
in Midland and stated that military
duties should make him eligible for
the tires.

WASHINGTON (#)—A system to
restrict fuel oil deliveries to homes,
industries, and for commercial pur-
poses in the East was announced
Friday by Petroleum Zoordinator
Ickes, in the face of fast diminish-
ing stocks resulting from

poses.
Intended to spread the available

supplies sc that consumers .nay
share equitably, the plan, to bhe-
come effective immediately, pro-

vides:

1. No marketer shall deliver fuel

oil to any consumer for uses other:

than for domestic heating if that
consumer’s stock of fuel oil is in
excess of the amount he would
normally use during the ensuing 14
days.

2. If,“however, a consumer’s stock
drops to or below the amount he
would normally use in the next 14
days, the market will be permitted :
to sell or deliver an amount of fuel
up to but not exceeding the capacity
of a single tank car or other trans-
portation wunit normally used in
making deliveries to the consumer,
or an approximate two weeks sup-
ply whichever quantity is the small-
er. Similar provisions govern de-
liveries by marketers to resellers.

3. In the case of consumers using
fuel oil for domestic heating, no
delivery may be made if the con-
sumer’s stock exceeds 20 per cent
of the capacity of his fuel tank.
When or if the' consumer’s stock
falls below 20 per cent, then a
marketer may deliver fuel oil up to
the amount required to bring fthe
total contents of the tank to 75 per

icent of capacity.

OMAHA (#)—Dr. Hew Roberts,
Australian member of the RAF re-
serve, predicted Thursday night that
Australia will fall in two months
and an invasion of the United States
may be attempted this summer.

“The great difficulty of the Mid-
west American is to get over the
feeling of complacency which re-
sults from an inadequate knowledge
of economic geography,” Dr. Roh-
erts told an American Association
of University Women’s group.

Cripps Emerges As Central Figure

By The Associated Press -

LONDON (#) —Prime Minister
Winston Churchill, under attack for
recent British military reverses, ans-
wered his critics Friday by pruning
his war cabinet frem nine to seven
members in a swift shakeup from
which Sir Stafford Cripps, former
Ambassador to Moscow, emerged as
the outstanding new figure in the
government :

Cripps, a dynamic personality
whose advanced ideas once  gave
him a reputation as a radical, was
named Lord Privy Seal and House
of Commons leader—a dual post
which many polical observers he-
lieved would make him’ second in
importance only to Churchill him-
self.

At the same time Oliver Lyttel-
ton, known as “one of Winston’s
bright young men,” was appointed
minister of state in charge of pro-
duction, supplanting I.ord Beaver-
brook, who 'will go to the United
States shortly to carry on the task
of pooling the resources of the
United Nations.

An official announcement said
Lord Beaverbrook had declined an
invitation to join the new war cab-
inet on ‘“grounds of health.” Two
other veterans—Sir Kingsley Wood,
chancellor of the exchequer, and
Arthur Greenwood, laborite minis-
ter without Portfolio—simultaneous-
ly relinquished their places in the
inner cabinet.

The only other change in the war
cabinet involved Clement Attlee. He
smrendered the post of Lord Privy
Seal to make way for Cripps and
was named Secretary of State for
Dominion affairs—a move dictated
by Dominion demands for represen-
tation—and vetained the title of
Deputy Prime Minister. Viscount
Cranborne, former Dominions seg-

Approve Offensive War,

But Ask Home Delfense

WASHINGTON (#£)—Three influ-
ential Senators demanded Friday
that adequate provisions be made
for defense of American coastlines.

Senators Walsh “(D-Mass), Byrd
(D-Va) and Johnson (R-Calif) urg-
ed this protection despite an asser-
tion by Secretary of War Stimson
that dispersal of forces to halt
enemy coastal raids might retard
offensives elsewhere.

A concrete indication that such
offensives might develop sooner
than generally expected was con-
tained in the latest advices from the
Netherlands East Indies.

The, Army said Thursday night
that a formation of 16 American
P-40 pursuit planes intercepted 25
heavy Japanese bombers and (wo

fighter planes which flew over So-,

erabaja, Java, and destroyed five
bombers and - one fighter. One
American plane was shot down but
the pilot was saved. ;

This was the first report of 3
considerable American fighter force
—of squadron strength—being in
action over Java. It was accom-
panied by a Navy statement that an
American submarine had sunk a 5,-
000-ton cargo ship in the East China
Sea.

