Destroys Big

Other Areas Hit;  Dead
Number More Than 100
In Worst Blow Of Year

PRYOR, Okla.—A sudden, savage
ternado ripped the main street of
this war boom town into ruins and
" the state highway patrol estimated
Tuesday 100 persons perjshed and
more than 250 were injured.

This town of 5,000 to 6,000, next
door to the multi-million dollar
Oklahoma Ordnance Werks, was
ordered under martial law, and
Governor Leon C, Phillips placed
Safety . Commissioner Walter B
Johnsen in command of state re-
lief agencies.

The martial law was" announced
by and is being enforced by the
State Highway Fatrol under John-
son, the state’s National Guard hav-
ing been mustered into the Army.
The booming town has no sheriif
or city marshal force sufficient to
cope with such an emergency.

Hundreds ot workers and machin-
ery from the Ordnance Works,
which escaped serious damage, were
rushed to the scene. Giant bull-
dozers and cranes shoveled through
the wreckage in search of victims.

The tornado siruck Monday at
5:50 p. m. (Central War Time).
Most, of the six block business dis-
trict- on ‘Main Street was reduced
to rubble. " : g

The moie seriousiy injured were
hospitalized in nearby towns. The
community house, two' churches and
. the Whitaker State Orphanage
‘were being used for first aid and
emergency stations. Pryon’s  two
hospitals were damaged and evac-
uated.

Wounded overflowed hospitals at
Vinita, Claremore, Tulsa and other
towns.

The Red Cross sent eight disaster
workers from St. Louis with medical
and other §upplies.

French Cruisers
At Madagascar To
Drive Off Allies

A Melbourne broadcast reported
that three French cruisers had ar-
rived at Madagascar off the codst
of Africa, the world’s fourth larg-
est island, recalling advices last
week that France’s pro-Nazi Pre-

mier Pierre Laval was planning to°

turn Mhadagascar over to Japan.

The island lies athwart vital Al-
lied supply lines to India and the
Middle East.

On the Australian front, Gen.
Douglas MacArthur'’s headquarters
reported that Allied bombers spread-
ing the United Nations’ aerial of-
fensive on an ever-widening scale
attacked Japanese shipping at Kav-
ieng, New Ireland. in the Bismark
Archipelago 700 miles northeast of
Australia, and also bombed enemy
installations at Faisi, in the Solo-
mon  Islands.

A, communique said the raiders
sank a Japanese transport at Kav-
ieng.

Allied fighter planes, defending
the Australian mainland, were offi-
cially credited with shooting down
seven more Japanese aircraft out of
a 26-plane formation which attack-
ed Darwin. Eight Japanese bombers
and three fighters had previously
bheen shot down on Saturday, rais-
ing the three-day total to 18.

Congress Is Critical 0f Roosevelt
Labor Views In Special Message

WASHINGTON (#)—A chorus of
complaints that President Roosevelt
practically had exempted organized
labor from his share-the-war pro-
gram -spurred new efforts in Con-
gress Tuesday to force suspension
of the 40-hour week and a legisla-
tive clamp-down on other union
privileges.

Legislators generally approved the
objectives set forth in the Presi-
dent’s seven-point message Monday
designed to bring about an ‘“equali-
ty ‘of privilage” in sharing the war
burden, but split into contused and
quarrelsome blocs opposing and sup=
porting some of the methods pro-
posed.

The President planned to lay his
program before the nation in a
radio address Tuesday night.
Sharp Criticism

There was sharp criticism * in
Congress of the fact that Mr. Roose-
velt had asked for no labor legisla-
tion and had approved continuance
of over-time wages for war indus-
try workers while at the same time
proposing legislative lowering of
price ceilings on farm products.

|Hitler Cashiers

General On Red
Front: Reds Gain

I the Russian campaign, Stock-
holm dispatches reported that Adolf
Hitler had cashiered Lieut.-Gen.
Englebrecht, commandant of the
163rd German division, in a rage
over Soviet gains on the Finhish
front.

These reports said a shakeup of
the entire German command in
Finland was imminent, with Hitler
determined to check the Russian
counteroffensive across the still
frozen Lapland front and in Kar-
elia, north of Leningrad.

Hitler’s field headquarters admit-
ted that the Russians were develop-
ing “fairly strong” attacks in some
sectors of the 2,000-mile battle line
from the’ Arctic to the Black Sea,
but asserted they were being repuls-
ed with heavy Soviet losses.

The Nazi high command specifi-
cally claimed “local successes”. as
German troops attacked in the Cen-
tral (Moscow) and Northern sec-
tors .

A bulletin from Red Army head-
quarters said Russian troops biood-
ily repulsed tank-led German forces
which had sought for two days to
drive wedges into Soviet lines on
the Central front, killing more than
1,000 Nazis.

