A Chinese spokesman said there
was only minor fighting on the
central and western fronts; in the
Sittang and Irrawaddy River yalleys
but. that a Chinese force still was
engaging the Japanese around Py-
awbwe, 85 miles south of Mandalay,
and that another Chinese force was
attacking eastward from Taunggyi,
.60 miles east of Pyawbwe.

Advices from the front declared
Lieut. Gen. Joseph W. Stillwell,
hard-bitten American commander
. of the Chinese forces in Burma,
was determined to contest ecvery
foot of ground and military circles
expressed belief he would be favor-
ed by the increasingly rough terrain
which lies ahead of the Japanese.

One bright spot to the picture
was provided by the announcement
that the “Flying Tigers” of the
- American Volunteer Group had
scored a smashing new victory over
the Japanese air force, shooting
down 22 of 24 planes which attempt-
ed to raid Loiwing on the Yunnan-
Burma, border.

Austrohon Allies Hit

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS, Aus-
tralia . (#)—Allied planes destroyed
or damaged 20 Japanese planes on
the ground angd staried large fires
in an attack Wednesday on an
enemy air base at Lae, New Guinea,
it was announced officially Thurs-
day.

AUSTIN (£)—The Texas Railroad
Commission, oil regulatory agency
in the State, Thursday issued an oil
proration order for the first 10
days in May which re-adopted the
permissable production schedules
for the first 10 days in April.

pipe line proration.

Some rules and simple practices, if
followed by producers, will aid in

For instance, Unclé Sam is ask-
ing for an increase in beef cattle
markefings. This means an increase
in the total number of pounds of
beef marketed and does not mean
an increase in the number of head
marketed. The questicn might arise
as to how beef cattle production
| can be increased without increasing
the number of stocker cattle. An
eleven-year study made by the
Seuthwest Forest Range Experi-
ment Station in Scuthern Arizona,
which has a similar climati¢ con-
dition in many respects to our
county, has revealed the following;

On a given range stocked with 78
cows, the average weight of « the
cows at the end of the year was
1,000 pounds; their. calf crop per-
centage was 90 per cent with an av-
erage weight per calf at market
time of 400 pounds, or a total of
28,000 pounds of beef.

Whereas, in the same size range
stocked with 116 cows, the cows
had an averoge weight of 650 pounds

crop percentage was 30 per cent
with an average weight per calf at
market time of 280 pounds, or a
total of 8,400 pounds of beef. This
shows that more than three times
as much beef was produced on the
range on which reasonable stock-
ing was practiced.

This experiment bulletin  says:
“A range. will producs the maxi-

'there are barely enough cattle on
it to consume the grass. If there he
more than this, the total amount of
beef produced will be less, while if
the number is doubles, they - will
live but make no gains. In view of
the fact that the crop of grass is
always uncertain, more beef will be
produced in the long run if we car-
ry a few less stock than the range
will support in average years. A
steer should gain on an average
range at least a pound a day for
every day he is out. One hundred
steers would make 100 pounds of
beef a day. Put 150 steers on the
same range and they will gain one«
half pound a day or 75 peunds for
the 150 head. Put 200 steers on the
same range and they will gain
nothing. Similarly, 30 pounds of al-
falfa a day fed to one 800-pound
steer will make a pound of beef.
The same hay fed to two steers will
keep them alive, but will make no
gain. Many of our ranges would pro-
duce more beef and cheaper beef if
they were stocked less heavily.”

Deferment Would
Be Eliminated In
New Senate Plan

WASHINGTON (&) Senator
Johnson (D-Cbolo) suggested Thurs-
day that “dependency as a cause
of deferment” from military service
might be eliminated by Congression-
al approval of a measure now be-
fore the Senate Military Committee.

Men with wives, children, parents
or others to support would be able
to jein the fighting forces if the
government assured them that
their dependents would provided
for, the western Senator explained.

Johnson, said, however, that as
chairman of the subcommittee in
charge of the bhill he would press for
some sort of estimate on the cost
to the govermment before trying to
bring the measure up in the sen-
ate. ‘

Need Cost Facts

“I want some facts on costs be-
fore T'll ever dare show up in the
Senate,” Johnson told reporters. “I
also think Congress is entitled to
know how many people this will
effeet.”

Witnesses from the War and

Navy Departments testified Wed-
nesday that a number of men with
dependents already, were serving in
the:armed forces and indicated that
maxy more probably would be draft-
ed as soon as some system for aid-
ing dependents was approved,
. “This thing is a good deal more
complicated than a lot of us ex-
pected,” Johnson said, referring to
conflicting testimony about a pro-
posal to give the Federal Secruity
Agency authority to make supple-
mentary grants in “hardship cases.”
Methed Of Pay

Under the pending measure, wives
and children of men in the armed
services would be given a preferred
status as Class A dependents, with
$20 deducted monthly for their sup-
port from the pay of men in lower
grades. To this the goverpment
would add $20 for the wife, miaking
a total of $40 monthly, and $10 ad-
ditional for each child. Thus a wife
with three children would receive
$70 a month, of which $20 would
come from her husband’s pay and
the rest from the government.

