MAPS Expansion ToCost$2,500,000
Coniraclors Are 
Starling Work 
On 43 New Units

Brig. Gen. Davies 
Says Investment To 
Total $8,000,000

Work on the $2,500,000 expansion 
program now underway at Midland 
Army Flying School is proceeding 
satisfactorily and on schedule. Brig­
adier General Isaiah Davies, com­
manding general of the world’s 
largi’ st bombardier training school, 
announced Friday in the first prog­
ress report to be made public since 
construction began.

“ Upon completion of the 43 new 
units on the construction list, the 
Army Air Forces’ investment in the 
Midland post will be $8,000,000,” 
General Davies pointed out.

Ih e  work schedule lists many new 
units and administrative and train­
ing facilities for bombardiers. Tliese 
range from new barracks and work 
shops to a dust control plan, tlie an­
nouncement said.

Enlargement of flying field fa­
cilities is an extensive part of the 
program, with runways increased 
and enlarged and other installa­
tions proportionately extended, tlie 
announcement said.

Included in the program are new 
postoffice, finance and bomber 
training buildings, while an expand­
ed quartermaster unit will function 
in new supply rooms and will utilize 
new barracks, recreational building 
and mess hall.

A new officers’ mess and several 
other buildings for bachelor officers 
are being added.
More Spacious

For an additional aviation squad­
ron composed of negro men, new 
barracks, recreation building, sup­
ply building and other structures 
are provided for, it was stated.

Another school squadron which 
will enlarge the post’s personnel will 
require barracks under the con­
struction program.

fetation expansions listed include 
new plotting and statistical rooms, 
wash, grease and other rack struc­
tures.

Utility, yard and shop expansion 
is being carried out in ratio to the 
building program. This consti’uction 
includes administrative offices, car­
penter, plumbing, electric, paint, 
sheet metal and motor repair shops 
as well as warehouse and equipment 
shed, it was stated.

An additional hospital ward and 
barracks give the medical detach­
ment necessary facilities in the ex­
pansion plan.

Clearing of land, grubbing and 
grading are the first phases of the 
construction tô  near completion. 
Removal of flying hazards is also 
an important part of the program.

Here's How To Know 
What 'Wings' Mean

Those silver wings worn over the 
left breast pocket by flying officers 
and enlisted pilots of Midland Ai’my 
nying School and all other posts in 
tlie Air Forces may be tops as fem­
inine interest arousers—but to those 
in the know, they stand for a great 
deal more.

Known as aviation badges, these 
wings, three-and-one-half inches 
from tip to tip, may indicate that 
the wearer is either rated an ob­
server (also bombardier), a pilot, a 
senior pilot, a coimnand pilot or a 
service pilot.
Here Are Rankings

Heading the list is the command 
pilot. His wings may be identified 
by the center design, made up of 
a shield, a star and a wreath. To 
be rated a command pilot, a man 
must have not less than twenty 
years service with the air compon­
ents of the United States Army and 
a, total of not less than 2000 hours 
flying time, or he must have a to­
tal of 3000 hours flying time and 
not less than fifteen years ser­
vice.

Next comes the senior pilot, whose 
wings are distinguished by a center 
design of a shield topped by a star. 
Requirements for the rating of sen­
ior pilot include at least ten years 
service and not less than 1800 hours 
flying time.
Pilot Insignia

A center design consisting simply 
of a shield of the United States dis­
tinguishes the wings of the pilot, 
who must be a gi-aduate of an Air 
Force Advanced Flying School, and 
have 300 hours flying time.

The aviation badge of the bom­
bardiers, obseiwer’s wings, are dis­
tinguished by a circle design in the 
center.

Newly authorized are the service 
pilot wings, with a shield on which 
an S is superimposed. These denote 
a civilian pilot commissioned by the

Air Force as an instructor.

Pacific Fleets A re Locked 
In World^s Greatest Battle;

Allied and Japanese warships fought to the death Friday in a mammoth 

five-day-old bailie in the Coral Sea, northeast of Australia, in which Ame­
rican, British and Australian gunners have already sunk or crippled at 
least 13 enemy warships.

Uhiled Nations headquarters announced lhai nine Japanese warships 
were sunk, including an aircraft carrier, Iwo cruisers, Iwo destroyers and 
tour gunboats.

Four other enemy warships and Ihree non-combal vessels were dam­
aged.

The faietul struggle, still raging, appeared by all accounts lo be the 
greatest naval battle of the new world war, and perhaps in the history of

the world.
Imperial Tokyo headquarters claimed a toll of five Unit­

ed Nations warships, including the sinking of a U. S. bat­
tleship of the 32,600-ton California class, the 33,000-ton 
U. S. aircraft carrier Saratoga and the 19,900-ton U. S. 
aircraft carrier Yorktown.

In addition, Tokyo asserted, a British battleship of the 
30,600-ton Warspite type was heavily damaged, perhaps 
sunk, and an Australian cruiser of the 10,000-ton Canberra 
type was damaged and may haye gone down.

