Led by American-made tanks, 

Marshal Semcon Timoshenko’s ar­
mies were reported to have  ̂advanc­
ed seven miles beyond the Donets 
River Friday in their big offensive 
against Kharkov, the Soviet “Pitts­
burgh”, after smashing more than 
150 German tanks in two days.

The Red Army recaptured a num­
ber of nearby communities and 
forced the Germans into retreat 
after brushing aside counter-attacks 
in which the Nazis vainly threw 
in their reserves, front-line dis­
patches reported.

Diplomatic sources in London 
said they had heard that Adolf 
Hitler was so taken aback by 
the unexpected power of the 
Soviet attack tliat he had in­
structed his ambassador to T o­
kyo to increase pressure on Ja­
pan for an attack on Russia.

The argument to Japan was 
said to* be that Russia had con- 
cesitrated so much on the Euro­
pean front that she could offer 
little resistanoe to an attack 
against Siberia.

Despite bad weather which ham­
pered tank and aerial operations, 
Uio Russians deepened theii- pene­
tration of the Nazi positions and 
advanced over roads littered witii 
hundreds of German bodies and 
many smashed tanks and cannon, 
said Red Star, official Army paper.

It described the whole continu­
ing operation as “another heavy 
defeat” for the Germans who have 
held the important Ukranian steel 
city since October.

Stubborn fighting continued 380 
miles to the south, oh the Keren 
Peninsula, where a German thrust 
has twice forced the Russians back. 
All Soviet accounts emphasized the 
gigantic nature of Marshal Semeon 
Timoshenko’s Kharkov offensive.

ThJe Russians said they held air 
initiative on the southwestern 
front, having destroyed 28 German 
planes in that ai’ea on Wednesday 
and Tliursday against the loss of 
three of theii* own.
Reds Trap Nazis \

German reserves' desperately tried 
counter-attacks, and when these 
failed they attempted a ruse, one 
unit retreating in the center while 
thte flanks held, said Red Star.

Tlae Russians, with equal guile, 
dashed boldly into the trap just as 
the Germans had hoped, but simul- 
taneou^y threw a terrific attack 
into each flank, so that instead of 
a trap for the Russians it became a 
massacre of Germans, the dispatch 
asserted.

The Soviet midnight communique 
said that on the Kliai’kov front “in 
two days’ fighting we destroyed and 
put out of action not less them 150 
German tanks (equipment for a 
full armored regiment.)

The German-Rumaiiian drive 
against the Kercli Peninsula posi­
tions of Lieut. Gen. D- T. Kozlov’s 
Caucasian command was acknow­
ledged to have gained further 
ground when word came a new Rus­
sian offensive action at Sevastopol, 
a thorn at the Axis; rear.

The Red Army garrison of that 
Black Sea naval base, 150 miles by 
air west of Kerch Strait, slashed 
anew at Axis siege lines and guer­
rillas worked with rifles and bombs 
to harass the invaders.

Tass said Sevastopol alone had 
killed 1,000 Germans in the first 
10 days of May and were continu­
ing to mow the uivaders down.

Axis Sub Sinks 
Mexican Tanker

MIAMI, Fla. (JP)—^Mexico’s efforts 
to preserve neutrality in the present 
war were strained Friday after an 
Axis submarine stalked at night a 
fully-lighted oil tanker and sent a 
torpedo crashing into the illuminat­
ed Miaxican flag painted on her side.

Fourteen men died, including the 
captain and deck officers who had 
gathered on the bridge when the 
undersea boat began its cat-and- 
mouse game half an hour before 
the torpedo finally came. Twenty- 
two survivors reaclied shore, but 
Rodolpho • Chagnon, 54-year-old 
seaman, died at a hospital of inter­
nal injuries.

The ship, the 7,500-ton Poerero 
Del Llano, became an inferno. 
Thousands of persons gathered on 
the sands of Miami Beach, after the 
torpedoing Wednesday night, and 
for hours watched the flames and 
towering pillar of smoke from the 
tanker before it sank.

