Terse dispatches from the front 
said the British, supported by 
American 28-ton “General Grant” 
tanks, were engaging Field Miar.- 
shal Erwin Rommel’s victory-flush­
ed invaders in heavy fighting from 
the Mediterranean Coast inland to 
the Qattara Depression.

Sweeping over the narrow fight­
ing zone. Allied warplanes includ­
ing American “Kittyhawk” fighters 
blasted enemy tanks and troops.

A German broadcast, echoing an 
Italian claim, declared that Rom­
mel’s armies were pursuing the 
British in retreat toward the Nile 
after Axis troops had broken 
through at El Alamein.

Dispatches indicated that Rom­
mel struck under cover of a swirl­
ing sandstorm, assaulting the main 
British forces ranged along the 
coastal plain in a frontal thrust 
aimed at Alexandria.
Italian Claims

An Italian communique said the 
British petitions were “tenaciously 
defended” and were overrun only 
after sharp fighting.

“Our air force, which repeatedly 
intervened in the field, dominated 
the battle in the sky,” the Fascist 
war bulletiri asserted.

While the fall of El Alamein 
would hot be disastrous in itself, 
the Axis claims indicated that 
Rommel’s invaders had already 
push‘3d five miles or more into the 
British system of defense in dfepth.

The British front line previously 
had been described as 70 miles 
west of Alexandria and five miles 
west of El Alamein.

Confidence Vole 
Given Churchill

LONDON (A>)—Prime Minister 

Churchill won an overwhelming 
vote of confidence from the House 
of Commons Thursday after he had 
gravely assessed the Allied position 
in the Mediterranean and Middle 
East war zones as a near-disaster 
with a hope of victory pinned on 
“v^ry considerable” reinforcements 
now in progress.

The vote was 475 to 25.
'The Parliamentary victory came 

at the end of a long speech in 
which Churchill staunchly defend­
ed his direction of the war as the 
best possible under the circum­
stances.
Sketches Dark Picture

Churchill sketched a dark pic-1 
ture of the Battle of Egypt. He 
said it had developed “a recession 
of our hopes and prospects in the 
Middle East and Mediterranean 
unequalled since the fall of 
France.”

To this he added, without elab­
oration, a statement that “at any 
moment we may receive news of 
grave importance.”

The 475 to 25 vote left 115 of the 
House’s 615 members unaccounted 
for.

Of the 115, some members un­
doubtedly expressed partial disap­
proval of the Churchill Government 
by abstaining from the vote, but 
many could not attend the session 
Because of wartime duties and other 
causes

Churchill’s somber portrayal of 
the war in Africa was relieved only 
by his statement that “very con­
siderable” reinforcements h a v e

West Texans of a twelve- 
county area have gathered 1,249,904 
pounds of scrop rubber, which is 
the best record to date in the state 
of Texas, said Pat Ruckman, di­
rector of the regional drive.

enable them to follow those Air 
Force bombardiers who are already 
proving- their mettle in the skies 
over the Mediterranean, Alaska and 
Tokyo.

Crouched over bombsights 
in the “greenhouse’ nose of their 
training planes they go out to blast 
targets—scattered over more than 
80 miles of prairie land—with hun­
dreds of 100-pound practice bombs.

New Naval Base 
Now Established 
In Ireland

UNITED STATES NAVAL BASE, 

Londonderry, Northern Ireland (/P) 
—Here in far Northern Ireland, at 
the European end of the Allies’ 
bridge of ships, this great new naval 
base has sprung into being in a 
year’s time to guard the precious 
cargoes bound across the North At­
lantic for Britain and Russia.

Its existence was announced pub-, 
iicly for the first time Thursday al­
though it was commissioned last 
February 5 and, according to'Com ­
modore Ross Stewart, commander 
of the adjoining British base, “al­
ready has lifted a great burden of 
the convoy problem.”

Where hundreds of United States 
Marines and Bluejackets operate 
machine shops, supply ba.ses, dry- 
docks and other naval shore estab­
lishments in a plant spreading over 
hundreds of acres, only a year ago 
3,000 Irish and American workers 
were starting construction.

