Development of a cancer research
project. and hospital ‘authorized by
the Legislature which appropriated
$500,000 and supported also by the
Anderson Foundation with a $500,-
000 grant. p

Increased activity in public health
and preventive medicine.

The President récommended that
details of the general plan be work-
ed out by medical experts and that
the question .of location of units be
decided by impartial citizens, in-
cluding medical educators.

Labelling the proposal “The State
of Texas Plan for Medical Educa-
tion,” Dr. Rainey said that he had

Think Americans
Active In Egypt

WASHINGTON (#) — A token
force. of American tank.soldiers met
and defeated German panzer units
in a Libyan desert skirmish June 12
and was believed Tuesday to be en-
gaged alongside British troops in
the battle of Egypt.

The War Department announced
the tank encounter in a communique

Monday night. ~Dispatches from
Cairo credited the American force
with knocking out at least nine
German tanks without suffering
casualties itself in the battle be-
tween - Knightsbridge and Acroma
the day before the German ambush
of the British armored force on
June 13.

The Amencans left their tanks at
Tobruk and got out of that con-
tested port just before the Germans
went in. Cairo advices said they
were to have returned to America
to apply lessons learned in the des-
ert, but because of the German ad-
vance they were ordered. to stay
and join in the fight to save Egypt.

The American tank crews went to
Africa under command of Maj. Hen-
ry Cabot Lodge (Senator Lodge of
Massachusetts), who returned to
Washington Monday.

Lay Pontoon Bridges
To Cross Don River,
Seize Rail Center

Adolf Hitler’s invasion armies, exploiting a swift 120-
mile break through, appeared to have cut direct communi-
cations betweeén Russia’s northern and southern armies in
a grave turn of events in the Soviet campaign Tuesday.

German mechanized divisions battled realigned Soviet
troops Tuesday before Voronezh, on the Moscow-Rostov
railway at the approximate junction of southern and cen-
tral Red Armies, and a dispatch from the city said “con-
ditions here are extremely hard.”

(Adolf Hitler’s high command reported the capture of
Voronezh, which lies 10 miles east of the upper Don Riv-"
er. The Nazi-controlled Paris radio went further, declar-
ing the Germans were already pushing on from Voronezh
“in the direction of Povorino,”” another important rail junc-
east, implying a major break-
* through).

A dispatch to the army neWSpape1
Red Star said the enemy laid pon-
toon bridges, repaired ' damagad
spans and sent barges and . hoats
swarming at several points to the
east bank of “an important water-
line” ((apparently th€ Don) - under
‘the cover of bombardments by artil-
lery and aerial squadrons.

Upper Don Is Objective

The upper Don, a major objective
on the push from Kursk, lies about
50 miles beyond the point of the
Germans’ greatest advance across
the region in 1941 campaigns.

Soviet tanks were ranged along
the east bank of the German-forced.
water line and were reported
throwing back successive waves of
Nazis attempting further crossings.

This indicated that the Germans
had failed in initial efforts to pene-
trate the Russian aeienses in
depth.

©On the opposits, or western shore,
tanks and troop laden German
trucks were backed up for some
distance awaiting a chance to cross.
and Red air rorce bombers were
blasting them in unending waves
while Soviet fighters were in con-
stant clashes with Nazi fighters.

Cutting through a massive cur-
tain of German anti-aircraft fire,
Russian bombers were reported to
have destroyed two large crossings
and damaged two others, then to
have bombed Nazi-engineers trymg
‘to repair the damage.

At one point where the Germans
crossed the water line 40 tanks
negotiated the siream only to fall
into a cirele of Soviet artillery fire
which smashed them. The  Red ait
force was credited with destruction
of 59 more enemy tanks and T2
trocp and supply laden trucks.

Fresh Divisians

Fresh divisions, including the 8th
German Infantry, were moved into
the battle after being rushed from
another sector, increasing to 12 the
total number of divisions and - to
almost 200,000 the number of Nazi
troops in the drive, the Russians
said.

Thousands of Germians were Kkill-
ed, the Russians said, and a dis-
patch from the front declared six
trains totaling 247 . cars, each
crowded with wounded, had been
seen moving to the German rear.
Hundreds of Nazi tanks, planes and
guns were declared battered out of
action.

Two attacks by German armored
detachments and infantry against
Soviet positions on the Kalinin
front northwest of Moscow, where
feeler thrusts have been executed
for several weeks, cost the invaders
900 dead, 20 tanks, five armored
cars -and field guns, the Rusians
announced.

WASHINGTON (#) — Battered
China entered the sixth year of its
struggle against the Japanese in-
vaders Tuesday with a renewed plea
that the Pacific rather than Europe
be made the United Nations’ “Sec-
ond Front.”
Speaking for the Chungking Gov-
ernment, Maj. Gen. Chu Shih-Ming,
military attache, declared the Unit-
ed States and China could knock
out the Japanese this year, if full
American power were concentrated
in the Pacific.

We-—meaning particularly the Anglo-Saxon peoples—
are not irretrievably soft. We are as courageous as any—
probably more than most. We are as clever, as scientific,
as logical, as imaginative as our enemies.

Yet we let them shove us around.

The time has come—Tobruk and Matruh are proof, if
there were no others—for us to get tough, to forget Mar-
quis of Queensbury rules, to inculcate ourselves with the
fighting code of the lumber camps.

