well was plugged and abandoned
late it May, 1940, after it apparent-
ly. showed sulphur water in the bot-
tom two cores of four cores cut
from 4,273 to 4,340 feet, total depth.
At that time it was in wildcat ter-
ritory. However, development in the
South Cowden pooi gradually
brought production closer to the old
tailure until it eventually was off-
set to the northwest by a good pro-
ducer.

Richmond Drilling Company, a
Midland firm, took over the well,
changed its designation to the No.
2 Johnson and rigged up rotary
over the old hole, drilling out to
bottom in only three days. The
company then cemented 5 1/2-inch
casing at 4,150 feet with 150 sacks
and switched over to cable tools.
A swabbing and bailing test revealed
complete absence of any water. The
total depth was corrected from 4,340
to 4,326 feet when cable tools were
installed.

Drilling ahead, Riichmond logged
virtually continuous pay from 4,360
to 4,474 feet, later corrected to 4,480
by sand line measurement. It filled
1,100 feet with oil and was estimated
at 30 barrels a day. The well then
was given a-tamped shot of 540
quarts from 4,336 to 4,475 feet. It
cleaned itself after shot and opera-

BOMBERS BLAST FRANKFURT

On the Egyptian battlefront, Brit-
ish headquarters reported a contin-
ued lull in ground fizhting while
RAF planes attacked Field Marshal
Erwin Rommel’s long-drawn supply
lines on the Salum-Matrum road,
destroying trucks, fuel tank cars
and staff cars.

Three German planes were re-
ported shot down in air fights over
the El Alamein front, 80 miles west
of Alexandria, whers Rommel was
reported. reforming his battered
armored forces. /

Reject Protest

Meanwhile, Vichy quarters said
Washington’s blunt rejection of the
Viehy protest over American air
raids on Nazi-occupied France had
not yet been received officially.

These quarters dsserted that the
bombing of Rouen by U. S. Army
flying fortresses—the ~ immediate
cause of the protest—was executed
“at Stalin’s orders.”

In Washington, the State Depart-
ment disclosed that the  protest,
made personally by France’s pro-
German Premier Pierre Laval, was
“immediately” rejected. Moreover,
Laval was told in forthright words
that “military plants operated by or
for Germany and. other German
military properties in France will
be bombed. at every opportumty m
the future.” !

The propos-
ed bill weuld call for repeal of Sec-
tion 3 of the Price *Control Act,
which provides that price ceilings
on farm products may not be set
at less than 110 per cent of parity,
or the market price as of last Oct.
1, last Dec. 15, or the average price
from 1919 to 1928, whichever is
highest. (Parity is a level caleulat-
ed to give the farmer incoms equiv-
alent to that in a past favorable
peried, in most cases 1909-14.

Brown indicated that the measure
probably would “authorize” ' the
Chief Executiye to contrcl wages,
but addsd that the authorization
might be turned into a directive
before the bill was enacted. Whether
wage floors as well as ceilings would
be established 1emam°d to be de-
cided.

NEW YORK. — Mainbocher, who
used to be just Chicago’s gift - to
Paris dressmaking but who now
dresses the WAVES, has made
some astonishing new Autumn 1942
clothes out of the ABC’s of a prac-
tical American wardrobe—like this:

That's why the Army
sends a finance section along with
every unit, no matter how small.
Wherever the boys may be fight-
ing—from Bataan to Batevia, in
jungle or mountain — the eagle
screams on schedule. What’s more,
the pay is in local money, at the
best exchange pessible. During the
final days of Bataan, the finance
section was one of the last groups
to be disrupted. \

Under Army’s present system, it
takes only about 20 men to handle
the financial headaches of 15,000.
The word “headache” is used ad-
visedly. Looking after the fiscal
welfare of men on active duty on
foreign terrain is no pienic.

The finance officer for a unit
takes the full rap on cash procure-
ment_for men in the field. Through
him funnel all the monetary ar-
rangements for housing ,feeding
and transportation, in addition to
paydays and allotments. His sec-
tion, generally, is a sort of travel-
ing counting-house, consisting of
pay and allowance divisions, com-
mercial voucher department, ac-
counting branch, administration
(check-writing) and cashier’s de-
partment for the payment of in-
dividual cash.

Stories about the endless, fatig-
uing payday queues in the last war
don’t apply to the present system.
named for small groups of men,
It’s over in a jiffy. Class A agents,
collect the cash from finance head-
quarters and account for actual
distribution in a very short time.

Doughboy Gets Paid

The finance section’s. creed, on
foreign «duty, is that the men will
get full pay or a goxtion thereof
in any alea. If a soldier’s in a spot
where just a few pieces of silver
will keep him happy, he cain leave
most o fhis salary in the finance
section’s keeping.

If he’s leaving this country on a
transport, and is flat busted, the
finance section will give him
enough money to keep him solvent
during the journey, for such ship-
board essentials as canteen supplies
and crap-games.

When he arrives at an Australian
port, say, finance takes over any
extra money he might have and
turns it into local Ilezgal tender.
Often rates of exchange can be ob-
tained to give the soldier a little
the best of it. In Ireland, for in-
stance, soldiers could obtain a
pound for $4.03 1/2, instead of the
regular $4.11 on common exchange.

The Treasury Department has
done a yeoman job of simplifying
Army finances abroad. Red tape
has been slashed viciously, and
foreign banks (in the silver stand-
ard countries) have been designated
as local depositories with the result
that all banking facilities can be
used just as in America. This kind
of foreign checking prevents -cir-
culation of U. S. Treasury checks
abroad.

Members of the finance section
on active duty don’t lead any sort
of cloistered existence. They sol-
dier with the soldiers; same chores,
same grub, same quarters. While
they’re not generally told to go out
and capture machine gun nests or
something ' similar, they do stick
close enough to action to be réquired
to wear a pistol.

U. S. Fighter Planes
Mistaken For Nazis'

WASHINGTON—When the first
North American Mustang combat
plane crossed the channel from
England and appeared over Europe,
the Nazis didn’t fire at it. The
plane, so the -story goes, flew
arcund over the German positions
unmolested and daring some of the
German planes to come up and give
it a battle. But nothing happened.

Finally the pilot dived down and

cut-loose with a. few .bursts from
his machine guns on an exposed
German ground - position. That
brought action. Nazi anti-aircraft
opened up and gave this lone pilot
everything’ they had. But he got
away all right, and returned to his
English base, considerably shot up,
but safe nevertheless.
A short time later, when other
Mustangs were being put through
their trial flights over England,
much to the test pilots’ surprise the
British anti-aircraft batteries open-
ed up on the new and unfamiliar
planes, sendmg them scurrying for
cover.

It was from that experience that

the R. A. F. figured out why their
first Mustang flight over occupied
France had been unable to stir up
any air opposition.
The trouble was simply that the
Mustang, known in the TUnited
States as the P-51, looks so much
like the German ME-109 that it
takes an expert to tell ’em apart
when the planes are in the air,
lobserved in silhouette or in such
light conditions that identifying
markings can’t be distinguished
easily. The' Mustang in'profile ap-
pears to have the same ME-109
squarred wing tips, the same tail
surface, ‘it is powered by a single
in-line engine, ang is about the
same size.
