The 35-mile limit speed limit on 
all highways and streets was de­
creed in an official ODT order. It 
did not carry enforcement or pen­
al provisions but Eastman said he 
would request the governors of all 
states to make it effective “ through 
prcclamation or otherwise.” The 
governors will be asked to call upon 
state and local officials for strict 
enforcement.

Kaiser Says “ Steel Is The Real Bottleneck”  
In Nation's Effort For All-Out Production

LOS ANGELES. (A») — Henry J. 
Kaiser, West Coast industrialist, 
Saturday ternxed steel the “real 
bottleneck” in the ixation’s war 
productioxx schedule.

“There is nothixxg more ixecessary 
than steel, and we plaix to help 
this situation with our Southern 
Califoi’ixia plant, usiixg ore from 
Western mines,” said the former 
coixtractor wlxose shipyards at Paci­
fic ports coixtiixually vie with one 
another for construction speed re­
cords.

Yales And Stroup 
Start Wildcat In 
Eddy County

HOBBS, N. M —Eddy County, 
Southeast New Mexico, has gained 
another important wildcat test in 
the Yates & Stroup No. 1 State, 
six., miles north and sjightly west 
of the Barber pool.

The well was staked 1,980 feet 
from the north and 660 from the 
west line , of section 16-19s-30e. It 
last was reported standing, bottom­
ed at 395 feet in salt and potash, 
after cementing 8-inch casing at 
365 feet with 20 sacks. The well 
logged shallow water from 230 to 
245 feet and topped the salt at 
387 feet.

New pay for the Square Lake 
pool of Eddy has been defined by 
S. P. Yates and Marlin Yates Jr., 
No. 1 M. W. Evans, in section 5- 
17s-30e. The well topped the new 
pay at 2.688 feet, drilled to 2,928 
feet in lime and was plugged back 
to 2.775 feet. It then v/as shot with 
170 quarts of nitro from 2,685 to 
2,775 feet and later flov;ed 17 bar­
rels of oil per day through a one- 
half inch choke on 2-inch tubing 
hung at 2,648 feet.
Square Lake Oilers

Also at Square Lake, Barney 
Cockburn No. 11 George Etz, sec­
tion 35-16s-30e, flowed 70 barrels 
of oil in eight hours through open 
2-inch tubing set at 2,780 feet. It 
first was shot with 100 quarts from 
3,156 to 3,184 feet, then was re-shot 
with 100 quarts from 2,990 to 3,041 
feet.

Has Scrap Scoopers

You wouldn’t think there was 
anything to salvage after the bom­
bardiers of Midland Army Flying 
School get through with their de­
structive activities, but the fact is 
each cadet who completes train­
ing contributes at least one ton of 
scrap metal to Uncle Sam’s salvage 
drive.

T h is , statistic was made public 
Saturday by Brigadier General 
Isaiah Davies to emphasize die part 
that ■ personnel of the Army Air 
Forces are playing in the current 
national scrap drive..

Here’s how the general arrives at 
his figure:

About 10 pounds of metal is sal­
vaged from each bomb dropped by 
bombardier cadets. Each cadet dur­
ing training at the worlds largest 
bombardier college drops at least 
200 bombs, thei-eby accounting for 
2,000 pounds of valuable metal 
which goes into' an endless cycle of 
bombs to scrap to salvage.
Ship Metal to Mill

Special details of men scour the 
Midland bombing ranges at fre­
quent intervals and truck the ex- 
olided bomb cases back to the field. 
.Elvei'y few days, a full box car of 
salvaged bomb cases leaves the field | 
for a steel mill in Ohio.

But boms are not the only items 
salvaged at the Bombardier College, 
the general added.

M6re than 20 tens of tin have 
been prepax’ed for shipment to re­
claiming plants and upwards of 500 
tons of cardboard has been saved 
for other uses. Much of this was 
obtained by saving the paper cases 
in which the practice bombs arrive 
at the field.

when the flames were extinguished.
The tanks, wareiiouse, and stocks 

of gasoline and oil were owned by 
the Gulf Company. A representa­
tive of the company arrived here 
before midnight to inspect the dam­
age.

More than 50,000 gallons of gas­
oline and kerosene were in the four 
large tanks when the fire started. 
How much was saved could not be 
estimated Saturday night. Approxi­
mately 5,000 gallons of oil, grease, 
and lubricants were in the ware­
house which collapsed as oil cans 
exploded, sounding like giant fire­
crackers,
WAFS Firemen Aid

Firemen from the Midland Army 
Plying School came to the aid of 
Midland firemen. Tliey brought a 
chemical truck but were unsuccess­
ful in an attempt to extinguish the 
flames with the chemical.

Five freight cars on the T«SsP 
railroad siding near the warehouse 
were moved with the aid of a T&P 
motor truck as firemen feared the 
large gasoline tanks would explode. 
One by one the truck started the 
oars downgrade on a side track.

Before nightfall, railroad work­
men arrived with new ties to re­
pair tracks so the inteiTuption to 
rail traffic would be as brief as 
possible. Soon after the fire finally 
was extinguished trains again were 
moving.

Wl:ieu the fire was discovered, 
firemen were called to answer two 
alarms, the second in Ridglea ad­
dition. This was a small fence fire 
and was quickly extinguished. Soon 
both trucks were at the spectacular 
blaze.

A few minutes before the fire 
broke out at the warehouse, E. B. 
Richardson, attendant there, had 
departed in the tank truck to make 
a delivery to a garage.
Cameramen Are Busy

Military -iiolice from the Midland 
Army Flying School, city council- 
men and citizens aided Police Chief 
Lon Tyson and his policemen in 
keeping spectators at a safe dis­
tance.

It was a field day for amateur 
cameramen. They came by the 
scores to take photographs of the 
spectacular flames, returned to get 
more fibu, and came back to snap 
more pictures.

Telephone lines were burned and 
linemen from the Southwestern 
Bell Telephone Company were 
quickly on the job to maintain ser­
vice and to save as much wire as 
possible.

Army planes flew above tlie clouds 
of black smoke which rolled from 
the oil plant, and spectators by the 
thousands crowded to the area, 
only to be w’arned to keep back by 
officers.

Firemen were still standing guard 
early Sunday, and putting their 
equipment in order.

The blaze was one of the biggest 
in recent years in Midland and the 
clouds of churning black smoke 
could be seen for miles.

As pressure built up in gasoline 
tanks under the tremendous heat, 
the fluid was sprayed into the fire 
shooting flames high into the air.
