WASHINGTON (AP) —
A National Service Act, for

compulsory assignment of
workers to jobs where they
are most needed, emerged
Tuesday as the probable
administration answer {o
the mulliplying manpower
problems of fighting a war
on three fronts—the firing,
food and factory lines.

Paul V. McNutt, War
Manpower Chief, told the
House Agriculture Commit-
tee which is inquiring into
farm labor scarcities that an
administration sponsored
bill for allocating labor
probably would be submit-
ted to Congress soon.

While remaining silent on the ex-
tent of powers such legislation
would embrace, he told newspaper-
men he disliked the terms  “labor
draft” and “labor conscription.”

- Everyone In Place,

Testifying before the committee,
he said:

“Persuasion  is .not-enougly-
there’s not sufficient patriotic urge.
I hope in the very near future that
certain recommendations: will be
made, It’s not an easy task. We've
never had such legislation. Certain
constitutional questions are involv-
ed: The job ahead is a guestion of

and recaptured 25 villages in two
days of fighting. ;

The Soviet command acknowledg-
ed that armor-screened German in-

Don’t be deceived by the detail which the Congression-
al banking and currency committees are writing into their
amti-inflation bills. Look beneath the doodads and the
géwgaws and what do you find? Exactly. The buck is
passed to the President.

The Senate version which comes closer to having teeth
would stabilize pay at the Sept. 15 level. At that time

pay scales had risen so much above those of August, 1939,

that buying power was up more than 25 per cent. The
Senate proposes to peg- it there.

Both Senate and House.bills specifically give the Presi-
dent the powdr to make adjustments whenever, in . his
oplnmn, inequities exist or the prosecution of the war will
be aidetl by such changes.

This of course removes all onus from Congress, and
placesmn enormous burden upon an already overworked
President. Tt makes of the ostensible wage peg a futile
gesture.

-Moxeover, both bills fix the ceiling upon the prices of
farm: products at or above parity. But parlty is mercurial.
It changes almost hour by hour as the prices of the farm-
er§’ purchases change. And the cost of what the farmers

By his power to adjust wages the President is given
coﬂ'rp?ete authorlty to manipulate both wages and farm
produce prices.

Therefore, although the committees have given the
appearance of accepting the legislative burden, and fixing
standards for the battle against inflation, in fact they have
tossed the hot potato to the President.

There is much disagreement as to the formulae which
should be applied to establish these ceilings. Some want
them high, some want them low. Perhaps wage-earners
should get 43 per cent more buying power now—when
there is little to be bought—than they got in 1929, when
our industrial plant was booming on civilian produects.
Let’s waive that for the moment.

Mr. Roosevelt may want the power, or may not. Surely
he would appear to have enough work to do, as Command-
er In Chief of our armed forces and unofficial chairman of
the board of directors of the United Nations, without this
chore.

Anti-Axis Italians Make Plans

Formation of an Italian Legion of anti-Faseists in North
and South America, to fight with the United Nations
against the Axis, will be promoted soon with the return
to the United States from Montevideo, Uruguay, of Count
Carlo Sforza, former Italian foreign minister, and Col.
Randolfo Pacciardi, leader of the famous Garibaldi Legion
in the Spanish Civil War.

Organization of the PanAmerican Italian Legion from
the 10 million Western Hemisphere Italian descendants
will be the specific assignment of Colonel Pacciardi. To
Count Sforza falls a larger task. of building up an Italian
National Council of Free Italians all over the world to
work for the liberation of Italy from Fascism. This Free
Italy or Italia Libre movement will not attempt to set
up a new Italian government in exile, but will work for
the idea that when the war is over there shall be a con-
stitutional convention in Italy to determine what form of
government the country should have.

Mandate to Count Carlo Sforza to head this movement
comes as a result of a conference held in Uruguay, to
which some 400 delegates were sent from Italian anti-
- Fascist societies in both North and South America. The
story behind the holding of the meeting in Montevideo and
maneuverings of PanAmericans of Italian descent over
the past few months make it one of the more intriguing
nationalist movements of the war. It is a movement which
may in the end be just as important as the Free French
activities, of the Czechoslovakian and Yugoslavian inde-
pendence movements in the last war.

The fire seemingly started in the
noértheast wing of the - building,
judging by the condition of the
walls and rafters and swept through
a.large assembly hall in the center
of the building to lick at the class-
rooms in the southeast wing.

Increase Farm Wages

Turning directly to the farm la-
bor problem, McNutt told the agri-
culture group that one way to keep
workers on the farm was to increase
their wages, so as to diminish the
lure of industrial pay.

In answer to a question from a
committee member, whether this
would bring about higher farm pric-
es, he said “it would seem to fol-
low, logically.” Later he told news-
papermen he did not intend his
statement to be construed as hav-
ing any relation to the current farm
bloc - fight for higher prices in the
anti-inflation bill.

MecNutt told the committee that
“food requirements will not permit
a curtailment of farm output.”

But by more older and younger
persons entering farm. work, he
predicted the net deduction in the
total of farm workers by then would
amount to only about 750,000.

dards to include labor costs as
factor.

Parity is a price calculated to
equalize the farmers’ returns from
their crops with the cost of the
non-agricultural commodities they
buy, and under terms of the bill
now before Congress no ceilings
could be fixed on farm products at
less than parity levels.

In determining parity, the Bureau
of Agricultural Economics sends out
about 20,000 questionnaires once a
month to representative® farmers,
merchants, manufacturers and other
business men. From the information
thus obtained the Bureau compiels
a cost of living index. This index
is compared with the average prices
prevailing in a past base period,
usually 1909-14, which has been se-
lected as a time of ecconomically
sound balance between agricultural
and industrial costs.

The same questionnaire reveals
how much the farmer is receiving
for the goods he sells, and if it is
found that his living costs are 52
per cent greater than in the base
period, the parity price for his
commodities, a bushel of wheat for
example, is raised from, say $1 to
$1.52.
