W ASHINGTON (AP)— The fight for a federal retail sales 

tax was abandoned for the time being ot least Thursday as the 
Senate prepared for its third day of debate on a new revenue 
bill.

Senator Byrd (D-Va) told reporters he and other sales tax 
proponents had dropped plans to an amendment providing for 
such a levy despite the treasury's opposition. At the same time, 
however, he served notice the proposal would be revived if 
Secretory of the Treasury Morgenthau corries out his onnounc- 
ed intention to ask Congress for a new $6,000,000,0(K) tax bill 
after work is completed on the current measure.

defeat a sales tax in this bill will 
necessitate another, bill in tliree 
months,” Byrd declared.

Morgenthau recently announced 
that the Treasury wanted to boost 
total annual taxation to $30,000,-

he said, the only hope of getting 
such a levy into the bill now before 
the Senate was a substitute for the 
5 per cent “Victory” tax on all earn­
ings over $624 a year. He said the 
victory tax appeared likely to be

They were‘surprised to learn later 
from a news coiTespondent that a 
shark had ripped the bottom of the 
rubber raft end-to-end but fortu­
nately had not pierced the air com- 
partmenat. The fliers knew the bot­
tom was tom but had no idea as 
to the extent of the damage.

Livestock raisers had hoped that 
the seasonal reaction in hog prices, 
which usually accompanies the fall 
bulge in receipts when spring pigs 
come to market, might relieve the 
pressure in some quarters for es­
tablishment of ceilings.

The marketing lag virtually dis­
pelled hopes that the fall run of 
hogs might begin earlier this sea­
son. It not only would relieve the 
price situation, which is squeezing 
pork processors whose wholesale 
and retail meat charges have been 
frozen at ceilings, but also would 
spread out the heavy marketing 
period.
Bear Record Weights

Although hogs recently have been 
selling in Chicago over an average 
of *$15 per hundredweight, highest 
since 1920, compared with $10.50 
a year,ago, $6.30 two yaars ago and 
an all-time October low of $3.60 
in 19§2, farmers have shown no in­
clination to send their pigs to mar­
ket to tfke advantage of these 
prices. Threat of a ceiling has not 
altered the desire, livestock men 
said, to pour comparatively cheap 
corn into feedlots. Consequently, 
hogs that have been coming to mar­
kets bear record weight, a circum­
stance much to be desired in view 
of the demand for lard to send 
abroad.

turn which may be either to the 
right or left. The people of Europe 
are likely to be grasping a t straws 
to save themselves and will seize 
any ism that looks good to them or 
seems to be the least of evils.

The governments are taking full 
note of the great swing the social 
pendulum is making. They figure 
the democratic world’s trials have 
made it more social minded, more 
"people conscious,” more anxious to 
serve and create opportunity for ev­
erybody.
Regional Federation

The chief thing that appeals to 
most of the refugee governments 
right now is regional federation. This 
means the grouicing together of 
states with common interests, such 
as a Mediterranean bloc and a Baltic 
bloc. Once these regional federations 
were functioning properly, they 
might provide the necessary ^foun­
dation for a greater organization of 
all the states of Europe.

However, as previously pointed 
out in these articles, what happens 
in Europe after the war depends isi 
a major degree on the understand­
ing among the United States, Brit­
ain and Russia. Only the closest co­
operation within this triple Alliance 
can pull the continent together and

CHICAGO. (/P)—Will Harridge,* 
president of the American League, 
said 'Tliursday prospects for a full

I t is 
necessary first to reduce the count 
to the point where declarer can win 
all but one in top cards, then 
squeeze against that one loser.

The only feasible way to reduce 
the count, without losing any threat 
cards, is to win the first club with 
the ace, then lead a spade and 
duck. Suppose that a club is re­
turned. Tlie king wins and the dia­
monds are cashed. Dummy discards 
one heart and one spade. By this 
times it becomes clear that West is 
short in spades, and long in clubs 
and hearts. The squeeze will have to 
be made against West and the spade 
suit Ls out of the picture. On the 
sixth diamond dmnmy therefore lets 
go the ten of spades, blanking the 
ace. Then a heart to the king put3 
dummy in to cash the spade ace, 
on which South lets go the club.

If West saves his master club, a 
heart return to the ace drops the 
last cards of the suit and the ten- 
spot is good.

Brigadier General Isaiah Davies, 
commanding general of the world’s 
largest bombardier college, is sched­
uled to deliver the principal ad­
dress at graduation of the first class 
of navigators to be graduated from 
the new school at Hondo, but the 
date for this event has not yet been 
fixed.
