New Test In Middle East Coming Up
Armored Tanks Set 
For Crucial Battle; 
Unakted Air Attacks

CAIRO (AP)— The next phase of the new battle for North 

Africa was shaping up Wednesday in the widenng gaps of the 
Axis desert defense line as Britain's army of the Nile and Field 
Marshal Rommel's invaders rolled on increasing weight of 
tanks into the first clashes of on expected crucial test of arm­
ored power.

A British communique which reported "further progress" 
Monday night and unabated attacks on the German-ltalian 
line throughout Tuesday said the British came out on top in 
the first main test of armor. ^ ------------- —---- -----------------

“Tuesday,” it declared, ‘an arm­
ored clash on a larger scale than 
hitherto developed. After consid­
erable fighting the enemy was driv­
en off with considerable loss. Our 
own losses in tanks were light. 
Fighting continues.”
Strafe Tank Thrusts

Dispatches fi’om the front indi­
cated Axis tank losses already had 
been considerable, although it was 
clean that by far the main mass : f 
Rommel’s tanks still were poised 
back of the battlefront, where they 
have been under continued bomb­
ing and strafing by United States 
and British bomber squadrons.

Prisoners who streamed back 
along the British suppiy lines said 
they had been under a deadly bat­
tering by the Allied artillery bar­
rage which has been thundering 
since the outset of the British*push;

In London, Lord Croft, parliainen- 
taiy secretary for war, said the 
British Eighth Army had made 
“good progress in the north, the 
seaward flank of the El Alamein 
line, whore three objectives allot­
ted to them mostly were gained and 
held.”

Bureau Of Mines

The Bureau of Mines is testing 
samples of oil from a number of 
West Texas fields, possibly with a 
view to employing Permian Basin 
crude in synthetic rubber manufac­
ture and as special fuels and lub- 
riQants.

The District 8 office of the oil 
and gas division of the Texas Rail­
road Commission, headed by S. Ross 
Carr, deputy supervisor at Midland, 
is cooperating with the federal gov­
ernment by gathering the oil sam­
ples and shipping them to the Bu­
reau of Mines testing laboratories 
at Bartlesville, Okla.

Carr said one-gallon samples are 
being sent of oil discovered in each 
new field. Tlie office here recently 
has shipped special samples of crude

In cases where salaries were less 
than $5,000 a year, on October 3, 
no decrease may. be made by the 
employer below the'highest salary 
paid between January 1, 1942, and 
September 15, 1942, “unless to cor­
rect gross inequities or to aid in 
tlie effective prosecution of the 
war,” except with government ap­
proval.

R. C. Crabb, a member of the 
rationing board, has been appointed 
chairman of the gasoline rationing 
panel. Other members of the panel 
are L. G. Eyerley and John Ship- 
ley. The panel will be under the 
control of the rationing board and 
is making plans to ration gasoline 
IDVoperly and efficiently according 
to Federal rules and regulations.

Registration for mileage ration­
ing in the county will be conducted 
November 12, 13 and 14. Crabb 
said actual rationing will begin 
November 22.
Get Applications Soon 

Applications for rationing blanks 
are expected within a few days and 
will be available at the following 
seiwice tire insi>ection stations;

Motor car owners will fill out 

the blanks at the station and then 
register at the schools.

Sink Two Jap Destroyers

On the west flank, held by Ma­
rines against a smashing scries of 
attacks that have been under way 
since last Fi'iday, the Navy report­
ed the enemy was forced to give 
ground in “heavy fighting.”

At the Americans’ backs was the 
prized airfield, built by the Japan­
ese and captured by the Marines 
last August, from which United 
States bombers have been able to 
hammer at enemy shipping for 
miles around. Ill Japanese hands, 
the field could be used as a spring­
board for an offensive against AUs- 
ti’alia.

Tuesday night’s communique toid 
of Navy and Marine Corps ■ dive 
bombers, apparently dispatched 
from this same field, flying to the 
aid of two United States mine­
sweepers which were set upon by 
three enemy destroyers. Two of tlie 
destroyers were sunk.

Another enemy destroyer brought 
a pack of Grumman “Wildcats” 
from the Guadalcanal field down 
on it after it sank the U. S. Fleet 
tug Seminole and a small harbor 
patrol boat near the island ‘Of Tu- 
lagi, about 13 miles north of the 
field.
Jap Carrier Hit

During the njght of Oct. 26-27, 
Navy Consolidated “Catalinas” re­
newed an attack on an enemy force 
400 miles northeast of Guadalcan­
al. 'Tliey succeeded in putting a 
torpedo into an enemy plane car­
rier arid scoring two hits on a 
cruiser before heavy antiaircraft 
fire, which damaged one of the 
attacking planes, drove them off.

