MacArthur's;

Jap 's Plans

MELBOURNE, Australia. 

(AP) —  The crucial phase 
when the Japanese made their 
most formidable effort to re­
gain Guadalcanal in the Solo­
mons and then withdrew was 
one of the greatest activities 
on the part of Gen. Douglas 
MacArthur's small but hard­
hitting air force of Americans 
ond Australians.

Playing a strong supporting, long- 
range role to the Marines and 
troops in tlie Solomons, the Mac- 
Arthur air arm carried the war to 
the enemy’s ships and bases no 
fewer than 23 of the 31 days or 
nights of the period ended Oct. 30 
and an analysis of the communi­
ques showed they had accomplish­
ed the following results;

Sunk or believed sunk—5;

• Damaged or believed damaged—9;
Believed hit—3;
Possibly hit—2;
Total—19.
Japanese Transports and supply 

ships:
Believed destroyed—4;

Official Results
The breakdown of the officially 

reported results achieved against 
Uie Japanese fleet by the South­
west Pacific Command over the 
Solomons area during the month 
showed the following score;

Aircraft carriers—One probably 
damaged.

Airplane tenders—One large ten­
der believed destroyed, one small 
tender heavily damaged.

Battleships—One battleship or 
heavy cruiser hit.

Cruisers—One probably sunk, one 
seriously damaged, foin hit, three 
believed liit, one bombed wuth un­
observed results.

Thirty-Five Attacks Made

Thirty-five attacks were made on 
eight Japanese bases and naval 
concentrations in the Solomons 
area to support the neighboring 
command while tireless aerial rec­
onnaissance was carried out within 
the limits of the Southw^est Pacific 
area and assistance was given 
ground operations in New Guinea. 
Several Flying Fortress crews par­
ticipated in more than half the at­
tacks.

In addition to the damage inflict­
ed on enemy warsliips and shipping, 
MacArthiu’ ’s bomber crews reported 
15 attacks in which airdrome and 
dispersal areas, fuel dumps, wharves 
and warehouses were set afire or 
damaged by high explosives.

Tliroughout all these heavy blows 
at tile enemy’s offensive operations 
and preparatioiis, tlie Southwest 
Pacific command reported only two 
Allied bombers lost over the Solo­
mons.

Turn In Your Tires
As gasoline rationing becomes effective throughout 

the nation in November, the government is making a drive 
to acquire all tires in excess of five per automobile.

The excess tires are to be paid for, put into a national 
stockpile and resold uncfer strict rationing to those who 
need them for war use.

This is one, of several methods by which, until the 
huge synthetic program gets rolling, it is hoped to keep 
automobiles running to move supplies, carry on essential 
services, and transport war workers between homes and 
faetbries.

When automobile owners register for rationing books 
they will be required to give Rationing Boards the serial 
numbers of the five tires they are keeping, and to certify 
that-they have no more than five tires.

Motorists are asked to keep their best five tires, and 
sell the others. The way has been made easy. All that is 
necessary is to telephone to the nearest Railway Express 
Agency and say: “ I have some tires for Uncle Sam. Come 
and get them.”

The Agency will pick them up and take them to a 
government warehouse at government expense. There 
they will be inspected and appraised according to a 
table, by size, by tread thickness and by need for repair. 
The owner can have either a check or war bonds or 
stamps in payment. •

We expect that the government will get as full co­
operation in this as in the scrap campaign.

BALTIMORE (JP) — Distillers ol 
the nation, fearful of a liquor short­
age should the war last three more 
years, have let it be known tha,t 
they have instituted a volimtary 
rationing- program to protect re­
serves and one spokesman advocat­
ed limiting consumption as well.

Donald Hammond, executive sec- 
retai*y of the Association of Mary­
land Distillers, said the manufac­
turers of whiskey, gin, rum and 
brandy were confronted with this 
situation:

1. Pi’oduction has been diverted 
to manufacture of alcohol for the 
v;ar effort, by government order.

2. Greater purchasing power has 
resulted in greatly increased sales 
that v.'ould exhaust the present 
warehouse stocks in three years.

