First Year 
War Cost 
46 Billions

WASHINGTON—(/P)—One year
of total war has cost the United 
States over 346,000,000,000 — more 
than the entire cost of participa­
tion in the last world conflict 25 
years ago.

Staggering as this sum appear.3, 
it is dwarfed by latest budget es­
timates of War Expenditures for 
the 1943 fiscal j’ear. Budget offi­
cials expect these expenditures to 
amouirt to $78,000,000,000.

Since last Dec. 8, when Congress 
declared a state of war with Japan, 
the Treasury has reported $46,393,- 
890,525 spent on war activities alone 
up to Dec. 5. Officials say this is a 
conservative figure •which will be 
increased considerably by expendi­
tures for some war purposes that 
are not included in the compilation. 
Largest Public Debt

Tire net cost of American parti­
cipation in the first world war. 
Treasury statistics show, was $40,- 
583,062,000.

The nation entered the second 
year of its war against the Axis 
witli the greatest public debt in its 
histoi’y and war costs mounting vo 
unprecedented heights. Tire latest 
Treasury statements show current 
war expenditures are running at 
the rate of about $6,000,000,000 a 
month, which is just about foiu’ 
times what they were under the 
national defense program before 
Pearl Harbor.

The public dept, too, is nearly 
twice what it was a year ago. At 
that time—on Dec. 8, 1941—it was 
$55,231,154,812. It has since mount­
ed to more than $100,000,000,000, 
the latest Treasuiy figure on Dec. 
5 placing the gross debt at $103,- 
577,860,314.

WAR BULLETINS
LONDON.— (AP)— Heavy arfillery and 

steadily growing fleets of planes were reported 
softening the Axis in the Tebourba area Wed­
nesday as the Allies, secured by the repulse of 
the enemy's efforts to recapture heights domi­
nating the battlefield, apparently prepared for a 
big new drive on Bizerte and Tunis.

LONDON.— (AP)— Exiled Czech government 
circles said Wednesday "'German Terror" in Bohemia 
and Moravia had killed 53 more Czechs. Executions 
in the protectorate during November totaled 157.

MOSCOW.— (AP)— Germany's armies, try­
ing desperately to hold the siege of Stalingrad 
they laid down 106 doys ogo, are pressing mail 
planes and training ships into service in an at­
tempt to bolster their threatened forces with re­
inforcements, the Soviet Army newspaper Red 
Star asserted Wednesdoy.

BERLIN. (FROM GERMAN BROADCASTS.)—  
(AP)— The German Hiph Command reported Wed­
nesday U-boats had sunk 13 ships totalling 108,000 
tons.in the Atlantic, including the 18,700-ton British 
liner Ceramic which, it said, was carrying troops to 
North Africa and sank instantly in heavy seas. (No 
such sinkings hove been confirmed by any Allied 
sources.)

MacArthur's Bombers 
Interrupt Jap Plan 
For Reinforcements

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS IN 
AUSTRALIA—(A»)—Allied bombers 
broke up a new attempt by the 
Japanese Navy to reinforce troops 
in the Buna-Gona area of New 
Guinea Tuesday, setting one of the 
six relief destroyers afire with two 
direct hits and forcing the remain­
ing five to flee northward, an Al­
lied communique said Wednesday.

On the New Guinea shore. Allied 
forces which drove a new hole in 
the Japanese lines a few days ago 
and reached the beach fought off 
strong counterattacks from Buna 
village and Buijsi Mission. At least 
40 Japanese were reported killed in 
the fighting.
Allies Advance

Allied troops advanced slightly in 
the fighting around the Buna air­
drome and the communique report­
ed that Allied planes were continu­
ing their attacks on Japanese posi­
tions.

The communique fi’om General 
Douglas MacArthur’s Headquarters 
said Japanese planes “have violated 
the laws of war by repeated attacks 
upon Allied hospital in.stallations, 
killing doctoi*s, medical personnel 
and patients.”
Japs Bomb Ambulance

On Nov. 27, the communique said, 
Japanese planes bombed an Aus- 
ti’alian field ambulance in the So- 
puta area and an American regi­
mental dressing station, killing 29 
persons and wounding 31. On Dec. 
2, an American field hospital in the 
Buna area was bombed, but no 
damage was caused, it was reported.

