Reds Are Only 65 Miles

Warplanes Smash Remnants
Of 10-Ship Japanese Convoy

Gen. Douglas MacArthur's Headquarters an-‘

nounced virtual completion of the bitter Papuan cam-
paign in ‘New Guinea Friday, with the annihilation of
a Japanese army which once totaled 15,000 troops,
even as Allied warplanes smashed at the remnants of
a 10-ship Japanese convoy off the New Guinea north

coast.

After a runping 24-hour battle,
Gen. MacArthur listed these blows
inflicted on the enemy convoy and
its aerial defenders:

1. Two big transports sunk, in-
clyding a 14,000-ton ship “heavily

2. A third transport - heavily
damaged, hit by -a 500-pound
bomb.

3. Eighteen Japanese fighter
planes definitely destroyed, five
probably destroyed, four others
damaged.

Thousands Of Japs Die

Presumably thousands of Jap-
anese lost -their lives in the sink-
ing of the two large transports,
one of which sapk, with its entire
load auxmg a night bombing at-
tack.

Dispatches said  Allied. planes

were continuing the assault Fri-

day in Huon Gulf, off the big
Japanese base at Lae.

American Flying Fortresses, Lib~
crators, Consolidated Catalinas,
North "American = Billy - Mitchells,
Martin Marauders and Lockheed
Lightnings joined in  the attack,
which began on. the morning of
Jan. 6 when the enemy convoy
was sighted about 30 miles off
New Britain. :

WASHINGTON——UP —The pet-
roleum industry war council declar-
ed -Friday that despite the strong
measures taken recently to cut gas-
oline and fuel oil consumption in
the ‘ast, further action must ‘be
taken to avert ‘“serious hardships
“in many places” during . January
and February.

Dispatches from Moscow said. Russian forces sweeping
along both banks of the lower Don River, supported by planes
blasting a path for their tanks, had smashed at attempt by
hard-pressed German troops to form a new defense line and
were driving ahead toward Rostov.

The thrust to a point only 65 miles from Rostov represent-
ed a 10-mile gain since Thursday, when Red Army vanguards
reached the Sal River town of Bolshaya Orlovak.

Frontline advices said the Germans. were battling desper-
ately to keep open a corridor into the Caucasus, but declared
the Red Army was steadily battering its way through massed

Hitler's armies of the Caucasus, wearily slogging down
the long road back, were reported burning villages and scat-
tering thousands of land mines in an effort to impede the tn-
*umphant Soviets.

A series of bulletins from
Red Army Headquarters said
tank-led Soviet infantry. col-
umns had stormed into more
than 40 additional towns and
villages in the Caucasus dur-

1ing the last 24 hours.

Other Russian forces,  ad-
vancing within 75 miles of the
great German base at Rostov,
were reported to have widened
their wedge on both sides of

the lower Don River.

“Our troops, breaking the re-
sistance ‘of the enemy and wiping
out his manpower, continue to ad-
vance,” the Russian command said,
referring to the lower Don offen-
sive.

Sweep Across Steppes

Simultaneously, a Reuters (Brit-
ish News Agency) dispatch from
Moscow reported that Russian
troops sweeping westward across the
flat and barren Kalmyck Steepes
in the Caucasus had raced within
40 miles of a junction with north-
bound Soviet columns.

Attack German Motor Columns.

In the Libyan campaign, British
military quarters in London said
Cairo reports telling of Allied air
attacks on west-bound Axis motor
columns only 40 miles from Tripoli
indicated that Field Marshal Erwin
Rommel was preparing a new
withdrawal.

London observers expressed be-
lief that Gen. Sir  Bernard L.
Montgomery’s British' 8th  Army,
stalled within 180 miles of Tripoli,
would soon be cn the move again.
These quarters pointed out that
the Germans were apparently car-
rying out the same tactics used
earlier in the long cross-desert re-
treat from El Alamein, Egypt.

WASHINGTON—(#P)—Bills seek-
ing to prevent the piping of gas
from Texas to Eastern states and
to outlaw violence in labor disputes
have been introduced by Senator
O'Daniel (D-Texas).

One of the measures provides
that if natural gas is transported
through large pipe lines now heing
constructed between Texas and the
East, the ‘lines will automatically
be turned over to the President,
sold for junk and the proceeds giv-
en back ‘to the owners, O’Daniel
said Friday.

“We don’t mind the transporting
of fuel oil and gasoline to the East-
ern states but we do object to the
taking of natural gas from Texas
and giving it to Eastern industries,”
he told a reporter.

Soil and water conservation plans
have been developed on 295,759
acres of land in the Martin-Howard
Soil Conservation District during
the last 17 months according to «u
report of its supervisors. The dis-
trict has assisted 255 farmers and
ranchers in developing erosion con-
trol and conservation plans for
their farms and ranches, These
plans cover erosion control and
water conservation measures for
77,835 acres of farm land and 217,-
904 acres of rangeland, according
to E. T. O’Daniel, chairman of the
board of supervisors.

Measures planned for farm land,
said O’Daniel, include stubble man-
agement, contour farming, crop ro-
tation, terracing, strip —cropping,
and land preparation. Ranch plans,
for the most part, cover stocking in
order' not to damage the grass by
grazing it too short. In other cases
contour furrows have been planned
along with development of watering
units and other management prac-
tices.

O’Daniel said farmers cooperat-
ing with the district have had ter-
race lines run on approximately 40,-
