Dr, Wise said advices received
by the European headquarters
of the congress were that in one
place in Poland 6,000 Jews were
killed daily and their clothing
confiscated for shipment to
Germany.

“Warsaw today is dying out,” the
OWI reported.

21,800 Babies Die

In the first half of 1941, 8,000
babies were born in Warsaw but
21,800 died. “Children are malform-
ed and ghostlike, suffering from
anemia and softening of the bones.”

Bread, dark and indegistible andi
made 40 per cent of sawdust, is the
only food the Poies can count upon
eating, OWI said, and this winter
there may be no bread in Warsaw.

About
2,500,000 deferred for vital farm
work and other highly important
war jobs. About 11,200,000 in the
armed services by th» end of this
year.

“The need for men has now
reached a place,” Hershey declar-
ed, “where we must be sure that no
registrant is deferred if he is en-
gaged in work which can b2 sus-
pended or which can be done by an
over-aged man, one physically less
fit, or by a woman.”
