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Champion Of Human Dignity

Thomas Jefferson would enjoy being alive today.
This war is the sort of struggle in which he delighted—
an uphill fight to establish and maintain the integrity
of human dignity, the rights and privileges of the indiv-
ual, the sanctity of the basic freedoms, the independence
of smaller nations. W :

Jefferson, the great apostle of grass-root demo-

cracy, was born 200 years ago today, at a time when
" rights which are taken for granted today, everywhere
outside the Axis nations, were not even usual privileges.

His statement of those rights in the Declaration of
Independence, and his successful fight to have them
included as an appendix to the Constitution—the Bill
of Rights—unquestionably were a major factor in their
slow but steady dissemination throughout the world.

The war he waged against oppression, tyranny,
and intolerance, has not been won yet. If it were, we
should not now have to ficht Germanv, Japan and Italy.
Perhaps none of us living today will be privileged to
see the human freedoms established safe beyond danger-
ous encroachment. But at the cost of blood, sweat and
tears, we are moving another step toward the goal.

We could use Jefferson, if we had him now. We
could use his brilliant powers to arouse us and keep us
wide awake to the tremendous issues which are at stake.
This is true not only as to our offensive battle against
Hitler and Hirohito. It is equally true of our defensive
battle against the danger of acquiescing so long in war-
time restraints that, when the time comes, we shall
not be aggressive enough about reclaiming all of our
suspended rights.

Jefferson would not be happy in these days of
multitudinous government ‘‘czars”’, in a situation such
that regulations of questionable constitutionality are
promulgated and enforced on the theory that it will take
the courts a long time to overthrow them.

Probably he would accept the situation, as we do,
as an evil less to be feared than Axis victory. When the
war ended. however, he would be the first to begin de-
manding from the housetops that every sligchtest hint
of domestic totalitarianism be ended forthwith.

While we are thanking the memory of Jefferson
for what he did for democracv, we can include his out-
standing contributions to agriculture. If this nation is
the eranary of democracy, that is because Jefferson
laid the cornerstone of the granary by his interest in
seientific farming.

Shipbuilding Under Pressure

Since the heat went on, American shipyards have
done a job for which even Hollywood press agents would
have trouble finding suitable adjectives. In 1942 they
accomplished the impossible, and in 1943 they expect
to do more than double that.

President Roosevelt’ demanded 8,000,000 tons of
merchant shipping last lear. Our yards gave him 8,090,-
800 deadweight tons, plus 800 smaller craft and vessels
delivered to the armed services.

For this year the goal, originally set at 16,000,000
tons, has been stepped up to 19,000,000, and the Mari-
time Commission says 20,000,000 can be produced if
materials and supplies are available. :

This latter figure alone, without consideration for
what the British Empire yards will turn out, almost
equals the aggregate tonnage available to the United
Nations a year ago.

While exact figures are not available, there is every
reason to helieve that submarines last year just about
offset the enormous production of our yards, so that it
the end of the year we probably did not have much if
any, more tonnage than at the beginning.

Now presumably sensing that the United Nations
must be gathering their forces in the Old World to begin
the kill some time this summer, Hitler has sent wolf
packs of large numbers of modern, efficient, long-range,
stronely armed U-boats over here.

From all that can be learned, the submarine menace
along our Atlantic coast line and in the Caribbean is
worse today than at any time since Pearl Harbor. We can
not tell what success the Nazi tin fish are achieving,
because the matter is strictly hush-hush, for reasons
which many believe are not valid. We do know that
unless Anglo-American strategists have found a defense
infinitely more effective than ever before we are bound
to lose millions of tons of shipping and cargo, not to men-
tion men, this summer.

Three Frovisions
Of Labor Measure
Unconstitutional

AUSTIN —(#)— The Manford-
Bridgers union registration bill—
Texas’ initial attempt to regulate
organized labor — generagly is a
valid exercise of power but three
of its provisions violate the con-
stitution ir. the opinion of Attorney
General Gerald C. Mann.

Mann’s opinion said the act
which becomes law next Aug. 9
had defects which invalidated some
of its provisions but other sections
were  within the state’s = police
powers.

The invalid sections —  and de-
fects — he outlined as follows:

Section 4 which exempts certain
unions from regulations requiring
annual elections of officers. (This
is an arbitrary -classification.)

| Latham Asked Opinion

Section’ 7 which prohibits the
charging of fees, dues, assessment
or fine if the charges work an
undue hardship on the member.
(This is so vague that persons
subject to it would not know when
they were violating the law.)

Sectidw, 10-A which reinstates
without payment of back dues and
fees members of unions who are
in the armed forces. (This is an
interference with a union’s right
to contract.)

Eecretary of State Sidney Lat-
ham sought the opinion from the
attorney general because provisions
of the bill enjoin duties on the
secretary of state.

Night Sessions For
Legislature Planned

AUSTIN —(#)— Night sessions
of the legislature were in prospect
beginning this week to clear calen-
dars of as much legislation as pos-
sible by adjournment day, May 11.
 The Senate voted for sine die ad-
journment last week and the
House sealed the order Monday.

Principal items on the remaining
list of “must” bills were those ap-
propriating funds for the biennium
begnning Sept. 1 for the operation
of state government. Some progress
has been made on these bills which
aggregate approximately $15,000,000
less than spending authorizations
for the current biennium.

To date the legislature has ap-
propriated $600,000 for expenses of
the session and it is not likely that
an additional allotment will be
needed.

On the fourth
thay rolled down the track toward
each other at a breath-taking mile-
a-minute speed and crashed head-
on in shattering impact after first
rumbling over 1,000 torpedoes set
on the track.

So great was interest in the spzc-
tacle that a number of the specta-
tors- crept beyond guard ropes and
were killed when the engines col-
lided and .explodad.

‘Maximum Prices
For Tuna Fixed
By Order Of OPA

WASHINGTON — (#) — Fixing
maximum prices for fresh tuna, the
OPA Tuesday took the first definite
step in earrying out President
Roosevelt’s' order of last week to
bring all cost-of-living foods under
price control.

Fresh fish was the principal food
excluded from price control at the
time of the chief executive’s order.
OPA said th€ tuna ‘order will be
followed by similar action -on hali-~
but and other fresh fish. When the
fish rules are completed, the agen-
cy estimated, 98 per cent of all
food will be under price control.

The other 2 per cent, also slated
for early action, includes: apples,
sweet potatoes, radishes, cucumbers,
kale, cauliflower, {pears, peaches,
and plums.

Cafe Prices Frozen

Meanwhile, regional OPA offices
have been authorized to ‘“freeze”
restaurant and other public eating
prices, and action is planned to
control various basic farm prices,
ineluding livestock, cotton and
wheat, in order to strengthen the
existing price controls on flour,
meat and other processed products.

Quick action also was predicted
in official quarters to strengthen
the present, temporary price con-
trols . on ‘lettuce, spinach, 'carrots,
peas, waxed and green beats, cab=-
bage and tomatoes.

The ceiling price of albacore tuna
— most expensive of the tunas —
was set at $325 per ton, instead of
market vrices which have ranged
up to $398 in the last year. Other
tuna prices were said to approxi-
mate current levels.

Most tuna is canned, and OPA
announced it will revise price
rules on canned tuna to jibe with
the fresh tuna ceilings. The tuna
r%gula.tion will be effective April
19.
