The 
Germans’ losses approximated 4,000 
dead since they began their attacks 
there.

Red Star, describing the intensity 
of the German thrusts, said that 
in one sector infantry and tanks 
attacked in seven waves and that 
I,wo more tank drives followed. None 
was successful.

The dry ground in the Crimea 
was furnishing the German air 
force with striking bases. Heinkel- 
l l l ’s, Junkers-88’s, and Junkers- 
87’s, as well as a new squadron of 
Messerschmitts, are attacking the 
Russian positions, in groups of 15 
and 20, Red Star said.

Voluntary Approach
Organized labor and the National Association of 

Manufacturers are opposed to the Austin-Wadsworth 
bill to estblishh an industrial draft. Their opposition is 
not superficial. It goes to the very heart of the proposal, 
and is based upon bitter opposition to any labor con­
scription legislation. .

Secretary Stimson, Assistant Secretary Patterson of 
the W ar Department and Maritime Commission Chair­
man Land are Strongly for the measure. So are 45 state 
Selective Service heads who testified before a congres­
sional committee. Manpower Commissioner McNutt was 
for it until President Roosevelt asked that, before adopt­
ing such a law, we try the “voluntary” approach.

The fact is that we have long since discarded the 

“ voluntary” approach. Whether or not free-will could 
have been made to work, it was not. W e have been op­
erating for some time under compulsion based upon a 
law. Unfortunately —  and this is the real case for the 
Austin-Wadsworth bill, with or without modification in 
detail —  we have been trying to enforce a labor draft 
illegally by perverting a law that was not meant for 
the purpose.

This has been clear time after time. It is-emphasized

must transfer from non-deferrable jobs by a fixed date 
or face drafting for combat service. This, in turn, is clari­
fied by the terms on which the Army will release men ove** 
38 who already have been drafted.

Such men must accompany their request for release 

by a .statement from some responsible outsider that they 
will be employed in some essential industry or agricul­
ture. Their request is passed upon not by their own draft 
board, but by that in the area where, if released, they 
propo.se to work .If the request is granted they are not 
discharged, but are put into the enlisted reserve, so that 
if they should dare leave the essential job they could be 
recalled immediately, without rd tape to fighting service.

Definitely we are not using the “voluntary” approach. 
The administration is clubbing men into going to work 
where it wants them to work. Why, then, not be frank 
and honest about it. and have a law applying impartially to 
all?

Conservation
This is .serious subject about which quips would 

not be in order. Therefore let it suffice for us to report on 
a grave conference, the other day, between the Wood Cas­
ket Industry Advisory Committee and officials of the 
Consumers Durable Goods Division of the W ar Produc­
tion Board.

It appears that under Order L-34 (Caskets, Shipping 
Cases and Burial Vaults) 10 per cent of each manufactur­
er’s out put can be o^er-length; but there is no ruling 
against selling over-lieng-th caskets for normal length 
corpses. So this conference was held to discu.ss the de.s- 
irability or providing that extra-length caskets can be sold 
only when .smaller sizes are unsuitable.

Leave Transit
Public opinion in Sweden is rising against the policy 

of permitting German soldiers, on leave, to pass through 
on their way between Norway and the Reich. The policy 
has been condemned at a mass meeting, both as a mili­
tary menace to Sweden and also as an unfriendly act to­
ward “our defeated but uncru.shed brother people,” the 
Norwegians.

London papers recently carried stern and probably 
inspiring editorials warning Sweden how the British feel 
about this “ leave permit” practice.

The Swedes, who have been in a most dangerous 
position —  at Hitler’s mercy but sympathetic to the United 
Nations —  may feel that they can afford now to be a 
little more independent. If they do, the leave permits 
might provide a starting point.

As we make our vows to punish 
the Japanese (and the Axis powers 
as well) for their barbaric atroci­
ties, the question arises whether it 
wouldn’t be a good idea to formal­
ize the general program and an­
nounce it forthwith as a joint Unit­
ed Nations determination.

