Gen. Douglas MacArthur’s head-
quarters disclosed Tuesday that
American and Australian troops

now command hills overlooking
Mubo village, only 12 miles south
of the big Japanese base at Sala-
maua, New Guinea, and Allied pa-
trols have penetrated within six
miles of the base itself.

Details of the Allied advance were

lacking, and it was not immediately
clear whether General MacArthur’s
forces were preparing a new offen-
sive.

incessant aerial pounding of Japa-
nese troops helow Salamaua—fre-
quently the prelude to an offensive
—and dispatches from Allied head-
quarters Tuesday said United Na--
tions airmen were making 10 to 20
low-strafing sweeps over thz enemy
daily.

Jap Attack Beaten

On the Burma front, British head-
quarters said Field Marshal Sir
Archibald P. Wavell’s troops beat
off a new Japanese, attack south of
Buthedaung and inflicted “consid-
erable” casualties on the cnemy.

Ignoring the approaching of the
monsoon rains, when fighting be-
comes virtually impossible, the
Japanese have been striking re-
peatedly at the British who now
hold strong dug-in positions after
withdrawing their exposed flank
on the Mayu Peninsula.

In the skies, British and Ameri-
can warplanes continued widespread
attacks on Japanese river transport,
airdromes, railways and other tar-
gets.

MOSCOW—(#L)—Aviation activity
had reached a new fury on the
Soviet-German front Tuesday as
Russians, with increased air

strength, continued to blast Nazi
forward and rear positions and com-
munications.

The most intensive action still
was in the Kuban region of the
Caucasus.

Red Star, the army newspaper,
said that following great air losses,
the German air activity in the Ku-
ban slackened after April 22 but
Russian activity increased.

The dispatch related that the
Germans concentrated masses of
bombers and fighters, mostly Focke-
Wulf 190’s and Messerschmitts
109G’s in the Taman peninsula, the
Crimea and Kerch Strait area air-
dromes.

Observers asserted that the Red
air force had struck the German
air arm such a sudden and heavy
blow in the Kuban that Hitler’s
whole plan of air support for the
Kuban counterattack has collapsed,
at least for the present.

Soviet airmen made raid after
raid on the German airdromes and
the enemy was reported to have lost
hundreds of planes.

May 30 when 1,500 tons of bombs
were dropped.

The night raid followed blows
by swift Mosquito bombers late
Monday at railway centers in
Northwest Germany, in the Rhine-
land, and in France near the Loire
River. All of the raiding planes
returned safely to bases, it was an-
nounced.

It was the 59th raid on Duisburg,
which is situated 12 miles west of
Essen at the junction of the
Rhine and Ruhr rivers. The city,
which is the site of many heavy
war industries and an important
communications center, was last
bombed the night of April 9, in a
raid from which eight bombers
failed to return.

Strong Defense Met

Monday night’s raid was the
first time that British heavy
bombers had been active since the
sweeping assaults on Stettin, Ros-
tock and Berlin last Tuesday night.

Strikes Reach

This comment was in response to questions about
Gen. Sir Thomas Blamey’s statement that the enemy has
200,000 first-line troops, plus a powerful air force, along
the island arc northward of Australia. !

Japanese naval forces are within easy striking distance
of Australia, though beyond range of Allied bombers.

Captain Harry Baker
Won Wings In Jenny
During World War I

Improvise is the word!

Captain Harry S. Baker, com-
manding officer of the Headquar-
ter and Headquarter Squadron of
the 83rd Bombardier Training
Group at the Midland AAF Bom-
bardier School, knows from person-
al experience the full import of the
word “improvise.”

Just as in present day aerial com-
bat operations, the pilot of World
War I frequently had to substitute
parts or readapt equipment from
available sources to keep his plane
flying. Captain Baker won his
wings In the heydey of the Jenny,
rickety World War I pursuit plane,
and recalls just stich an experience
in which he had to “improvise.”

Captain Baker was flying along
one day back in 1916 when the en-
gine on his Jenny “conked” out on
him. He quickly made a forced
landing in a nearby hayfield. Since
the motor was of the open type,
typical of the planes of those days,
the captain looked into it and no-
ticed that a screw had been shear-
ed off. Glancing around, his eyes
fell on a tractor nearby. Yes—the
idea he had in mind materialized,
the tractor tool kit had a few mis-
cellaneous screws and bolts, and one
of them fitted on the enginz of the
Jenny. Such was Captain Baker’s
application of the word ‘“impro-
vise.”

