Japs ilayghSer Every Person 
In Chinese Coastal Villages

SAN FRANCISCO — (Â ) — Every man, woman and child in the 
coastal areas of China where American fliers found haven after bombing 
Tokyo a year ago has been butchered by revenge-mad Japanese troops, 
official China has notified the United States government.

This horror of blood-letting, reported to American authorities by 
Generalissimo Chiang Kai-Shek and announced by Secretary of the 
Treasury Morgenthau, was Lidice reproduced on a wholesale scale.

Morgenthau. read Generalissimo Chiana’s cablegram at a meeting 
of war loan workers in San Francisco Wednesday night.

Every Person Slaughtered
“Now,” Morgenthau said, “ I must bring you further news. I have 

here a cablegram from Generalissimo Chiang Kai-Shek. Let me read it 
to you:

“ ‘After they had been caught unawares by the falling of American 
bombs on Tokyo, Japanese troops attacked the coastal areas of China 
where many of the American fliers had landed. These Japar^ese troops 
slaughtered every man, woman and child in those areas.’ — Let me- re­
peat — ‘These Japanese troops slaughtered every man, woman and child 
in those areas, reproducing on a wholesale scale the horrors which the 
world had seen at Lidice, but about which people have been uninformed 
in these instances. The dastardly execution of these American fliers, 
who were taken as prisoners of war, has made it clear to all Americans 
that we face an enemy who knows no codes of law or decency. The only 
language which such an enemy understands is that of the weapons of 
war, and in the bond campaign which you are pushing for the war ef­
fort our people wish you all success.’

“That is the end of the cablegram.”
“There Is Work Ahead”
Lidice was the Czechoslovakian town where the Germans last June 

executed the entire male population.
“We have work ahead of us,” Secretary Morgenthau said. “I f  the 

Japanese will take special pains to march into a Chinese village, whose 
only crime is that of offering sanctuary to a handful of American fliers, 
and wipe out that village to the last harmless child—we no longer need 
to ask what the Japanese would do on marching into a city like San 
Francisco.”

The folks at home have been worrying about our men

Tokyo Warns Of 
Furlher Bombing 
Raids On Japan

By The Associated Press
Tokyo sounded a new alarm 

Thursday with the assertion that 
the United States was “making all 
kinds of preparations” to bomb 
Japan again, while in Washington 
Senator Chandler (D -Ky) of the 
Senate military committee warned 
that the Pacific conflict may con­
tinue for many years.

“ It is suicide, in my opinion, to 
permit the Japs time to dig in in 
the South Pacific,” Chandler as­
serted.

Tokyo’s forecast of a new Amer­
ican bombing assault on Japan 
came in a domestic broadcast, in­
tercepted by U. S. government 
monitors, putting Japanese air­
raid wardens on the alert.

“A raid similar to that of April

(The German communique, broad­
cast by the Berlin radio and re­
corded by The Associated Press, 
said that a superior Allied tank 
formation which had succeeded in 
breaking into German positions 
northeast of Medjez-El-Bab was in­
tercepted by reserves and thrown 
back to its initial positions, with 
heavy losses.)

Fighting northeast of Medjez-El- 
Bab, where British troops have been 
threatening to break out on the 
Tunis plain, has been heavy and 
fierce, the Allied bulletin announc­
ed. The Allied forces were report­
ed to have made some advance 
Wednesday, when the Germans 
launched the two strong counteiiff 
attacks.

Jellied left-over meat, fowl, or 
left-over raw or cooked vegeta­
bles make substantial luncheon 
and supper dishes. They present 
food the second time in a new 
guise and with different flavors.

(serves 4-6)

Midland May Gel 
New Air Line

The possibility of Midland ac­
tively participating in a vast ex­
pansion of postwar aviation feeder 
air lines service was forecast in 
the April 15 issue of American 
Aviation.

The magazine descrifc'''cl plans ol 
the Civil Aeronautics Authority to 
link the country with feeder lines 
totaling approximately 67,000 miles.

Included in a groui> of apiilica- 
tions now being studied by the CAA, 
American Aviation said, is the ap­
plication of the Wichita Falls Air 
Transport Company for establish- 
moht cf an air line through Wich­
ita Falls from Midland to Oklahoma 
City, serving five other Texas and 
Oklahoma efties.

Thp application was filed with 
the Civil Aeronautics Authority 
prior to the war by F’lileher Arm­
strong, owner of the Wichita Falls 
Air Transport Company and for 
years a leading advocate of avia­
tion expansion in Nortli Texas.

The need long has been felt, 
Armstrong explained, for feeder air 
line service for West Texas and 
North Texas to connect commun­
ities with the great transcontinen­
tal routes.

Herbacek, all of Sweetwater; A. E. 
Leaverenz, Charles A. Carpenter 
and N. K. Marshall, all of Los An­
geles; Elton Taylor of Big Spring, 
and E. T. Nelson of Los Angeles.

Victor J. Nelson and Robert 
Young, who had pleaded guilty and 
who testified for the government, 
were fined $2,500 and $500 respect­
ively. Each was given a year in 
which to pay his fine. Both men 
are Los Angeles residents.
