The special bulletin said the col-
umn attacking from the north of
Orel had penetrated 28 miles into
the German line to.within 18 miles
of the Orel-Bryansk railway and
the other column driving from the
east had pushed ahead 15 miles on
an 18-mile front to within 28 miles
of the city.

10 Divisions Routed

In the Belgorod area at the
southern end of the active front,
where the Nazis registered minor
gains at the start of their offen-
sive on July 5, the Russians said
the Germans threw more men and
tanks into the fighting in a renew-

maua.

A highly secretive operation be-
gan at that point. Stealthily these
forces, some lugging heavy guns by
hand over jungle paths, moved in-
land along the valley of the Bitoi
River toward Mubo’s rear.

Hill Pulverized

After Americans and Australiaas
conquered Southeastern New Gui-
nea in mid-January by destroying
a Japanese army of 15,000, Aus-
tralians had moved through the
jungle north more than 150 miles
toward Salamaua. But they found
the Japan~se entrenched on obser-
vation Hill, Green Hill, the Pimple
and other Mubo strongpoints.
From spring until the current of-
fensive, it was a stalemate.

Friday’s communique from Gen-
eral MacArthur, who now is in the
firnld in New Guinea in personal
charge of the campaign, disclosed
that the Americans who moved in-
land from Nassau Bay joined the
Australians July 10 at Buigap
Creek, cutting communications and
isolating the Japanese on Obser-
vation and Green hills.

Obsorvation  Hill was overrun
after 106 tons of bombs fell among
its demoralized defenders in less
than 45 minutes from Allied planes.
From front and rear, other enemy
defanses at Mubo were stormed,

“Our ground forces have now
cleared the Mubo area of all or-
ganized enemy resistance and are
pressing on Komiatum (five miles
from Salamaua),” the communique
said.

“Approximately 950 enemy troops
were destroyed. Our losses were
light.”

The focal point of the Solomons
drive, the Munda air base orn New
Georgia, was further menaced and
isolated. Throwing off an enemy
counterattack, United States troops
moved through the jungles still
nearer Munda’s foxholz and 1og
bunker defenses.

WASHINGTON —(AP)— President Roosevelt and
Prime Minister Churchill Friday gave Italy her choice—

to surrender honorably,

or be blasted out of the war.

time has come for the Italian people “to decide whether
Italians shall die for Mussolini and Hitler—or live for

Italy and civilization.”
The statement added:

“The skies over FItaly are dom-

inated by the vast air armadas of the United States and
Great Britain,” and ‘“Italy’s sea coasts are threatened
by the greatest accumulation of British and Allied sea
power ever concentrated in the Mediterranean.”

In a joint statement issued simultaneously at the
White House and in London the two United Nations lead-
ers told the people of Italy that the sole hope of Italy's

survival “lies
capitulation to the over-
whelming power of the mil-
itary forces of the United
Nations.”

Must Suffer Consequences -

“If you continue to tolerate the
Fascist regime which serves the
evil power of the Nazis, you must
suffer the consequences of your
own choice,” the statement said.

With Allied forces sweeping
across Sicily toward the Italian
mainland, th~ President and Brit-
ish Prime Minister in their mes-
sage broadcast to Italy from Al-
giers and other adjacent Allied
points, said they could take no
satisfaction in invading Italian
soil and bringing the tragic devas-
tation of war home to the Italian
people.

They added that they were de-
termined, however, to “destroy the
false leaders and -their doctrines
which have brought Italy to her
present position.”

Propogzanda Drive Starts

The release of the joint state-
ment, which followed several in-
formal invitations in recent months
that Italy get out of the war, was
the signal for a propaganda drive
which included the dropping of
thousands of leaflets on Italy by
Allied bombers in addition to
beaming the message to the people
of Ttaly by radio.

Asserting that Germany’s hopes
for world conquest “have been
blasted on all fronts,” the joint
statement declared the skiss over
Italy are dominated by vast Allied
air armadas and Italy’s coasts are
threatened “by the greatest ac-
cumulation of British and Allied
srapower ever concentrated in the
Mediterranean.”

They added:

Youths To Fill Quotas

The 1,566,000 single and childlsss
married men aiready classified as
available for immediate induction
will fill the quotas for July, August
and September, although some will
win reclassification on appeal and
about 40 per cent will be rejected
and put into class 4-E.

Supplementing this were sthese
factors: :

1. At least 50,000 youths who be-
come 18 each month can be count-
ed upon with certainty to land in
uniform. An even greater number
of the total of 90,000 reaching that
age monthly may prove inductible.

“recovered” from the pool of 2,-
976,000 men rejected before because
of physical, mental, educational or
moral disqualifications.

3. Many of the 705,000 single
and childless married men now
holding occupational deferment for
farm work are liksly to be called
by local boards after the harvest
season ends.

4. Occupational deferments for
non-agricultural work expire con-
stantly and most of this group of
1,373,000 are single or childless
married men.

- This discussion concerns itself with- Numbers 1 and
6—-taxation and War Bond sales. These are designed for
the double-barreled purpose of financing the war and
siphoning off excess money which, if used in the com-
modity market, would promote *im‘flati»on.

b * *

, The simple way of stating the problem is to say that,
there being $45,000,000,000 too much money, all we need
do is borrow and tax $45,000,000,000, which would
leave just enough money to pay normal prices for the
available goods.

Following this line, Congress would merely devise
a combination of tax .and compulsory savings policy
which would take from each person his share of the ex-
cess $45,000,000,000. To an extent that is what tax plans
thus far have had as = goal.

. But there is where the real trouble begins. What is
any man’s fair share of the $45,000,000,000 that needs
to be taken out of circulation?

If everybody had been employed when the war pro-
gram began, and everybody’s salary or wage (or income
from dividends and interest) had. risen by a standard
percentage, a practicable if hard-boiled method could
be found.

There were, however, millions out of work in 1939
who now are earning good wages. There were millions
employed at subsistence levels who now are prosperous.
There are many—millions, actually—who are earning
not one penny more now than they were in 1939. Some
receive less.

Thus the buying power of somewhere between 10
and 15 million Americans has skyrocketed; the buying
power of perhaps as many more more has increased
greatly, but that of a third big group has dropped.

: We can’t, justly, tax the group whieh has actually
lost in purchasing power as heavily as that which has
profited enormously from war employment. So we veer
toward an excess income tax, to take away profits that
have arisen out of the war program.

This association,” the United Na-
tions leaders told the Italian peo-
ple, “with the designs of Nazi Fon
trolled Germany was unworthy of
Italy’s ancient traditions of free-
dom and culture—traditions to
which the people of America and
Great Britain owe to much.

Altogether, the carrier’'s accom-
plishments included attacks on 11
submarines, with ten sunk or
probably sunk, dispersing of two
wolf- paeks - which struek at  two
different times at war-laden cargoc
ships, the capture of 41 German
prisoners and the safe delivery of
the vital war goods.

U.S. Action On
French Policy
Upheld By FDR

WASHINGTON —(£)— President
Roosevelt, upholding his French
policy, said Friday all the French

emipire now appears to be working
for the common cause—to liberate
Prance and defeat the Axis.

The PYessident described as vicious
propaganda certain criticisms at-
tacking the government’s policy
since France fell, saying it was very
unfair, incorrect, and derogatory
to a well-ordered plan going back
several years.

U. S. Keeps Aloof

The President told his press-radio
conference he did not intervene
with force to take over Martinigque
and Guadalupe, French Caribbean
possessiohs, as some critics of his
policy had urged but waited to
avoid bloodshed and consequences
which would have cut into the'
overall war picture.

It now seems clear, he added, that
practically the entire French em-=
pire is working to free France and
beat back her oppressors.

He asserted the United States has
kept aloof from internal politicals
in-other countries, but that out of
this ‘has come a vicious propaganda

‘which he declared harmful.

Saves French Fleet

Mr. Roosevelt said the govern-
ment’s policy has been consistent
since the fall of France, and pri-
marily aimed at keeping the French
fleet from falling into Axis hands.

Although Vichy France scuttled
much of her fleet following the Al-
lied North African invasion, he said
the American policy has been work-
ing out very well and is aimed to
working hand in hand with all
those elements who helieve in lib-
erty and freedom and who oppose
the Axis. i

First of all, you will see how
fortunate you are that you did not
get a diamond opening, =specially
if East holds the king. Now you
must assume that the  Kking of
hearts is off-side and that the club
suit will not break. You can see
that if the club suit breaks five-
one and the king of hearts is off-
side, you cannot make the eon-
tract. If the clubs break four-two,
you have a possible play to make
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the hand by ruffing a spade, re-
turning to your hand with the ace
of clubs and ruffing the other
spade.

Now cash the king of clubs, but
don’t lead the club quesn. ILead
a small club at this peint and ruff
with the seven of hearts. If West
over-ruffs and leads a diamond,
you can only hope that he led
away from the Kking. But if he
continues with a spade, ruff it,
pick up trumps, go over to the
ace of diamonds, and discard your
losing diamond on the queen of
clubs.
