Lonaon newspapers, quotmg R.eu-

ter dispatches from Moscow, said .

Saturday night that the Russian
vanguard was fighting its way
across the great Dnieper at a half
dozen points between captured
Smolensk and tottering Kiev.

The capture of Smolensk already
had turned the north flank of the
river line the Germans once ex-
pected to hold as an east wall deep
in Russia.

Stalin also announced the faii
of Roslavl, heavily fortified rail
town between Smolensk and:- Bry-
ansk, where he said the Nazi de-
fenses broke after two days of fierce
engagements.

Victory Is Hailed

The capture of Smolensk, whick
the Germans held sinee 24 days
after their June 22, 1941, attack
on Russia, came even as onrush-
ing Red forces battled their way
head-on into the east Dnieper bank
suburbs of Kiev, capital of the
Ukraine.

This, the Germans’ darkest day
in Russia since the tide of conquest
turned at Stalingrad last winter,
was haled by the roar of Moscow’s
victory batteries after the Germans
themselves grimly announced their
retreat.

This time the Soviet capital
echoed to the salvoes of 224 guns—
100 guns more than were touched

WASHINGTON —(/P)— The War
Department reported Saturday that
American casualties at Salerno up
to and including September
totaled 3,497 killed, wounded
missing.

The announcement noted that:
this period includes ‘“September
14, the date of the German an-
nouncement that 8,000 to 10,000
American soldiers had been Kkilled”;
and “an equal number captured.”

The period covered by the report
includes the time during  which
the Germans made their counter-
attacks on the Allied beachheads.

On Septembker 16 Allied forces
took the initiative.

Missing was not hbroken
into parts.

Covering approximately a week,
it compared with American losses
of 7,445 killed, wounded and miss-
ing in the 38-day Sicilian cam-
paign. President Roosevelt gave
this figure in saying that the
total American, British and Cana-
dian casualties in Sicily were.

The American Fifth Army press-%
ed its onslaught day and night
against the strong German moun-
tain defense line. The total of Nazi
taken since Lt. Gen.
Mark W. Clark’s forces landed at
Salerno rose to well over 2,000.
Going Still Slow

The going was slow for the Allied
attackers, who sweated up steep
hillsides with mules carrying guns
and ammunitions where neither
trucks nor tanks could travel.

But the soldiers who toiled on,
rooting out German strongholds as
they went, had the satisfaction of
looking down from the mountain
tops Saturday on low country
where the enemy will lose the de-
fensive advantages he now pos-
sesses.

“The combined action of Allied
bomber and naval forces is render-
ing their evacuation very precar-
ious,” the bulletin said.

Stettinius Named
By President To
Succeed Welles

Undersecretary Of
State Quits Post

WASHINGTON —(®)— President
Roosevelt announced Saturday night
the resignation of Sumner Welles
as undersecretary of state and the
appointment of Edward R. Stettin-
ius, Jr., lend-lease administrator,
to sut:ceed him.

Roosevelt also announced the
the establishment of a new Office
of Foreign Economic Administra-
tion, with Leo T. Crowley, who has
been in charge of the Office of Eco-
nomic Warfare, as its director. The
President said in a ‘statement the
new agency would “centralize all
foreign economic functions in one
operating agency” combining activ-
ities formerly engaged in by the
Offices of Lend-Lease Administra-

I tion, Foreign Relief and Rehabili-
and Economic

tatioh Operations

Warfare.
Resignation No Surptise ;
Welles' resignation, which had

been forecast for some time, was
accepted by Roosevelt, he said, “with
deep and sincere regret.”

The President said the career dip-
lomat had advised him “of his de-
sire to be relieved of his heavy gov=
ernmental duties in view of his
wife’s health” and that he “could
understand and sympathize with
that desire.”

Of Stettinius’ appointment, Roose-~
velt said “his broad experience with
our Allies both before and after
Pearl Harbor as lend-lease admin-
istrator and his long experience as
an executive in business, splendidly
equipped him for his new post.”

The transfer of Stettinius to the
state department as second in com-
mand was something of a surprise.
His name had not been prominent-
ly mentioned in speculation about
Well=s’ successor.

Welles Is Commended

Commending Welles’ lengthy serv-
ice in the State Department, Roose-
velt said he had served the govern-
ment “with unfailing devotion for
many years.”

Small Business And The War

Evidence piles up to show that more fuss has.been
made over the plight of small business, with less results,
than almost any other part of the war production effort.
The point is foreibly brought heme by the seventh bi-
monthly report of the Smaller Vgar Plants Corporation,
just released, covering the period from June 6 to July
30. The 100-page report boils down to one obvious faet:
SWPC is just now begnining to get ready to start to com-
menee to do things. !

When you stop to consider that war production is
now running at more than $6 billion a month, the amount
of SWPC aid to small business can be put in one eye. This
may not be a fair pieture of the situation, because all the
war business which small business firms obtained directly
from Army and Navy procurement services and by direct
sub-contracting without the aid of SWPC is not showr,
and is undoubtedly much larger. ‘ :

Anyway, the SWPC part of it sums up like this:
1. Five prime contracts taken for $11.5 million worth of
goods. These have been broken down into 104 sub-con-
tracts to 98 firms for a total of $8.3 million. Eighty-two
of the sub-contraets were for furniture.

2. The total number of sub-contracts SWPC has ob-
tained it doesn’t attempt to estimate, because in the ear-
l.y gfa_ys reports were filed on such a variety of bases that
it is impossible to tabulate them accurately. In the last
four months, the total has been 3720 sub-contracts for a
total of $862 million.

3._ Qut of 935 applications for loans for a total of
$.64 million, there have been granted 459 loans to 4€7
firms for a total of $18 millien, 337 of them being capital
loans and 121 being equipment leases.

Add these up and you get $891 million worth of

businesg t'ransacted. This isn’t everything, for reasons
stated in item two, above. But call it $1 billien, or ecall

Application for the writ of ha-
beas corpus was made by Attorney
Ernest Goodman of Detroit.

Judge Gardner declared tHere
was no question that Thomas had
violated a temporary restraining
order preventing the union offi-
cials from soliciting membership in
a ‘union without a license as re-
quired by Texas law. Following his
ruling on the contempt issue the
jurist made permanent the tem-
porary restraining order.

- The contempt proceedings was
filed by .the attorney general’s of-
fice after Thomas addressed a labor
rally in Pelly Thursday night, in
defiance of the temporary restrain-
ing order.

Law Is Contested

A law passed early this year re-
quires labor organizers to register
with the secretary of state and fur- |
ther brings activities of labor unions
under scrutiny of the state.

Judge Garner’s decision was given
after an all-day hearing. The jurist
said he realized the question of the
law’s constitutionality had yet to
be settled but he had no alternative
other than to sentence Thomas for
« ontempt.

Japanese Navy
Staying Out Of
Battle Regions

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS IN
THE SOUTHWEST PACIFIC —(#)
—The Japanese navy has pulled in
its horns during  recent weeks of
the Allied offensive in New Guinea
and the. Solomons.

Enemy warships, which once
dominated the area, have become
so scarce that no montion of the
sinking of any of them has been
made in the communiques of Gen.
Douglas MacArthur since August T.

During September bomb hits have
been reported on two Japanese de-
stroyers but both were well back
of protecting bases in New Guinea
and New Britain. This contrasts
sharply with the numerous naval
engagements during the first month:
of the twin-pronged American and
Australian drive which started last
June 30.

American warships and airplanes
sank  five or six enemy cruisers
and 13 or 14 destroyers during July
at a cost of on2 cruiser and two
destroyers. - During the first week
of August, another Nipponese cruiser
and two destroyers were sent to the
bottom.

Remain Near Bases

Since then the enemy units ap-
parently have remained in:the safe-
ty of bases removed from the battle
zone. In recent weeks the Japanese
have resorted almcst entirely to the
use of barges to move supplies and
reinforcements instead of  cargo
ships convoyed by warcraft.

Hundreds of these barges have
been destroyed by Allied planes and
naval boats, More than 200 have
been sunk or damaged so far this
month.

Although the Nipponese have
beepl conserving their sea power,
they still are risking their aircraft
in large numbers.

The
borer in turn has a parasite, a
wasp-like insect, which passes a
stage in the borer, then emerges in
the spring eager to devour the
worm-like stage of the Oriental
fruit ioth.

WASHINGTON —(#)— High im-
portance of the Moscow conference
on American-British-Soviet war and
post-war collaboration appeared in-
creasingly likely Saturday night to
bring attendance of Secretary of
State Cordell Hull. :

Germans’ Spread
Peace Rumors To
Frighten Allies

LONDON—(#)—While the breath
of military disaster blew cold upon
their necks in Russia Saturday, the
Germans went to work on. another
propaganda  campaign featuring
peace ruinors from many quarters.

Highlighting the Nazi-inspired
web of rumor was tne report from
neutral Spain that @ the satellite
Rumanians had sent representatives
to Turkey to negotiate an armistice
with the Allies.

Try To Scare Allies

“The main purpose of the week-
end campaign appeared to be to
frichten the Allies into the belief
that some sort of Nazi peacs with
Soviet Russia was possible.

A report that Germany itself was
throwing out peace feelers “in every
direction” was brought to-  London

ean area.

The London .Daily Express, un-
der the heading ‘“Goebbels starts
new peace lie,” reported that the
Germans had begun to whisper in
the Balkans that they were with-
drawing from Russia by agreement
with the Soviet government.

Having withdrawn to a short line
between Russia and Poland—so ran
this German story—Hitler would be
in favorable position to talk peace
with Premier Stalin and draw 2,-
000,000 men out of the east to con-
ront the Allies in the west and
isouth.
| No Cenfirmation

This was described here as “sheer
fantasy.” There was not a single
bit of information suggesting the
existence of any genuine German
peace proposal to anybody.

In the Balkans, where the fight-
ing Yugosiavs have opened a major
military campaign against the Ger-
mans, Hitler was playing 'a less ob-
vious game. There the Nazis abetted
the circulation of the Rumanian
peace. rumor, in an apparent effort
to cover up the steadily worsening
situation in Hungary.

The' German radio
denied rumors that changes short-
ly would be made in the Hungarian
government as the result of an in-
creasing strong and aggressive dem-
ocratic movement. 5

The chairman or-
dered the ‘“cynical and ill-man-
nered man” who drew the cartoons
and wrote the reports of those for-
eign ‘newspapers to step forward.
Fodor kept still but Hitler stepped
forward, poirting and screaming
at him. SS guards lunged for Fo-
dor. He was pushed cut, ahead of
the guards, by his colleagues. H=2
escaped from Bavaria, which then
banished him for three years. He
went unconcernedly about his busi-
ness in Berlin. As soon as Hitler
took power, Propaganda Minister
Goebbels sent for Fodof.

“In front of Goebbels was an
encrmuus book— the first bound
collection of my work I ever saw.
1 exclaimed, ‘How very nice!’ Goeb-
bels never spoke, he just kept point-
ing. I got the point.”

‘Then the gauleiter arrived. Fodor
took refuge in Switzerland. Decid-
ing to make a lifetime hobby of
Anti-Axis humor, he wrote to 100
friends, diplomats and newspaper
men, in practically every country.
They made quick, heavy response
which still continues. Often, six
different versions of a joke arrive
from 2s many countries simultan-
eously.

“A good joke never dies and trav-
els fast,” Fodor explains. “Humor
has been the lifeblood of the un-
derground, the measure of its
strength.”

The value of cross country run-
ning in building endurance and
stamina is inestimable, according
to physical training directors, and
before long the men at the bom-
bardier school will have an abun-
dance of both.

A steady interest in weight lift-

The test is designed to measure
the aptitude and general knowledge
required for success in the college
programs. The test takes two hours,
and is divided into three parts;
the first tests knowledge of words;
the second asks questions about
scientific matters which are of gen-
eral knowledge; the third section
censists of a number of problems
in mathematics. All  questions are
of the. “best-answer” type—in which
several answers are given for each
question or problem, from which
one is to be selected as the best or
correct: one.

This testing program is under the
general direction of John M. Stal-
maker of the College Entrance Ex-
amination Board. The Regional Di-
rector for this state is H. T. Manuel,
University of Texas.

Of the 12 boys who took the V-12
test when it was given last April,
Frank Troseth, Bill Jones and Jun-
ior Bird passed.

Only one fiction. and one
non-fiction may bhe charged out at
the same time: A fine of three cents
each day is charged for all overdue
bioks.

4. Reserve books or period books
may be bhorrowed for one period
only and overnight (checked out
after sehool) and should be return-
cd hefore the first period classes
the following morning. A fine of
two cents each period is made for
all overdu~ hooks.

5. All injuries to books and per-
iodicals beyond reasonable wear,
and all losses must e paid for.

5. 'The library must e kept or-
clean, and quiet at all times
in order to create an environment
conducive for study.

7. 'Consult the librarian about
any material you are unable to lo-
cate.

Orders For Packages For Prisoners

The Midland Red Cross - Chaptex
cannot accept private "orders - fqr
special ' Christmas packages for
vriited States servicemen held pris-
oner in enemy countries|

The American Red Cross is pr°-
paring 10,000 special Christmas box-
es for distribution to United .States
prisoners, but these are being paid
for by the Army and Navy and
none are available to fill special
orders from relatives of prisoners.
Individuals who are next of kin
of prisoners held in Europe, how-
ever, may mail Christmas gift par-
cels directly to those prisoners by
using labels provided by the gov-
ernment, but. these packages must
be mailed promptly to insure their
1eceipt, by Christmas

Labels Are Furnished

Labels for such parcels are furn-
ished by the United States provost
marshal general’s office to the next
of kin as soon as the government
is notified of a prisoner’s namec
and the address of his internment
camp. It is not necessary to request
the labels, but they are provided
cnly to next of kin.

One of these labels is prov1ded
each 60,days and they may .be ai-
fixed to gift parcels for prisoners.
This applies only to prisoners in
Europe and not to prisoners of
the Japanese. Japan has- not yet
agreed to the transmittal of pack-
ages to persons it holds prisoner.

Cross also is preparing 400,000 stai-
dard food packages for distribution
to ‘prisoners of *war = during - the
Christmas season.
Suggested Gift Items

Gift packages for prisoners must
weigh no more than 11 pounds and
bhe no more than 18 itiches in length
and 42 inches in combined lengtn
and girth.

The following are suggested by
the American Red Cross as items

safety pins, pencils, pillow slips,
sheets, socks, belts shirts, under-
wear, handkerchief, small games,
footballs, dried fruits, vegetables
and soups, boullion cubes, maltea|
milk tablets, and sugar. Foods must i
be securely wrapped in cellophane
or cardboard containers. No more
than one pound of sugar should
be included and this should be in
a strong paper bag or a cardboard
box.

A JOB for former King Alfonso

of Spain took me to Europe
again in the spring of 1937. The
king, it seemed, left Madrid in
such a hurry that he gathered
what chests and safes he could
find in the palace, but there was
no time to look for the keys or
records of combinations. At that,
he did /well, for he brought out
60 chests of jewels and silver.
Forty-four could be opened, but
the other 16 resisted all the lock-
smiths who tried, and so Alfonso
asked me to come to Biarrtiz.

I had a special personal reason
for wanting to make this trip, be-
cause I believed that at last I
might be able to accomplish some-
thing that had been in the back of
my mind for years. Several times
in Vienna I had seen an exhibition
of the Dillinger lsck collection.

Count Dillinger was the out-
,standing connoisseur of ancient
locks. As early as 1870, before the
‘Franco-Prussian War, he had such
‘@ reputation that the ‘Emperor
. ¥ranz Joseph commissioned him to
;bring together in Vienna the most
' complete historical lock and key
'collectlon that could be gathered.
'For 10 years the count traveled
iover Europe, Asia and Africa. In
<1880, the emperor added his per-
«sonal collection of medieval locks,
(and 1wo years later Baron Roths-
(Chlld of Vienna presented to the
| count the Rothschild family collec-
{tion of Roman keys and bolts.

i Before his death, at the age of
{70. Count Dillinger had attracted
{most of the famous lo¢ks in Eu-
( rope to his collection. He traveled
! continually, hunting ‘rew locks
i and keys, lecturing and exhibiting
{his collection at European univer-
{sities. It was the proudest moment

of my life when I bought this
collection for America.

*® * *
I WENT on to Biarritz. King Al-
fonso was a pleasant gentle-
man who spoke good English and
was so full of high spirits, even
in exile, that he acted like a
prankish boy.

The king asked me how long
it would take to open the chests.
I estimated about five weeks and
worked from early to late. His Ma-
jesty often watched me and was
so talkative that I sometimes found
it difficult to keep my mind on the
job. When I finished in 16 days,
he was so pleased that he gave me
a beautiful Spanish chest and a
jewel chest that had belonged to
Queen Isabella. On the royal box
were engravings of the queen,
King Ferdinand, Christopher Co-
lumbus and other notables of the
court.

When I returaed to New York,
I unpacked my own treasures in
the shop and made arrangements
to exhibit the Dillinger collection
in Radio City. ‘Mr.. Carey was so
fascinated with the locks and keys
from  Vienna that he wanted to
buy them for his. company. Know-
ing that the collection could have
no safer or more appropriate home,
I sold it to Yale & Towne and
was gratified to see how splendidly
it was mounted and exhibited at
the New York World’s Fair.

In the meantime, my own col-
lection, which was second only
to the Dillinger, was practically
crowding me into the street. These
treasures needegd to be housed per-
manently where they could be
seen and studied by everyone who
was interested in locks or his-
torical metal design.

In this frame of mind, I was re-
ceptive to a suggestion from Mr.
Charles Kendrick, the president of
the Schlage Lock Company of San
Francisco. ;

When Mr. Kendrick began to
plan the Schlage exhibit for the

San Francisco World’s Fair, he

wanted to show lock development
from the beginning of time. To-
gether we arranged a display of
my locks to trace every step from
the wooden pin tumbler on the
woman’s ritual bath in Jerusalem
to the locks used on the Tribor-
ough Bridge and SuuumAnry shid-
ing doors.

After the close of the exposition,
Mr. Kendrick offered to buy my
entire collection and build a mu-
seum for it. This was another
wish come true.

* * %

INCE Pearl Harbor I have done
an increasing amount of work
for the Army, the Navy, and the
F. B. I. A new camp must be
made ready, there is a rush job
at the Navy yard, or a transport
is fitted to go out. One Sunday
recently my men and I worked at
top speed to overhaul the locks
on a transport. They gave me
only three hours, for every civilian
must be off before the troops come
aboard.

I needed half an hour longer, so
I stayed and worked while the
boys in khaki marched aboard
with their blanket rolls and cam-

paign kits.

Youth, the chance to fight for
the country that has given us
everything we love—for a mo-
ment I was seized with a twinge
of envy.

Youth is bragsh and arrogant, as
it should be, for unless we believe
that we can do the impossible,
we will never accomplish much.
And it has skill; in a few months
I can train a bright mechanical-
minded boy to open safes with
more dexterous fingers than mine.
But when he meets a new prob=-
lem, he must fall back on my ex-
perience, the knowledge that I
have acquired in 35 years of
studying locks

New Gold Field

Scientists Discover
Reasons For Calling
It ‘Golden Sunshine’

By H. W. BLAKESLEE
NEW YORK—(#£)—Gold has been
discovered in the sun. The an-
nouncement is made in the Publi-
cations of the Astronomical Society
of .the Pacific.

The precious metal was identified
with the spectrescope which reads

they show on a photograph. The
line identifying gold was very.faint.
But it corresponded with a sim-
ilar line coming from glowing gold
in laboratory tests. Confirmation of
the sun gold came from sun spots.
Although these spots appear dark
to the eye, they emit light. In sun-
spots the line of gold was stronger
than in the brilliant solar atmos-
phere. This deces not mean there
is more gold in sunspots than else-

i where. The sunspots afford a bhetter

photegraph of the gold line than
the brighter portions of the sun.
Likewise discovered in the sun
this year was thorium, one of the
heavier metals. Thorium interests
astronomers because it is the first
radio-active substance identified in
the sun.

There are still 26 of earth s chem-
ical elements which have not been
found in the sun. Astronomers think
the reason is the difficulties of the
cbservations rather than absence
in the sun of any chemical ele-
ment of earth.

Feed Shortages
Causing Earlier
Hog Buichering

Because of a shortage of feed,
many Midland County farmers are
being forced to kill their hogs early
this year, Miss Alpha Lynn, county
home demonstration agent, said
Saturday. A large number of them
already have butchered and others
are planning tc do so soon, she said.

Hog-killing time for this area
usually -is in December and Jan-
uary.

Many of those who are butcher-
ing are planning to can. the meat,
while others are curing it in ice
houses. Because of sugar rationing,
the formula for curing the meat has
been changed in many cases.

Curing is being done at a tem-
perature of about 38 degrees. The
formula calls for 10 pounds of salt,
;hree pounds of sugar, and three
pounds of salt petre, but many
persens are cutting the sugar re-
quirement in half and substituting
white corn syrup for the one and
a half pounds of sugar.

Canadian bacon must be kept in
the 38 degrees temperature one and
a half days per pound while curing
and shoulders and hams three days
per pound. After 14 days a second
application of the cure must be
rubbed on, Miss Lynn said.

is well familiar with American
planes, or as the British know
them, “machines.” Hundreds of

American bombers and fighters are
being used from Indian fields and
his trip by air from the Far East
to -this country showed him addi-
tional hundreds .at every field at
which he landed.

“My early training was on ancient
Armstreng ' Whitworth® Atlas, West-
land Wapitis, and Hawker Harts;

~Many features of Army life at
training command fields are similar
to practices in the Indian army,
Awan stated. WACs in the Indian
army, however, are known as WAC
(I); student pilots in Indian schools
tlam as cadets, receiving training
similar to our aviation cadets, and
a sizeable number of civilian in-
structors are used similar to prac-
tice in air forces contract flying
schools in the Southwest.

Squadron Leader Awan, born in
the Northwest Frontier Province of
India, passed the first public serv-

trance in the RAF college in De-
cember, 1929. In August if the fol-
lowing year, he started his train-
ing and won his wings in July, 1932.
Has Been Active

Awan served with a British
squadron in England for one year;
in 1933 he returned to India where
he formed the nucleus of the Indian
Air Forces at Karachi. Until the
opening of the war the Indian Air
Force consisted of only one squad-
ron, but training schools have been
opened and Indian youth are now
training at Indian fields under
British instructors.

At the outbreak of hostilities, the
Indian Air Force was assigned to
coast defense flight. For 13 months
he flew a Hawker Harts on anti-
submarine and anti-commerce raid-
ers patrols in the Arabian sea. For
the last ten months, the fliers have
been equipped with Vultee Ven-
geance dive bombers.

Following this tour of duty he
was assigned to air headquarters
in India as squadron leader on the
training staff. In 1942, he was sent
to staff college to graduate in high-
er strategy. He returned then to
the northwest frontier province as
squadron leader in operations for
an RAF group. .
