Allies Causing
Slow Death Of
Nazi Air Force

CAPODICHINO AIRFIELD, IT-
ALY —(#)— The German air force
is " slowly dying month by month,
week by week, day by day, and
when you inspect
a once - great
Axis air base such

a s Capodichino
you readily see
how its nests are
being blasted
from it one after
another by the
never - ceasing

pounding of Al-
lied bombers and
fighters.

The grass grows
high on Capo-
dichino field. It
has met the same
fate -that befell El Aouna and
Sidi Ahmed fields at Tunis and
Bizerte in Tunisia, and Comiso and
Castelvetrano in Sicily. It has un-
dergens the same systematic pat-
tern of destruction, a pattern Ger-
man air power never has been able
to break.

I drove around the great field
which liss just outside Naples, and
counted more than 100 wrecks of
German and Italian airplanes scat-
tered ‘around the green acres. They
had been shattered by “frag” bombs
and
other bombers, or riddled by incen-
diary bullets from low-flying fight-
er-bombers.

The planes were of all types.
Ruined German fighters stood by
ruined German bombers. Several
great six-motored transports had
been caught on the field and burn-
ed. Of one there was little left, but
its skeleton framework looked like
the bones of a prehistoric monster
and the wind blew through it with
a melancholy moan.

Japan Proclaims
Independence Of
Filipino People

NEW YORK —(&)— Japan pro-,

nounced the inauguration of Jose
P. Laurel as first president of a
puppet “republican  government”
set up under the thumb of Japan-
ese armed forces.

"The Office of War Information
quoted the Tokyo radio as saying
that Laurel took the oath of office
in Manila at 9:40 a. m. (7:40 p. m.
Central War Time Wedn=sday) and
10 minutes later issued “the decla-
ration of independence of the Phil-
ippine republic.” ;
Puppet Hails Japan

Laurel, according to the Tokyo
broadcast, wJailed “Japan ‘as “the
‘max power of Hast Asia” who was
‘granting the Filipinos their free-
dom “as an example of justice in
the history of mankind.”

“The empire of Japan, which in
this great war has the mission to
liberate the oppressed faces,” Lau-
rel’s proclamation said, “has ban-
ished occidental domination from
the Philippines and has collaborat-
ed with all the means at her dis-
posal in the formation of the in-
dependent Philippine nation. We
have now attained the glory of see-
ing the honor of the national race
restored.”

The Filipinos are the second peo-
ple to be accorded their “freedom”
by Tokyo while still remaining to
all intents and purposes complete-
ly dominated by Japan. Burma pre-
viously was similarly “freed.”

The obvious propaganda purposes
bohind the Japanese move in the
Philippines was indicated by a To-
kyo broadcast, reported by the QWI,
which said Japan’s “altruistic and
generous act” should prove ‘a ‘“‘great
stimulus for India’s struggle.” To-
kyo prepagandisas have promised
independence to India.

Surging across the mud flats of
the lower Dnieper River, the Sov-
iets fought their way into Meli-
topol, a city of 76,000 inhabitants,
after breaking the German hold
on the Mbolochna River line.

On the Middle Dnieper River,
Red Army forces within two miles
of the Ukrainian capitol of Kiev
hastened their efforts to take the
city before the Nazis could com-
plete demolitions.

Gomel Is Battleground

Capture of Kiev would be a prize
of the first order for the Red Ar=
my. At the time of its capture by
the Germans in September, 1941,
its population numbered 850,000.

Gomel, at the northern end of
the active front, became a battle-
ground as Soviet forces which cross-
ed the Sozh River came to that
White Russian center.

The Red Army of the south ap-
peared battling for a substantial
prize—the bottling up in the Cri-
mea of the German 17th Army.
Front line dispatches said no with-
drawal appeared underway. They

“The theft of the Azores is the
surrender of Portugal’s neutrality
and renunciation of its sovereignty
in an essential part of its territory.

Syaing Portugal acted under “the
extortionist pressure of Churchill
snd Roosevelt,” the newspaper ad-
ced this “doces not change the un-
deniable fact that Portugal’s at-
titude bears every mark of a fla-
grant breach of neutrality.” The
newspaper was quoted in a Berlin
broadcast.

over kraut, seal and store in cool dark
Do not process.”

TO MAKE KRAUT IN JARS

Mix shredded cabbage with salt, using 14
tablesppon salt to each quart cabbage. Pack
ﬁrx"nly into clean glass jars, fill with cold water,
adiust covers fairly tight, and store where it
will keep comfortably warm and where vossible
overflow of liquid will do no harm.

Former Misdeeds Of Italians Remain Alive

LONDON —(#)— Italy’s former
misdeeds remained strongly alive
Thursday despite the Badoglio
government’s declaration of war
against Germany and most un-
official quarters appeared to have
adopted an attitude of wait-and-
see.

The Daily Mail summed it up
thus:

“Actions will count x x .x. The
terms to defeated Italy can only
be adjusted in the light of the as-
sistance whieh she gives us. To
put it another way—Italy will be
punished for her misdeeds, but she
may obtain remission for good
conduct.”

No official comment has been
forthcoming so far from the exiled

governments of France, Greece,
Yugoslavia and Albania — Italy’s

Yugoslav nation, battling now for
its life, we will be disappointed.”

Cabbage is a hefty food, inexpen-
sive, plentiful and popular. These
country - type recipes are Lucy
Maltby’s of Corning, N. Y.

Baked Cabbage
(Serves 6)

Two small cabbages, % teaspoon
salt, 1 garlic clove, 1 medium onion,
grated; 1 teaspoon lemon juice or
vinegar, 4 tablespoons fortified
margarine or other table fat, 4
tablespoons flour, 2 cups milk, 1%
teaspoons salt, '% teaspoon pepper,
Y% cup grated cheese, % cup bread
crumbs.

Quarter cabbages; cook in boiling
salted water 15 minutes or until
almost tender. Place a layer of
cabbage in a well-greased two-quart
heat-resistant glass casserole, rub-
bed with garlic clove. Sprinkle with
some of the grated onion and lemon
juice. Melt fat in a saucepan; add
flour, making a smooth paste. Gra-
dually add milk to flour mixture,
stirring constantly until sauce is
thickened. Add salt and pepper;
cook for 5 minutes longer. Cover
about half the cabbage with half
of the white sauce and half of the
grated cheese. Place the remainder
of the cabbage, grated onion and
lemon juice in the casserole. Cover
with the remaining white sauce
and grated cheese. Bake in mod-
erate oven 25 minutes.

Cabbage Roll-Ups
(Serves 6-8)

One-half cup chopped onion,
pound ground beef or left-over
meat, 1 tablespoon fat, 2 cups
cooked noodle rings or cooked dic-

i

de of cabbage, left-over meat, and.cheese

ed potatoes, Y% cup diced celery, 1
cup bread crumbs, 1 teaspoons salt,
14 teaspoon chili powder, 1 egg,
well beaten, 6 or 8 cabbage leaves,
4 tomatoes, cut in halves, 1 tea-
spoon salt, 1 teaspoon sugar, tooth-
pick.

Brown onion and meat in hot fat.
Combine with noodle rings, celery,
bread crumbs, salt, chilii powder
and well-beaten egg. Mix thorough-
ly. Unless cabbage leaves are very
tender, cook in boiling water about
three minutes. Place filling on
cabbage leaf, roll and fasten with a
toothpick. Place the cabbage rolls
in -a three-quart heat-resistant
glass casserole with. the tomato
halves. , Sprinkle sugar and salt
over tomatoes. Cover and bake in
a hot oven.

tracts for disposal and sale of all
salvage materials at Midland Avmy
Air Field. :
Bomb Scraps Chief Item

Chief salvage items are the re-

|/ mains of the hundred pound prac-

tice bombs which are dropped by
the thousands every day by student
bombardiers. Under the supervision
of Lt. Guyler Allbright, who is in
charge of the range section, these
bombs' are collected from each of the
fi=ld’s twenty-twe target ranges
every sixteen days.

The salvaged bombs are loaded
on ftrucks furnished by the pest
quartermaster and hauled to a bail-
ing point, where they are crushed
and bailed by speecial hydraulic
machines. After railing, the bombs
are stacked in piles until the arrival
of railroad cars to haul them to a
processing plant where the metal
can be melted down and used again.

The post salvage department “is
operated by Capt. William Nevil,
and under his supervision, every
worn-out item on the field is scru-
tinized for possible re-use of pro-
per disposal. This department han-
dles all salvage items on the post
except tires. Tire salvage is under
the supervision. of the Ordnance
Detachment. |
Shees Big Item

Indicative of the scope of Midland
Army Air Field’s salvage depart-
ment are the folowing totals of ma-
terials processed during a three-
month period: 6500 pounds of lead;
700 pounds of brass; 30,000 pounds
of aluminum alloys; 30,000 pounds

Franklin, whose new P. A. W. as-
signment is to increase cil produc-
tion, told the annual convention of
the Texas Mid-Continent Oil and
Gas Association Wednesday that
the indicated deficiency in crude
oil supply during the -fourth quar-
ter of 1944 was more than 500,000
barrels daily, ‘‘unless Herculean ef-
forts are made by the oil industry
to avert such a disaster.”

In urging a tremendous wild-
catting program he said ‘“after all,
oil is where you find it, and not al-
ways where you think it is.”
