announced Monday.

The private's first name 
was not given.

Air Offensive Is

Targets In Reich 
Hit During Night;
Nazis Raid London
L O N D O N —  (AP) — 

R A F  Mosquitoes bombed 
targets in Berlin and West­
ern Germany without loss 
Sunday night while fighters 
attacked airfields and com­
munications in occupied ter­
ritory, the Air Ministry an­
nounced Monday.

Indicating the Allied aii’ offensive 
again was going into high gear aft­
er a lull since last Thursday’s Amer­
ican Fortress attack on Schweinfurt, 
a large force of bombers also crossed 
the Channel toward the continent 
Monday morning. Fighters escorted 
them.

Berlin last wa- raided on Oct. 9 
—also by Mosquitos.

Other bombers Sunday night laid 
miiips in enemy waters, a communi­
que said, and fighters attacked 
shipping off the Dutch coast as well 
as enemy airfields and railway tar­
gets.
Bombs Cause Fatalities

About 15 German planes stabbed 
at Britain during the night, hitting 
at points in East Anglia and South- 
ca.st England and penetrating to the 
London area to cause a one-hour 
air alert in the capital.

A communique said bombs caused 
some fatalities and that one of the 
intruders was destroyed.

It was announced subsequently 
that bombs drooped in the London 
metropolitan area killed at least 
four persons and wrecked many 
houses. Anti-aircraft batteries blaz­
ed away at the enemy planes in one 
of their biggest barrages for months.

The alert was the capital's second 
in two nights.

In the attacks on targets in oc­
cupied territoi'y, Canadian-maxined 
Mosquitos damaged seven locomo­
tives in moonlight attacks in North­
ern France. An RAF squadron lead­
er flying a Hurricane sank a tug 
and at least one barge off the 
Dutcli coast.

Soviets Clinch 
Holds On Both 
Banks Of River

Ukrainian Capital 
Of Kiev Is Menaced 
With Encirclement

MOkSCOW — (P) -— The 

Red Army rolled forward in 
two new offensives west of 
the Dnieper River Monday 
to clinch its hold on both 
banks of the river and 
threaten the disintegration 
of the entire German front.
■ Battlcline dispatches said Soviet 

foi ces were pouring through a wid­
ening gap made Sunday in the Ger­
man defenses inside the Dnieper 
Bond in the Kremenchug sector 
behind Diaepropetrovsk. An im­
portant bridgehead was simultan­
eously established north of Kiev by 
a crossing of the Dnieper in the 
Gomel sector and the capture of 
Loev.
Bridgehead Consolidated

Red Army troops consolidated 
this i bi’idgehead Monday and push­
ed forv/ard against furious Ger­
man resistance.

Both drives menaced the Ukrain­
ian capital of Kiev with encircle­
ment.

The Soviets, meanwhile, reported 
encountering G e r m a n  reserves 
brought from Poland, France, the 
Netherlands and Denmark but ad­
ded that they were pushing for­
ward irresistibly.

The Russians now hold four main 
bridgeheads west of the Dnieper: 
two below Kiev in the Pereyaslav 
and Kremenchug sectors and two 
above Kiev, one immediately north 
of the nity and the other 100 miles 
to the north in the Ijoev sector.

The Communist party organ 
Pravda disclosed the original cross­
ings were made as soon as the Rus­
sians readied the river without 
waiting for reserves, supply bases 
or engineering equipment to move 
up. The newspaper added that 
these forces were now in a posi­
tion to pre.ss all-out offensives from 
completely-equipped bases on the 
west bank.

The drive in the Kremenchug 
sector, along a 28-milo front, began 
witii a two-hour artillery barrage 
followed by ii>.fantry and tank as­
saults at 7 a. m. on Oct. 13 after 
the advance guards had first pass­
ed the Dnieper.

A Red Army communique said 
Soviet troo îs had pressed forward 
to capture five enemy strongpoints, 
including the town of Opelnostoye, 
30 miles southcat of Kremenchug.

Daily Mail Takes Po! 
American Senators

LONDON—(/P)~The London Daily 
Moil, taking another pot shot at 
“the five talking American sena­
tors,” declared Monday that their 
report “has created so much anti- 
British feeling in America and, by 
rep'^rcussion, so much anti-Ameri­
can feeling in Britain tliat it Js 
essential the truUi of lend-leasc be 
known.”

Denying that Britain was taking 
credit for lend-lease material re­
ceived from America and transferred 
to other governments. The Daily 
Mail said the senators were “igno­
rant of the facts” and added that 
“it is worthwhile pointing out that 
America herself has gained a good 
deal of credit for material supplied 
by Britain.”

“In November, 1942,” the paix;r 
continued, “it was essential to sup-

Allied Airmen 
Down More Than 
100 Jap Planes

ALL.IED HEADQUARTERS IN 
THE SOUTHWEST PACIFIC —(/P) 
—Allied airm'^n have blasted 104— 
and probably 147—more plans out 
of the Japanese air force in the 
Southwest Pacific.

In a series of brilliant victories 
Friday and Saturday, announced 
Monday, Lt. Gen. George C. Ken­
ney’s flyers shot down 92 planes 
and destroyed 12 on the ground. 
Twenty-four more probably were 
shot down and 19 probably de­
stroyed or damag'^d on the ground.

The most one-sided victory was 
scored over New Guinea’s Gro Bay 
Friday. The Japanese lost 26 bomb­
ers and 20 fighters and probably 11 
otlier aircraft. Not one Allied plane 
was missing, though some were 
damaged.
Attack Is Defeated

Apparently seeking to emulate 
the Allies’ recent punishing raid on 
Rabaul, New Britain, the Japanese 
sent approximately 62 bombers and 
lighters against Gro Bay. Their 
dive bombers came in low—a cus­
tomary surprise tactic — but the 
surprise was on the Japanese. 
American fighters in P-38’s inter­
cepted the first wave and then 
P-40’s came roaring into the battle.

Dog-fights raged from altitudes of 
100 feet to 23,000 feet.

The enemy found it impossible to 
get through to Allied shipping in 
the bay. And when those still in 
the air gave up and streaked for 
home they found it nearly as im­
possible to escape. Allied fighters 
pursued them all the way to New 
Britain.
Force Annihilated

General MacArthur’s communique 
said the big force of enemy planes 
was “virtually anniliiiated.”

The same day the Japanese sent 
15 bombers and 12 fighters against 
Finschhafen. A small formation of 
P-40’s intercepted and shot down 
five bombers and a fighter and 
probably got three more fighters. 
Again, all Allied planes returned.

Saturday, Mitchell bombers, cov­
ered by fighters, swept in over 
Wewak and the adjoining Boram 
airdrome at tree-top height, de­
stroying six bombers and four fight­
ers on the ground and destroying 
or badly damaging 12 other bombers.

Bilter Fighting 
Continuing Along 
Yugoslav Front

LGNDCN — {IP) — Bitter fighting 
continued Monday along a wide 
front in Yugoslavia, with the Yugo­
slav National Army of Liberation 
reporting new successes against 
German communication lines while 
acknowledging the loss of Zenica in 
Central Bosnia.

Troops retreating from Zenica in 
the •'Balkan Ruhr,” a communique 
said, destroyed tlie Bilo railway sta­
tion, derailed a train near Lasva, 
blew up a railway bridge and ripped 
u)) nearly two miles of track to 
slow the German advance.

The cominimique, broadcast by 
"Radio, report­

ed haixL'fitihting near the Adriatic 
port of Split, where repeated at­
tacks by Marshal Erwin Rommel’s 
Nazi forces were- said to have been 

i thrown back.
Enemy Column Beaten

Te partisans announced the de­
feat of an enemy column near Emo- 
t.ski in Bosnia and the occupation 
of the village of Studeni.

Sunday’s Yugoslav broad cas t ,  
summing up the situation, said that 
Gen. Josip (Tito) Broz’ forces now 
commantied all of the (Croatian 
coastal region and the northern 
coast of Dalmatia except Zara and 
Sibenik.

In the northeastern coal and tim­
ber region of Bosnia, Nazi forces 
were said to have been repelled 
after th^y had advanced almost to 
Tuzla.

More than 400 Germans were kill­
ed and 200 wounded when a partisan 
group derailed a German train in 
Northern Italy and turned hidden 
artillery on the wreckage, the 
communique said.

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS, ALGIERS — (AP)-~Lt. 
Gen. Mark W. Clark’s Fifth Army in slashing give-and- 
take battle has driven beyond the Volturno and “ firmly 
occupied” the towns of Cancello, Ruviano and Nerrone. 
British Eighth Army patrols are stabbing westward into 
the Apennine backbone toward Rome, Allied headquar­
ters announced Monday

Prom both the Fifth and Eighth 
Army fronts came reports of num­
erous fires in the enemy rear areas. 
This pointed to the possibility that 
the Germans were destroying sup­
ply dumps preparatory to a general 
withdrawal, although there was 
nothing else to indicate that fur­
ther Allied advances toward the 
capital from any direction would 
be made except in the face of the 
most stubborn opposition.
British Take Cancello

General Clark’s veterans of Sa­
lerno captured the towns of Ner­
rone and Ruviano in the high 
ground dominating the surround­
ing lowlands after fierce “merry-go- 
round” fighting in wliich strong 
formations from each side repeat­
edly stabbed deep into the opposing 
lines, creating a fluid situation 
over an area five or six miles deep 
in which units frequently became 
isolated.

British troops occupied Cancello, 
a former important Axis airbase 
eight miles inland and on the north 
bank of the Volturno River, after 
beating back a mas.sive German 
counterattack in the course of an 
advance from the sea.

It was near that area that Brit­
ish seae-borno forces swept ashore 
last week north of the Volturno’s 
mouth.
Ruviano Occupied

Lt. Gen. Mark W. Clark’s troops 
also have occupied Ruviano in a 
furtlier plunge I’.p the valley form­
ed by the northward sweep of the 
Volturno above its junction with 
the Galore. Ruviano, west of the 
Volturno, is about three miles 
northeast of captured Caiazzo.

The Fifth Army advances were 
registered against desperate resist­
ance, it was announced while to the 
northeast the British Eighth Army 
pursued an offensive west of the 
Termoli-Vinchiaturo road.

A communique said more tanks 
and heavy equipment were stream- 
ing-across the bridged Volturno and 
into the Fifth Army battle zone.

In striking out westward from the 
Termoli-Vinchiaturo highway, com­
plete control of which was an­
nounced Sunday, Gen. Sir Bernard 
L. Montgomery’s forces apparently 
were aiming at cutting in behind 
the enemy above the Volturno.
Axis Vessel Sunk

Allied air forces kept up their 
steady hammering of the enemy, 
both bombers and fighters attack­
ing com unications Sunday. Sunday 
night bridges south of Rome and 
the east coast railway near Pes­
cara were bombed.

The communique said that rec­
onnaissance photos confirmed the 
sinking of a merchant vessel off 
the coast of Greece Saturday.

In a two-way flanking movement 
against the Nazi center along the 
Volturno, Fifth Army forces have 
hammered deep penetrations into

Tired Dogs

Army Accused Of 
Approving Many 
Erroneous Claims

WASHINGTON ~  (/P) — Lindsay 
Warren, comptroller general, told 
the House military committee Mon­
day that Army contracting officers 
had allowed hundreds of erroneous 
contractors’ claims including charges 
for such items as false teeth, liquor 
and juke boxes.

Warren opposed i'^gislation re­
quested by the War Department, to 
give its contracting officers final 
and conclusive jurisdiction in set­
ting termnated war contracts. He 
cited 270 cases in which he said 
claims allowed by the officers had 
been questioned by the general ac­
counting office and recoveries made 
from the contractors.

War Department regulations cov­
ering the settlements, he told the 
committee, “have all the appear­
ance of having been put forward 
by special pleaders for industry.”

“Untold billions of dollars are in­
volved,” in contract settlements, he 
declared, and the question of whetli- 
er Congress shall “permit the by­
passing” of the general accounting 
office in their settlement.

Slav Guerrillas 
Open New Drive 
Against Germans

CAIRG — (/P)— Gen. Draja Hi- 
hailovic’s Yi goslav Guerrillas, rel­
atively inactive since the Nazi.s be- 
.'van occupying garrisons formerly 
held by Italian troops, have taken 
tlie offensive and are fighting bit­
ter battles with Mlarshal Erwin 
Rommel’s forces on three fronts, 
Yugoslav government leaders said 
Monday.

Apparently, Mihailovic’s army is 
confining its new drives to Western 
Serbia, Bosnia and Hercegovina 
and the new offensive is independ- 
ei't of the battles being fought 
along the coast and in Northern 
Yugoslavia by the red-starred par­
tisans of Gen. Josip (Tito) Broz.

Marshal Rommel, acting swiftly 
to counter this new threat to his 
Balkan forces, has opened a fierce 
aerial campaign against villages 
held by Mihailovic’s forces from his 
new general headquarters at Bel­
grade, these sources said.

Particularly heavy fighting was 
reported in Montenegro between 
the Germans and Miliailovic’s 
guerrillas and Nazi planes ha\*e 
heavily raided tliat province, it was 
said.

So he 
did not nufg ^  comes to mind —  that the
Atlantic GhdFteG and the democratic doctrine of both 
Britaih and tĥ v United States, would be violated to the 
point of destruction if we were to concede Russia’s right 
to take such’ slhall nations, and parts of others, as she 
decided she would like. When Neville Chamberlain (re­
member himr—the man with the umbrella?) gave in thus 
to Hitler, we called it appeasement, and hissed.

We know now the damage done by the failures of 
the “ peacemakers” at Versailles.

Federal Sales Tax Has Kinks
Once, again the ery goes up on Capitol Hill for a 

federal sales tax. It is the same cry that has been heard, 
off and bn, ever since the Civil War.

Proposafs for a federal sales tax have been made as 
emergency measures not only to meet the direct costs of 
wars,.-but also to pay , for veterans’ benefits and pension 
schemes like the Townsend plan. Reed Smoot was a great 
advocate of the sales tax in the booming ’20s; even Sec­
retary of the Treasury Ogden Mills was reluctantly forced 
to give his blessing to it in the depression ’30s; while in 
the fightin’ ’40s it has been brought forward as one means 
of helping to meet the costs of the war on a pay-as-we-go 
basis.

But however or for whatever purpose the federal 
sales tax has been proposed in the past, it has always 
been tunned down. Upper income groups are Uwsually for 
it. lower income p'oups are against it, politicians are 
afraid of-it; That is why it was turned down in 1941 and 
again in 1942
I The 1943 proposal is for a general retail sales tax of 
1,0 per cent, yielding an estimated $6 billion, which is a 
modest suin ind-eed, and little enough as a contribution 
towards-meeting the high cost of war.

Federal Sales Tax
Chief tub-thumper for the federal retail sales tax in 

Congress is Rep. A. Willis Robertson of Lexington, W. Va.. 
•a har.d-w0rking member of the Ways and Means Com- 
mitte’e which is now struggling with the 1944 tax bill.

Robertson has been consistently' for the sales tax as 
an emergency revenue producer ever since the start of 
the war. His -efforts have been in vain thus far, but thi.s 
year he thinks the federal retail sales tax proposal has a 
chance, first because of the desperate need for increased 
Keveune, second because he thinks the Treasury proposals 
to do somethmg about it are thoroughly bad, third be­
cause the -feGlcral retail sales tax is better than alternative 
Treasury proi3osals, and finally because Robertson thinks 
tfoere is an answer for every one of the objections whic 
have been raised against the sales tax.

The Treasury proposals, says Robertson, would •''e- 
move taxes from incomes below $1700 a veai- and d'> 
little to incomes below $2000 a year. Yet in 1943 the 23. 
million ;people in tbesG income groups have earnings o 
$55 billion, which is $8 billion more than the entire na 
tional income for 1932, and just equal to the national in­
come in 1935.

Nobody :sta.rved then, says Robertson, and therefore 
there is no justification for saying that groups with an 
income of $55 billion can’t contribute to war financing' 
through a retail sales tax.

Cotlon Freshness

A revolutionary kind of wood- 

en-soled shoe pops up just when 
the sole leather shortage is fur­
rowing the brows of shoe manu­
facturers and the folk in Wash­
ington who have to figure out 
rationing allowances for Mr. and 
Mrs. John Q. Public. The big 
feature of the new sole is that 
clever handling of the wood 
gives it flexibility comparable to 
that of leather, with the added 
advantage of the durability of 
woods such as cherry and maple. 
The wood is cut across the grain 
and then diced into one-quarter- 
inch squares, as seen in the photo­
graph above, which enable the 
sole to “give” with the natural 
pressure of the foot, flexing from 
heel to toe, diagonally and cross­
wise.

The checkerboard of squares 
helps the sole absorb the shock 
of stepping on stones or other 
projections and also permits com­
plete water proofing by separate 
treatment of each square. Women 
who have tested these wooden- 
soled shoes in hospital wards 
report that the narrow leather 
strip around the edge of the sole 
actually succeeds in muffling the 
“clack” in walking.

Blue note: Despite the wooden 
soles, the shoes require a ration 
coupon.

Gesiapo Nabs Family 
Of German General

LONDON—f/P)—The Moscow radio 
said Monday that the family of 
Nazi Lt. Gen. Schmidt, reported to 
have committed suicide on the Rus­
sian battlefield following the de­
feat of his tank division, has been 
arrested by the Gestapo and sent 
to a concentration camp.

Quoting a Tass agency report 
fi'om the German frontier, the 
broadcast said that Gen. Schmidt’s 
family was arrested by the enraged 
Nazis because papers which the 
Russians found bn his body gave I details of his defeat at Belgorod.

The Moscow radio had previously 
reported General Schmidt’s suicide, 
identifying him as commander of 
the German 19th tank division.

Allied And Jap 
Nationals To Be 
Swapped Monday

MORMUGAO, PORTUGUESE IN­
DIA—(/P)— The American consulate 
announced Monday that the ex­
change of American and Japanese 
nationals aboard the liners Teia 
Maru and Gripsholm will take place 
Tuesday beginning at 8 a. m. (10 
p. m. Central War Time Monday).

The announcement was made by 
the consulate after a . conference 
with Japanese authorities while the 
expectant repatriiates hung over the 
rails of the two vessels eagerly 
awaiting their transfer.

It was explained that the Japa­
nese had asked a day’s delay in the 
exchange to enable them to finish 
arrangements for accommodating 
their nationals.

The Japanese have not yet com­
pleted their berth assignments. The 
Americans are ready to move from 
the Japanese ship Teia Maru to 
the Swedish Gripsholm, which will 
take them home, but there was 
nothing for them to do but wait. 
Japs Still Confident

From a Chilean newspaperman 
returning aboard the Teia Maru 
came the first statement Sunday 
bearing on conditions within Japan. 
This correspondent, not a repatri­
ate since his country is not at war 
with Japan, said high Japanese of­
ficials appear to expect that Ger­
many will collapse but declare the 
war will continue for five years 
after that.

The official Japanese position, the 
correspondent added, is that a Ger­
man collapse would not affect the 
Japanese greatly since Japan is 
prepared to stand alone. Prom out­
ward appearances the Japanese 
people still are convinced they will 
win the war, he said.

One of the Japanese aboard the 
Gripsholm said he regretted the 
war had compelled him to leave 
America, but added philosophically 
that “ there is nothing for me to 
do in America so i t ' is better to 
return home.”

Supply Of Food 
For Civilians To 
Be Less In 1944

WASHINGTON — (J’) — Civilian 
food supplies may be somewhat 
smaller next year, the Bureau of 
Agricultural Economics reiwrted 
Monday, although production prob-  ̂
ably will equal or exceed this year’s 
record prospects. ‘

Analysing production goals set re­
cently by the War Food Administra:- 
tion, the bureau said there should 
continue to be an abundant supply 
of cereals, and as large a per cap­
ita supply as this year of chickens, 
eggs, fresh fruits and vegetables, 
potatoes, dried beans and peas.

Shorter allowances of meats and 
dairy products are predicted, while 
supplies of foodstuffs and oil as a 
group are expected to be mamtain- 
ed at the ration levels of recent 
months.

There probably will be smalFr 
civilian supplies of canned fruits 
and vegetables in the first half of 
1944, but in the second lialf the 
supply may be larger than in the 
corresponding period this year.

Military, lend-lease and other 
non-civilian requirements probably 
will more than offset any increase 
in production, the bureau explained.

ISTANBUL—f/P)— A repetition of 
the 1941 famine during which many 
thousands perished appears in pros­
pect for the Greeks this winter un­
less their country is freed quickly 
from the Nazis or new and larger 
shipments of relief food are sent to 
them.

Swept by enthu.siasm over the Al­
lied victories in North Africa and 
Sicily, the Greeks threw stocks of 
horded foodstuffs on the market in 
the belief that they would be lib­
erated before the winter, according 
to information reaching here.

This was said to have exhausted 
their last reserves and they now 
face the winter months with insuf­
ficient clothing and fuel amid a 
rapidly rising disease rate caused 
by two years of undernourishment.

Japs Lose More 
Than 212 Planes 
In Three Days

SOMEWHEP.E IN NEW GUINEA 

—In three days -of ah opera­
tions in the New Guinea tl^eater, 
the Japanese have lost at least 212 
aircraft to hard-hitting Allied air­
men on the basis of combat records.

American Billy Mitchell bombers 
with their protective cover of P -47 
Thunderbolts teamed Friday and 
Saturday to blast 92 more enemy 
planes out of the sky and leave 12 
more smashed on the ground ro 
produce a new high toll of Jap­
anese air power.
Allies Lose 7 Planes

(The record of Allied aerial 
achievement appears even more im­
pressive with the addition of prob­
ables and planes damaged to the 
list of 212 aircraft destroyed. In 
the Rabaul, New Britain, raid alone 
Get. 12, 51 enemy planes were ac­
counted probably knocked out or 
damaged. The toil of probables and 
damaged for air strikes Friday and 
Saturday was announced as 43.

(The heavy kill cost the Allies 
only seven planes and a number of 
others—headquarters did not say 
how many—damaged.)

Here’s the breakdown for the 
three days:

In the great Rabaul raid as re ­
ported in Gen. Douglas MacAr- 
thur’s communique, 100 Japanese 
planes were destroyed on the 
ground and 26 in the air.
Five Bombers Downed

In running combats from New 
Guinea’s Oro Bay to the coast of 
New Britain Oct. 15, 46 more were 
shot out of the air.

Over Finschhafen on the same 
day, according to delayed dis­
patches, five -enemy bombers and 
one fighter were downed by out­
numbered Allied fighter patrols.

In the Priday-Saturday action 
32 more were bagged by Mitchells 
and- fighters over the enemy’s 
airbases at Wewak, Boram and 
Madang while a Liberator added 
two more in combat over Vitiaz 
Strait separating New Britain and 
New Guinea.

Miners Fail To

BIRMINGHAM, ALA. _(/p)— Sev­

enteen of Alabama’s 81 union mines 
were re-opened Monday but a sur­
vey of the coal fields indicated at 
least 80 per cent of the 22,000 idle 
workers had failed to heed the re- 
turtt-to-work plea from John L. 
Lev;is, president of the United Mine 
Workers of America.

The list of operating mines in­
cluded the big dolomite shaft of the 
Woodward Iron Company, with 550 
men, and the Bradford slope of 
Alabama By-Products Corporation, 
with 500. Other captive workings 
were idle. They supply coal for the 
fuel-shy iron and steel mills here.

All Alabama union mines had 
been idle over the weekend. The 
miners walked out beginning late 
Wednesday v/hen Scretary Ickes I’e- 
turned the mines to their owners, 
saying they had no contract with 
the operators as their work agree­
ment had been made with the gov­
ernment.

Tlie official statement said 
1.245 Axis planes had been found 
on airfields in Italy, most of them 
smashed by Allied raids.

Of the abandoned planes 637 
were German and 568 were Italian.

In all nearly 3,000 enemy planes 
have been found cn airfields cap­
tured. by the Allies since Nov. 8, 
1642, to Oct. 18 of this year.

In addition 3,529 planes were de­
stroyed in the air.

MADRID —(/P)— As a result of 
recent developments on both the 
military and political fronts, the 
12.000,000 foreign workers who the 
Germans boasted in July were 
“working contentedly” in the Reich 
now bid fair to become ona of the 
Nazis’ biggest problems.

Apparently disturbed by the pos­
sible effect which the trend of 
eveu.ts in the Mediterranean might 
have on these improved workers, 
the Germans are said to have de­
prived them of the last vestiges of 
“reasonable freedom” they were 
promised originally.
Italians Big Problem

The French were a problem even 
before the downfall of Benito Mus­
solini and Italy’s subsequent with­
drawal from Axis partnership.

With Italy’s declaration ol war 
upon Germany the great mass oi 
Italian workers within the Reich 
also definitely warrant the Gesta­
po’s suspicions that they may be 
far from content. So do tens of 
thousands oi disarmed Italian sol­
diers wlio were sent to Germany 
where they were given the choice 
of working or fighting.

To these great, dissatisfied and 
unduly masses of French and It­
alian labor now may be added the 
thousands of imported workers 
from Croatia, Serbia and other 
parts of the Balkans—as well as 
a. small contingent of Portuguese 
labor volunteers.
Sabotage Increases

Unrest in all thc.se people may 
conceivably be inspired by recent 
events, and reliable reports from 
Germany indicate that the Nazis— 
taking no chances—have tripled 
guards around the camps where 
both voluntary and involuntary 
workers from the Mediterranean 
nations are quartered.

Heinrich Himmler, G e s t a p o  
chieftain, is even reported to have 
appealed to Adolf Hitler to move 

i some of the most suspicious for- 
I eign laborers put of Germany “be- 
I fore it is too late” and the workers 
i “poison the minds of good Ger- 
i mans.”

which the Gestapo traced back di­
