President Signs

W ASHINGTON (AP) —  
- - President Roosevelt has 

approved the father draft 
hill, designed to delay in­
duction of pre-war fathers 
into the armed services.

The action was announc­
ed by the White House Fri­
day. The place at which the 
Chief Executive acted was 
not disclosed.

The President had been urged 
by War Manpower Commissioner 
Paul V. McNutt to veto the legis­
lation. The President’s approval 
raised a question as to whether 
McNutt would resign his position.

The legislation removes from Mc­
Nutt authority over administration 
of the Selective Service System. 
Fatherless Men First

Tlie authority, vested in Major 
General Lewis B. Hershey, the 
Selective Service director, came 
under McNutt’s directives prev­
iously.

How extensively the act will de­
lay the induction of pre-Pearl 
Harbor fathers remains to be seen, 
officials said.
, Hershey is reported to have told 
a closed meeting of the National 
Association of Manufacturers in 
New York City Thursday that 
about 1,000,000 pre-Pearl Harbor 
fathers would have to be inducted 
by June 30, 1944, in order to meet 
present schedules.

The expressed intent of the 
present legislation is to prevent 
the Induction of any of this group 
of. fathers until all available physi­
cally fit single men and non­
fathers liave been put into uniform. 
Colons Disagree

Tlie law provides, however, that 
the application of principle withiii 
the discretion of the Selective Ser­
vice chief need not disrupt the 
orderly calling of men for service.

WASHINGTON —(A’)— The first 
official indication that the air of­
fensive against Germany has pass­
ed the preliminary phases and 
entered on the final knockout stage 
preparatory to a. land invasion 
was made public Friday.

In the same article. Col. Ray W. 
Clifton of tile Army Air Forces 
disclosed that five divisions of in­
fantry combat units have been 
formed from the Luftwaffe per­
sonnel—“an indication that Ger­
many is getting short of aircraft” 
and is preparing to fight on the 
ground.

Clifton, an instnictor at the 
command and general staff school 
at Port Leavenworth, discussed the 
classic “ four phases’’ of straljegic 
bombing in a survey written for 
the school's military review.

“The bombing of German-occu­
pied Europe can be considered in 
the third pliase now,” he said, the 
fourth phase being that in which' 
“the air will paralyze the produc­
tion and movement of enemy war 
supplies and support the ground 
forces making a landing.”

A L L I E D  HEADQUAR­

The Fifth Army has crack­
ed German defenses on both 
si(les of 'the Via Gasilina at 
Mignano in a bloody niiie- 
day offensive brought to a 
smashing climax by Ameri­
can troops who seized Mt. 
Samucro in “the battle of 
the clouds,” Allied head­
quarters announced Friday.

At the same time it was disclos­
ed that Canadians, infantry and 
tanks, spearheading the Eighth 
Ai-my along the Adriatic, were 
smashing forward on an eight-mile 
froi.'t after forcing a second cross­
ing of the Moro River.
Winter Line Wiped Out

Fighting against the strongest 
man-made defenses and toughest 
natural obstacles yet encountered 
in Italy, Lt. Gen. Mark W. Clark'.s 
veteran British and American 
troops have wiped out the German 
mountain line on both sides of the 
main road to Rome and are stab ■ 
bing into secondary defenses in 
the direction of Cassino.

Measured in miles, their ad­
vance has not been great since 
Gen. Clark gave the word for tlic 
onslaught, and they still are fac­
ed by a formidable network of for­
tifications covering the hillsides as 
far as Cassino and beyond.

The deepest penetration of tlie 
offensive has been only about three 
miles.

But by the yardstick of military 
achievement their success is one 
of the greatest achievements of 
the Mediterranean theater for they 
Ijave smashed in a little over a 
w'eek w'hat the enemy hoiked would 
stand as an impregnible line for 
many months, and they have over­
come terrain and fortifications 
substantially more difficult than 
those in Tunisia which stalled the 
Allied attack for a whole winter. 
Bloody Fighting

The American engagement con­
sisted of bloody hand-to-hand 
fighting with the Germans in mists 
which hugged the top of the 3,009- 
feet high mountain.

The Canadians were said to be 
firmly established in their Moro 
River bridgehead, the second such 
foothold that Eighth Army troop.s 
have gained across the stream.

In a nine-day battle the Ameri­
cans, with their British allies, had 
now driven the Germans from the

The industrialist also was said to 
have asserted that America had 
enough gas and bombs on hand to 
destroy Germany in two weeks if 
Germany tried to use her “secret 
weapon.”

Music Industry Will Reform

Business in these made-over jobs is reported 
brisk, the muse and the urge to' get hot being irrepressible, 
as they are. Still, the peddling of sound devices with which 
to annoy the neighbors is only a sideline with most of the 
instrument makers, for the piano factories are now all 
gluing up wooden airplanes, catgut is all going into 
sutures, there is a priority on all the brass that used to* 
go into bands, and for all this department knows the dog 
house carpenters are all on army barracks construction, 
while oboe and piccolo foundries are probably pouring 
out rush orders for anti-tank battalion bazookas. It’s even 
getting so bad that a hill billy maestro has trouble finding 
a decent B flat minor washboard that is made out of metal 
and not some skim milk or salvaged nylon hose plastic 
which is without soul,

* * *
But the makeres of musical instruments— radios, 

talking machines and juke boxes excluded— like the 
makers of music, live in hope. Business isn’t always go­
ing to be this bad, they figure, and people as well as their 
progeny will again want to buy on the installment plan 
while taking lessons on strings, winds or percussions.

The lull in business has, in a way, given the makers 
of musical instruments a chance to reflect on their sins of 
the past. The musical instrument industry, in short, is 
about to adopt a code of fair trade practices.

Your Problem
A well-founded fear is growing concerning the fu­

ture of small business. Total war has tended to centralize 
industry. Somehow the trend must be corrected. But in 
correcting* it, the belief should not be allowed to develop 
that there is soRiething wrong in size alone. This is a big 
country. It will always need the productive effort af big 
industry just as it will need the productive effort of little 
industry. Moreover the problems of both big and little in­
dustry will to a large extent always be inseparable. For 
example, the small business man cannot remain indiffer­
ent to the present danger of permanent socialization of 
industries.

If, when this war is over, the field of public owner­
ship is extended to include basic industries employing 
large numbers of workers— and voters— the way will 
have been opened for the destruction of representative 
government. Any government that controls the jobs and 
resources, of a people will not be content to play long the 
role of servant. Our basic industries at present are owned 
and operated by millions of private citizens under strin­
gent public regulation. This is as it should be. The indivi­
duals who poneer and take risks in the development of 
an oil well, a mine, a railroad or any other enterprise, 
should be allowed to enjoy the fruits of their efforts, just 
the same as the newsboy who spends months building up 
a clientele on a certain corner deserves his just reward.

When it comes to questions of property rights and 
rewards for achievement, all must receive the same treat­
ment. It can be no other way. If these things are restric­
ted or taken away from one group, as has again happened 
m the case of the coal mine owners, it is only a question 
of time betore they are taken from others, even the news- 
bo.y.

Reginald Oxley, general officer 
commanding; and Air Vice Marshal 
Sir Kenneth Rodney Park, air of­
ficer commanding.

Addressing himself to Field Mar­
shal Gort, the troops and the peo­
ple of Malta, President Roosevelt 
said:

“Nearly a year ago the prime 
minister and I were at Casablanca 
shortly after the landings by Brit­
ish and American troops in North 
Africa, and at that time I told the 
prime minister some day we would 
once more control the whole of the 
Mediterranean and that then I 
would go to Malta.

“.For many months I have wanted 
on behalf of the American people 
to pay some little tribute to this 
island and to all the people, both 
civil and military, who during 
three years have contributed so 
much to democracy, not just here 
but ail over the civilized world. 
Dated December 7

“So at last I have been able to 
come. At last I have been able to 
see something .of this historic land 
and I wish I could stay, but I have 
many things to do.”

The President dated the scroll 
Dec. 7. the day before his visit, be­
cause it was the second anniversary 
of the United States entry into the 
war.

“The United States will proceed 
until the war is won,” Mr. Roose­
velt told his listeners. “But more 
than that we will stand shoulder 
to shoulder with the British Em­
pire and our other allies in making 
it a victory worthwhile.”

Vital Positions Taken

In as fierce an action as ever 
was fought by American troops, 
the veterans of Lt. Gen. Mark W. 
Clark crept up Samucro and fell 
upon the Germans in the clouds 
before * they were aware of the 
Yankees’ presence.

Wiping out all opposition in 
grim battle with rifles, pistols, 
knives and grenades, the Ameri­
cans installed themselves in the 
strategic position overlooking the 
rtrongly fortified villages of San 
Vittore and San Pietro.

These villages are only six and 
seven miles, respectively, southeast 
of Cassino, and the way was open­
ed for a smash toward that stra­
tegic gateway to Rome, now that 
the German hold on Mignano Pass 
has been broken.
Equipment Taken

The Allies now firmly occupied 
the entire eastern and southern 
bank of the Garigliano River from 
Rocca D’EVandro to its mouth, a 
distance of 14 air-line miles.

In their sweep forward the Am­
ericans also rolled into the village 
of Massa La Valle, due south of 
Rocca D’Evandro, and captured 
important equipment which the 
Germans had been unable to carry 
away, including two 88 millimeter 
guns, five 75 millimeter guns, ma­
chine-guns, trucks and many un­
used mines, all in good condition.

The first phase of Gen. Clark's 
new offensive, in which supplies 
v/ere carried to almost inaccessible 
mountain tops by mules and planes, 
thus was ended.

Jap Propagandists 
Sink Vessel Before 
It Goes Out To Sea
LONDON—(JP)— Tokyo propa­

gandists are now sinking- Ameri­
can battleships as fast as they 
are launclietl and months before 
they are ready to put to sea.

The Berlin radio, quoting a 
Tokyo report, soberly announced 
Fl’iday the sinking of the 45,000- 
tcn U. S. S. Wisconsin “in one 
of the biggest sea battles off Bou­
gainville.”

The super-battleship Wisconsin 
was launched only three days ago 
at Philadelphia on the second 
anniversary of Pearl Harbor.

The time necessary to fit a 
battleship for sea after she is 
launched is a war-time secret, 
but more than a year was re­
quired in peace times to fit small­
er warships than the Wisconsin 
with guns and fighting equip­
ment.

The legislation .sets up a “na­
tional pool” plan for Selective Ser­
vice, directing that fathers of 
children born before Sept. 15, 1942, 
be placed at the bottom of the 
draft list and that none of them 
be called so long as' non-fathers 
are available for call anywherein 
the nation.

An “escape” clause written into 
the bill at the request of Selective 
Service officials, however, provides 
that this induction plan shall not 
be allowed to affect “the usual 
regular and orderly flow of the 
nation’s manpower into the armed 
forces.”

Senator Wheeler (D-Mont), au­
thor of a rejected bill to ban out­
right the drafting of fathers, con­
tended this clau.se took the “force” 
out of the amendment and made 
it legally possible for Selective 
Service to continue to induct 
fathers.

Four-Point Basic 
Plank In Willkie 
Nomination Bid

WASHINGTON —(Â )— A four- 
point “basic political philosophy” 
emerged Friday as a possible pre-, 
convention platform for Wendell 
L. Willkie in his bid for renomina­
tion as the Republican presidential 
candidate for 1944.

Enunciated by John Cowles, Min­
neapolis publisher, this philosophy 
consists of four Willkie beliefs 
slightly reminiscent in form, if not 
in contest, of President Roosevelt’s 
four freedoms for the w’orld.

Cowles wrote to C. Nelson Sparks, 
former Akron, Ohio, mayor, to pro­
test charges in Sparks’ book, “One 
Man—Wendell Willkie,” that Will- 
kie supporters had attempted to 
buy votes at the 1940 Republican 
convention, but his exposition of 
Wiilkie’s beliefs evidently was in­
tended for much wider circulation. 
Lists Four Points

Cowles said that Willkie believes 
in (1) civil liberties; (2) the free 
enterprise “chance to get ahead” 
system; (3) the need for interna­
tional cooperation foi’ peace and 
stability and (4) frank talk by 
candidates about vital national 
problems.

Cowles said in his letter to 
Sparks that he was present in a 
Philadelphia hotel room during the 
1940 convention when Willkie re­
ceived two telephone calls from re­
sponsible members of the party of­
fering to swing votes his way on 
the next ballot if he would promise 
a cabinet post for one unnamed 
person and support the vice presi­
dential aspirations of another.

Although Cowles said it looked 
as if Senator Robert A. Taft of 
Ohio might ba nominated on the 
next ballot, Willkie refused to make 
any deal.

Chaplain Pratt learned to ski 
under instruction of Corp. Jack N, 
Yokel, an expert at Idaho’s Sun 
Valley resort before the war.

Every year, at Nome, a Christ­
inas party is given for all the chil­
dren, eskimo and white, and there 
is a Santa Claus in a sleigh pulled 
by real reindeer.^Last Christmas, 
Chaplain Pratt was the Santa 
Claus.

“People remarked that it was the 
first time they ever had known a 
Santa Claus with a southern ac­
cent,” the chaplain said, “but I 
told them this one was from the 
South Pole.”

AN AMERICAN AIR BASE IN 

NORTH AFRICA —(A*)— For. two 
years Capt. Wilfred C.' Reiss of 
Lawton, Okla., flew paratroopers 
on practice and combat missions. 
Then his curiosity got the better 
oi him and he decided to make a 
parachute leap himself.

“ I jumped fi'om 3,500 feet.. I'herc 
v;as a fairly .stiff wind blowing. I 
banged up my head and feet when 
T was jumping out and I didn’t 
even know when I hit. I looked up 
and there were two Araljs trying 
to wind up my chute.

“You have a funny feeling wiien 
vmi leave the plane and start fall­
ing. You don’t have any control 
of your arms and legs. They wave 
around like a rag doll.”

Captain Reiss lias been overseas 
16 months and exjiects to go home 
soon. He has flown paratroops on 
five combat missions during OOO 
hours of flying in the fighti)>g 
zone—three missions in North Af­
rica, one in Sicily and one in Italy.

“I am sore all over, but I think 
I'll try another jump just for fun,” 
he said.
