Allies Lose Seventeen Merchant Ships
German Bombers Sink 
Five American Ships 
In Italian Harbor Raid

WASHINGTON — (AP)— Seventeen United Na- 

tiojis merchant ships, including five American vessels, 
were sunk by German bombers in the Allied port at Bari, 
Italy, Dec. 2. Approximately 1,000 persons, among them 
o7 American naval men, were killed or injured.

Secretary of War Stimson disclosed casualty details 
and the loss of American ships at a press conference 
Thursday after other sources of unquestionable authority 
had put the total number of vessels lost at 17, approxi­
mately 50 per sent of the total amount of shipping in Bari 
harbor at the time.

In official quarters here there was no disposition to 
deny that the blow was serious, greatly reducing Britisli
Army supplies for two -------------------------------------- -
three days— and in some re- t iIncendiary Bomb

spects the worst defeat in­
side a protected harbor 
since the Japanese raided 
Pearl Harbor to start the 
war two years ago.

“Fortunately, most of the cargo 
Ijad been discharged prior to the 
attack, and the loss of supplies 
v'as not great,” Stimson said. 
Ammunition Ships Explode 

About 30 German bombers par- 
licipated in the raid. Stimson said 
much of the damage resulted when 
two ammunition ships were hit and 
exploded, spi’eading fires and cle- 
.struction over the harbor.

Stimson’s report of the attack 
tame duiu'ng the course of his 
weekly review of the war.

“While we have definite air .su- 
l)criority in Southern Italy and in 
most of the Mediterranean,” the 
War Secretary said, “the Germans 
have appreciably increased their 
air strength in this area. Sharp 
lighter resi.stance has been encoun­
tered at times, and some heavy 
bomber attacks have been made on 
Allid ports and shipping.”

Stimson told questioners that the 
War Department did not know the 
lull number of Americans included 
in the eslimaterl total of 1,000 cas­
ualties, and did not know whether 
l.he two ammunition .ship.s were 
among the five American vosseis 
reported destroyed.

The raiders v/erc not iraercstecl 
in port installations as much as in 
I he ships in harbor. A convoy ap­
parently had arrived only a day 
or so before and the work of un­
loading ships had been going for­
ward at top speed.

In all. there were about 30 big 
merchant ships in harbor, possibly 
a few more or a few less.

The raid, so far as could be es­
tablished here, did not have any 
extremely disruptive effect on Al­
lied strategy in Italy.

DALLAS — (AP) — The 
incendiary bomb c a s i n g  
plant of the Austin Bridge
Company here was destroy­
ed Wednesday n i g h t  by 
flames from fiercely burn- 
iiig and exploding magnesium 
which cast a dazzling white glow 
visible to airlines pilots 225 miles 
distant.

Invasion O f  
New Britain 
1$ Imminent

^SOUTHWES'  ̂ PACJFIC 
Al.LIED HEA DCHJARTERS 
— (AP)— An American in- 
t'asion of New Britain Ls- 
land, key to Japan’s hold on 
the entire South Pacific 
area, appeared imminent 
Thursday following a dev­
astating raid by Allied bombers 
that dumped 356 tons of explosives 
r n Arawe, one of the two good har­
bors on the southern coast of the 
island.

This record raid, announced by 
General Douglas MacArthur, fol­
lowed crushing attacks Sunday that 
plastered New Britain on all sides 
in a pre-invasion softening-up 
pattern. Effectiveness of these raids 
was pronounced. MacArthur said 
the damage was heavy.
Fack Terrible Wallop

All indications in headquarters 
communiques the last two days 
have pointed to a quickening tem­
po in these air attacks. They have 
packed a terrific wallop, coordinat­
ed in a pincer’s air onslaught on 
New Britain that made full use of 
the new American airfield on Bou­
gainville, in the Northern Solo­
mons.

Potential invasion areas of New 
Britain have been pointed up by 
the sustained pounding of Allied 
warplanes in recent weeks. These 
the Rabaul. neutralized in October 
by devastation from the air and the 
western end of the island. Thera 
Gasmata, on the southeast coast, 
has been pounded almost daily for 
more than a fortnight, and Cape 
Gloucester, on the western tip, has 
been liammered almost daily along 
with Gasmata.

Arawe, prior to Thursday’s com­
munique, had not been mentioned 
as a target of recent raids. The 
most rcceiit attack there was re­
ported by MacArthur Dec. 9, when 
16 tons of bombs were cascaded on 
the area.

Indications that an invasion of 
New Britain might come from the 
west, acro.ss the strait from the 
Huon Peninsula of New Guinea, 
have been apparent since Austra­
lians captured Flnsclihafcn last 
Oct. 2.

NEW YORK —(/P)—Dr. William 
Adams Brown, 77, Presbyterian 
n.inister who was one of th") found­
ers of the World Council of Churches 
and represented America at several 
foreign church conferences, died 
Wednesday night.

In 1929, he officiated at the mar­
riage of Charles A. Lindbergh and 
Anne Spencer Morrow.

L O N D O N — (AB) — 
Prime Minister Churchill, 
who markecl his 69th birth­
day while |ittending th e  
three-power" "Teheran con­
ference, is s u f f e r i n g  a 
“ patch of pneumonia in the 
left lung,” Deputy Prime 
Minister Clement Attlee told the 
hushed House of Commons Thurs­
day.

Attlee indicated Churchill is now 
somewhere in the Middle East. A 
bulletin issued at - No. 10 Downing 
StiTct, Churchill’s official resi­
dence, which gave the, first inti­
mation of the prime . minister's ill­
ness, said:

“Hi.s general condition i.s :as sat­
isfactory as can be expected.”

That is the second attdek of 
pneumonia suffered by • Churchill 
in less than a year.

Churchill fell ill with a (X)ld la,sf 
January just after his Cas'ablanca 
conference vvuth President Roose­
velt, and on Feb. 19 it was an­
nounced that he was confined to 
his bed with acute catarrh of the 
upper respiratory pas,sages. A later 
bulletein disclosed that pneumonia 
had developed.
Ill When He Left Home

The ])rimc minister was reported 
suffering from a heavy cold with 

.temperature of more than ■ 100 
when he sailed from Britain to at­
tend the historic conferences with 
Presidenet Roosevelt, Premier Stal­
ing M arsh a l Chiang Kai-Shek and 
President Inonu of Turkey.

Cn his arrival in Cairo, the cold 
became worse and the prime min- 
later had lost his voice, but insisted 
on continuing his arduous labors.

Only two days ago, Foreign Sec­
retary Anthony Eden told Com­
mons he had left Churchill “in the 
sphere where he now is” in good 
health though perhaps a littkJ 
tired.

Eden also commented ■ that he 
liad never ■ seen even the hard­
working Churchill exert himself .so 
indefatigably day and night as at 
the Teheran and Cairo conferences 
where he helped lay The plans for 
a climactic assault on Germany 
and Japan. The last of these con­
ferences was with Inonu Dec. 4, 
5 and 6.

Attlee said highly qualified spe­
cialists were in constant attend­
ance on Chuichill and added:

“The House will observe the buh- 
letin is signed not only by Lord 
Moran but also by Brigadier Bed­
ford and Lt. Col. Pulvertaft whe 
are consultant physician and di­
rector of Pathology, respectively, 
to the Middle East Forces.

“I can assure the House that 
every modern facility is available 
on the spot.”

least 50 to 76. Many scores 
were taken to hospitals with 
injuries.

■fhe two fast Atlantic Coast Line 
trains, loaded with pre-holiday 
travelers, many of them homeward- 
bound service men, piled up in a 
double wreck at Buie, a village in 
southwestern North Carolina, short­
ly after 1 a. m.

The Coast Line office at Rpeky 
Mount said it was informed 75 pas­
sengers aboard one train were killed 
and one person aboard the other 
fatally injured.

Dr. W. S. Fleming of a Fayette­
ville hospital, who a.rrived at the 
.scene at 3 a. m. and administered 
first aid for more than five hours, 
■said “at least 50 persons were 
killed.”

C. G. Sibley of Wilmington, a 
vice president of the line, said he 
believed the wreck was caused by 
a broken rail.

The highways to the scene were 
covered with snow and ice and one 
Atlantic Coast Line station said 
that lines of communication were 
down.

No Time For Squabbles
The French waited until Anglo-American forces had 

freed a few square miles of outlying colonies before they 
split into opposing camps, risking quick victory for the 
sake of building fences against the political future.

The Italians didn’t begin to fight amongst their an- 
ti-Fascist selves until our armies had captured the foot of 

 ̂the peninsula and worked part way up the calf.
We still are many long death-defiled miles from 

Jugoslavia, but already the Jugoslavs have begun a fra­
tricidal struggle for postwar dominance.

The pattern seems always the same. In order to ex­
pedite ultimate victory, in order to set the stage so that 
a liberated people can choose their own form of govern­
ment and select their own rulers, we Anglo-Americans, 
who must do the liberating, work with the weapons that 
are at hand.

Jealous, dissatisfied national groups, which still 
would be helpless but for what we are doing, demand that 
the moment we have have taken the first step we kick 
away the ladder we used.

* ♦ *
DeGaulle held high the torch of French freedom 

when there was nobody else doing it.
Sforza represents the best in Italian anti-Fascism, 

but he was in no position to do for us what Marshal Ba- 
doglio did.

Sentimentally, most Americans prefer DeGaulle and 
^Sforza to their fellow-countrymen who temporized with 
Nazism. But war has to be fought with the weapons which 
are available, even though often they are not the most 
attractive.

In Jugoslavia the situation is yet more confusing. 

There King Peter’s government in exile, and General 
Mikhailovitch leading the loyalist armies at home, at no 
time have collaborated with Hitler.

Yet the Communist group which calls itself the Par­
tisans, led by Gen. Josip Broz (Tito) has set up a pro­
visional government in opposition to and defiance of 
Peter’s government.

Louis Adamic expresses belief that this was done 
“ only after an okay from the big powers.” We do not 
believe this. We do not believe that Roosevelt and Chur­
chill would double-cross an ally in this way.

For one thing, such action would encourage every 
occupied country to split into self-seeking factions, which 
would interfere greatly with the war effort. This is no 
time for squabbling.

A Reasonable Request
Much thought is being given to the problem of pro­

viding reemployment for men returning from military 
service. So far as possible, old jobs are being kept avail­
able. But this does not apply to one group in the service 
whose jobs were the result of years of training and indi­
vidual effort.

When a doctor goes to war his job cannot be pre­
served for him. His patients must go elsewhere. When 
he returns, he must find new patients, a slow, tedious 
task that will not be made easier by the fact that tens 
of thousands of other doctors released from the armed 
forces will be doing the same thing.

However, the doctors are not kicking. All the aver­
age doctor asks is a chance to work in the way that he is 
best fitted by environment and training— the way of the 
individual doctor under the traditional American medi­
cal system. It is a reasonable request.

this unprecedented proposal,’’ and 
added:

“Only a misunderstanding of the 
issues involved or the political power 
and might of those who demand it 
can dictate a contrary view.’’

Red's Ukrainian 
Army Stages Fast 
Counterattacks

By HENRY C CASSIDY
MOSCOW —{IP)— Gen. Nikolai 

Vatutin’s First Ukrainian Army has 
gone over to the offensive for the 
second time this week in the Bat­
tle of the Kiev Bulge and in a series 
of swift counterattacks has driven 
the Germans from several strong- 
points along the Teterev River sal­
ient, 55 miles west of the Ukrainian 
capital.

Marshal Fritz Von Mannstein’s 
powerful armored divisions were 
imable to withstand the concen­
trated artillery fire from the Rus­
sian positions, field dispatches said.

Red Army guns, aided by Storm- 
ovik bombers, knocked out at least 
43 German tanks and 97 armored 
cars in Wednesday’s fighting, a 
Russian communique announced. In 
one sector the Nazis attacked again 
and again with more than 100 tanks 
and at least 4,000 men, but they 
wilted each time in the face of 
the accurate Soviet gunfire.

While the outcome of the tense, 
see-saw tank and gun battle still 
was undecided, the fact that Vatu- 
tin's line had held firm against the 
enemy’s sustained frontal assaults 
suggested the Germans had shot 
their bolt, at least for the time 
being, in their drive to recapture 
Kiev.

South of the Ukrainian capital. 
Red Army forces under Gen. Ivan 
S. Konev were reported rapidly ex­
panding their positions west of the 
Dnieper River following the join­
ing of the Kremencug and Cher- 
kasy bridgeheads Wednesday.

That operation gave the Russians 
complete control of the west bank 
for a 65-mile stretch between the 
two cities, and Konev was quick to 
exploit his victory. His troops 
stormed into the railway town of 
Byelozere,. five miles northeast of 
Smela, placing that important rail 
junction within easy artillery range 
of Soviet guns.

(Actually the Russians are now 
in control of a 250-mile stretch 
along the Dnieper’s west bank, from 
Cherkasy south to Nikopol.)

Now 131098

WASHINGTON—(A>)— The latest 
casualty total of the armed forces 
of the United States stands at IGL­
OOS.

Secretary of War Stimson said 
Thursday chat from the start of 
the war to November 30, Army 
casualties in all theaters totaled 
98,534. Of these 15,334 were killed, 
35,049 wounded, 23,725 missing, and 
24,486 were prisoners of war.

The latest Navy total, covering 
reports received up to Thursday is 
32,504, divided as follows: 13,983
killed, 5,868 wounded, 8,406 missing, 
and 4,247 prisoners.

Of the 35,049 Army wounded, 
Stimson said, 18,041 have been re­
turned to duty or released from 
hospitals.

The casualty total for the Amer­
ican elements of the Fifth Army 
fighting in Italy now are 13,419, 
Stimson said. Of these 2,010 were 
killed, 8.583 wounded, and 2,826 are 
listed as missing.

The port of Ortona itself was 
blazing, apparently from fires set 
by the Germans preparatory to 
abandoning the city.

The capture of the village of 
Berrati, three miles south of the 
port, was preceded by a raid by 
Canadian units, who took 160 pris­
oners.

The Fifth Army’s fighting con­
sisted mainly of sharp skirmishes 
over rough ground in which some 
limited gains were made.

At your “homey” Christinas din­
ner there will of,course be nu|;s and 
raisins, crackers and cheese, 'fiome 
kind of candies—all as part of \ the 
dessert. But try to include an olu'- 
fashioned plum pudding, if possi­
ble._ Here is a recipe from our old 
friend Edith Barber, noted for her 
good American recipes.

Christmas Plum Pudding
One cup sifted flour, 2 teaspoons 

salt, 1 teaspoon baking powder, 1 
teaspoon baking soda, 1 teaspoon 
cinnamon, 1 teaspoon all-spice, 1 
teaspoon nutmeg, 1 pound raisins,
2 cups sliced figs, 1 cup ground 
carrots, 1/2 cup ground citron, 1 
cup ground suet, 1 cup brown sugar,
3 eggs, well beaten, 1 1/2 cups cof­
fee, 1/2 cup orange juice, 2 cups 
fine dry bread crumbs.

Mix and sift- flour, salt, baking 
powder, soda and spices. Add cut 
fruit and orange peel to flour mix­
ture. Mix suet and brown sugar. 
Add beaten eggs. Add coffee and 
orange juice to bread crumbs, .com­
bine with suet, sugar and eggs 
Add flour and fruit mixture. Blend 
well. For 1 large pudding, fill a 2- 
quart mold to within 1 inch of top. 
Cover and steam 5 hours. Mixture 
may be placed in 5 or 6 small 
bowls, covered tightly and steamed 
for 2 1/2 to 3 hours.

At the end of steaming period, 
remove covers and allov/ to remain 
in uncovered steamer 10 to 15 min­
utes until tops are dry. Remove 
from molds, cool thoroughly, return 
to molds, recover and place in re­
frigerator until ready to use. Yield: 
About 5 pounds.

NOTE: The puddings will keep 
a number of weeks without refrig­
eration. If a layer of paraffin is, 
placed over the puddings, they will 
be protected from mold. Drenching 
with brandy will also prevent mold­
ing.

Any proportion of sliced figs and 
raisins desired may be used.

Suet is an inexpensive form of 
shortening. Use carrots to replace 
some of the fruit usually used. Pigs 
unrationed. Use of orange rind for 
thrifty pudding.

Slink weed Takes 
On Miliiary Air

STATE COLLEGE, Pa. — {/P) — 
Panweed, also known as penny- 
cress and .stinkweed and French 
weed, a species of mustard plant 
over a foot high, which has been 
bothering farmers in the United 
States and Canada, except in the 
American southwest, can now be 
raised as a valuable war oil plant.

The seeds of the weed produce 
an oil which is valuable for blend­
ing lubricating oils for high tem­
perature use. The oil it substitutes 
for came mostly from rapeseed, 
which before the war was import­
ed from Japan.

The lubricating uses were re­
ported by Professor Howard O. 
Triebold and John R. Clopton, 
agricultural biochemists at the 
Pennsylvania State College. They 
said that other possible uses for 
the fanweed oil are in rubber sub­
stitutes in paints and varnishes as 
a drying oil and as an edible oil.

Test plantings of the obnoxious 
weed at Montana State Colleg'e 
show that on irrigated lend 1,500 
pounds of seed may be grown per 
acre. Usual farm equipment har­
vests this crop. The yield of oil is 
500 to 1.000 pounds per acre per 
season, the Pennsylvania report 
states.

Fanweed has branched stems 
with wliitc blo.ssoms. It is found 
mainly in grain fields, gra.sslands, 
gardens and waste places. In the 
State College area it grows par­
ticularly around railroad station.s.

Germans Claim FDR's 
Plane Made Forced 
Landing In Azores

LONDON — (A>) — The German 
news agency DNB, in a dispatch 
purporting to come from Lisbon, 
Portugal, said Thursday President 
Roosevelt’s plane made a forced 
landing in the Azores Islands while 
cn his way to the Cairo and Te­
heran conferences.

There has been no official con­
firmation that such a stop was 
made while the President was en 
route to Cairo.

The agency said in a Berlin 
broadcast that the President had 
been forced down on the island of 
Terceira by damage to an engine 
of his aircraft.
No Confirmation Of Report

The broadcast report, which was 
wholly without confirmation, went 
cn to say that “it was understood 
that Roosevelt, on his flight to 
Cairo and Teheran, has stayed on 
the BritLsh-occupied Azores islands 
for some hours.

“This visit was not included in 
Roosevelt’s program. His aircraft 
had to land on Terceira Island for 
repairs owing to motor damage.”

"(The last official report on Pres­
ident Roosevelt’s whereabouts came 
Monday from Washington and Al­
lied headquarters at Algiers, where 
it was announced that he had visit­
ed Sicily “recently” to review Am­
erican Sevents Army troops.)

Senator Suggests 
More Taxes From 
Whiskey Industry

WASHINGTON—(JP)— Chairman- 
George (D-Ga) called on the Sen­
ate Finance Committee Thursday 
to expedite collection of an addi­
tional billion dollars from the 
whisky industry next year to swell 
the proceeds of the deeply slashed 
1943 revenue bill.

He proposes to collect, months 
anh years in advance of the due 
date under present law, the federal 
excise tax on the 117,000,000 gal­
lons of four year old or better 
whisky stored in bonded ware­
houses. In doing so, he would re­
duce from eight to four years the 
time that liquor can be kept mel­
lowing in the warehouses free from 
payment of the tax—$6 a gallon 
under present law, $9 under the 
pending' bill

George figures that the govern­
ment not only will collect the tax 
in a year when it is vitally needed, 
but will actually realize a greater 
income from the whisky now on 
hand, for if it were kept longer in 
the casks, he said the distillers 
could charge off the gallons lost 
through soakage and evaporation.
