Leader Seizes Palace 

Victor Paz Estensore, revolution­
ary leader reported to have headed 
the successful coup, was said to 
have taken over the governor’s 
palace and to have refused ad­
mittance to all others.

Newspaper publication was halt­
ed immediately, soldiers were post­
ed about all newspaper plants.

President Penaranda, an anti- 
Nazi who led his country to a de­
claration of war against the Axis 
countries, was elected to Bolivia’s 
)-i(The«t office in 1940. He visited 
the United States last May and 
was personally welcomed to his in­
spection tour of America’s war 
might by President Roosevelt. Dur­
ing a tour of Detroit’s war plants 
he declared that Bolivia stood 
ready to throw an army into the 
field at the side of the Allies when 
called upon.

Bolivia has been beset by infla­
tion since the war began, and by 
.shotarges of commodities including 
food since the United States’ entry 
into the world conflict dislocated 
Western Hemisphere economies.

Bolivia is now one of the largest 
sources of tin for the United Na­
tions. and depends to a considera­
ble extent for her food supplies on 
the United States.

Much of the republic’s small bus­
iness had been in German hands 
before the war, resulting in many 
of her busine.ss establishments be­
ing placed on the Allied black list 
after the war was declared.

LONDON _ ( A P ) —  The 

Red Army has smashed the 
southern anchor of Adolf 
Hitler’s Russian front, forc­
ing the Germans to retreat 
from their Kherson bridge­
head at the l(jwer extremity of the 
Dnieper River, the Berlin radio 
acknowledged Monday, while to the 
north powerful Soviet units, pour­
ing through collapsed Nazi defenses 
in the Nevel sector in a new win­
ter offensive, surged to v./ithin 57 
miles of the Latvian border.

The loss of the Kherson bridge­
head left the Germans without a 
good defense prospect short of the 
Bug River, 30 miles to the rear 
on the way to Odessa. Announcing 
the withdrawal, the German broad­
cast said the crossing of the 
Dnieper was achieved “without any 
loss, de.spite a heavy ice drift.”
500 Towns Taken' ■ -

The big Russian drive in the 
north, now in its sixth day, has 
already overrun 500 villages and 
hamlets, and Rus.sian tanks, caval­
ry and white-robed ski troops Mon­
day were smashing forward toward 
Polotsk, key rail junction near the 
old Polish and Latvian frontiers.

The Russians drove up to the 
mouth of the Dnieper early in 
November during the height of 
their offensive which walled off the 
northern outlets from the Crimea, 
and at one time claimed to be 
holding the entire eastern bank of 
the Dnieper.

The CTOrmans asserted they still 
held a bridgehead on th(; eastern 
bank, across from the town of 
Fslicnson. The Oermaus also hold a 
bridgehead farther up the stream 
near Nikopol.

Ihe Berlin broadcast said Rus­
.sian forces attacked unsuccessfully 
at Kherson Sunday, but “since this 
bridgehead had become u.seless 
through freezing of the Dnieper 
nver, it was evacuated last night 
unnoticed by the enemy.”
Nazis Lose 22,000

The Soviet offensive, spcaiiicad- 
ed by tanks, cavalry, and ski troops, 
in the Novel area was in its sixth 
day, and was punching toward the 
rail jvinction of Polotsk.

Twenty thousand Germans al­
ready have been killed and 2,000 
captured, a Moscow communique 
announced in the first Soviet men­
tion of the big offensive. The 
broadcast bulletin said the Red 
Army had cracked German posi­
tions on a 50-mile front to a 
depth of nearly 20 .miles, routed 
three German infantry and one 
tank division and destroyed or 
captured huge quantities of war 
material.

Sixth  Army 
Near Arawe  
Flying Base

1 lEADQUARTERS, N E W  
G U I N E A —  (AP) —  A 
steady advance up the Cape 
Merkus Peninsula has car­
ried American troops to the 
vicinity of the Arawe airstrip six 
miles cast of the New Britain 
beachhead they won less than a 
week ago.

The op'^ration has gone almost 
“according to plan” since the main 
force drawn from Lt. Gen. Walter 
Krueger’s Sixth Army went ashore 
on the southwest coast of the Japa­
nese-held island last Wednesday 
morning.

Even enemy reaction to the 
American landing closely followed 
the expectations of AlUed strateg­
ists. Reports from Arawe up to late 
Saturday referred to the slacken­
ing of Japanese dive bombing and 
strafing attacks which began short­
ly after the invaders gained a foot­
hold at Arawe.
Japs Pay Heavy Price

Nipponese planes kept up their 
raids on a day and night basis but 
Allied intero''ptors proved more 
than a match for them.

Easing of the pressure from the 
air may be due to failure of the 
enemy attacks to prevent the ex­
pansion of the Sixth Army’s b*''ach- 
head, or to cause sufficient damage 
of American personnel and equip­
ment to make continuance of the 
raids worth the price.

That price reached 29 planps de­
stroyed by mid-day Saturday. The 
Allied air forces not only beat off 
the enemy attacks, but spread new 
devastation on Japanese b a s e s  
along both coasts of the 300-miÛ  
long island, including a heavy 
fighter stab at Rabaul Harbor.

Possibility that the presently un­
serviceable _Ara,WQ airstrip may be 
in American hands by this time was 
suggested by the headquarters 
spclj'^sman’s statement that the 
Americans are approaching the 
field. He said the bulletin was based 
on reixjrts as of late Saturday. 
Rabaul Raid Target

Capture of the airstrip would give 
the Allies anoth '̂r hopping-off point 
for aerial attacks on Rabaul, the 
main Japanese base on New Britain, 
which is 260 miles from Arawe. But 
Allied planes already have struck 
at Rabaul from ncwly-won bases in 
the Solomons.

7hls first all-fighter swi.’cp over 
Rabaul in the war was staged Fri­
day by South Pacific fliers \mder 
Admiral William P. Halsey.

Halsey’s spokesman said tlie 80 
planes came from “various South 
Pacific bases,” but reports from 
Gen, Douglas MacArthur’s advance 
headquarters indicated at Dast part 
of the fighter force came fx*om the 
new airstrip carved out of the 
Bougainville jungles at Empress 
Augusta Bay, 250 airline miles from 
Rabaul.

Halsey’s spokesman said th“ raid 
served its piirpose~not to strafe 
the enemy positions but to stir up 
the Japanese fighter planes. Forty 
Zeros rose to meet the Americans. 
Six were shot down and two Amer­
ican fighters were missing.

Allied Armies 
Score Gains On 
Italian Fronts

A L L I E D  HEADQUAR­

TERS, ALGIERS _ ( A P )  —  
Lt. Gen. Mark W . Clark’s 
Fifth Army, which captured 
the heavily fortified village of San 
Pietro after three days of furious 
fighting, has hammered out new 
gains toward San Vittore, next 
strong defense on the road to Cas- 
sino, and in the mountains to the 
northeast has registeied gains up 
to two miles. Allied Headquarters 
announced Monday.

Gen. Sir Bernard L. Montgom­
ery’s Eighth Army, supported by 
tanl ŝ, overran an enemy position 
in the sector a.long the Adriatic 
coast, inflicting severe lo.sses, while 
advancing about a mile further in­
land and capturing the village of 
Consalvi, six miles from Orcogna.

Montgomery’s a r t i l l e r y m e n  
knocked out five German Mark IV I tanks, bringing to 43 the total of 
German tanks destroyed since the 
start of the Sangro River battle.

Fifty German parachutists were 
captured from a group recently 
transferred from the central moun ­
tainous terrain to bolster the east­
ern defenses.
“Hurried Departurr”
. Fifth Army troops north of Ven­
afro in flic Italian jieninsula’.s hilly 
backbone were blasting their way 
through the difficult terrain and 
forcing enemy forces to give ground 
in what a militai'y commentator 
rtinracterized as a “hurried de­
parture.”

The advancing Allies found many 
enemy dead unburied in the moun­
tain pas.scs where intense Ameri­
can artillery fire had sprayed them 
with steel.

French troops in the central sec­
tor were srh.d to be putting up a 
spirited fight, for one mounUin 
pass.

Heavy losses suffered by ihe 
Germans’ 90th light armored divi­
sion, for the second time threaten­
ed that unit with extinction. A 
.‘spokesman said reports from the 
the Eighth Army front sliowed this 
division had lost about half its in- 
tantry strength.
Texas Airmen Arc Busy

Maj. Lewis W. Chick of Blanco 
County,* Texas, .strafed a 200-foot 
ve.ssel at Grosetto Di Abrizzi, while 
Capt. Frank J. (pot) Collins, Brcck- 
enridge, Texas, a former University 
of Texas football star, staged a 
one-man aerial attack on enemy 
commurucation.

For fully half an hour Collins 
raced over Northern Italy at low 
altitude strafing airdromes, motor 
convoys and rail trains.

“ I saw my tracers entering a JU- 
52 transport as it was getting ready 
to take off,” said Collins. “I w-as 
going too fast to look back so I 
circled .and came back again. It was 
on fire all right.

San Pietro marked an important 
victory in the march up the road 
to Rome.

Capture of the shattered town 
opened the way to the Liri Valley.

North Sea Air Smash

Russians 
Four Convicted 
For Atrocities

LONDON—(^)— Three Germans 
and a Russian traitor, sentenced to 
death for war atrocities, were hang­
ed Sunday in Kharkov's public 
square, the Moscow radio an­
nounced, while 40,000 persons 
watched with great satisfaction and 
applause.

The executions followed swiftly 
upon convictions Saturday by the 
military tribunal of the fourth 
Ukrainian front, and ended the 
first w'ar criminal trial cases.

Hanged were Wilhelm Langheld, 
a Gestapo captain; Hans Fritz, vice 
commander of a Storm Troop com­
pany; Richard Ratzlaw, Gestapo 
euMliaiy police corporal, and Mik­
hail Bulanov, a Russian who served 
as a Gestapo chauffeur.
An.swer Legal Problem

Langh'^ld, Ratzlaw and Bulanov 
died witnin three minutes, while 
Ritz twitched on the gallows for 
almost five minutes, the broadcast 
■■s«id-. • ■

The iiird.s. v/ith testimony and 
admissions of mass executions of 
Russian civilians, and the hangings 
were ignored by the German radio. 
The Kharkov convictions were an 
answei to the knotty legal question 
of who IS a war criminal—the per­
son who gives the order, or the one 
who actually carries them out. All 
four men at Kharkov pleaded guil­
ty, but each said he was only car­
rying out orders.

Germans Admit 
Bitter Battles 
In Yugoslavia

LONDON —(/]')— The Germans, 
confirming (hat Marshal Envin 
Rommel’s “ mopping up campaign” 
in Yugaslavia had flared into full 
scale warfare, report'’d Monday 
that 5.668 casualties had been in- 
.nicted upon the irregulars in Ela.st- 
ern Bosnia where Mar.shal Broz’s 
headquarters announced e a r l i e r  
that the Nazis liad been thrown 
upon Uie defensive.

I ’lio Berlin communique de- 
.scribed tlie Yugoslav forces as 
“Communist bands” and said 3,000 

j were killed in grim battles erupt­
ing among the snow-crusted Bos­
nian Mountains.

The war bulletin disclosed that 
the Yugoslavs were fighting with 
Allied air support and with Allied 
supplies, ferried across the Adria­
tic. The Germans said the parti­
sans now were throwing tanks into 
the battle. Among more than 100 
vejiiclcs which the Germans said 
they had destroyed, Berlin listed 
tanks and armored cars. Indicating 
an increasing flow of heavy ma­
terial to the men of Marshal Broz.

The Broz communique said heavy 
loss'-'s were being inflicted upon 
the Germans.

MRS. GANDHI IS ILL
BOMBAY—(/P)— Mrs. Mohandas 

K. Gandhi, the 71-year-old wife of 
India’s Nationalist leader, has suf­
fered another heart attack and her 
condition “must continue to cause 
anxiety,” a government statement 
said Monday.

Stark In Capital 
For Conferences 
On Invasion Plans

LONDON —(A’ ;— Admiral Harold 
R. Stark, Vho as commander of 
U. '3. Naval Forces in European wa­
ters likely will play a major roia 
in any sea borne invasion of the 
continent, has returned to ’Vt'̂ ash- 
ington for conferences expected to 
center on final details of the granrl 
assault on Hitler’s European fort- 
less.

At the same time, it was an­
nounced Monday that Gen. Sir Alan 
Broo'KC, chief of the .imperial gen­
eral staff, had returned from a tour 
of the Italian front. This suggested 
that top British military leaders 
were about to begin climactic “ in­
vasion con.ferences” in London, par­
alleling talks in Washington.

Somervell Defends 
Canol Oil Projecl 
As Vital To War

WASHINGTON —(/P)— Lt. Gen. 
Brehon Somervell testified Monday 
that the $130,000,000 Canol oil dev­
elopment in Canada was made im­
peratively necessary by “the des­
perate outlook” of the war in the 
dark days of 1942.

Opposing the recommendations 
of War Production Board Chair­
man Donald M. Nelson and Petro­
leum Administrator Harold L. 
Ickes v/ho have advocated junking 
the project about which they said 
they were not consulted, Somervell 
told the Senate Truman Committee:

“Any inference or statement 
made that the Canol project was 
handled in a cavalier fashion and 
without reference to my associates 
is entirely without foundation.”

Somervell said he had discussed 
the project with members of the 
general staff concerned and that 
it was “entirely outside Mr. Nel­
son’s jurisdiction.”

Sunday’s first blow in the 

one-cwo punch at German 
industry from the west and south 
was made through fierce fighter 
opposition. The Germans threw up 
more than 100 planes in a futile 
attempt to halt the Liberator and 
Plying Fortress formations wing­
ing in from the south.

Thirty-seven of the attackers 
were shot down in flames and 22 
others probably were destroyed to 
a loss of 16 Mediterranean-based 
Allied planes during the day’s oper­
ations. Some of the missing Allied 
fliers were believed to have landed 
in friendly territory.
Rail Yards Battered

“The Innsbruck railway yards 
were subjected to a great and ac ­
curate bombardment,” said the Al­
lied communique from Algiers. In 
addition to the bloiys at Innsbruck, 
which lies just north of the Bren­
ner, and at Augsburg, Mediterra­
nean-based planes pounded rail 
communications at Foligno, Peruoia 
and Arezzo in Central Italy, the 
Terni railway junction, and har­
bors and shipping in the Adriatic 
and off Italy’s west coast—includ­
ing Civitavecchia, northwest of 
Rorae, Pasman Island in the Ad­
riatic and the Yugoslav port of 
Split.

Other targets hit by the massed 
formations of Allied bombers and 
fighters streaming across the chan­
nel from British bases Monday • 
were believed to have been on the 
French coast, since one group of 
medium bombers streaked back 
across the channel in less than 
half an hour.

The sound of aircraft passing 
over the straits and the southeast 
coast became almost continuous as 
ihe day wore on, indicating tlie 
aerial war had been stepped up 
into high gear again.

Glider"BombWith 
Rocket Power Is 
'Secret Weapon'

LONDON  i./f’)— A Geriiuii) “.se­
cret weapon”  glider bomb power­
ed by rocket'S and controlled by 
radio—was described Monday in 
the first eyewitness reports of an 
rJ.Lack on a recent big Allied con­
voy with the .swift-diving bombs.

The glider bombs, released by 
eight Nazi planes, all missed, said 
two British marine officers who 
added that the attacks “ looked like 
the day of a martian invasion was 
here.”

Their account of tlie rocket, glid- 
cr.s was released coincident wii.h 
reports reaching Spain that flm 
German general staff had decided 
tjO put a boasted “secret wcaixin” 
into use immediately.

Cosily Produclion Mistakes
All the recent reviews of the first years of the war 

since Pearl Harbor pay glowing and deserved tribute to 
the victories and the things that have been done right, 
without considering the mistakes. Not the tactical mis­
takes, but those on the home front— mistakes of bad 
manakement in procurement for war supply. These are 
important because men learn only by making mistakes, 
and there’s still enough of the war left to profit by those 
of the first years.

They make a rather imposing list, and they’re of ad­
ditional interest now as Congress gives consideration to 
new appropriation bills, new tax bills, and listens to the 
demands for economy, economy and still more econony—
the election being .just around the corner.

* * *
The procurement services of the war agencies keep 

one eye on this demand from Congress, too, manifesting a 
commendable being-good-just-before-Christmas spirit.

The Army has volunteered information that it will 
save some $13,000,000,000 on its budget, while the Navy 
will cut back some $4,000,000,000. Budget Director Har­
old Smith questions the accuracy of these estimates, but 
they are nevertheless imposing sums and testimonials to a 
desire, some place in the heirarchy, to run the war with a 
semblance of efficiency and regard for the public purse.

But the records of one Senate committee, the Truman 
committee inve.stigating the war effort point to the scores 
of cases where, in he aggregate, equal sums might have 
been saved. These are the mistakes to paste in the hat, 
not as a lot of second guessing, but as examples to profit 
by during what’s left of the war: ,

All this is not brought up here just to throw cold 

water on the war production program, where new records 
of production are being made month after month. Most 
of the mistakes have been corrected. But there’s plenty of 
war still ahead and other mistakes like them can still be 
made. And as experience shows, when we set out to make 
a mi.stake, we don’t monkey around at that, either,

Governmenl And Industry Can Cooperate
A practical example of the way private enterprise 

and a democratic government can work together under 
the stress of war without destroying the entity of either, 
can be found in the oil industry.

When a petroleum administrator for war was appoin­
ted by the President, his first move was to call on oil men 
for help in solving the critical petroleum problems that 
came with machine-gun rapidity after Pearl Harbor. A 
government-industry organization was developed that in 
a model of cooperation and efficiency.

The result has' been little less than miraculous. Civ­
ilians and the militiary forces have received essential pet­
roleum products in spite of almost insurmountable handi­
caps, such as the sinking of transfer of our tanker fleet 
and a demand for millions of gallons of 100-octane gaso­
line- a type that had never before been produced in quan­
tity. The Petroleum Administrator spoke with good cause 
when he declared of the Petroleum Industry War Coun­
cil: “ W e find that we avoid a lot of trouble by availing 
ourselves of the judgment of these practical men of the 
industry. As a matter of fact . . .  on most major problems, 
we call in the industry and say: ‘Here is the knot— help 
us to untie it’. ’’

Other government agencies would do well to follow 
the example set bj’̂ the Petroleum Administrator for War. 
The war effort would be speeded immeasurably and lead­
ers of every industry in the country who believe in the 
superiority of free competitive enterprise, would be en­
couraged to go ahead with effective postwar planning, 
secure in the knowledge that the men behind the desks of 
government are for, instead of against private enterprise.

Discrimination
New York State has ascertained that women are 

paid little more than half as much as men. The average 
weekly wage for men is $57.83, for women only $32.27. 
But these figures are not for comparable work. They 
reflect the fact that a higher proportion of men is em­
ployed in the heavier, more skilled trades and crafts.

It AAmuld be interesting to see experience figures 
contrasting the pay of men and women in identical work 
in which the prospects of permanency are similar.

Fish Can Be Raised 
In Dustbowl Ponds

ALBUQUERQUE, N. M. —(/P)— 
'llic dust bowl finally has produced 
a fish story—but not the kiiid you 
expect.

It’s a story entitled “Techniques 
of Fishpond Management” and it 
was written by Lt. Lawrence V. 
Compton, former associate biologist 
of the Soil Conservation Service in 
Albuquerque. It tells how to raise 
fish in a farmyard fishpond and 
says a one-half acre pond will 
produce 100 pounds of fish a year, 
supplementing war rations.

The farmyard fish study was 
started after the soil conservation 
service advocated the construction 
of small rain-catching reservoirs as 
one means of combatting the old 
dust bowl conditions. Then it was 
discovered the ponds were capable 
of raising fish as well as storing 
w'ater.

Income Taxes To Be Boosted Again
WASHINGTON —(/P)— The 1944 

federal income tax picture may 
change again—perhaps more than 
once — before Congress finally 
agrees on a bill, but the latest plan 
calls for a moderate boost in tax­
payers’ assessments.

That’s the Senate Finance Com­
mittee’s revision of the measure 
passed by the House.

The boost would come through 
elimination of the earned income 
credit now granted in figuring the 
normal income tax. The tax rate 
would remain unchanged under the 
committee’s plan.

You can readily calculate how 
much this would cost you:

Under present law, you’re per­
mitted to subtract 10 percent of 
net income (after deductions) be­
fore computing the normal tax of 
6 percent.
Won’t Affect Surtaxes

If, after deducting your contri­
butions to charity and the like— 
but before you subtract your per­
sonal exemption (of $500 if single, 
$1200 if married plus $350 each for 
dependents)—you find your net in­
come is $2000, you now get a credit 
of $200 against the amount of in­
come finally subject to normal tax. 
Therefore, elemination of the credit 
v/ould cost you $12—6 per cent of 
that $200 that has escaped the

norm.al tax.
If your net income is $3000, the 

boost would be $18; at $400, it would 
be $24, and so on.

This proposed change wouldn’t 
affect your surtaxes, as the earned 
income credit doesn’t apply on 
them.
Another Proposed Change

The Senate Finance Committee 
also would make the Victory Tax a 
fiat 3 percent of all your income, 
whether married or single, over 
$624 a year.

Under the present complicated 
system, the Victory Tax is com­
puted first at 5 percent, then 
various credits are given.

However, no matter what form 
the revenue bill finally takes, it 
won’t affect your 1943 taxes, and 
the final 1943 return you’ll have 
to file next March 15 will be fig­
ured at the present rates.

By WILLIAM E. McKENNEY 
America’s Card Authority

(First of three articles based on 
the new book, “Common Sense- 
Contract,” by Mrs. Olive Peterson 
of Philadelphia. Mrs. Peterson is 
an outstanding bridge teacher in 
the United States and is one of 
the three women Life Masters in 
the country. She has won nine 
national championships.)

Mrs. Peterson uses the Four Aces 
system of hand valuation. In this 
an ace is worth 3, a king 2, a queen 
1, a jack 1/2, and thus the total 
value of the hand is 26 points.

The rough-and-ready method of 
some players, who “bid on 2 1/2 
tricks in any position,” is not fol­
lowed. Rather, the important mat­
ter ,of distribution is taken into 
account, and the even more im­
portant question of the rebid, if 
partner’s response is unfavorable. 
For example, you may bid with a 
point count of 6 1/2 if you hold any 
seven-card (or longer) suit, such 
as:

Spades A  Q 10 7 6 5 4; Hearts 
3 2; Diamonds K J 2; Clubs 2.

Or with a strong six-card suit 
headed by two of the four top 
honor cards;

Spades K Q 10 9 7 6; Hearts 3 
2; Diamonds 8 7; Clubs A J 2.

Or with two five-card (or longer) 
suits if one of the suits is strong, 
as:
Spades K 9 8 7 6; Hearts A Q J 
10 9; Diamonds 3; Clubs 8 6 .

Or with any freak distribution 
and a good suit, such as:

Spades A K Q J 9 8; Hearts 9 8 
7 6 5; Diamonds none; Clubs 3 2.

As hands become weaker in dis­
tribution, they must have a greater 
point count to justify an opening 
bid. A point count of 8 1/2, the 
equivalent of two aces, a king and 
a jack, is the minimum require­
ment for an opening bid with a 
five-card suit, or a strong four- 
card suit, one headed by two of 
the four top honors, as;

Spades A 9 8 7 6; Hearts K J 3; 
Diamonds A 7 6 5; Clubs 3—this 
is an opening bid, but tako out the 
jack of hearts and substitute a low 
card, and it is not. With Spades 
K Q 8 7; Hearts A 4 3; Diamonds 
K 4 3; Clubs J 3 2, you should 
bid; taut substitute a low card for 
!he jack of clubs and the hand is 
a better pass.

Mrs. Peterson says, however, 
never pass if as opening bidder 
you hold a point count of 9 1/2.

Concessions Bui 
No Pay Rise Seen 
For Rail Workers

By JOSEPH A. LOFTUS
WASHINGTON — (/P) — Conces­

sions to railroad workers in some 
form other than additional flat in­
creases in basic wages are under 
consideration as possible measures 
to avert a threatened nationwide 
rail strike beginning Dec. 30.

A mediation conference which 
began around President Roosevelt’s 
desk Sunday, then moved to the 
White House cabinet room, but ad­
journed nearly five hours later 
without a “final agreement.’’

A variety of concessions for the 
operating brotherhoods were sug­
gested and are under study, but 
apparently none of these has crys- 
talliz:“d to the point where any 
agreement may be expected immed­
iately. One participant remarked 
that Tuesday’s meeting will be 
“only the beginning.”
Probable Concessions

Chiefs of the five operating bro­
therhoods will be joined then by 
their executive committee, a group 
of 35 to 45 leaders who are being 
called in from Chicago. The car­
riers were represented at the con­
ference by 15 spokesmen from all 
parts of the country. Alongside the 
President were War Mobilization 
Director James F. Byrnes and 
Stabilization Director Fred M. 
Vinson.

A White House statement said 
only that the conference contri­
buted to a “clearer understanding” 
of the issues.

Concessions to the rail workers 
might take the form .of paid vaca­
tions, more liberal overtime, or lay­
over expenses for such periods as 
the men who ride the trains incur 
when they lay over for a day at a 
terminal away from home. Such 
expenses are reckoned at more than 
$500 a year, per man.

SAN PIETRO, ITALY — (/P) — 

Americans took this shell-torn little 
town overlooking the valley ap­
proaches to Cassino, on the road 
to Rome, in one of their bloodiest, 
bitterest and toughest battles of 
World War II.

The doughboys call it “Death 
Valley.” Casualties were heavy.

The battle began several days 
ago when the Americans attacked 
at mid-day behind a heavy artil­
lery barrage. The capture of the 
enemy fortress at the bottom of 
Mount Samucro was recorded as 
of Saturday.

Led by Capt. Charles Beacham, 
San Antonio, Texas, one company 
reached the edge of the town in 
the first drive but had to withdraw 
in the face of direct fire.
Clifton Man Hero

Two company commanders were 
killed or wounded and Second Lt. 
Eben C. Bergman of Clifton, Texas, 
took over their commands and led 
the troops back deep into the Ger­
man lines but had to draw back 
when only seven riflemen were left.

Held off in the first assault, the 
troops prepared for another attack.

Ammunition Ship 
Blasts Shake Oslo

STOCKHOLM —(/P)— Oslo was 
shaken Monday by exploding am­
munition thrown into the city by 
the blowing up of a German muni­
tions ship in the harbor, 24 hours 
earlier.

The German-controlled Scandina­
vian . Telegraph Bureau called the 
blast the worst catastrophe the 
Norwegian capital ever experienced.

The Hotel Bristol W'as requistion- 
ed as a hospital for great numbers 
of wounded. There was still no offi­
cial list of casualties, but first re­
ports said only four were killed.

•‘There was no blackout in Oslo 
la.st night,” the Scandinavian Tele­
graph Bureau said. “The whole 
town was lighted by huge fires.

“German soldiers are fighting the 
fires Monday but they are forced 
to duck into shelters regularly be­
cause of recurrent explosions. Many 
streets are barricaded because of 
the force of blasts from bomb.s and 
shells thrown into the city. Enor­
mous damage was causea in the 
harbor area, which now is evacu­
ated.”

The explosion occurred while the 
Germans were unloading the muni­
tions ship. Thousands of persons 
were thrown to the ground or shak­
en by the blast which was felt for 
miles.

Windows were smashed all over 
town, but the main street, Karl 
Johann, and the town hall suffered 
especially. Several cases of looting 
from open store fronts were re­
ported.

Although there w'̂ as widespread 
speculation whether sabotage was 
responsible, and many Norwegians 
feared reprisals, German authorities 
w'ere quoted as saying the explosion 
was “pure accident.”

machinegun positions,” said a col­
onel from Texas. “They had built 
emplacements into the hills with 
interlocking bands of fire and the 
positions were protected by barbed 
wire and fields of anti-personnel 
mines.”

Called “Rufus the Loudmouth” 
by the doughboys, he has a fog­
horn voice. During the heat cf 
battle he climbs on the highest 
rock, shouting curses at the enemy, 
screaming insults and throwing 
rocks and hand grenades. He and 
his men beat off seven counter­
attacks during the first day.

The slopes were strewn with

“Those boys used 60 boxes of 
grenades in about a week,” said 
Capt. William R. Lynch, Hunts­
ville, Texas, who had charge of 
seeing that they received ammuni­
tion and food supplies. “That's 
about 2,000 grenades or the num­
ber a division would normally use 
in the combat period. Besides the 
grenades, they used three times 
the number of mortar shells they 
would normally expand.”

Major David Frazior, Houston, 
'I'exas, was praised by other offi­
cers. T hey  said he “had done 
everything fi!om chunk grenades 
to direct the artillery fire.”

STOCKHOLM —i/P)— The bodies 
of Berlin residents are still being 
removed from smoking ruins a 
month after the RAP’s assault on 
the German capital began, and 
Nazi authorities are descussing a 
100 per cent evacuation of the city, 
Swedish correspondents reported 
Monday.

“Berlin is a ghost city a home 
for corpses and grey-faced inhabi­
tants living in basements,” said one 
cabled despatch. “You find people 
who begin to cry when they see the 
ruins everywhere.”

WTCC Wins First 
Scrimmage In Big 
Freight Rate Fight

The 'West Texas Chamber of Com­
merce made jubilant announcement 
Monday that a recent Interstate 
Commerce Commission examiners’ 
report calling for uniform freight 
j-atings and classifications through­
out the country “means that the 
first scrimmage in our all-important 
interterritorial rate discrimination 
battle has been won. Now friends 
of rate parity must go all the way 
to make the victory complete.”

Transmitted by Presidet;it M. C. 
Ulmer of Midland, to all directors 
and chambers of commerce of the 
area was an appeal from the 
"WTCC’s Freight Rate Equality Fed­
eration and Transportation Parity 
Commission, headed by J. M. 'Will- 
son of Floydada and Jess L. Sljow- 
ers, Vernon, that West Texans, 
through their congressmen, com­
mend the ICC on the examiners’ 
report, and that Congress be urged 
to continue its efforts for a law 
directing the commission to esta­
blish equal and uniform rates. “Tl-ie 
reason for tlie last recommenda­
tion,” said Ulmer’s news letter to 
affiliates, “is tliat the commission 
needs pulilic support to overthrow 
a 50-year old system of freight 
rates.”

Tlie ICC oxamincr.s, Paul O. Car­
ter and W. J. Kocbcl, liavc made a 
77-pagc report covering a four year 
investigation into the freight clas­
sifications and rating phase of the 
interterritorial discrimination case. 
They have recommended that the 
present complex system be sim­
plified and made uniform and equal 
in all territories, and that the rail­
roads be ordered to submit such 
schedules within six months. The 
ICC has announced that exceptions 
to the report by respondents must 
be filed by Jan. 15, 1944.

Vinson Rail Dispute