But the enemy likewise had news
of submarine forays in the Carib-
bean. New U-boat attacks dam-
aged two ships off Trinidad. How-
ever, U-boats failed to set fire to
the huge oil refineries on Aruba in
another raid and the submarine at-
tacking that Dutch oil port may
have been sunk by U. S. bombers.

Secretary Stimson has warned
that such attacks might be extended
to American shores, but that in the
grand strategy of the war the most
important step is to prepare an of-
fensive against the Axis.

Walsh, chairman of the Senate
Naval Affairs Committee, told re-
porters that while nothing should
be done to interfere with far-reach-

Mrs. Roosevelt Resigns Post With |
Defense; Pleads That Attacks Stop

WASHINGTON (&#)—Mrs. Eleanor
Roosevelt Friday resigned her post
as assistant director of the Office
of Civilian Defense.

James M. Landis,. director, ac-
cepted the resignation in a - letter
voicing gratitude for her “vision
and energy,” but saying he could
not ask her to continue “to give
so greatly of your time and your
gallantry.”

Mrs. - Roosevelt recently made
known her intention to resign as
soon as her division was function-
ing efficiently.

“That is now accomplished,” her
letter of resignation to Landis said,
“and by remaining I would only
make it possible for those who wish

to attack me, because of my be-
liefs, to attack an agency which 1
consider can prove its usefulness so
completely to the people, that it
should be free of attack, in order
to render its maximum service.

“No individual is more important
than.a good program. I feel that
yours is and will be a program vVi-
tal to the well-being of the people
of the country.”

The First Lady was appointed. to
OCD last September by former di-
rector F. H. LaGuardia, and CCD
officials said that she contributed
“more than half” of her time to the
agency. She was in full charge of
community activities and volunteer
workers.

Allies Planes Score
Three Direct Hits On
Japanese Ships

Japan’s sea-borne mvasion
armies stormed at the east-
arn gateway to Java Fridav,
attacking the storied island
of Bali and landing troops on
the jointly owned Dutch-Por-
tuguese Island of Timor far-
ther to the East.

The Dutch high command
said allied warships and sub-
marines attacced the Japa-
nese invasion armada around

Bali Thursday night, adding :
“Further particulars are lacking
as np complete report has yet been
raceived."”
Attack Invaders
United Nations headquarters said

| Allied planes. smashed heavily at

the invaders, scoring three direct
hits cn one or more Japanese ¢ruis-
ers, two direct hits on transports,
and eight ‘“near misses” on a de-
stroyer.

“Therzs were also -direct hits with
lighter bombs on a cruiser and a
transport ship,” the communique
said.

Four Japanese fighter planes werz
shot down in the attack, without
loss to the Allied defenders:

The communique further raport-
ed that five Japanese hombers and
five fighting planes were shot down
in air battles over the bhig Duigh
naval base at Soerabaja, Java.

Bali lies across only a mile-wide
channzl of water from Java, the
heart of the Indies and headquar-
ters of Gen. Sir Archibald P. Wav-
ell’s United Nations command in
the Far Pacific.

Eattle en Bali

A bulletin from N. E. I. headquar-
ters said Dutch troops. were fiercely
resisting the invaders on Bali, but
dztails were lacking.

The new assault completed a half-
moen arc of Japanese bases thrzat-
ening Java from the north, extend-
ing from Lower Sumatra on the
west, thence through Bornso and
Celebes Islands to Bali on the =ast.

Imperial Tokyo hesadquarters said
Japanese troops, protected by the
guns of warships, landed at dawn
on the mountainous 300-mile-long
island of Timor. Th2 landings were
executed near Dilli and Kozpang,
respectively the Portuguese and
Dutch capitals.

Ready for Invaders

Tokyo made no mention of resist-
ance, but Australian and - Dutch
troops wers known to have occupied
the Portuguese section of the island
last December to combat such an
assault,

Rich in gold, copper, gypsum and
petroleum, Timor lies at the east-
ern tip of the Dutch Indies Archi-
pelago, only 450 miles northwest of
Darwin, Australia.

A Dutch bulletin said that the
Japanese landing on Bali, home of
1,200,000 Lndionesians, was. carried
out in considerable strength.

Conceivably, American troops
may be helping to man the eastern
ramparts of Java against an immi-
nently expected attack on that
major citadel of the Indies if the
Japanese succeed in overrunning
Bali. Aneta, the Dutch news agency,
disclosed that American soldiers and
other forzign reinforcements had
arrived.

British Hold Firm

In the Battle of Burma, British
Imperial troops were reported hold-
ing firmly in. positions along the
Bilin River, 80 miles northeast of
Rangoon, after 24 hours of fierce at-
tacks and counter-attacks.

Coupled with the grave turn of
2vents in the Indies, Tokyo head-
quarters asserted that waves - of
Japanese naval planes . attacking
the Australian mainland Thursday
for the first time had sunk a 6,000=
ton Australian auxiliary cruiser,
two destroyers, a sub-chaser and
nine transports at Darwin.

Initiative Good;
But Caution Must
Be Used In War

The appeal by Lieut. Governor
Van Mook of the Dutch East Indies
to the United Nations to take the
offensive, search out the enemy and
fight, has been followed by a quick
promise from our Secxetary of War
Stimson.

Whether Mr. Stimson was reply-
ing to Van Mook doesn’t appear, but
the Secretary made his statement
in reply to criticism which he said
had been voided because of the fail-
ure of the United Nations to seize
the initiative. However, what mat-
ters is that the War Secretary de-

clarsd ‘“we will seize every oppor-
tunity for counter-attack and the
offensive, and every opportunity for
surprise.”

That will come as welcome en-
couragement to the people of this
and Allied countries who have besn
asking (and rather patiently on the
whole) how long it will be before
the Allies are ready to lash out. The
time seesms long when there is a
piling up of reverses such as are
being suffered now in the Orient.

Mr. Van Mook emphasized his ap-
peal by declaring that if the Allies
didn’t assume the offensive they
would risk losing the war. That
thesis long has been very generally
held by .military experts, it being
based on the truism that you can’t
win 'a war or fair lady by remain-
ing forever on the dafensive.

However, while the need of initia- |

tive has been apparent, and:some
experts hold that it already has
kbeen too lonz delayed in instances,
the experts also have recognized
that there is a difference between
legitimiate initiative and foolhardi-
ness and that prematurs offensives
often lead to disaster. In other
words, while there must be initia-
tive it must come at the right
moment. And that'can only be de-
termined by the supreme command
which has all thve facts before it.

But the Dutch official didn’'t ston
with the plea for initiative. He con-
tinued/with this:

“The Japanese are using ships
recklessly. I think“we could smulate
them.” ~

Well, of course, great daring has
to be used i war, as this column
has been emphasizing, and Hitler

has exemplified the value of legiti- | "

mate gambpling time and again. But
when you talk about using ships
recklessly in a world-wide war like
this, it gives pause for consideration.
Probably Mr. Van Mook didn’t mean
that word “recklessly” literally but
rather had daring in mind.

Cn that evil day of December 10
the British recklessly employed two
of their most powerful men-of-war,
the new Prince of Wales and the
Repulse, to meet the Japanese at-
tack off Malaya—sent these two
magnificant war-machines into ac-
tion without air protection. Result:
Both the great ships were sunk by
Jap planes, and this loss of sea-
power upset the balance and had
much to do with ‘altering the com-
plexion of the struggle in the Ori-
ent.

Then too we must remember that
anything done in the Battle of the
Pacific affects not only that thea-
ter but the entire structure of
Allied plans for all theaters. Now
when the Allies have won this war
(as they will) their victory will in

Will Win, Soviet
Army Paper Says

MOSCOW (#)—Red Star declared
Friday that the fighting coalition
of the United States, Britain and
Soviet Russia is stronger than Ger-
many in resources and reserves, and
predicted the defeat of Adolf Hit-
ler’s spring campaign and the crush-
ing of his armies this year.

“Feconomic resources will mean the
final decision,” said the Journal of
the Red Army. “Soviet Russia, Brit-
ain and the United States are pro-
ducing 28 times as much gasoline as
Germany together with her vassals
and occupied lands.”

The United States turns out three
times as much steel as Germany,
Red Star said. It declared that in
manpower reserves the United

“Blessed are they that mourn”,
the Savior says, and here we can
begin to understand. “Blessed are
they who feel”, He seems to say.
The tendency is to become insen-
sitive. We get used to things. Our
susceptibilities become seared. One
who is much among the sorrowing
and the bereaved is in peril of re-
garding the tears of the mourner
with professional nonchalence. It
is not easy under such conditions
to keep the spirit fresh and the
heart tender. Blessed are they that
mourn! There is a great difference
between the stiff and formal ex-
pression of our sympathy and the
deep and heartfelt sorrow that is the
earnest and surety of real blessed-
ness.

Meekness is the grace which op-
poses patient gentleness to hatred,
injury, or antagonism. The promi-
nence given to it in Christ’s teach-
ing is one of the peculiarities of
Christian morals, and is a stand-
ing condemnation of much so-called
Christianity. He who knows himself,
and has learned the depth of his
own evil, will not be swift to blaze
up at slights and wrongs. The true
(meekness is not mere natural dis-
position, but the direct outcome of
poverty of spirit and its consequent

Hunger for Righteousness

It is remarkable that it is the
hunger and thirst for righteousness,
and not the possession of it, that
is pronounced blessed. To believe
one’s self to be in possession of it,
that is, righteousness, like the
Pharisee in the parable, is- fatal.
One must feel the want of it, and
have a passionate and persistent
longing for it, in order to be ac-
counted blessed by Christ; and such
a longing is sure to induce the per-
son who feels it to strive hard for
the object of his desire. We must
ever have a hunger and thirst for
something better; for the greater
progress that a man makes toward
something better; for the greater
will be his dissatisfaction with the
attainment and the greater his de-
i sire for something more. It is the
i hungry soul that God fills with
goodness.

Seeking Revenge For
Second Sub Attack
On Dutch 0Oil Center

ST. NICHOLAS, Aruba, Dutch
West Indies (#)—Revenge was the
principal thought of this oil-im-
portant little island today after .its
inhabitants—United States as well
as Dutch soldiers among them-—had
experienced the second U-boat bom-
bardment in four days.

Coincident with a new outbreak
of torpedo attacks on oil tankers
in these vital waters off the North-
ern Venezuelan coast, an enemy

| submarine sent shells hurtling into

the area of the great oil refinery
here -at dawn Thursday.

United States bombers already
were aloft patrolling, and unload-
ed explosives so quickly that one
pilot was confident the U-boat had
been damaged.

The submarine’s shell hit only un-
essential targets, without exploding,
and Aruba’s two great refineries—
one of them reputed to be the
world’s largest—was untouched.

Off the island, however, and with-
in 709 miles of the Panama Canal,
a tanker flying the flag of Panama
was torpedoed and two ships at
anchor in the Gulf of Paria, off Port
of Spain, Trinidad, were damaged
Wednesday night by explosions pre-
sumably caused by U-boat attacks.
The two vessels remained afloat.

These raised to 10 the toll of ship-
ping in these southern Caribbean
waters. Seven tankers were sunk or
damaged Monday off this island
and Curacao.

Baby Crop Hit
Record In 1341

WASHINGTON (#)—The Census
Bureau Friday acclaimed the 1941
crop of American babies as the
largest in two decades.

The births numbered about 2,500,~
000 and were second only to the 2,-
600,000 record set in 1921.

One reason for last year’s big
crop was the fact, the bureau said,
that a large numbver of the record
1921 babies themselves were mar-
ried and producing children last
year.

The draft, which helped. boost
marriages to a record of 1,565,000,
also may have had something to do
with it. Marriages have been so
unusually numerous the last couple
of years, in fact, that the bureau
predicted another big crop of babies
this year, “even if large numbers
of married men are inducted into
the armed forces.”

In 1921 there were many babies
because the AEF had just come
home from France and was busy re-
establishing family life.

The baby crop was so big last year
that it exceeded deaths by 1,090,000,
thus increasing the nation’s popula-
tion by an amount approximately
equal to the population of the state
of Oregon.

The bureau added that experts
could not agree on whether the re-
cent increase in the American birth
rate—now 18.8 per 1,000 population
—was temporary or represented a
long time trend.

LA PORTE, Ind. (#)—An explos”
ion on the shell loading line of the
War Department’s $47,000,000 Kings-
bury ordnance plant killed two men
and hvrt four Thursday.

The dead were First Lieutenant
William H. Payne, 27, of Washing-
ton, D .C., who was with the U. S.