Cn the North African war front,
British headquarters reported “con-
siderable patrol activity” and said
Axis columns in a southern sector of
the desert campaign “withdrew on
being engaged by our light forces.”

An Italian communique said Axis
artillery beat off attacks by Brit-
ish' armored cars.

Britain’s great aerial offensive
pounded Cologne in the heart of
the Ruhr industrial valley before
dawn Tuesday in the fifth succes-
sive night foray into Germany, an
RAF communique announced, while
German night riders heavily at-
tacked Norwich, 100- miles north-
east of London.

By daylight, swarms of RAF war-
planes roared back across the chan-
nel to blast the Nazi-occupied
French “invasion coast.”

Observers said the thunder of
heavy explosions jarred the Eng-
lish side of Dover Strait, with white
exhaust trails streaking the sky for
many miles.

Great Fleets Attacking

The magnitude of the RAF's
around-the clock assaults was in-
dicated by a German high com-
mand asserting that 41 British
planes had been destroyed in 24
hours—18 in daylight Monaday ‘and
23 Monday night. The Germans
said 12 were shot down over Co-
logne alone.

Waco Area Flood
Threatens Heavy
Damage Tuesday

The rain-gorged Brazos River car-
ried a-flood threat to the Waco area
Tuesday following heavy rains in
Central Texas, while thousands of
acres of bottomlands in Kaufman
and Ellis counties were inundated
by Trinity River waters that over-
flowed' levees.

A brief but violent. rainstorm ac-
companied by hail, wilch struck the
Dallas area around midnight arous-
ed fear that the swollen Trinity

River might rise again after it had

slowly receded from its high point
of last week, No immediate reports
of damage were received, however.

Three Bosque rivers emptying in-
to Lake Waco, which feeds the
Bragzos, rose from five to 16 feet
after. one and one-half inches of
rain fell in the Waco vicinity Mon-
day aftercon.

Towns in the Waco area reported
rains varying from one to two inch-
es. The Brazos had risen to 21.4
feet by 7 p. m. and kept rising.

Bell and Milam counties: had
downpours which swelled the Leon
and Little rivers, thereby menac-
ing lowland crops.

Thus,
one store would continue to charge
more than another for the same ar-
ticle, an arrangement permitting
“quality” shops to continue adding
into their prices the cost of higher
operating expenses, delivery ser-
vice and other “extras.” g

or an extension of rent controls.
Henderson has authority under the

abandon the selective or “piecemeal”
{ technique so far used and to take
blanket price action,

High Rent Controlled

Rent controls ean be set up in
any community merely by designat-
ing it as a defense rental area.

The . expected price order, be-
cause of its unprecedented incursion
into the rental field, may lead in
a few weeks to.ageneral system of
licensing all businesses if there are
indications of widespread violations.

Under such a system OPA would
have power to put an offending
dealer out of business temporarily
by suspending hig license, after pre-
scribed court procedure. This, most
OPA officials believed, would be
a simple and powerful deterrent to
price chiseling.

British reports said Japa-
vanguards, reinforced
by fresh divisions from Mal-
aya, had advanced to a point
85 miles due east of Man-
dalay. R e

"So closely threatened is Lashio
that essential military supplies al-
ready have been moved out and
many inhabitants have fled.

The fall of Lasnio or or any point
along the 130-mile railroad running
southwestward to Mandaiyy would
further restrict the already diffi-
cult transport between China and
India and would threaten the de-
fenders of Burma with disastrous
entrapment.

Latest dispatches from the dry
hills and river valleys of the fight-
ing fronts said tank-led Japanese
columns were driving up the road
from Loilem on the eastern flank
and had reached a point 60 miles or
less from Hsipaw on the Mandalay-
Lashio road. (This apparently was
in the vicinity of Mong Kung., Chi-
nese dispatches identified the poinf
as Mong Sung, not shown on avail-
able maps).

In Upper Burma

Other fingers of the invaders were
reaching up to grasp upper Burma
along the Sittang and Irrawaddy
river valleys, but it was the east-
ern flanking maneuver which was
the most menacing.

The Japanese forces, freed by the
fall of Malaya and Singapore and
supported by thousands of rebellious
Burmese, apparently were racing
against time to clean up Burma
before the imminent rainy season.

(Such a development obviously
would cause the Allies “great diffi-
culties,” British quarters in London
acknowledged). j

The Chinese said the Japanese
also would be in a position then to
launc ha land attack against India,
and the Chinese Army Organ, Sao
Tang Pao, declared:

“The battle of Burma may ulti-
mately prove to be the determining
factor of World War II, for once
Japan gains contrcl of Burma her
dream of a junction with Germany
in the Near East comes nearer to
realization.”

Labor Discussion Is
Postponed By Texan

WASHINGTON ' (#) — Considera-
tion of labor legislation was post-
poned indefinitely in the Senate
Friday after Senator Connally (D-
Tex) withdrew a motion to bring up
a war plant seizure bill, saying that
he did not desire to press the mat-
ter and be in “apparent controversy
with the President of the United
States.”

Asserting that Connally’s action
“means the death of the Connally
Bill and perhaps any other labor
legislation,” Senator ‘Byrd (D-Va)
sought unsuccessfully to obtain an
agreement to delay consideration
for a single day or for, at most, a
week. 5

Byrd told his colleagues. that
some Senators had prepared amend-
ments to the Connally measure
which would suspend operation. of
the 40-hour week and restrict cer-
tain union activities. The Connally
Bill would authorize the govern-
ment to take over strike-bound
war plants, freezing working condi-

tions in such firms but permitting
the adjustment of wages.

The result is, of course, that the public obtains an in-
complete picture of what is going on.

Some of the details which the government withholds
from the press, or which editors withhold from the public,
obv1ously should not be printed, or should be deferred for
strategic reasons. P

Brewster Crackdown

There would seem to be something very mysterious about
the circumstances under which the Navy has taken over
four plants of the Brewster Aeronautical Corporation.

There was no labor trouble. Union spokesman praised
the company’s attitude toward employes. Both the Navy’s
new manager and the union representatives denied that
there is enemy alien trouble in the plant.

The Navy says the plants were not producing finished
planes. The union says the failure appears to be due to in-
ability to get necessary parts from sub-contractors. All
agree that one reason planes have not been produced is that
the plant has been switched to a new type of aircraft.

Perhaps there is some further important fact which all
parties concerned are conspiring to keep from the public.
If not, the Navy’s action would seem to be unusually dras-
tic—and perhaps misdirected. If subcontractors do not de-
liver, why not take over their plants, if anybody’s?

Famous Flying Tigers Will Disband
Soon, After Bemarkable China Role

WITH THE AMERICAN VOLUN-
TEER GROUP IN BURMA (&»)—
The rough-and-ready members of
the American Volunteer Group, the
scourge of the skies for Japanese

fliers in the battle of Burma, ap-
parently are going to step out of |
their patched and - battle-scarred

planes soon and disband.

Claire I.. Chennault, the leathery
old U. S. flying instructor who com-
manded the group and trained it
into perhaps the greatest collection
of war aces in the Far East, has
been recalled to active service in
the U. S. Army'and named ‘a brig-
adier general. It.was the first direct
action toward dissolution of the in-
dependent unit which is credited
with destroying more than 200 Jap-
anese aircraft for the. loss of less
than 10 fliers in combat.

(A dispatch received from New
Delhi Monday credited the AVG
with downing 400 Japanese planes.)

The pilots and technicians, many
of whom served in the U. S. Army,
Navy or Marines before they resign-
ed in 1940 to fight for China, were
given the alternative of entering
the U. S. Army or returning to the
United States on or before the ex-
piration of their one-year contracts
in Chungking, it was understood.
Many, it is believed, will return.
Chennault To Stay

Chennault, who retired as an
Army flying instructor in 1937 be-
cause -of deafness and came to
China to.train Chiang Kai-Shek’s
airmen, said:

“My own course is. clear. I'm in
this war until it’s won.”

Chennault streamlined his vol-
unteer organization so it could op-
erate from almost any corner of
Asia. The ground crews and me=
chanics could patch up a damaged
plane ' with an almost miraculous
disregard of common practice.

Although part of the Chinese Air
Force, the AVG depends on the U.
S. Army Air Corps for replacement
of planes. Mechanics have received
salaries of $350 monthly and pilots
$600 with a bonus of $500 for every

enemy plane confirmed as de-
stroyed.
‘Chennault is an old master . at

fighting the Japanese air force. His
first Asiatic success came in August,
1937, when his new Chinese students
destroyed 42 Japanese planes and
lost only six.

He long dreamed of an interna-
tional squadron to drive the Jap-
anese out of Chinese skies with the
most modern aircraft and when
Washington gave permission he
started the AVG. Volunteers from
the ranks of United States flying
services signed fer service.
Democratic Group

Regardless of their rank at home,
the AVG members settled down in
China and Burma to democratic
equality with no saluting and no
deference to rank. There was one
rule: Deliver the goods or get out.

Chiang Kai-Shek gave a banquet
and said each of the members was
worth 30 Japanese ire the air. Ma-
dame Chiang Kai-Shek called them
“My Boys”.

The Curtiss P-40’s which were
Chennault’s choice, proved far su-
perior to the Brewster Buffalces
which were the mainstay of the
RAF in Malaya and Burma. The
colonel drilled his men in all the
tricks of the Japanese and even
RAF pilots sought his advice.

Two former Navy fliers became
his greatest squadron leaders—Jack
Newkirk of Scarsdale, N. Y. who {
bagged at least. nine enemy planes
before he was shot down in Thai-
land, and Bob Neale of Seattle with
15 victorizs. A number of other pi-
lots had: close to 10.

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National Federation

Pledged To

Home Economy And
Hemisphere Solidarity
Additional Aims

FORT WORTH (#)—The General
Federation of Women’s Clubs was
pledged to all-out war work, home
economy and hemispheric solidari-
ty as the world’s largest body of or-
ganized women got down to the
business of its fifty-first annual
convention Tuesday.

Mrs. John L. Whitehurst of Balti-
more, Md., the General Federation
president, mentioned non-defense
spending, labor practices, and the
proposed ceiling on profits and wag-
es as some of the questions which
women should help settle by “writ-
ing to your own Congressman.”

“There is a talking point for both
sides in the labor controversy. We
need the enthusiasm of labor groups
in speeding up our production pro-
gram. If time and a half pay for
overtime should be eliminated now,
the result would be a discontented
group of people. The real question
before us is not the 40-hour week,
but. the pernicious procedure. of
compelling men to pay large initia-
tion fees to labor unions in ordel
to get a job.”

In her annual report to the con-
vention, Mrs. Whitehurst mentionzd
the war effort already undertaken
by the General Federation. Trus-
tees have invested $46,000 of Gen-
eral Federation holdings in War
Bonds, she said, and made a gift of
$1,000 to the American Red Cross.

Mrs. Whitehurst mentioned aid
to the production program, the en-
couragement of economy at home
and in the non-defense agancies of
the Federal government and an ac-
tive program to promote the cause
of hemispheric friendship for club-
women.

“It would be a great mistake,”
she said, “for the Americas to ig-
nore their common destiny and not
to utilize their great power to keep
those who aspire to world domina-
tion away from our shores.”

Delegates and visitors are here
from Canada, Mexico and Cuba.

Directors of the federation moved
to release the strings on a $75,000
war service fund, raised by Ameri-
can. club women in the first World
War and placed in trust for 50
years after the Armistice.

Directors also settled the argu-
ment of how club women should
salute the Flag and authorized the
executive committes to design an
honor putton (possibly certificates
also) for women engaged in war
work.

The federation salute to the Flag
herealter will be the right arm
placed on the heart. The Axis-like
gesture of extended palm will be
dispensed with, whether in salut-
ing or pledging allegiance to the
Flag.

Hitler Fears To
Lose Allies, And
Support At Home

There certainly is something rot-
ten in Germany when Hitler has to
order his puppet Reichstag to grant
him power of life and' death over
! the people, without regard to ex-
|isting laws, in order that he may
be, as he puts it, “legally entitled
to hold anyone to his duties,” and
to punish those who disobey.

Chviously it means that he is en-
countering trouble which he figures
can be handled only by strong-arm
methods. The Reichstag action, of
course, is only eye-wash, serving
to warn the restless public of what
it may expect if it doesn't give
absolute obedience.

Revolt Everywhere

This  significant development,
which is welcome news for the
Allies, coincides with the swelling
of the revolt among the peoples
of the occupied countries, and the
growing reluctance of the other
European members of the Hitler-
ian ‘pact to continue to sacrifice
their own people in order to pro-
vide blood-transfusions for Nazi-
dom. We see this disposition in
Rumania and in Hungary and,
what is of greater importance, in
Italy, which used to be stroke-oar
in the Fuehrer’s galley until the
crack of his whip no longer brought
the old response.

One of the things for us to watch,
and for Herr Hitler to keep a
sharp eye on, is the durability of
that Italo-Nazi alliance. As a mat-
ter of fact it long has been ob-
vious that Italian loyalty to the
Fuehrer isn’t the cement which
holds the original Axis brother-
hood together. To put it bluntly,
Italy is in much the same’ position
as any of the German-occupied
countries—an unwilling wearer of a
yoke which thus far has been too
heavy to shake off.

Turkish Reports

It isn't strange, therefore,
get a report from neutral Turkey
that secret negotiations for peace
are being undertaken in Rome with
the Allies. Now ther¢ may or may
not. be a sound basis for this report
but from my own knowledge I am
confident thait wheilier or not the
Italians actually are feeling about
for peace, they would jump at it if
they were free to do so.

But they aren’t free. Hitler's
troops have their hob-nail boots
firmly on Italian soil. He has coolly
and ruthlessly drained Italy of her
resources. Mussolini no longer is
master of his own house, but has