Class B dependents would include
parents, brothers, sisters, and grand-
children. If the enlisted man want-
ed to aid anyone in this class and
had other dependents, he would
add $5 to the $20 "deducted for
Class A dependents. The government
then would add $15 a month for

.one parent, $25 for two, and $5 for

each -additional brother, sister,
grandchild or parent up te a max-
imum of $50 monthly for Class B
dependents.

American General
Killed In Plane
Crash: Australia

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS, Aus-
tralia (#)—The death in an airplane
crash of Brig. Gen. Hareld N.
George of the United States Army
Air Force was announced Thursday
by Allied headquarters.

Crowell To Rebuild;
Homeless Housed In
Churches, Schools

CROWELL (#)—The dazed citi~
zens of this West Texas town vowed
Thursday that they would build a
better and more enduring commu-~
nity upon the ruins left by a tor-
nado which took the lives .of nine
persons and injured 125 or more.

Gazing sorrowfully at the deso=
lation wrought by the tornado and
the fire that followed it, Mayor C.
T. Schlagal declared:

“This town has taken an awful
licking. We’re all dazed but the
citizens of Crowell will rebuild their
town, better than ever. They're that
kind of people. They can take it on

the chin, hard, and come back
fighting.”
Mayor Schlagal announced he

would call a mass meeting to begin
what he believed would be a five-
year rebuilding job.

Homeless persons slept Wednes-
day night in the Methodist and
Christian churches, and 600 spent
the night at the school. Many of
them took breakfast with the Red
Cross' on the town square.

Electricity and gas seryice were
still cut off, but the water system
was expected ‘to be restored Thurs-
day. €cCC and WPA workers were
arriving to join .volunteer workers
in the tremendous clean-up job.

No mass burial services were
planned for the victims.

The mayor estimated that 98 per
cent of Orowell citizens suffered
injury, properily damage, or’ both.
Only a few buildings stand and vir-
tually all of these were damaged.
It was estimated it would cost $1,-
500,000 to replace the loss.

Tha Red Cross provided tempor-
ary facilities for 1500 homeless.
Hospitals and homes in adjoining
towns took care of the injured, at
least 30 of whom were in serious
condition.

Service men stood guard over the
battered and fire-blackened ruins
to prevent looting.

We have to* face. exceedmgly bad
news from Burma in' the further
Japanese successes which have en-
abled them to get a foot squarely
in China’s back door and increase
the already grave threat to Gen-
eralissimo Chiang Kai-Shek’s flght-
ing machine.

By cutting a bloody swath through
to Lashio'the Japs have secured the
.the great supply depot that marks
the beginning of the famous Burma
Road which winds its solitary way
through the mountains to the Chi-
nese capital of Chungking and has
been China’s lifeline to the out-
side world. Lashio’s rail commun-
ieation with the Burmese port of
Rangoon had, of course, already
been severed, but control of this
entrance to the Burma Road would
be essential to any plan for moving
| Nipponese * forces into China over
this route .

Allies In Grave Place

The Japanese thrust to Lashio
also places the defending Allied
forces in the ' Mandlay sector in
a dangerous position by threatening
them with envelopment. However,
word from headquarters of Lieut.
General Stilwell, American comx
mander of the Chinese forces, is
that he is prepared to fight for
every inch of territory. He is get-
ting yeoman’s help from the Amer-
(ican Volunteer “Flying Tigers” who
hdve continued to give the Jap-
anese heavy punishment.

The persistence of the Japanese
in this major drive through Burma
makes it clear that they are bent
on completing their conquest of
China as an integral part of their
scheme for a new order in Eastern
Asia. The Chinese military position
now is more serious than ever, ow-
ing to the severance of supplles
through Burma, the loss of the Bur-
mese petroleum fields upon which
they were dependent for the oil
without which no fighting machine
can run successfully, and the men-

Chinese Fight On

In this hour of peril the Chinese
have announced staunchly that they
will continue the fight. They have
no intention.of quitting, In tak-
ing this stand, which is so typical
of the brave battle they have waged
for long against an invader who ha$
been far better equipped, they must
get much encouragement from the
message which President Roosevelt
broadcast Tuesday night in his fire-
side chat.

“The Japanese may cut the Burma
Road,” said the President, “but I
want to say to the‘gallant people of
China that no matter what advances
the Japanese may make, ways will
be found to deliver airplanes and
munitions of war to the armies of
Generalissimo Chiang Kai-Shek.”

Mr. Roosevelt wasn’t more spe-
cific, but one was left to the con-
clusion that presumably air trans-
port would play a major role in
providing supples. Much can be
done in that way, and presumably
in time ‘other methods of supply
will be developed. Still, the imme-
diate program of supply is colossal,
particularly in the matter of the
essential oil and gasoline.

China’s great task now is to hold
on until the Allies can bring relief.
Our striking power in the Orient
is steadily increasing, and there
is no reason to respair over the
Chinese position, grave though it be.
One of these days, when we have
got set for a major offensive, we are
going to dump all hell down on
Tokyo and other Japanese cities
from the skies. That will be the
key which will open the door to
peace in the Far East.

Restaurant Sugar
Program QOutlined

AUSTIN.—The State Restaurant
Association of Texas has cautioned
its members that sugar rationing to
customers should be begin immedi-
ately.

It recommended that restaurants
serve a rounded teaspoonful of su-
gar or equivalent amount of press-
ed sugar with each order of coffee,
cereals or fruit:if the customer re-
quests sugar.

The association recommends that
waitresses ask customers if they
desire sugar and if they do not a
saving will be made.

The question is important because
sugar allotments for restaurants
during the next two months will be
on a 50 per eent basis. Many res-
taurants are cutting down the
amounts of sugar used in pies, pas-
tries and sweetbreads.

WASHINGTON (UP)—Registra-
tion for War Ration Book No. 1,
necessary to obtain sugar under
the ocuota system. is explained in
the following aquestions and answers
prepared by the Office of Price Ad-
ministration.

The consumer registration will be

held May 4 to 7 throughout the
countrv,

Q.—Why is the rationing of sugar
necessary?

A.—The nPces%mv for rationing
arises from (1) the loss of impor-
tant sources of supply and (2) the
shortage of shinning space. U-boats
onerating in the Caribbean and
Japanese submarines in the Pa-
cific have hit hard at our sugar
supply, 35 per cent of which for-
mery came from the West Indies
and 27 per cent from Hawaii and
the Philinpines.

Q@.—Where do I go to get my War
Ration Book?

A.—The nation’s elementary
schools will serve as the registra-
tion and distribution senters for
War Ration Books which will be
issued at the time of the consumer
registration scheduled May 4 to T.
Hoarders Can’t Get Books

Q.—What time should I go there?

—The local rationing boards
are expected to set the hours for
registration on the dates already
specified by the Office of Price Ad-
ministration, Watch your local
newspapers or consult the princi-
pal of the elementary school in your
neighborhood. He is the school site
.administrator responsible for the
registration in your neighborhood.

Q—What happens when I get to
the school?

A —Consumers applying for War
Ration Books will be required to
fill out registration forms and make
certified statements as to ° the
amount of sugar per person in
their households.

Q@—Do I have to tell how much
sugar I have on hand?

A.—Yes, definitely.

Q—Why?

A—If the sugar in your house-
hold amounts to more than two
pounds a person, ,an appropriate
number of stamps will be torn

Ration May Be Changed

Q—Can I get my sugar as soon
as I get my ration book?

A.—You will be able to get your
allotted amount of sugar on May
5, the first day fellowing the start
of registration, and any day there-
after, using the particular stamps
designated for the peried during
which yocu are making the pur-
chase.

Q.—How much sugar can I, get
with each stamp?

A.—You may buy one pound of
sugar for each of the first four
stamps.

Q.—Can I get the same amount of
sugar with each stamp?

A —Not necessarily. The ration
of sugar may be changed from time
to time according to the total
amount of sugar in the country.
The ration for each stamp will be
announced by the government

Q. — How long ‘is each stamp
good?

A—Each stamp will be good for
the period to be announced by the
Office of Price Administration. The
time each stamp is good for will
be publicly announced.

Q—Can I save up the stamps
and get all my sugar at one time?

A.—No. Eeach stamp is good for
only the period announced.
Detached Stamps Valueless

Q—Suppose I do not buy sugar at
all?

A.—There is no occasion for you
to buy sugar except as you need it.
But keep your War Ration Book
cavefully. It may, at a later time,
be necessary to use it for other
commodities if they are rationed.

Q—May I tear out a stamp and
take it to the store to buy sugar?

A.—No. You must take the War
Ration Book with you and tear
out the stamp in the presence of
the storekeeper or his employees.

Q—What do I do if my War
Ration Book is lost, stolen, de-
stroyed or mutilated?

A —Report the facts to your local
rationing board at once.

Q—Do these War Ration Book
Stamps entitle me to ge sugar for
nothing?

A—No. They only entitle you to
buy sugar. They determine the
amount of sugar you or anyone
else may buy.

Q@.—Do I have to buy sugar be-
cause I have a War Ration Book?

A—No. The War Ration Book
gives you the right to buy ecertain
amounts of sugar. If you do not
need sugar do not buy it.

Shortage of " stenographers
typists in Washington is acute, and
any who wish to apply to take the
examination for the places may ob-
tain application blanks from the
Midland Postoffice, it has been an-
nounced by Frank A. Smith, sec-
retary of the civil service board.

To save gasoline and oil, ac-
celerate slowly, drive at moderate
speeds, aveid unnecessary stops
and steep hills and return the
choks button—if manually oper-
ated—to its normal position as
quickly as the engine is hot after
starting.

An idling engine not only con-
sumes much gasoline, but heats
up the motor and causes carbon to
form. Shut it off when traffic
stalls, or when waiting at railroad
crossings, open bridges and ferry
entrances.

Students Suggest
Time-Saving Menus

For Busy Women. -

Every patriotic American woman
is finding more and more work to
do, dividing her 24-hour day be-
tween home, office, perhaps, and
war activities. The students of Ste-
phens college have worked out good
advice for the busy homemaker
who is also worker.

1. Plan not only individual meals,
but marketing as well, far in ad-
vance. 2. Keep meais as simple as
possible, avoiding fancy dishes and
depending on unusual bread, bought
at the neighborhood baker, or easi-
ly prepared sauces, to dress up
meals. 3. Cook once to use twice
or more—as with potatoes, meats,
plain cakes, which may be used in
different. ways. 4. Prepare extra
foods in advance while cooking
(gelatin salads, sauces, salad dress-
ings.) 5. get a SHARP CAN OP-
ENER. Canned vegetables are not
to be scorned as they are not only
cheaper, but also contain necessary
vitamins, although in lesser quan-
tity.

VARIETY IN MEATS

There is a wide variety of meat
cuts which cook in a hurry: Steaks
(minute, chip, broiling, hambur-
ger), frankfurters, liver, cutlets,
all lamb chops, ham slices, bacon
and Canadian. bacon, sausages,
fish. All of inese snould cook regu-
larly in half an hour or much less.
Other meat dishes can be prepared
in advance or quickly prepared from
leftovers of the longer-cooking
“Sunday’” dishes such as roasts and
fowls.

For a week’s dinner, menus like
these easily prepared and still nu-
tritional and appetizing, might be
observed:

Sunday: Roast pork shoulder,
mashed potatoes, green beans, .as-
sorted relishes, hot muffins, pre-
serves, apple crisp with hard sauce.

Monday: Corned beef hash in
casserole with peas, potato patties,
festive tomato salad (tomato aspic
with bread and butter pickles), rye
bread, butter, fruit tart.

Tuesday: Pork pie with sweet po-
tato crust, beets, wholewheat bread,
butter, sliced tomato with cottage

cheese, pound cake and. chilled
canned pears.
Wednesday: Braised liver and

tomatoes, boiled potatoes, broccoli,
French  bread (baker), butter,
cheese cake.

Thursday: Large platter crisp
bacon, baked potato, spinach, apri-
cot salad with French dressing, ice
cream and cookies.

Friday: Lamb chops (shoulder or
loin), creamed potato, cabbage,
head lettuce with dressing, baked
peaches with cookies.

Saturday: Broiled slice ham,
hominy grits, green salad, hot bis-
cuits, jelly, apple gingerbread with
whipped cream.

MENU

Breakfast: Pineapple and grape-
fruit juice, scrambled eggs, corn
muffins, coffee, milk.

Luncheon: Tomato soup, peanut
butter and lettuce sandwiches,
prune cookies, tea, milk.

Dinner: Minced leftover ham with
chopped green pepper and gravy
on eariched toast, parsley potatoes,
new carrots, fruit cup, coconut cake,
coffce, milk.

Gasoline Stocks Are
Down For Past Week

NEW YORK (#) — The nation’s
gasoline stocks declined 605,000 bar-
rels in the week ended April 25 to a
total of 102,897,000 barrels, - the
American Petroleum Institute has
reported.

Light fuel oil stocks dropped 689,-
000 barrels in the same period to
29,240,000 barrels while residual or
heavy oil supplies declined 1,470,000
barrels to 81,107,000 at the end of
the week. J

Daily average crude oil procuc-
tion for the week was up 36,350 bar-
rels at 3,581,350 compared with 3,-
726,850 a Yyear earlier.

Refinery operations for the na-
tion as a whole average 74.9 per
cent of capacity, indicating a crude
run of 3,506,000 barrels daily, com-
pared with 75.7 per cent and 3,548,-
000 barrels the previous week.

Gasoline production totaled 10,-
535,000 barrels, against 11,055,000 the
week hefore.