In London, the Admiralty quickly denied that the War- 
spite or any other British battleship had been sunk or dam­
aged in the Coral Sea

On the basis of the Japanese claim— which completely 
lacked confirmation from any Allied source— it appeared 
that at least a section of Admiral Chester W . Nimitz’s 
main Pacific Fleet, stationed at Pearl Harbor, Honolulu, 
was engaged in the battle.

Baiile Raging Friday May Change 
Entire Course Of War With Japan

By DeWitt MacKenzie
Wide World War Analyst
The great naval battle which is 

being fought between Allied and 
Japanese fleets across the Coral 
Sea east of Australia is still too 
young for us to judge its possible 
effects, but we can see the funda­
mental strategy which precipitated 
it—that is to nullify the effective­
ness of Australia as a United Na­
tions base and thereby protect Nip­
pon’s conquests in Indonesia.

At this writing the American, 
British and Australian units al­
ready are reported to have sunk or 
damaged thirteen, Jap warships and 
three other Jap ships in this five- 
day-old conflict. As against this 
Tokyo claims the sinking of five 
United Nations vessels, including a 
United States battleship and two of 
our aircraft carriers, the Saratoga 
and the Yorktown,
Crucial Battle

Australian Prime Minister Curtin 
Friday declared that this engage­
ment is of crucial importance to 
the whole conduct of the war in 
the Southwest Pacific. That seems 
like a fair statement of the posi­
tion, for while we do not know the 
size of the fleets involved, it may 
easily be that they are large enough 
so that domination of the Pacific 
may be bound up in the issue. Tliat 
is to say, should either side suffer 
a disastrous defeat, it might mean 
the passing of naval control to the 
other.

It seems doubtful to me that the 
Japanese were bent on wholesale 
invasion of Australia. The proba­
bilities are that they have been 
aiming (1) at the cutting of Amer­
ican communications with Aus­
tralia so as to. prevent our delivery 
o f ' supplies and troops, and (2) at 
the possible occupation of some 
strategic points on the north coast 
of Australia, or a t ' least rendering 
the positions impotent. Tliese ope­
rations would tend to nullify Aus­
tralia’s striking power against the 
Japanese left flank in the South­
west Pacific and permit the Nip­
ponese to consolidate their wide­
spread conquests.
Cuuld Change Plan

Of course a Japanese victory in 
the sea-battle now waging might 
bring about a complete change in 
Japanese tactics. They might be 
encouraged to undertake operations 
which up to , this juncture hd,ven’t 
been feasible, including a major 
invasion of Australia.

However, prior to the opening oi 
this battle of the Coral Sea the in­
dications were that the Japanese 
were pursuing the logical course of 
trying, to consolidate the vast new 
empire which they had stolen. The 
Jap is wily, and is quite aware of 
the danger of letting greed persuade 
him to keep on reaching out for 
new territories until he has over­
extended himself.

Japan’s greatest worry has been 
the rapid growth of American pow­
er in the Australian base, for this 
has created a direct threat to all 
the Nipponese conquests. Not only 
will this base in time become strong 
enough to foster an all-out, major 
offensive against the Japanese, but 
it already has established a menace

to Japanese sea communications be­
tween the mother country and the 
occupied territories.

As Rear Admiral Hary E. Yar- 
ness, U. S. N. (Retired), remarked 
Thursday in a speech in New York, 
Japan’s greatest vulnerability is 
these sea communications. Not only 
are the lines terribly long, but the 
Japs are very short of merchant 
shipping and every vessel sent to 
the bottom is a real victory for the 
Allies. Already the Allies have taken 
a heavy toll of Japanese transports 
and cargo ships.

There was no immediate informa­
tion as to the extent of resistance 
on Madagascar after the collapse 
of the main French stand at the 
norhern tip of the 1,000-mile-long 
island, watchdog of the Indian 
Ocean from the west.
To Complete Mop-Up

It was apparent that the British 
would not rest, however, with con­
trol of the big Diego Suarez Naval 
base, but would make other land­
ings or inland drives to obtain 
Fi'ench air bases farther sounth un­
less the' entire French defense force 
came to terms.

The British pasition in Libya is 
sicured for the summer by the oc­
cupation of Madagascar’s DiegO 
Suarez Naval base and Malta’s-suc- 
cessful defense against Axis air at­
tacks which evidently were intended 
to open the way for invasion, a well 
informed military observer said Fri­
day.

Capitulation of French forces in 
the Diego Suarez Bay area reduced 
the Japanese threat to Indian Ocean 
supply lines. Dwindling of German- 
Italian mass air raids within the 
last two weeks has left the rock- 
based naval and air forces of Malta 
still preying upon Axis convoys in 
the Mediterranean.

Stay Heallhy, For 
War Takes Doctors

CHICAGO i/P)—The medical pro­
fession, its ranks being thinned by 
the war, asked the public Friday to 
please try to curtail its aches and 
pains for the duration.

It’s not that the doctors don’t 
want your business. It’s that they 
want you to take better care of 
yourself because the number of phy­
sicians available for civilian prac­
tice is diminishing rapidly.

Mbre than 10,000 physicians al­
ready have donned Army uniforms 
.and the Army wants 16,000 more by 
Dec. 31.

However, Dr. Morris Fishbein, edi­
tor of the Journal of the American 
Medical Association, says there’s no 
reason why any civilian should suf­
fer, particularly if the public will 
cooperate with the medical profes­
sion in spreading the  ̂ services of 
the physicians on the home front. 
He gave these suggestions:
Rules For Health

Go to the doctor’s office instead 
of calling him to your home when­
ever possible.

Utilize the nation’s hospitals, 
where a doctor can see more patients 
in less time than by home calls.

Take the training- courses in first 
aid offered by the American Red 
Cross.

Do everything Vou can to follow 
the rules of hygiene to maintain 
good health; a good diet is essen­
tial; get plenty of rest.

Take full advantage of preventive 
medicine by getting regular exam­
inations.

Avoid excesses—over eating, over 
woi’king, over drinking and over ex­
ercising.

Syniheiic Rubber 
From Alcohol Is 
Urged By Wickard

WASHINGTON (yT)—Secretary of 
Agriculture Wickard urged Fiiday 
a sharp extension in the govern­
ment’s program of making syn­
thetic rubber from grain alcohol 
produced from surplus wheat and 
corn.

Suggesting the use of at least 
80,000,000 bushels of grain,, he said 
this quantity would make about 200,- 
000,000 gallons of alcohol, which in 
turn would produce sufficient bu­
tadiene to make about 240,000 tons 
of syntlietic rubber, or about one- 
third of normal needs of the coun­
try.

Wickard’s recommendation was 
made before a Senate agnculture 
subcommittee investigating uses of 
farm crops in the production of al­
cohol and synthetic rubber.
His Report

Telling of research activities, the' 
secretary said:

“After full discussions with mem­
bers of my technical staff, I am 
convinced that immediate atten­
tion should be given to expanding 
the present program for butadiene 
production from grain alcohol so as 
to make possible greater production 
of synthetic rubber during the cal­
endar year 1943.”

Wickard said large stocks of grain 
were available.

“In fact, it is likely that thou­
sands of bushels of wheat will be 
lost through lack of suitable storage 
space unless they can put to use 
quickly.”
Tires Badly Needed

Elmphasizing the war as well as 
civilian needs for rubber, Wick­
ard said that unless tires were avail­
able, particularly next year a n d  
thereafter, crop production would 
be considerably hampered and thfe 
movement of farm products to pro­
cessors and consumers would be ser­
iously threatened.

The secretary said the process of 
converting 95 per cent alcohol to 
butadiene was technically establish­
ed, although to his knowledge it had 
not heretofore been used on a com­
mercial basis in this counti*y.

How To Cut Living 
Costs, Increase Tax 
Brings Many Plans

WASHINGTON (>P)—A host Of 
new and drastic proposals to keep 
down the cost of living emerged 
Friday on the heels of a sudden 
decision by the Ti-easui’y to ask Con- 
gi;ess for a cut in personal income 
tax exemptions.

High administrative soiu’ces said 
that since one of the purposes of 
the anti-inflation program was to 
“ soak up” excess purchasing pow­
er that might be used to bid up 
prices, consideration had been giv­
en to such ideas as a federaU re­
tail sales tax (in addition to all oth­
er tax increases), doubled social 
security taxes, and compulsory pur­
chases of war bonds.

These steps were advocated pri­
vately by some influential admin­
istration leader’s before Pi’esident 
Roosevelt sent his “cost of living” 
message to Congress last week. The 
President did not mention these 
items, but protrrised further leg­
islative recommendations, “if neces- 
.sary.”

Tlrat promise started to take 
.shape Thursday when Secretary of 
the TreastU’y Henry Morgenthau, 
reversing a previous stand, asked 
the House Ways and means com­
mittee to cut persoiral exemptions. 
He sugge.sted that the income ex­
emption for a single per’son be cut 
from $750-to $600c for a family head 
from $1,500 to $1,200, for a de­
pendent from $400 to $300.

Reds Stop Nazi 
Northern Drive

MOSCOW (-4P)—A German spring 
offensive intended to smash across 
the Soviet Karelian frontier from 
Finland at three points has been 
repulsed, battlefront dispatches re­
ported Friday.

Germany is pressirtg ’S' ftftlTfe 
aerial offensive against Russia’s far 
northern rail and water communi­
cations in an attempt to isolate the 
Soviet Union from the outside 
world, the Army newspaper Red 
^ a r  said Friday, and a communi­
que declared that 500 Nazis had 
been wiped out in the northwest.

For six weeks, the newspaper said, 
the reinforced German northerp 
squadrons had executed repeated 
raids, but the effects have been 
slight and 64 enemy planes have 
been destroyed or damaged over 
Murmansk alone.

The Russian air force is striking 
back heavily and has forced the 
Germans to shift their northern air 
bases to more remote regions in 
Norway and Finland, Red Star said.

Failure of the German offensive 
was evidenced by the arrival this 
week in Moscow of several passeng­
ers fr6m the ice-free Arctic port 
of Murmansk.