Oil Allowable Rule 
To Be Made Friday

AUSTIN (A>)—Thousands of Texas 
oil operators Friday awaited an­
nouncement of allowable produc­
tion schedules for the last 16 days 
this month while a breach between 
Federal o il Coordinator Harold L. 
Ickes and the Texas Railroad Com­
mission apparently widened.

Ickes said in Washington Thurs­
day that if Texas failed to comply 
with his recommendation to curtail 
oil production to 960,000 barrels 
daily, “we could ask WPB to issue 
an order which would provide pen­
alties.”

Such an order could be enforced 
against the commission and the oil 
producers, Ickes asserted.

Declaring purchasers had indicat­
ed they heeded more oil. Commis­
sioner Olin Culberson said Texas 
could not be criticized fm piling up 
a backlog of storage in order to have 
a full supply for war needs.

Another commission member, Jer­
ry Sadler, stated that purchasers 
had testified Monday at a public 
hearing they had firm demands for 
1,400,000 barrels of oil daily. Ickes, 
he added, should know this since 
his representative, E- DeOolyer, di­
rector of conservation for the Office 
of Petroleum Coordinator, was 
present.

■ 2. If the Nazi chief could clear 
the Reds off the peninsula, and if 
he could get across the .Strait of 
Kerch, and if he also could annihil­
ate Russian opposition on the other 
side of the strait, then he would 
have opened up a short-cut into the 
Caucasus. However, Leander swim­
ming a tranquil Hellespont is one 
thing, and Hitler putting an army 
across Kefch Strait in the face of 
heavy enemy opposition is another. 
Hurdling these big ditches is one of 
the most difficult of military opera­
tions. Anywav, we don’t need to 
cross this strait until we come to 
it.
Red Strategy Good

Crimean drive is a fine piece of 
strategy. The Reds in their attack 
along a 35-mile front in the Khar­
kov sector are (1) compelling Hitl-

Income Tax On Small 
Earners Opposed; To 
Ask For Sales Tax

WASHINGTON (iP) — Opposition 
developed in the Senate Friday to 
a proposal tentatively approved by 
the House Ways and Means Com­
mittee to induct millions of low‘- 
income citizens into the rank of 
federal income tax payers.

Four top ranking members of the 
Senate Finance Committee voiced 
objection to a move by the House 
group to reduce the taxing level 
to $500 for single and $1,200 for 
married persons, and Chairman. 
George (D-Ga) gave it only luke­
warm support.

Labeled “absolutely unfair,” also 
was a propiosal to require all per­
sons who file federal returns to pay 
a nominal tax of from $2 to $5 to 
cover administration costs.

Senator Brown (D-Mich), LaFol- 
lette (Prog.-Wis), Vandenberg (R- 
Mich) and Taft (R-Ohio) said they 
were opposed to the lowered ex­
emption method of attempting to 
extract revenue from the low in­
come groups. George said he would 
accept it if necessary, but doubted 
that much additional revenue would 
be collected as a re.sult.

Brown, Vandenberg and Taft pre­
ferred, they .said, the enactment of 
a .sales tax that would fall only on 
those who had money to spend and 
spent it for .something* besides the 
bare essentials of life. Administra.- 
tion pressure was reported Thurs­
day to have discouraged members 
of the Hbuse committee from offer­
ing a sales tax.

To give suitable and acceptable 

arrswer to tliis question, it is neces­
sary to search the Scriptures; for 
the answer is found there cmly; and 
if after we have searched the Scrip­
tures, we find the unquestionable 
truth concerning Him, and accept 
Him as He is presented in the 
Scriptures, ever after we shall have 
an anchor for the soul, and a faith 
that is steadfast arrd true.

Tire word Christ means the 
arrointed of God; the same with the 
Hebrew Messiah. Tire eternal Son 
of God, the secorrd, person of the 
glorious 'Irinity. In His divine rra- 
ture He is equal with the,Father, 
and over all, God blessed forever; 
but in His hxmran nature, subordi- 
rjate arrd inferior to the Father, be- 
iirg like to men in all tlrhigs, sin 
excepted. Both natures are united 
in the persorr of Christ, that He 
might be our prophet, priest and 
king, arrd the author of a complete, 
irerfect, all-sufficient, arrd eterrral 
salvatiorr. He ever lives to irrtercede 
for all that come to Him.

In Clrx’ist all the types, prophesies, 
and promises cerrter. He is the mosc 
suitable object for the smner to 
look to, trust in, and expect all Iris 
hopes, joys, arrd consolatiorrs from, 
as by Him alone life and salvation 
are procm’ed. He is the head of 
prirrcipalities and p o w e r s ,  the 
orightness of Father’s giorj', and the 
express image of His persorr, the 
glory of all worlds, and the reful­
gent luminary of tire universe, the 
inexhaustible fomrtain of all the 
treasures of natur'e, grace ana glory, 
and the matchless, incomparable 
Redeemer of all that come to Him. 
Christ was the grand subject of all 
tire apostles’;j mhristry, and irrdeed, 
a sermon without Christ is like a 
cloud without Water, or a shadow 
without substance. One moment’s 
communion with Christ is of more 
w'orth than terr thousand ^Yorlds; 
His person most glorious, and He is 
altogether lovely.

The ancient prophets had told 
that tire Messiah should be God and 
Man, exalted arrd abased, master 
and servant, priest and victim, king 
and subject, mortal, and a corrquer- 
or of death, rich and poor, a king, 
a conqueror, glorious, yet a man of 
griefs, involved in our infirmities, 
rn a state of great humiliation. All 
these seeming contrarieties were to 
be reconciled in the person of the 
Messiah, as they did really meet in 
the person of Christ. It was known 
that the Messiah was to be born of 
a virgin, of the tribe of Judah, of 
the race of David, in the village of 
Bethlehem; tliat He was to con­
tinue lorever, that His name should 
be continued, as long as the sun, 
that He was the great prophet 
promised irr the law, that He w’_as 
both the Son and Lord of David, 
that He was to perform great mira­
cles, that He should restore all 
things, that He should die and rise 
again, that , Elias should be the fore- 
rmrner of His appearance, that a 
proof of His coming should be, the 
cure of the lepers, lile restored to 
the dead, and tire gospel preached 
to the poor; tlrat He should not de­
stroy the law, but should perfect 
and fulfill it; that He should be a 
stone of offense, and a stumbling- 
block, against \yhich many should 
bruise ^lenrselves; that He sliould 
suffer oppositions and contradic­
tions, and that a strange people 
should conic aiid submit themselves 
to His discipline.

Havhrg considered Uic foregoing 
thumb-nail sketch of the King of 
Kings, we have only to turn aside 
in our mad rush of livihg to see 
tire reality of His mighty power 
working in the lives of those who 
today accept Him as Lord of Lords 
The centm'ies h’ave confirmed the 
efficacy of Christiarrity, for there 
shall always be the Church of 
Clirist, and anrong tlrose who are 
faithful and loyal, the unequivoca- 
ble testimoiry is that Christ is the 
Lode-Star of life; the Bright and 
Moniiiig Star, and the Lily of the 
"Valley—without Whose help and 
presence, tlris vale of teai's would 
indeed be a dwelling place imfit for 
the expressions of the highest in­
stincts arrd ideals of the Soul.

Baptist Finance 
Plans Adequate,

SAN ANTONIO (J")—Churches in 
the Southern Baptist Convention 
have paid off approximately $10,- 
000,000 indebtedness within the last 
six years, E. P. Alldredge, statistics 
officer of the convention, said Fri­
day. The convention opens Satur­
day. /

The Baptists, he said, increased 
the value of their property within 
the last six years by $30,842,401, or 
an average of $5,168,480 a year.

Although there was an increase 
in the number of churches and in 
church membership in 1941, there 
was a decrease in the number of 
baptisls. Alldredge reported.

Records show, he pointed out, that 
the largest number of new minis­
ters were ordained in 1941 than in 
any previous year in the conven­
tion’s 96-year-history.

Total contributions for 1941, he 
.said, amounted to $44,857,607, of 
which $37,035,267 went for local 
church work, while $7,822,340 went 
to missions and benevolences.

wrote in her column, and the news 
she gave out surprised a lot of 
other people, too.

It was known that Elliott was in 
Africa, where he had been on duty 
as a major in the Anny Air Corps. 
What Mrs. R. didn’t tell was how 
the major got back in such a hurry, 
which is a story in itself ,and it 
might well be told since— (a), the 
flight of one major hardly consti­
tutes a troop movement; (b), the 
news o f  his arrival weis given out 
by a recognizJed White House 
spokesman and authority; (c), the 
information can’t be of any aid or 
comfort to the enemy.

Major Roosevelt came back from 
Africa in a flying boat that was 
traveling exceedingly light—just a 
few other passengers. The route was 
—well, maybe the route is military 
information. But it was a route not 
ordinarily flown and it is believed 
the flight broke all records for speed 
in passage between Africa and the 
United States. A flying boat of the 
type used on this trans-oceanic 
service was observed in Washington 
waters on the day before and the 
day Mrs. Roosevelt announced the 
major’s return, though Washington 
is not a regular port of call for this 
type of ship.

Mrs. Roosevelt’s column ended 
with a statement to the effect she 
was afraid Elliott would have to 
spend some tirrte in a hospital, for 
he had picked up some kind of a 
germ.

If you will put together the 
pieces of this story, you can make 
out of it whatever you can make 
out of it. Maj. Elliott Roosevelt 
was taken sick in Africa—but not 
too sick to fly 6000 miles, or so. 
H'e was rushed home by special 
flight, flown under emergency or­
ders, necessary because of the 
variation from the com’ses usually 
followed by the Ferrying Com­
mand.

Tyson Lists Rules 
For Bicycle Riders

In accordance with the new Mid­
land Bicycle Ordinance which will 
go into effect here early next week, 
all bicycle riders are m’ged to obey 
correct rules while riding.

Police Chief Lon H. Tyson sub­
mits the following set of rules as 
those for bicycle rider’s to became 
familiar with:

1. Obey all traffic laws, signs and 
signals.

2. Ride at the extreme right of 
the street with traffic, never on the 
left facing it. Don’t zig-zag.

3. Ride single file—never two or 
more abreast.

4. Keep both hands on the han­
dlebars. Don’t stunt or indulge in 
horseplay.

5. Never hitch a ride on another 
vehicle.

6. Carr-y all packages in a bas­
ket, or attach secur'ely to the bike 
where they wull not interfere with 
steering, pedaling or vision.

7. Never ride double or carry a 
passenger on the handlebars.

8. Keep your headlamp and rear 
reflector in good working order if 
you ride at night. A rear light is 
better than a reflector. And by all 
means, have a horn or bell on j'our 
bike—and use it!

9. Use arm signals when you 
turn.

10. Dismount and walk across 
busy corners.

11. Take it easy, and be even 
more careful than when driving an 
automobile. A Ijicycle is no match 
for a car!

12. Remember—your bicycle is 
subject to the same general traffic 
rules as an automobile. Obey them!

13. Put your bicycle in a bicycle 
parking rack—never lean it against 
a. building on the sidewalk or in 
the firezone in front of the theaters.

14. Be sure that bicycles are stor­
ed in a safe place at night so as 
to avoid thefts.

15. Always remember to have 
your bicycle properly licensed. Li­
censes may be obtained for the life 
of the bicycle at the local Police 
Station. (A fee of 50c entitles you 
to licenses for the life of the bi­
cycle.)