It was built with lend-lease funds 
and Captain William Larson of Chi­
cago said “Everything in the base 
down to the last pork chop or nut 
and bolt has been brought from 
the United States.”

Details of its intricate mechan­
ism, of course, still are a war secret 
but it could repair or rebuild the 
biggest United States destroyer. It 
has millions of dollars worth of pre­
cision machinery ready, if necessary, 
to operate around the clock in black­
out buildings.

It is designed to keep fit destroy­
ers and other light craft on Atlantic 
convoy duty for the United States 
and Canadian navies. It is a sepa­
rate unit but, on occasion, works 
jointly with the nearby British yard.

30 Soldiers Die 
In Plane Crashes

WPELCH, W. Va. (yP)—Army offi­
cials sought Thursday to identify 
the mangled and burned bodies of 
21 soldiers, occupants of an Army 
transport plane which crashed in 
flames on a southern West Vir­
ginia hillside.

The transix>rt, a former Ameri­
can Airlines flagship, lost a wing 
at 500 feet and plunged with smoke 
pouring from the fuselage into a 
garden at Premier, three miles 
from here, Wednesday.

Nine soldiers wehe killed in an­
other mishap Wednesday in Cali- 
femia when a four-motored Army 
bomber crashed and exploded on 
a low knoll with a roar heard for 
miles. Army men at March Field 
said the craft was on a routine 
training flight.

West Virginia state troopers, 
guarding wreckage of the airliner, 
said the bodies were beyond rec­
ognition but they believed 13 could 
be identified by tags, another by 
clothing and a 15 th possibly by a 
'.'ing.

Army equipment and personal ef­
fects strewn near the wreckage bore 
the names of Erwin Stratman, Cor­
poral Jackson, Russell A. Carter, 
Elmore Edwards, Floyd Hyet and 
Guy S. Hill.

Hyet and Hill, however, were re­
ported safe at Kellogg Field, Bat­
tle Creek, Mich., where both men 
are stationed. They notified news­
papers after noting their n'ames in 
accounts of the crash.

A scorched postcard found near 
the wi^ckage bore this message:

“All that a birthday can hold of

Educational Head 
Brands Illiteracy 
Report Inaccurate

By The Associated Press
AUSTIN—^Figures on illiteracy in 

Texas recently released by the De­
partment of Commerce were brand­
ed by the head of the State’s edu­
cational system Thursday: as “ex­
aggerated and inaccurate.”

Dr. L. A. 'Wbods, State Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction, in an 
interview, asserted that statistics 
listing 18.8 per cent of Texans un­
der the age of 25 with less than four 
years of schooling and 179,426 Tex­
ans in the same age bracket with 
no schooling at ail “do not reflect 
the true condition of literacy of 
this States population.”

Pointing out that in the last 10 
years the rating of Texas’ education 
system has changed from 37th to 
15th in the nation.

Women Should Buy 
Slips and Sleeping 
Garments Wisely

Women’s slips, sleeping garments 
^nd lounging robes having been sim­
plified by government order, it’s up 
to every woman to follow through 
with a textile-conservation program 
of her own.

Wise buying, proper laundering 
and skillful mending are the out­
standing points of any such pro­
gram, according to the OPA Con­
sumer Division.

Slips perform an important 
clothes-saving function. Not only 
do they improve the looks of a 
dress, but they protect outer gar­
ments from wrinkimg and soiling. 
Under a recent WPB order, slips no 
longer will be made with shadow 
panels, double-material yokes, or 
other details requiring the use of 
fabric over fabric.

Panels and double-material yokes 
help to protect the slip from wear. 
This protection is not essential, 
however, in a well-constructed slip.

These are tiie points that con­
sumers should keep in mind:

A good rayon or cotton slip will 
wear well if the material is firmly 
woven and has strong, close, evenly 
stitched seams. Some fabrics are 
made to appear sturdier than they 
are by the use of starchy filler, 
which comes out in the wash and 
leaves the material looking sleazy.

Cotton slips are inexpensive and 
can be sent to the laundry, but the 
material should be pre-shrunk to 
insure lasting fit.

Seams should be cut on the bias. 
Many rayons arp subject to “ thread­
slipping” : that is, under strain, the 
threads slip over one another and 
pull apart. However, when seams 
in a slip should be cut on the bias. 
Proper finishing with a chemical 
compound such as synthetic resin 
also will relieve “ thread-slipping.” 
Some heavily-built women may 
find, o fcourse, that bias-cut slips 
do not fit them as well as straight- 
cut garments.

•Tt is a good idea to try on a slip 
before purchase to make sure that 
it fits smoothly and hangs straiaht 
all around. Long slips should ̂ be 
adjusted at the hem rather than 
the shoulders. I f a slip fits prop­
erly, lowering or raising of the 
shoulder straps will throw the gar­
ment out of line.

The shadow-proofing qualities of 
slip panels are useful only under 
sheer dresses . Heavy pigment taf­
fetas, broadcloth and other mate­
rials of good weight and thickness | 
will serve the same purpose, with­
out the necessity for a double layer 
of fabric.

These garments also must be sold 
singly. Pajama-and-robe combina­
tions and other two-for-one-price 
combinations are out, so shoppers 
will be on the lookout for robes 
that wear well and look well with 
all their sleeping garments. Since

wool cannot^ be used to make bath­
robes or housecoats, consumers will 
have to choose serviceable cotton 
flannels, velveteen, quilted cotton 
and rayon or other fabrics.

Long wear depends upon correct 
fit, sturdy construction and proper 
care, but women can perform a ser­
vice by prolonging the life of the 
garments they now own.

Here are some suggestions for 
washing cottons and rayons:

White cottons should be washed 
in hot water and mild soapsuds. 
Soap should be completely rinsed 
out as it tends to turn white mate­
rials yellow. Drying in bright sun­
shine will help to make clothes 
clean and white.

Colored cottons should be washed 
in lukewarm water and mild soap­
suds. If they are not colorfast, they 
should not be soaked, but should be 
washed and dried as quickly as pos­
sible. Tliey ought never to be 
wtshed with other clothes, as they 
are likely to bleed.

Rayons require careful handling 
too. They slaould never be rubbed 
in washing. Lukewarm water, mild 
.soapsuds and a moderate iron should 
be used. Rayon acetates are espe­
cially susceptible to damage under 
a hot iron.

Slate Health Officer 
Issues Plea For Safe 
And Sane July Fourth

AUSTIN—A plea ior a safe and ! 
sane Fourth of July was issued by 
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health Offi­
cer, who declared, “We should not 
forget that the glorious Fourth is 
the anniversary of American free­
dom—a freedom which is now in 
jeopardy.

“This nation needs every man, 
woman, and child at maximum phy­
sical strength. Unnecessary loss of 
life or time from careless accidents 
is a form of sabotage against our 
total war effort.”

Dr. Cox stressed the fact that 
hundreds of accidents occur each 
year among Fourth of July cele­
brants, inclucjing drowning, traffic 
casualties, and serious injuries from 
fireworks. He said every day’s time 
lost in this manner will handicap 
the nation’s war effort.

“The celebration of American in­
dependence is a custom dear to the 
hearts of all Americans,” Dr. Cox 
said, “but this year as never before 
care should be taken to avoid acci­
dents which cripple or kill since 
our maximum manpower is needed 
for the successful prosecution of a 
W'r to defend that same American 
freedom.”

Choose Your Own 
Color On Tires

AMARILLO (UP)—You can have 
polka dot O r pink sidewalls if you 
want and the government can’t do 
anything about it.

.The rationing got the white side- 
walls, you know, but not for these 
tires. The Panhandle Laundry in­
stalled a set of puncture-proof, 
blowout-proof tires at a cost of $25 
for the set (nO’ spare necessary) and 
painted the sidewalls green.

The only drawback—the tires are 
hard-riding, being wooden and solid. 
The driver can get up to 8 or 10 
miles an hour, though, if he’s game 
enough to hold the wheel.

The wooden tires can be made by 
hand with a square, hand saw, key­
hole saw, hammer, chisel, brace and 
bit, and some sandpaper.

The laundry’s victory tires were 
made to fit the rim of a 6.00x16 cas­
ing. There is a heart of oak and an 
outer rim of softer wood. They were 
made by John C. Crawford for Fred 
Seale, the designer, who presented 
them to his friend Clay Thornton 
of the laundry.

Here’s the bill of materials:
Two pieces of 2x10 inch oak, 14 

feet long,* four pieces 2 1-2 inch 
white pine, 8 inches wide and 14 
feet long, 64 1-4x5-inch machine 
bolts, 8 l-4x2-inch lag scrws.

The hard lumber forms the core 
of the tire, the soft wood around the 
outside. Bolts, washers and lock 
washers are installed to hold the 
tire together and lag screws to keep 
it from sliding off the wheel.

New flush production in 
Illinois m.aant the construction of 
many miles of new pipe lines but 
the last two years have seen a de­
cline of 50 per cent from that 
state’s peak production and the pipe 
lines are still operating to capacity. 
The decline in Illinois’ production 
has been partially offset by the rise 
of Mississippi, notably Tinsley, and 
more recently refiners who formerly 
used Illinois crude have begun pur­
chasing oil from southern Arkansas.

Disruption of the tanker service 
has tended to freeze tank-car trans­
portation. The demand for oil on 
the East Coast has been met to as 
great an extent as possible by the 
Jransporation of oil by tank car 
while Midwest refiners are largely 
dependent on the nearest fields. If 
production from these areas holds 
up then conditions will get no worse. 
However, the nearby areas are not 
holding up.

Yankees' Lead 
Cut To 3 Games

It has been some time since any­

one needed to feel sorry for the 
World Champion New York Yan­
kees, but their plight is getting 
more pathetic night and day.

Since marching boldly out of 
Yankee Stadium nearly three weeks 
ago they have lost 11 out of 17 con­
tests and Wednesday night saw 
their American League lead cut to 
three games as they blev/ a 5-4 de­
cision to the Philadelphia Athletics

This was a reduction of 1 1/2 
games in their first place margin 
in a single day because of the Bos­
ton Red Sox’ second straight dou­
bleheader victory over the Wash­
ington Senators.

The Yankees were held to five 
hits by three Philadelphia pitchers, 
but this was not what whipped 
them. The Champs held a 4-0 lead 
at the end of four innings, one of 
the runs being Joe DiMaggio’s 11th 
homer of the year. But then the 
Yanks folded up as they have done 
in four of their last five games.

They couldn’t score any more 
themselves and they let the A’s 
rally for two runs in the fifth and 
tie the score in the seventh. Then 
in the ninth, with runners on first 
and second, Johnny Murphy field­
ed Relief Pitcher Luman Harris’ 
bunt and threw into left field to 
allow the winning run to cross the 
plate. Altogether the A’s made 14 
hits.

Washington was held to five hits 
in each game and the Red Sox 
made twice as many. They downed 
Buck Newsom 3-2 in the opener 
with a run. in the seventh and 
three innings of perfect relief 
pitching by Yank Terry and then 
they captured the nightcap with 
the greatest of ease 7-1.

This brought Boston’s current 
surge to 20 victories in 24 games 
and put a prerhium on the thr ee- 
game series between the Yanks and 
Red Sox at Fenway Park Friday 
and Saturday^— ŵith the possibility 
that New York may lose control 
of first place.

The Cleveland Indians kept with­
in sight of the struggle for the lead 
by ISeating the Chicago White Sox 
7-2 on the seven-hit hurling of 
Lefty A1 Smith.

The St. Louis Browns turned 
loose a 14-hit assault to score in 
all but one inning and belt the De­
troit Tigers 12-0.

Action in the National League 
was limited to two games with the 
St Louis Cardinals shutting out the 
Pittsburgh Pirates 4-0 and the Chi-* 
cago Cubs cuffing the Cincinnati 
Reds 5-2 in a night encounter.

Allies Planning 
Relief For War- 
Stricken Nations

WASHINGTON (yP)—Millions of 
hungry people in Axis-occupie(i 
countries Thursday had another 
reason to hope for a United Nations 
victory.

It was the decision of the United 
States and four other countries to 
set aside an immense pool of wheat 
fot the relief of war-stricken coun­
tries, to be rushed to them “so soon 
as the international situation per­
mits.”

That means so soon as available 
shipping no longer is monopolized 
for the transport of the tools of war, 
and ships can carry breadstuffs in­
stead of bombs, wheat instead of 
weapons, across the seas.

Establishment of a relief pool of 
not less than 100,000,000 bushels is 
only one of the features of the 
wheat agreement made public Wed­
nesday with the United States  ̂
Great Britain, Canada, Australia 
and Argentina as signatories. Other 
provisions relate to the control of 
wheat production, stocks and ex­
ports and the cooperation of all 
five cuntries in the stabilization of 
prices.

California Dam 
Near Completion

SACRAMENTO, Cal. (UP)—Con­
crete pouring Is complete on Friant 
dam, fourth largest structure of its 
kind in the world and an important 
cog in California’s huge Central 
Valleys Project.

A total of 2,130,480 cubic yards of 
concrete went into the project, 
which dams 520,000 acre feet of 
water to be used as a cushion for 
seasonal high water originating in 
the upper San Joaquin river and 
for irrigation in central California 
counties.

Rising 320 feet above its base, the 
dam is 3,430 feet long at its crest. 
The base is 265 feet wide.

Although concrete pouring has 
stopped, work on the structure is 
not yet complete, according to Dis- 
trist Engineer R. S. Calland of the 
U. S. Bureau of Reclamation. Work 
will continue for some weeks on in­
stallation and painting of metal 
work, backfill and clean-up opera-: 
tions. Another several months will 
be required for drilling of grout 
holes in the dam’s foundation.

The first bucket of concrete was 
poured at the structure July 29, 
1940. During August, 1941, opera­
tions reached their peak when 228,- 
769 cubic yards were placed.

The dam is located about 20 miles 
from Fresno. It is a straight gravity 
structure and has four river outlets, 
four outlets into the Friant-Kern 
canal and two in the Madera canal.

Soldiers Warned To 
Beware Of Sun Burn

Men at Midland Army Flying 
School, anxious to get a summer 
sun tan, have found the West Texas 
sun burns quickly and deep.

Several cases of severe sun-burn 
were hospitalized and Lt. Col. R. Mi. 
Allott, executive medical officer at 
MAFS, issued a statement in the 
Daily Bulletin warning the command 
of the dangers of exposure to the 
sun in this region.

“Severe sun-burn can cause 
death,” he said.

The medical officer suggested that 
first exposure to the sun be limited 
to 15 minutes and an increase of 
five minutes daily until tan is pro­
duced.

THIEVES TAKE INVITATION
SAN DIEGO, Cal. (UP)—A cat 

and kittens cost Roland D. Curran 
five tires and four tubes. He told 
the police he had left the door of 
his garage open because Mamma 
Cat was having kittens, and thieves 
accepted the open invitation.

ARRESTS HIT NEW HIGH
SAN FRANCISCO (UP)—Traffic 

arrests became a major industry in 
California in 1941. There was a 
record-breaking number of 572,222 
traffic cases in the courts, with 566,- 
194 convictions. Most of them were 
speeders.

U.S. Seamen Beat 
Off Axis In Arcfic

MCDSCOW (/P)—American mer­
chant seamen man guns both at sea 
and in port to beat off German 
fliers seeking to slash the supply 
line feeding vital war materials into 
Soviet Russia through the Arctic 
port of Murmansk.

This job of delivering the goods 
-r-and even guarding them on oc­
casion after they have been de­
livered—was described Thursday by 
Commander Samuel B. Frankel, 37, 
of Stapleton, N. Y., U. S. assistant 
Naval attache stationed in Mur­
mansk but now visiting Moscow for 
conferences.

United States merchantmen carry­
ing supplies to Russia, he said, are 
bringing their cargoes successfully 
to port with relatively few casualties 
despite the attacks of German dive 
bombers and torpedo planes.

During the last four months, 
Frankel declared, American casual­
ties have been not more than 25 
wounded and the same number 
missing or dead.

Reports Success