The time has come for us to develop a good ardent, let’s-
knock-their-dirty-blocks off hate against any man who
wears an Axis uniform or has to do with the Axis war ef-
fort.

4 * * *

It seems to be agreed by on-the-spot observers that we
probably had at one time the men and the material in
North Africa with which to beat General Rommel’s armies.

Good, competent correspondents who watched the cam-
paign from the fighting lines say that we lost because, in-
stead of asking “Where will we hit Rommel next?” our
leaders woried about “Where will Rommel strike us next?”

Everything else being equal, wars are won by those who
are in there slugging every minute, taking the initiative,
making the rules, barring no holds, missing no bets.

Right now that is the Germans, the Russians, the Japs.

The Russians are doing a creditable job because they
are as tough and ruthless as their enemies.

They’re no braver than the British and Americans. They
are no cleverer. They are no better equipped. They are

no better led.

* *

All they have that we lack, thus far, is the will to win at
any cost. Every Russian fights with the feeling that upon
him, individually, falls the entire burden of the war. They
kick, they gouge, they bite, they claw. They recognize no
foul zoné. They fight the devil with fire, the Axis with
his own ecallous rat-in-a-coerner technique.

Before we shall win, we must forget that we are good
sports. We must stop eyeing the net, preparatory to jump-
ing across to congratulate the victor. We must get in and
slug, resolved that in the end only the vietor shall remain
alive—and he shall be us.

Prostitution Law
To Be Discussed
By Area Officers

Full discussion of the May Act,
regarding prostitution in Federal
offense areas, will be held in Mid-
land July 14 at a policing confer-
ence, it has' been announced by D.

All Dogs Should Be
Given Rabies Serum

Rabies, or hydrophobia, is’said to
be on the increase except whers

annual vaccination of all dogs -is
generally practiced, and- health
authorities are urging that owners
of dogs make a spzcial effort soon
to immunize their pets against this
dread disease.

Knowledge of rabies and methods
of combatting it have greatly ad-
vanced, but the general public
should be guided by a compsetent
vetérinarian. Where a dog is sus-
pected of having rabies he should
be penned up and kept alive until
his exact status can be determined
seientifically.

The impractical problem of keep-
ing all dogs from exposure to other
dogs and to rats, skunks, coyotes
and perhaps other animals, makes
it especially desirable to have all
dogs immunized by vaccination.
This should be done annually, and
preferably at this time of year.

The latest insvaiiment of Inter-
national Mind Alcove books, a gift
to the library from the Carnegie
Endowment for International Peace,
has just been received. Miss Amy
Hemingway Jones, division assist-
ant, says of these books: “They all
have to do with present world con-
ditions, although none deals directly
with the tragedy of the war. They
hold out hope for the future and
no one can read them without a
renewed sense of responsibility and
understanding.”

Paddy the Cope, by Patrick Gal-
lagher: “This title is very mislead-
ing. Americans may be inclined
to overlook the final letter of the
last word and thing it is a detective
story. Far from it! First of all, it
is a most human story of life in
Eire (Ireland) during the last 40
years, setting forth the incredible
conditions under which the drish of
the past generation grew up. The
fact that in the midst of affection-
ate family relationships it was taken
for granted that boys of 10 should
go out into servitude to help sup-
port the family, throws considerable
light upon the distressing living
conditions of that period. Secondly,
the book is an inspiring story of
the development of the cooperative
movement in a remote secticn of
Ireland and its final success. The
‘Cope’ of the title is merely the ab-
breviated title of a cooperative
worker and fighter. The introduc-
tion by Dorothy <Canfield Fisher
points up the story and gives hope
of new ways of living not only in
Eire, but throughout the world.”

Our India, by Minoo Masani:
“This book deals with another part
of the British Empire. World at-
tention has been drawn to India in
these tragic times because of its

attitude toward Britain and the war

in which its domestic problems play
an important part.

Beat National In Big
Upset, 3-1; Dramatic
Tilt Full Of Thrills

NEW YORK (#)—Better All-Star
games possibly will be piayed than
Monday night’s spectacle at the
Polo Grounds in which the Ameri-
can League once again slugged the
National into defeat, 3-1, before a
benefit crowd of 33,694, but it is dif-
ficult to imagine one more dramatic.

One minute after Big Ernie Lom-
bardi of the National Leaguers lift-
ed a lazy fly to right field to end
the contest, pitch darkness closed
over the big arena as part of New
York City’s second wartime black-
out. For 22 minutes the crowd that
had cheered itself hoarse for two
hours sat tense and almost silent.

They sat as at a wake for the
blasted hopes of the National
Leaguers, who had entered the 10th
annual struggle with a burning de-
itermination to win and had seen
their chances vanish almost with
the first pitch.

[Surprise Hitter :

Last night’s game was over to all
intents and purposes when Lou Bou-
dreau, Cleveland’s handsome young
manager, laced the second ball
pitched by Mort Cooper of the St.
Louis Cardinals into the deep left
field stand. The Nationals from
that instant must -have felt it was
hopeless. The crowd did, anyway.

Here was Boudreau, who is not
a distance clouter and had, in fact,
hit only one previous home run this
year, blasting for the circuit off
Cooper.