President Roosevelt, declining to 
predict the outcome of the struggle, 
pointed to a headline in the Wash­
ington Evening Star at his press 
conference 'Tuesday and indicated 
that it told the story accurately. 
The headline was: “Battle rages in 
Solomons,” but the President added 
he did not know whether he would 
use the adjective “decisive.”

Bombs and battle have spotlighted a half dozen southeast Pacific areas, with Guadalcanal the prin- 
pal center of fighting. Japs, probably operating from  the Caroline Islands, have sent strong reinforce­
ments to their bases in New Guinea and the Solomon Islands to continue the fight against Australian 

- and U. S, forces. Meanwhile allied Ixnnbers have blasted nearby Jap bases,

Steel Allocated 
For Completion Of 
Largest Oil Line

WASHINGTON. (.P)—Some ease­
ment for the Eastern petroleum 
emergency was assured for the fu­
ture as an official of the Petroleum 
Coordination Office said the War 
Production Board had allocated 
the necessary steel for completion 
of the world’s largest oil pipeline 
system from Texas to the Philadel­
phia-New York area.

Tire 850-mile extension, from 
Norris City, 111,, to the Philadelphia- 
New York area, would cost approxi­
mately $60,000,000, said the spokes­
man, who declined to be quoted, 
and would be completed next spring 
or summer.

Tire 530-mile first link of the 
huge war product, from Texas to 
Norris City, is expected to be com­
pleted in December, and will move 
300,000 barrels of petroleum dally 
for transhipment by rail, barge 
and truck on to the Eastern, short­
age area.

Construction of the Eastward ex­
tension would establish a direct 
pipeline deliVeiy of the 300,000 bar­
rels daily to the Bayonne, N. J., 
refining area, the OPC official said.

WPB was reported to have grant­
ed priorities on 224,000 tons of steel 
for the extension.

the Army during the final quarter of 1943. This was after 
Chief of Staff Marshall had announced that the 1943 goal 
is an Army of 7,500,000 instead of the 10 to 13 millions 
previously mentionecl.

The afternoon news columns quoted General Her- 
S'hey as having reyised his estimate on the basis of over­
night study, deciding that married men with childdren 
will not have to be called in 1943— and might not be call­
ed in 1944 provided the Army remains at around 7,- 
500,000.

Both estimates presupposed that Congress would au­
thorize the conscription of 18- and 19-year olds.

General Hershe.y is doing such a good administrative 
.fob with the draft that it seems to bad to pick flaws. But 
this was only one recent instance of the general’s tenden­
cy to say publicly things which later would have to be 
corrected.

‘ The draft is one governmental activity which comes 
distressingly close to individuals and families. It takes 
sons from their parents, brothers from their sisters, men 
from their sweethearts,, husbands from their wives, and 
Ultimately it may take fathers from their children. Many 
never will come back alive. More will return maimed in 
bo^y and broken in mind and soul.

Above all things the draft is the last in which the 
people should be troubled by conflicting, confused, in­
adequately considered “ information” from governmental 
sources.

In fact. General Hershey is merely administrator of 
the draft. He did not make the law. He will not amend 
the law. He does not decide how many men to call up 
at any given time.

But when General Hershey, director of the draft, 
speak.s publicly people do not remember those qualifica­
tions. His words carry much weight. Therefore they 
should be considered with the greatest of care.

General Hershey originally suggested that married 
men with dependent children would be called in the final 
quarter of next year, at a time when he supposed the 
Army would continue building rapidly until it had at 
least-IO million men.

When this was cut by 25 per cent, common sense 
would have suggested a revaluation of the situation, in­
dicating that the drafting of men with multiple depend- 
(5nts would not come soon.

There has been too much loose talk about important 
matters.

Peacetime Luxury Yacht Converted 
To Merchantman Convoy Ship Escort

ABOARD A U. S. NAVY ESCORT 

VESSEL.—When they drew plans 
for this ship ,they never thoug-lit 
she’d wind up as a naval escort 
for merchant convoys along- the 
Eastern Sea Frontier.

She was built as ..^^yacht, for 
pleasure cruising in Itimmer and 
placid southern waters in winter. 
Only her lines are yacht-like now 
as she rides gently at anchor off 
an East Coast port, ready to join 
the vessels that today will guard 
a northbound convoy.
Skipper Checks Course 

In her once-luxurious cabin, now 
the wardroom for the handful of 
young reserve officers who fight 
her, her skipper is studying the 
briefing of today’s ,run. It’s stiil 
hours before dawn. AJl*is quiet save 
for the monotonous, rhythmic 
breathing of the neyer-isilent blow­
ers that force fresh„. air into the 
ship’s innards. :

The captain checks the zig-zag 
course of the channel through the 
anchorage’s protecting mine fields. 
Mine sweepers have already 
brushed this channel,' scouring it 
for possible drifter mipes.

The skipper climbs to the bridge. 
Engines snap to life, apd  ̂we start 
slowly for the rendezvotis.

The merchant ships burst out of 
the gray mist like a movie fade- 
in—diaphanous and ghost-like at 
first, they suddeny materialize. 
They take on a multitude,of shapes: 
sleek, new U. S. “Liberty ships” ; 
sturdy old freighters; , veteran mer­
chantmen.
Blimp Protects Route

The escort vessels, . .in addition 
to U. S. Navy craftj.mblude sea- 
scarred British trav\flc5s and tiny 
U. S. Coast Guard- vessels which 
fan out to become specks bobbing 
On the horizon.

Then, with all ships in position, 
we take our place—well forward

on the convoy’s seaward flank. 
Ping . . . ping . . . ping. Our listen­
ing gear searches the sea, ahead,, 
abeam, astern.

With dawn, a blimp floats out of 
the west. All day long she’ll hover 
overhead, criss-crossing back and 
forth over the ships and out to 
sea beyond them. Every few min- 
ntes land-based planes dart out to 
help her—Navy bomJ>ers, wheel­

ing over the convoy and then peel­
ing off to box the compass around 
it; Army bombers, flashing along 
the crests of the sea; small Civil 
A'ir Patrol planes, taking their turns 
with the service veterans.

Plenty Of Popcorn 
For Hallowe'en 
Means Plenty Of Fun

This Hallowe’en, Hitler and Hiro- 
hito are the spooks haunting the 
homes of all Americans.

Blame them for your having to 
stay home more. Blame them for 
not being able to make candy at 
home—or buy gum and candy at 
stores. But blame yom’self if you 
don’t have a good time on Hallowe ­
en, even with Axispooks on the 
loose, because Hallowe’en at home 
can be made more exciting with 
well-planned ideas, some apples and 
pumpkins; above all, plenty of pop 
corn.

Of course, just picing up a 
package or two of pop corn in paper 
or cellophane bags or cardboard 
cartons won’t do the trick. You 
must have pop com  that really 
pops, and that’s the kind that 
comes in perfect popping condition 
in airtight cans.

Imagine what a let-down you’d 
get if all the pop corn fizzled and 
went P-ftt—just when you were 
expecting some merry excitement.

Pop com, you see, provides ac­
tion as well as food. Salted, sugar­
ed, made into balls, as fudge—oh, 
in dozens of ways, pop com can 
be King of your Hallowe’en festivi­
ties. So have a plentiful supply on 
hand—for this Hallowe’en. It makes 
inexpensive fun and is a welcome 
confection to revelers of any age.

Here are a fev/ recipes for pop 
corn dainties which are quite ap­
propriate for any party. Pick the 
ones that appeal to you most, and 
pop into the Hallowe’en party head­
lines with Pop Corn.
Orange Cream Pop Corn Balls
1 cup sugar
1/4 cup cream
1/3 cup orange juice
1 tablespoon butter
1 teaspoon grated orange rmd
2 quai’ts popped Jolly Time Pop

Corn
Combine the sugar, cream and 

orange juice and cook over low heat, 
stirring constantly until the sugar 
is dissolved. Increase the heat and 
cook to 290 degrees P. or mitil a 
hard ball forms when a little of 
the mixtm'e is dropped in cold 
water. Remove from heat and add 
butter and orange rind. Pour slow­
ly over Jolly Time Pop Corn, stir­
ring and turning the corn so that 
it is evenly coated. Shape into balls 
and wrap in cellophane or waxed 
paper.
Garlic Pop Corn

Good 'served with hot soups, 
especially cream soups.'Melt butter 
and let a clove or two of garlic 
simmer in the butter while it is 
frothing up. Take out garlic before 
buttering corn.

For something different, when 
melting butter or margarine or 
heating salad oil to pour over hot 
popped corn, try adding a little 
peanut butter. Blend with melted 
fat then pour over popped com. 
Add salt to taste.
Pop Corn Pudding

This is a very old pudding origin­
ated by our pilgrim ancestors. Dis­
solve one and a half ounces of 
gelatin in two cups of hot water; 
add a cup of sugar, two cups of 
milk, a heaping cup pf chopped pop 
corn, and a pinch of salt. Cook for 
five minutes, then add the strained 
juice of three oranges, beaten whites 
of three eggs, a gill of cream, and 
a tablespoon of ginger syrup. Set 
aside to cool, in a wet mold. Serve 
whipped cream with the pudding. 
Chenw Pop Com Balls 
3/4 cup light corn syrup
1 cup sugar 
1/2 cup water
1/4 teaspoon salt
2 tablespoons butter or margarine 
About 5 quarts freshly popped corn
1 cup whole candied cherries

Mix corn syrup, sugar, water and 
salt together. Bring to -boil, wiping 
off the crystals from the sides of 
the pan as you go. Cook to about 
260 degrees F. Add butter or mar­
garine. Cook until a little of the 
syrup forms a hard ball, and will 
sound brittle when struck against 
sides of cup—the crack stage, about 
290 degrees F. Mix cherries through 
the popped corn in a big pan or 
bowl (a pan big enough to mix this 
quantity or corn). Pour the syfup 
in . a stream over the corn and 
cherries. Stir all the time so syrup 
coats them evenly. While syrup is 
still hot, shape mixture into balls 
with the hands. If they are to be 
kept for a day or so, wrap each 
separately m v/axed paper—they 
draw the moisture and become 
sticky after a day if not wrapped. 
If you are the right kind of family, 
you won’t keep these long!
Taffy Pop Corn 
4 cups of popped corn
2 cups of shelled peanuts 
2/3 cup of molasses
1/2 cup of sugar 
1 tablespoon of butter 
1 tablespoon of vinegar 
1/3 cup of water 
1/8 teaspoon of soda

Mix molasses, sugar, butter, water 
and vinegar. Cook slowly and with­
out stirring, until the crack stage 
is reached. Add soda and stir well. 
Add remaining ingredients and mi.x 
well before pouring into shallow, 
ivell-greased pans. When cold, cut 
into bars or squares.

thrust along the road approaching 
Tuapse through passes to the north­
east, other Russian forces struck 
determinedly into German-guarded 
positions east of the port of Novea-- 
ossisk, 80 miles farther up the coast.

Red Star said that in the fight 
for the approach to Tuapse, provi­
sional base of the Soviet Black Sea 
fleet, a stubborn Red Army defense 
forced attacking alpine troops to 
fan out into the wooded mountains 
in a flanking attempt.

When the main body of the at­
tackers started to swing southward 
to follow up the original flanking 
penetrations, the Russian blow was 
struck, an important mountain po­
sition was wi^ested from the Ger­
mans, and the entire attack force 
was caught off balance and rolled 
back with heavy losses, the army 
newspaper reported.

Izvestia, the government newspa­
per, said autumn rains had turned 
the Don-Volga stepiies northwest of 
Stalingrad into a quagmire where 
the enemy’s mechanized forces bog­
ged down.

pepper. Place squash, cut side up, 
in .skillet, add just enough water 
to cover bottom of pan. Cover and 
cook until tender, about 30 minutes.

For U.S. Welfare

By Harold V. Ratliff
DALLAS. (/P)—Everything else Is 

being rationed, why not sports?
R. J. Kidd, athletic director of the ! 

Texas Interscholastic League, poses 
the question. He thinks it would be 
least save the schoolboy sports pro­
gram-something he considers a 
major contribution to the war ef­
fort.

Kidd is qualified to speak. He 
administers a high school sports 
organization that probably is the 
largest in the world—more than 
800 schools with more than 20,000 
boys playing football alone.

“Instead of forcing the high 
schools to quit their interscliool con­
tests the rationing board could al­
low them to play so many games 
away from home during the sea­
son.” he suggests.

“Tliis would permit the general 
program to be carried on, although 
limiting the number of games and 
thus conserving transportation fa­
cilities.
Must Aid Manpower

“Under the present plan they are 
not giving tlie high school boys the 
advantage of even rationing.

“As important as interschool con­
tests are to physical condition, in 
my opinion the time has come that 
some concessions must be made to 
the agencies that are producing the 
manpower.”

With lowering of the draft age 
to 18 more attention will be devot­
ed to physical conditioning of high 
school boys. Kidd added.

“The national leaders will get 
down to tiie I'eaiization that our 
greatest reserve now is enrolled in 
the high schools, ^lley have found 
that the older men ai’e not fit for 
llie stress and strain of war.

“There is a possibility that many 
of the boys will be on the front 
within a year after they reach their 
eighteenth birtlidays. In my opinion 
this is a challenge to the school 
and to the physical education teach­
ers of our high schools.”

Paul McMargue Is 
Lions Club Speaker

“Tlie Anti-Japanese Sandman’*, 
a device for loading bombs, at the 
Midland AAF Bombardier College, 
was described by Paul McHargue, 
co-inventor of the huge machine, 
at the meeting of the Lions Club 
at Hotel Scharbauer Wednesday 
noon.

McHargue told of the process used 
in loading the bombs with sand 
prior to the time the machine was 
placed in use and said the . old hand 
method required the services of 
55 to 60 men while the modern 
method requires only 10 to 12 me.n.