3. Exhaustion of stocks would 
throw distilleries back to 1933, when 
v/hiskey was “not what it is now, ’ 
no matter what the price.

as to Japanese activities. Tlie na­
tives, according to the officers, are 
ferocious and fearless fighters who 
enjoy nothing more than a good 
scrap. Once an order to attack is 
given, it is practically impossible 
to stop them, regardless of the 
odds.

The native weapon is called a 
“klemang” and native v/an*iors pre­
fer it to^any other type of w êapon. 
It is a long, slightly curved sword, 
sharp enough to shave with. Many 
Japs doubtless have been “shaved” 
by the loyal natives.

A “grapevine” telegraph system 
perfected by the natives is aiding 
Allied troops in spotting and ex­
terminating Jap troops who venture 
forth from their bases.

Lt. Hansen is of the opinion na­
tive uprisings are frequent on the 
island and arc causing the Japs 
considerable concern. With white 
men to lead them, the natives will 
continue to fight the invading 
troops as long as they are in Java. 
Lt. Hausen believes American sol­
diers can and perhaps are com­
manding tliC native warroirs. 
Jungles Provide Hiding Places

The mountains in which the 
guerrilla troops are located is a 
jungle country in which •are num­
erous coffee, tea and rubber plan­
tations. Much of the countiy is 
rougli and rugged with steep cliffs

and sharp uprisings. Several vol­
canoes are jn the area. Panthers 
and other wild animals roam -the 
jungles. Tlie rough and heavily 
wooded pountry forms a- perfect hid­
ing place for the guerrilla troops 
and it would be next to impossible 
to capture them. • ’

Rainfall is frequent over the .en­
tire area. The days are -warm, but 
the nights are fau’ly cool,, tlie .cli­
mate, except for tropical rains be­
ing similar to tha.t of West Tex­
as'. -

Guerrilla warriors have n o  motor 
transportation. A few horses and 
water buffalo are available. Tlie 
Dutch officer explained a secret 
airfield may be held by the Allies 
in Java or on a nearby island, 
with some supplies being brought 
in by plane. .

As to the escape of the American 
and Allied soldiers, Lt. Hansen ex­
plained that when further resist­
ance against the invaders in the 
Battle of Java was not practical, 
many Allied soldiers doubtless don­
ned native costumes and escaped to 
the mountains to continue the fight 
for freedom and democracy. The 
greatly outnumbered Allies had 
retreated south across plains coun­
try to Bandoeng, near the rnoun- 
tainous country, when the big bat­
tle ceased .
Germans Were With Japs

Lt. Hansen said many German 
officers accompanied the Japanese 
troops when they invaded Java 
from four points on the north side 
of the isle.

Eva-ything on the island ,\vas de­
stroyed in so fa ras possible before 
the Japs took over, the lieutenant 
reported. Industrial plants on the 
coast were desti’oj'ed but he is not 
sure as to the fate of the plants 
located in the interior. He is posi­
tive that American and European 
plants not destroyed now are be­
ing operated by the Japs. All gaso­
line and oils were destroyed, as were 
all intoxicating beverages.

Lt. Hansen is of the opinion the 
Japs are in dire need of oil. Be­
fore the Japs invaded Borneo he 
said, they sent messages ahead ad­
vising they would kill every Eu­
ropean On the island if the oil wells 
were destroyed. Yet, the oils wells 
were destroyed and it will be some 
time before they again will produce 
crude. As a result of this action, 
treatment to Europeans on Bor­
neo, has been extremely harsh.

Women and children in Java have 
not been molested to any great ex­
tent, Lt. Hansen said.

“Java was lost but pot conquer­
ed,” e.xplained Lt. Hansen. He is 
proud of the Americans, Austral­
ians, Dutchmen and natives who 
took to the mountains to continue 
the fight.

After living in West Texas for 
a number of weeks and after as­
sociating with West Texans, he is 
convinced the West Texans in West 
Java are fully capable of taking 
care of themselves and of making 
it more than tough on the Japs.

Livestock raising was the white 
man’s first industry in Texas.

Ralph Utley has a violin that he 
obtained from a World War veter­
an, who got it during the American 
drive in Prance in 1918 when he 
and some of his fellow soldiers went 
into an old German block house 
which had once been a chateau.

In the cellar, they found four 
violins on the wall and the sol­
dier brought them back to America 
with him. In 1932 his home burn­
ed and his last cliance to obtain 
food and clothing was to sell his 
violins. He brought them to Ut­
ley and gave him his choice. Utley 
said he chose the one that looked 
the most valuable and the only one 
lacking in beautiful fancy engrav­
ing'.

He played it abo:it three years 
when it developed thin vibration 
and was sent to Port Worth for re­
pairs. The repair man declared the 
inside of it had been eaten out by 
termites. He also recognized it as 
an original Amati which was made 
in 1692.

The Amatis v;ere the teachers of 
the Stradivarius family. There are 
only two Amati violins now in the 
world. One is an exhibit piece of 
a wealthy broker in New York and 
the other belongs to Nathan Mil- 
sten, a concert violinist. Utley is 
still playing the third. He has this 
valuable violin insured for $5,000.

He has a horn that is also valu­
able. It Is a French Selmer cornet 
and was among the last shipment 
Of horns sent before the German 
invasion.

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McGee Explains 
Ralioning Plan

PORT WORTH (iT)—Gasoline ra­
tioning starts Nov 22, taut to tae 
eligitale, car owners must registei* 
Nov. 12, 13 and 14, State OPA Di­
rector Mark McGee .said. He gave 
the following explanatory informa­
tion ataout the rationing program:

Holders of “A,” “B,” “C,” and 
“I” ration books will be given 
windshield stickers identifying the 
type of book issued for their cars. 
Service station attendants will 
check the sticker against each driv­
er’s book, and the book against the 
licensfe num.ber, v/hen selling gaso­
line.

A driver may not buy gasoline for 
one car v;ith a book issued for a 
different par. If an owner sells his 
car, he must surrender his book to 
the local rationing board. If he 
changes cars he must apply to his 
local board for a new book.

The “A” book contains 32 coup­
ons, each having a value of four 
gallons. Each page of eight coupons 
may be used for a stated two- 
month.s’ period. Coupons on the 
first page will be . valid from Nov. 
22 through Jan 21. If the motorist 
plans to accumulate coupons for a 
trip, he may do so only during the 
period in which the coupons are 
valid.
Must Use Coupons

Dealers are not permitted to sell 
any gasoline unless the driver has 
Ills rationing coupon book with 
him. Every exchange of gasoline 
must be accompanied by an ex­
change of coupons.

Tile “B” book of 16 coupons may 
be issued an applicant who shows 
that his occupational driving ex­
ceeds the 150 mile per month pro­
vided by his “'A” book. This “B” 
book nuust last three months.

An applicant who can show that 
he needs more than the “A” book, 
but less than the full amount of the 
“B” book will have his supplemental 
ration book “tailored” by extending 
the expiration date of the book be­
yond the three-month minimum. A 
“B” book might be made to last 
four months, or five months, or six 
months, or a year.

Before issuing a “C” book a local 
board must see that the applicant’s 
needs cannot tae met by an “A” 
book, or an “A” book plus a “B” 
book.

Guayule Plants 
At Texas Tech

LUBBOCK ( ^ —Guayule plants 
set out on the Texas Technological 
College farm March 23, 1942, to 
test their rubber-producing quali­
ties on the high plains of Texas, 
now appear vigorous and healthy. 
Average height of the plants is 16 
inches and the breadth is about the 
same.

“From all indications the plants 
ha\̂ e made a very satisfactory 
growth,” says Dr. A. W. Young, head 
of the plant industry department. 
Seed production has been very 
abundant. Already the seeds have 
been harvested twice and taken to 
government nurseries in San An­
tonio for the propagation of addi­
tional plants.

Guayule plants may be expected 
to produce 300 pounds of rubber per 
acre the first year, with a gain of 
300 pounds per year for the next 
three years, taut after that the in­
crease is not so rapid.