Tlie same hospital unit was bomb­
ed twice on Dec. 7 by dive bombers 
and seven persons were killed. 
Thirty others were wounded. In 
each instance, the communique said, 
the hospital units were conspicu­
ously mared.

Allies' Warplanes Are

Sulfa Drugs Save 
Lives Of Wounded

SOMEWHERE IN NEW GUINEA

must stop a bullet they can be 
killed outright.

North explained that the doctors 
are finding a majority of the 
wounded saved easily by the use of 
sulfa drugs.

Surgeons told North that casual­
ties receiving their first treatment 
as long as 24 hours after they 
had been hit still had uninfected 
fresh-looking wounds as a result of 
u.sing suflanilamide. Soldier swal­
low the drug in ’saolets and carry 
a supply which they can sprinkle 
on their wounds immediately.

North returned from the front to 
this base by airplane across the 
Owe n S t a n l e y  Mountains. A 
wounded soldier was aboard mak­
ing his first plane trip and asked 
to see the Owen Stanleys from the 
air, since he had been looking at 
them for weeks from the mud.

This One Kicked Back
Even before the new Congress takes over, with its 

relatively even party balance, there is evident a new 
spirit, of discrimination at the Capitol. Among other 

things. Congress betrays strong reluctance now about 
granting sweeping powers to the executive.

This can prove good or bad, m the long run. Obvious­
ly in time of war it is necessary for the executive to have 
certain powers which he cannot explain to the public, and 
therefore cannot discuss with Congress as a whole.

But whether it is good or bad. President Roosevelt 
brought the change on himself, in good part, when by 
executive order he placed a $25,000 top limit on net 
salaries, with certain minor adjustments.

Congress had refused, explicitly, to adopt a $25,000 
income limit, as demanded first by the Communist Party 
in its 1928 national platform; as proposed early this year 
by the left wing Automobile Workers’ Union; as sponsor­
ed by Mrs. Roof5evelt in her syndicated column.

Congressmen are saying publicly that they had the 
promise of recognized administration spokesmen, when 
the President was given sweeping powers to act against 
inflation, that the $25,000 limitation would not be impos­
ed by executive order.

Now, rather naturally, the people’s representatives 
are saying that they were flagrantly deceived and that 
they do not feel that they can trust the White House with 
future broad powers unless reservations are made explicit­
ly to cover all contingencies.

Such reservations— or even their proposal— have the 
unfortunate effect at times of forcing Mr. Roosevelt to 
disclose things that might better not be discussed publicly. 
They open the way to prolonged, heated arguments in
Congress which delay action on pressing business.

❖  *
Granting all these things, ^Congress is acting within 

its proper rights when t insists on exercising control over 
matters of major policy.

The simple question whether anybody is entitled to 
receive more than $25,000 net in salary, or in total income 
during ahy year does not directly affect enough individ­
uals to create much furore.

The question whether the executive, taking advant­
age of a wide discretion given to him for other purposes, 
can promulgate such an order, rejected by Congress, 
seems to the lawmakers and to many others to be of trem­
endous importance.

That order was a terrible mistake. It has kicked back 
hard. Its recation is going to bring a lot of gray hairs to 
the Presidential head.

I take it that when 
this war is over, Britain and the 
United States must cooperate in a 
big way abroad ta maintain the 
peace. I want to say a word for our 
allies. When our young men of 
the 57th Fighter Division arrived 
here they were green. They were 
inexperincd in the tricks of the 
desert. The British knew this type 
of fighting and they were gener­
ous.
RAF AIDS AMERICANS

“The Royal Air Force and the 
South African Air Force made 
flights with our fighters to teach 
us the ropes. They handled our 
people for two or three sorties un­
til we knew our way about and 
acquired the technique peculiar to 
desert warfare. It was a line thing 
for our British comrades to do.”

I am told by Lieut. Col. Cor­
nelius V. Whitney of the Intelli­
gence staff, who was with the Am­
erican Air Forces through the 
whole campaign, that this same 
U. S. fighter group was considered 
among the top dogs on the desert. 
He said.

Our efforts in the historic of­
fensive which General Sir Bernard 
L. Montgomery launched at El 
Alamein on Oct. 23 have been divid­
ed into three categories—tJiose by 
our heavy bombers, oui' medium 
bombers and fighter-bombers. The 
so-called fighter-bomber is a com­
paratively new development. It is 
a fast, light fighter which carries 
one or two bombs.
Caused Axis Collapse

“All of these departments played 
a great part in the ass£lult which 
precipitated the Axis’ panicky 700- 
mile flight to El Agheila where 
Marshal Rommel’s Africa Corps 
now is preparing to- make a stand.

“In short, sinking of supply ships 
in the Mediterranean by American 
and British units was one of the 
main reasons why the enemy col­
lapsed after the battle of El Alam­
ein and fled all the way to El 
Agheila without further fighting.

“Our medium and fighter-bomb­
ers also pulled their weight 
throughout the battle. During the 
opening of the fighting they parti­
cipated in fierce bombardment of 
forward enemy troops, om* air 
crews sometimes making several 
sorties a day,

“They joined, too, with the British 
in bombing the retreating Axis 
forces clear to the Egyptian- 
Libyan border,”

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Blind Turn Their 
Handicaps Into 
War Work Asset

By NEA Service
BROOKLYN, N. J.—If you want 

a good definition of “all-out war 
effort,” the blind of the nation are 
doing it.

More than 350 blind men work, 
work in the Brooklyn Industrial 
Home for the Blind, one of the old­
est shops of its kind in the United 
States, turning out materials for 
the Army and Navy. Brooms and 
mops are an old story to the blind, 
but the war has brought them a 
new job—splitting mica, vitally 
needed for such things as condens­
ers for radios.
“Caliper” Fingers

Here the blind man’s handicap 
is turned into an asset, for his 
extra-sensitive fingers are able to 
judge by touch paper-thin toler­
ances which a sighted person would 
have to measure with a caliper.

The sightless at the Industrial 
Home are splitting mica “nug­
gets” into hair-thin sheets within 
one-thousandth of an inch. They 
can work with any thickness at 
which mica maintains its flexibili­
ty, and the actually sorting their 
output in gr.ades running from one 
and one-quarter to two one-thou­
sandths of an inch, from two lo 
three one-thousandths, and from 
three to four one-thousandths.

Spot checking of the blind man's 
production at the factory has re­
vealed incredibly few errors.

Production figures for mica are 
a government secret. Suffice ,it 
to say that the Brooklyn Indus­
trial Home is only one of 45 shops 
for the blind affiliated with the 
National Industries for the Blind 
all over the country. All these 
shops are working 100 per cent on 
the production of war goods. That’s 
“all-out.”

Try Honey And Eggs 
For Special "Diet"

A good clean face is bracing to 

behold, and the process of getting 
your face thoroughly cleansed will 
pick up your spirits.

If you are exposed to smoke and 
grime daily, your complexion 
should have a real cleanup daily, 
and every face deserves this fresh­
ening at least once or twice a 
week. Getting a simple facial 
cleanup from a professional in a 
beauty shop from time to time 
will heighten your interest and 
your skill in giving yourself a sim­
ple treatment.

Suit the materials used to your 
own complexion. If your skin' is dry, 
use a good cleansing cream and fol­
low with an ice water rinse. An 
oily skin is benefitted by cleansing, 
a massage or a mask, another light 
application of cream, and an icy 
rinse.

Homemade packs are quick, fair­
ly simple. Plain strained honey is 
one. Spread it over the face and 
leave it on for 10 minutes or so, 
and remove with very hot water 
before the honey is completely drv 
and hard.

An egg makes a mask. Separate 
yolk from white and beat them 
saparately. -Apply a layer of yolk 
and a layer of white alternately, 
letting each layer dry before going 
on. Rest awhile, allowing the top 
layer to dry thoroughly, rinse with 
cool water, and then apply cream 
lightly, and then ice water.

Don’t forget your face and 
neck in all this—it’s far better to 
include them in a maskless routine 
than make much ado about the face 
alone.

The wa;shcloth and mild soap 
with which you give your face and 
neck a good washing provide stim­
ulating massage, especially benefi­
cial when you stick to the gentle 
upward-and-outward-motions rule. 
If you prefer, use your palms in­
stead of a cloth.

Rinse well with warm, then cold 
water, slapping cheeks pink. Then 
the cream or oil, left on a few 
minutes, and removed with tissues. 
'Thus cleaned, your face will re­
ceive makeup nicely.

Estimate Cotton 
Crop Of Nation At 
12,892,000 Bales

■WASHINGTON—(A)—The Agri­
culture Department in its final re­
port of the year estimated the 
1942 cotton crop at 12,829 bales, 
or 347,000 bales less than was fore­
cast a month ago.

This reduction was attributed to 
crop damage caused by excessive 
moisture and leaf worm infestation 
in Oklahoma and Texas, and to a 
scarcity of harvesting labor in 
western sections of the cotton belt.

The department said this year’s 
crop was grown under relatively 
favorable conditions. The yield of 
275.1 pounds to the acre sets a new 
record, the previous record having 
been 269.9 pounds in 1937.

Shell Oil Company 
Makes Big Purchase

DALLAS—(A)—Large purchases
of "Victory Loan Bonds continued to 
mount in the eleventh Federal Re­
serve District as R. R. Gilbert, pres­
ident of the Dallas Federal Reserve 
Bank and District Chairman of the 
Loan Drive Committee, announced 
the purchase by the Shell Oil Com­
pany of Houston of $3,000,000 worth 
of Victory 7/8 per cent Treasury 
certificates of indebtedness.

He said the District’s subscrip­
tions now were around $130,000,000.

Other large purchases include 
one of $4,000,000 of Victory Loan 
2 1/2 per cents by the Southwestern 
Life Insurance Company of Dallas, 
and one qf $3,500,000 worth of the 
same securities by the Texas State 
School Fund.

ICC Hears Protesf 
To Rail Rate Plan-

■WASHINGTON—(A)—The Inter­
state Commerce Commission has 
under consideration arguments 
against a six per cent freight rate 
increase on Intrastate Rail ship­
ments in Texas.

SECOND STATEMENT
TO NATIONAL WAR LABOR BOARD

\

The Following Statement IVas Submitted To The National War Labor Board At Its
Meeting In Washington On December 8,1942

The W ar Labor Board on November 5, 1942 issued 
an order that Wards ''incorporate" in a contract with a 
C.I.O. union at Chicago:

A  clause establishing a form of the closed shop, call­
ed "maintenance of membership," together with a check­
off of union dues from wages.

A clause providing for compulsory arbitration on any 
questions the union wishes to raise.

A clause guaranteeing in these uncertain times pres­
ent wage and working conditions for a year.

Wards rejected this order of the board for these rea­
sons:

The board was without authority. Congress, the only 
law-making authority under the constitution, has not em­
powered the board to order any employer to do ony of the 
things which the board demanded of Words.

The order violated the fundamental principles of lib­
erty. Liberty requires that an employee be free to |oin or 
to resign from o union without jeopardizing his livelihood. 
Liberty requires that on employer be free to employ the 
person best suited for the work.

The order was in itself illegal. The order required 
Words, first, to interfere with the free choice of its em­
ployees to resign from the union; second, to give support 
to the union by a check-off of union dues; and third, to dis­
criminate ogoinst employees if they resigned their member­
ship in the union, oil in direct violation of the Notional 
Labor Relations Act.

Words operates in a highly competitive field com­
posed of one million seven hundred fifty thousand retail 
establishments. It is unfair to impose burdens upon Words 
and not upon those with whom it is in competition.

The imposition of the closed shop against Words can­
not be justified by reference to the so-called no strike 
agreement. Words was not a party to this agreement. 
Words hod no voice in the selection of those who, as repre­
sentatives of industry, attended the conference in Decem­
ber, 1941, which formulated this agreement. Words has 
never ratified the results of that conference.

Furthermore, the conference itself did not agree that 
the W ar Labor Board might impose the closed shop prin­
ciple. Those acting os representatives of industry express­
ly recommended to the president that this issue not be 
considered by the board. The board, in ordering o form of 
closed shop at Words, has acted controry to these express­
ed recommendotions of the industry representatives.

If Words hod hod the right to test the legality of the 
board's demands in o court. Words would hove done so, 
but Words was deprived of a remedy in the courts by the 
board's complete lock of legal authority to compel obedi­
ence of its order. The court will only act when legal rights 
hove been violated. The courts hove declored that the 
mere making of demands which do not hove to be obeyed 
does not, in the eyes of the low, violate any legal right. The 
board's very lock of authority thus resulted in o denial to 
Words, os it has to other employers, of o right to relief in 
the courts.

The president of the United States os well os the 
board is wholly without constitutional authority to order 
any employer to do the things demanded of Words. Never­
theless, in deep respect for the president and his great re­
sponsibility in time of war. Words said, in rejecting the 
board's order:

"If Congress imposes closed shops, compulsory arbi­
tration contracts for a year's duration on employers, or if 
the president of the United States, qs commander-in-chief 
in time of war directs that Words accept the board's rul­
ing, which we earnestly believe ore illegal and uneconomic, 
we will respectfully obey."

The president on November 18 wrote the company,
saying:

"As commander-in-chief in time of war, I direct 
Montgomery Word and Company to comply, without fur­
ther delay, with the Notional War Labor Board's directive 
order of November 5, 1942."

Words immediately answered:

"Your order of November 18th has been received and 
will be promptly obeyed."

Words thereupon altered the general form of its con­
tracts with unions and incorporated, word for word, the 
clauses ordered by the War Labor Board. This document 
was offered to the union. The company has fully complied 
with the president's direction and will continue to do so.

The document which the president has directed Wards 
to sign is not a contract. The requisite of a contract is 
that there be a meeting of the minds or agreement between 
the parties. There has been no agreement between Wards 
and the union. The document which thê  president has or- 
dered Wards to sign affects the rights and liberties of 
Wards and of its employees. Therefore, in order that the 
document itself may be clear and state the facts. Wards 
informatively included these three sentences:

I

"The following provisions ore not voluntarily agreed 
to by the company. In the company's opinion they ore ille­
gal and unsound. These provisions are copied verbatim 
from the War Labor Board's order of November 5, 1942, 
and ore incorporated herein, on the company's part, under 
duress and only because the president of the United States 
as commander-in-chief in time of war has expressly 
ordered that they be included."

These three sentences ore in all respects true. They 
do not alter the effect of the provisions ordered by the 
board— provisions which Words will carry out. Neverthe­
less, the union has refused to sign the offered documents.

Wards will be happy to accept any improvement in 
the wording of this statement, but Words will resist any 
attempt to hide the truth by a change in its substance.

On January 9, 1941, the president said:

"in the future days which we seek to make secure, 
we look forward to a world founded upon four essential 
human freedoms. The first is freedom of speech and ex­
pression— ^everywhere in the world."

Wards feels that it is bound by the rules of good citi­
zenship to make sure that the simple truth about these 
provisions and Wards' acceptance of them be not hidden 
from or misrepresented to its hundred thousand employees, 
its sixty thousand shareholders, and its many millions of 
customers. The elimination of this sttoement would serve 
no purpose but to conceal the truth from readers of the 
document.

Wards has cheerfully met with the union and with 
this board whenever requested. Wards bos promptly obey­
ed the direction of the president. Words insists that its 
right-to tell the truths not be destroyed.

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Health Council 
Wants General 
Hospital Built

The most outstanding health 
need of Midland County is a Gen­
eral Hospital, was the final con­
clusion of the Midland County Pub 
lie Health Council, meeting in bi­
monthly session Monday evening in 
the county courtroom to study Mid­
land’s outstanding health needs, 
and to make recommendations as 
to how to meet thorn. Mrs. John 
M. Hills, chairman, pointed out that 
although this was a widely recog­
nized need, no definite steps could 
be taken in meeting this need at 
present. However, the council ac­
cepted the securing of euch a hos­
pital as a goal for which to work 
and plan.

Reports of three committees were 
read and accepted. Reporting for 
the school health committee. Miss 
Mary Wilson emphasized the need 
for medical and dental examina­
tions in the schools. She stated that 
in senior high school and junior 
high school a dental inspection and 
a remedial program was needed, es­
timating that about 40 per cent of 
the children need remedial care. 
The two elementary schools asked 
that if a general physical exami­
nation for all children was not pos­
sible that an inspection of eyes 
and tonsils be made.

Miss Wilson, who is a teacher in 
South elementary school, said that 
in that school there were under­
nourished children from 21 families 
where the parents were imable lo 
provide • them food because of lack 
of sufficient income. She said there 
were many more families whose in­
come was not sufficient to cover 
physical examinations for their 
school children.
Need Adequate Drainage

A study by the committee on ne­
gro health was reported by Mrs. 
Laverne Jones, chairman. The re­
port of the Mexican affairs com­
mittee was given by Mi’s. Ben Dans- 
by. Both these reports said that the 
greatest health hazard in these sec­
tions is the lack of drainage for 
flood waters and lack of an ade­
quate safe water supply. Mrs. Dans- 
by pointed out th^t the water sup­
ply is much affected by the drain­
age problem, since in flood times 
wells and sewage vaults are under 
water and when the flood subsides 
it leaves everything contaminated.

The negro health committee rec­
ommended that more Home Nurs­
ing classes be given the negro peo­
ple, since the more women reached 
through this means would widen 
the range of knowledge of health 
and sanitation among the negroes. 
It was also recommended that the 
council aid the negroes in securing 
the proper drainage of the school 
grounds and the street directly in 
front of the school wnich fills +o 
nearly a foot of water when it rains.

“In order to get in the front doors 
of the building—and there is no 
back door—the children must either 
come in a taxi or walk through the 
water,” the report said. “Colds and 
influenza result from remaining in 
the building all day with wet feet. 
Because the flood area is so smah, 
it seems probable that the condi­
tion could be remedied with very 
little trouble or expense.”

Congress May Not 
Take Holiday Off

WASHINGTON—(iT)— Legislative 
pressure due to the war may de­
prive congress of a formal Christ­
mas holiday.

It appeared that the historic 
77th Congress, which has been in 
session virtually without respite for 
two years, might work right up to 
the Jan. 2 deadline before adjourn­
ing sine die, and Democratic leaders 
discussed plans to convene the 78th 
Congress on Jan. 4 or 5.

Many Representatives ah’eady 
have departed for a Christmas at 
home, however, virtually erasing 
all chance of passing any measure 
lacking unanimous approval, since 
one member could stop a bill by 
simply raising a iJoint of no 
quorum.

Team Work On 
Battle Fronts 
Effect Allies

By John Grover
Events of this last ihonth should 

dispel any doubts that the United 
Nations are truly united—united by 
interdependence on mutual action 
for success against the Axis.

Dispatches from Associated Press 
w'ar correspondents in Russia, Af­
rica, China and the south seas 
document the fact that what hap­
pens on one front has immediate 
repercussions on all the rest. We— 
the United Nations—are in hot 
water or in clover together.

Two days after Gen. Eisenhower 
landed in Africa, Henry Cassidy and 
Eddy Gilmore of the AP Moscow 
bureau reported that Nazi air ac­
tivity decreased from 2,000 to 200 
sorties daily. Hitler had to pull 
his luftwaffe out of Russia in c 
desperate gamble to save his re­
maining chips in Africa.

With the air again the province 
of Russian Stormoviks and led- 
leased Airacobras and Spitfires, 
the Soviets launched the offensive 
that has sent Hitler reeling in 
Russia. Stalin’s jubilant letter to 
Cassidy attested the value of the 
African front to Russian plans.

Conversely, when the offensive 
in the Solomon Islands seemed 
bogged 'down six weeks ago, it 
threatened the success of fronts 
o nthe other side of the world. 
Precious shipping had to be di­
verted to reinforce Jliat area. Only 
the magnificent victory of the U. 
S. fleet saved the situation.

That had its effect in China, 
where Gen. “Uncle Joe” Stilw’ell, 
certain now to get a steady stream 
of supplies, could take the offen­
sive against key Jap bases.

Constant pressure by Stilwell’s 
forces further aids Russia in less­
ening the possibility of a Japanese 
thrust at Siberia.

Russian successes in the two­
pronged di’ive on the Don-Volga 
front, made possible by withdrawal 
of the Nazi air forces to Africa, 
in their turn contribute to the 
softening of the Axis everywhere 
else. Troops pinned there can’t bul­
wark the channel coast or the 
Mediterranean bastion of the Axis. 
Eisenhower and his international 
force will have easier going for every 
Nazi the Russians hold on the 
steppes. There’ll be fewer USAAP 
and RAF planes lost in the round 
the clock bombing of German pro­
duction centers for each plane kept 
busy in Russia.

It all adds up.