If, for example, we could agree 
that all atrocities would be dealt 
with siunmarily at the end of thC 
war by courts martial established 
by the armies of occupation, it 
might have a restraining influence 
on the enemy. There’s a speed and 
finality about courts martial which 
the militaristic mind can appreciate, I 
whereas a pivil international court 
would hold few terrors. |

One is Impelled to this thought i 
by remembrance that the Allied 
cry in the last war to “hang the 
Kaiser’’ and others for their “war 
guilt” finally petered out ŵ hen it 
came to a show-dov;n.

There’s no need for anything of 
that sort to happen in this war. 
The Allied program, so far as has 
been indicated, contemplates mili­
tary occupation of the enemy coun­
tries after unconditional surrender. 
It will be. a long time before there 
can be a peace conference. Mean­
time military law presumably will 
prevail.

The most expeditious way to dis­
pose of murder atrocities and that 
sort of tiling will be through the 
courts martial.

(A DNB dispatch broadcast from 
Berlin said “incessant attacks of 
the Eighth Army at the Southern 
Tunisian front remained ineffec­
tive.” It said a German counter­
attack southwest of Tunis, presum­
ably a reference to the frustrated 
Nazi onslaught Tuesday night in 
the Medjez-El-Bab sector, resulted 
in the capture of “several hundred” 
prisoners and the destruction or 
seizure of five artillery batteries 
and 50 motor vehicles.

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS IN 
NORTH AFRICA —(A")—American 
fliers, undaunted by Japan’s exe- 

- ciition of their feliow-pilots, will 
bomb Japan again “soon” and the 
bombs will find their targets, Major 
Gen. Jam'es H. Doolittle said.

The flier who led the first Amer* 
ican raid on Tokyo and other Japa* 
nese cities last April—and orderec, 
his . fliers to spare Emperor Hiro- 
hito’s palace because it was not a 
military objective—said he and the 
other airmen on that mission “want 
to be on the next raid over Japan.

Our 
bombs will not be missing their 
mark.

“Soon our bombers will be there 
again. Not like last year’s limited 
effort, but a devastating attack that 
will continue until the Japanese 
empire crumbles and they beg for 
mercy.”

Kenny said: “Well, they’re about 
half jeep and half bicycle, have 
three wheels and just one seat for 
a driver, and space to carry sup­
plies. Here at the bombardier 
school we use “tweeps” for quick 
hauling of small airplane parts and 
tools.”
To Display Bombs

Heading the line of military 
equipment from the Bombardier 
School, according to Colonel Kenny, 
will be one of the huge “carrier 
trucks” capable of hauling an en­
tire bomber.

But the feature of the show, the 
Colonel said, will be a traveling 
exhibit of the bombs with which 
U n c l e  Sam’s bombardiers are 
knocking the spots off the Axis. 
On display will be bombs ranging 
in size from the 2,000-pound “block­
busters” to the tiny, seventeen- 
pound “anti-personnel’ missiles. In 
addition there will be a number of 
the specially designed “bomb trail­
ers” loaded with the hundred- 
pound practice bombs dropped by 
i,ne “Hell from Heaven Men” at 
the Bombardier School.

Also in the line of military ve­
hicles will be a tug, used to tow 
planes around on the flying line of 
the bombardier school, a mammoth 
gasoline truck, a reconnaissance 
car and a weapons carrier. Colonel 
Kenny said.

Col. Kenny Promises Real Thrill

A flight on an actual bombing 
mission and a chance to see “Hell 
fi’om Heaven Men” send their

You 
listen to the instructions from the 
operations tower; you hear the 
pilot’s answering ‘Roger.’ The ship 
trembles as the whirring' props 
suddenly bite the air. The ground 
leaps past underneath and you’re 
in the air, heading for “South 
Eleven.’i Over the inter-com phones 
you ask the bombardier instructor 
about it, and he tells you that 
“South Eleven is a 30-foot shack, 
forty miles ont on the prairie.

Petro­
leum Administrator Ickes asserted 
the high octane gas program had 
been given “a sock in the jaw” by 
an increase in materials and equip­
ment for rubber plants.