Experience Was Valuable

As a member of the first group
of recruits at Kelly Field in World

those days with justified interest
and pride, since much of the ex-
perience df the early pilots has been
passed on to the young eagles of
the air today. Taking a hop in
World War I was a real achieve-
ment for flying in thosz days was
rather close to nature.

Like many veterans of World War
I, he again is taking part in the
war effort. He is serving in an ad-
ministrative capacity while others
are instructors in their specialized
11elds. It’s not casy for those older
fliers to stay in the background of
this conflict but the Air Corps
knows that the job they are doing
is indispensable.

Eight days after World War I
broke out, Captain Baker enlisted
in the aviation section of the Sig-
nal Reserve Corps. This organiza-
tion was the forerunner of the
present Army Air Forces. Early in
his Air Corps service, he was sent
to Wright Field where hes was in
charge of a crew assembling Jen-
nies. A civilian pilot tested each
plane. But one of the flight pre-
cautions was to require one of the
plane assemblymen to ride with
him. In this way, Captain Baker
got his first airplane ride. To the
pest of his knowledge, this was the
first from Wright Field.

Received Wings In 1917

Captain Baker was commissioned
a second lieutenant and received
his wings May 25, 1927. He was or-
dered to report to Brooks Field as
an advanced instructor where he
underwent. the usual close escapes
in flying and instructing gilen
student pilots. For example, on
many of the combat maneuvers ex-
ecuted with World War I planes, as

much as 300 feet altitude would

be lost. If such altitude would be
lost today, it is called the fault of

the pilot.
Later, Captain Baker was ordered
overseas. However, before reaching

Bill Would Allow
Lease Extensions
On School Lands

AUSTIN —(&#)— Owners of leases
on university and public sehool
lands in Texas who are prohibited
by government regulations from
drilling or completing wells may ap-
ply for an extension of leases under
legislation passed by the Senate.
Passed finally Monday were bills:
Authorizing the public school
board to revise leases affecting all
islands, salt water lakes, bays, in-
lets, marshes and reefs ownsd by
the state within tidewater limits
and that portion of the Gulf of
Mexico within the state’s jurisdic-
tion. *

Permitting extension of leases on
university lands where faderal or
state restrictions were in effect 120
days before expiration of the pri-
mary term.

This bill, by Sen. Houghton
Brownlee of Austin, authorizes an
extension of not more than one year

'by the board of regents of the Uni-

versity of Texas and the state land
cominissioner.

By Sen. William E. Stone of Gal-
veston, the public school lease bill
was amended so that:

No modification. or revision may
be granted to producing wells.

No lease royalty may be scaled
down until first offered at public
auction to the highest bidder.

No application to adjust royal-
ties may be considered or acted on
after Sept. 1, 1945.

Russia Causes Crisis
In Postwar Planning

WASHINGTON —(#)— A diplo-
matic monkey wrench was tossed
into the machinery for making
postwar planning conferences Tues-
day by Russia’s abrupt severance
of relations with the Polish gov-
ernment in exile.

Until that is settled, some diplo-
matic observers here believe that
the task of arranging for United
Nations parleys has been im-
measurably complicated.

Knox Says Japs
May Make Raids

On West Coast

WASHINGTON —(#)— Secretary .
of the Navy Knox said Tuesday @
there is “always a chance” of ene-
my nuisance air raids on either the
east or west coast of the United "
States, but he considers the possi-
bility of such raids remote.

Knox was asked at a press con-
ference whether the Japanese
might employ their projected air
base on Kiska Island, at the tip of
the Aleutians chain, as a base for
attacking the west coast by air.

“There’s always a danger,” he
replied, “I think it’s very remote, I
should say .a remote possibility
rather than a danger.”

He considers it remote, he ex-
plained, because of improved Amer-
ican defenses, the fact that “we’re
engaging the enemy -elsewhere,”
and because the Japs “are already
spread pretty thin.”

Knox added that the country
must assume the possibility of air
attack remarking “it is not safe
for us to do anything else.”

The secretary also said that he

‘thad “nothing to substantiate” re-

cent reports from Australia that
the Japanese are massing at their
naval base on  the Truk Island
group in the South Pacific. By
that, he said, there have been re-
ports of “nothing unusual at Truk.”

NEW DELHI —(#)— The Mos-
lem League, India’s principal min-
ority party, closed its 30th annual
convention Monday night with a
warning to the British government
that “strife and hloodshed” will
follow any attempt to force Mos-
lems into federation with the
Hindus, the dominant Indian polit-
ical faction:
