EMPLOYERS CAN AVOID 
COMMON ERRORS

Mistakes made by employers in 
reporting their employees’ wages cause 
processing delays for Social Security 
and could eventually affect benefit 
amounts.

Many o f the errors could easily be 
avoided. According to Social Security 
records, the most common errors are:

•Leaving out the Employer 
Identification Number (EIN) or using 
an invalid number.

•Omitting an employee’s name or 
reporting a name which doesn’t match 
the employee’s Social Security Card.

•Failure to submit wage reports. 
Some employers that go out o f business 
during the year don’t supply W-2 
information about their employees.

•Submitting duplicate reports—one 
on paper and one on magnetic media.

•Failure to balance individual wage 
reports with summary totals sent to 
Social Security or with quarterly wage 
reports sent to the Internal Revenue 
Service (IRS).

•Sending wage reports to the wrong 
government agency. Some employers 
send reports to the State or to IRS, 
instead of to Social Security.

•Submitting reports that can’t be 
processed by machine because they are 
formatted incorrectly.

Employees can check their Social 
Security record to be sure all their 
em ployers reported their wages 
correctly by sending for a “Personal 
Earnings and Benefit Estimate 
Statement.” The request forms are 
available by calling Social Security at 1- 
800-2345-SSA (1-800-234-5772). Or, if 
they wish, people can write or go to 
their nearest Social Security office.

Employers who have questions can 
also contact us. We’ll be glad to answer 
their questions.

affected by the federal Clean Air Act, 
but much less so than consumers in 
other parts o f the country because 
SPS’s power plants already are among 
the cleanest in the nation, said Bill 
Helton, SPS president and ch ief 
executive officer.

SPS has just completed a preliminary 
analysis o f the lengthly act and its 
effect on customers. Following is

information on SPS and the new law: 
SPS Plants Am ong 
Top 20%  Cleanest 

SPS has established a strong record 
o f being an advocate for a clean 
environment. The service area is SPS’s 
permanent business home, and this 
environmental tradition is important to 
the company. SPS is committed to 
ensuring that its present and future 
facilities meet or are better than 
applicable environmental standards.

The company’s modem, coal-fired 
power plants are among the top 20% 
cleanest in the nation. If all coal-fired 
plants had sulfur emissions as low as 
SPS’s, the national sulfur-reduction 
goals found in the new federal Clean 
Air Act already would be met.

SPS accomplishes these results by

utilizing low-sulfur western coal and 
innovative air-quality-control devices 
known as baghouses at its coal-fired 
power plants.

Assessment of the Act
American consumers will pay 

enormous amounts to fund the act and 
yet not receive proportionate benefits 
in terms o f a cleaner environment; 
however, the law does recognize that 
many western power plants, such as 
those owned by SPS, operate with low 
emission rates and treats them 
accordingly under new standards.

The Clean Air Act has 11 sections, or 
“Titles” , ranging from Nonattainment 
(Title I) to Acid Rain (Title IV) to Job 
Displacement Provisions (Title XI). 
Primarily, it is the Acid Rain section 
that affects SPS customers; it contains 
two phases.

Phase I begins in 1995 and primarily 
affects “dirty” power plants. Phase H 
begins in 2000 and will further restrict 
emissions at traditionally clean plants, 
such as those operated by SPS.

The Bush administration estimates 
the new law will cost from $22 billion 
to $25 billion a year, while private 
industry estimates the bill will run 
somewhere between $30 billion and $50 
billion a year. Residents o f the SPS 
service area will pay part o f this in the 
form of higher costs for many types of 
products, including electricity. Yet this 
area already enjoys clean air and a 
healthy environment.

SPS believes its customers and other 
Americans would have been better 
served had Congress considered the 
results of the 10-year, $500 million 
National A cid  Precipitation 
Assessment Program study on acid rain 
before passing the act. As a result, 
much of the Clean Air Act was based on 
political expediency rather than 
scientific fact.

Conference Bill More Reasonable
However, the anticipated effect o f the 

newly-passed Clean Air Act will be less 
severe on SPS customers than earlier 
versions o f the bill. Through the 
aggressive efforts of SPS and other 
electric companies, trade associations, 
economic-development coalitions and 
various concerned congressmen, some 
extreme proposals of earlier versions of 
the Clean A ir Amendments were 
moderated before final passage o f the 
conference bill.

Significantly improved proposals 
were ultimately approved for power 
plants located in the “Clean States.” 
These are mainly western states that 
contain plants that have operated at 
much cleaner standards than plants in 
the East and Midwest. SPS plants are 
considered among the “clean” plants.

The conference bill added 20% more 
emission allowances for clean plants. 
This benefit was in recognition o f the 
fact that these clean plants already 
operate with very low emissions.

Fortunately, the conference bill does 
not contain an electricity tax that, in 
e ffect, would have forced SPS 
customers to pay a fee to clean up 
plants in other parts o f the country.

Effects on SPS Customers
SPS estimated that prior versions of 

the Clean Air Act would have caused 
customers to pay about 7% more for 
electricity. Now the company estimates 
it will have to raise rates about 2%, or 
approximately $15 million, in 10 years 
to pay for additional air-quality-control 
equipment required for Phase II in the 
year 2000. This could include the cost 
o f the installation and operation o f a 
“scrubber” on one unit at Tolk Station.

The bill also will require SPS to 
obtain additional permits under the 
Permits section (Title V) starting in 
1995 and to pay new fees. (Current fees 
and taxes also will continue in effect.) 
Estimates are that these new permit- 
related expenses will increase costs 
about $300,000 a year.

Drip Irrigation Saves 
Labor, Time and Water

There’s no better, cheaper or easier 
way to water trees than with a drip 
irrigation system, says Matt Kast of the 
Soil Conservation Service. Drip systems 
use a small amount o f water and apply 
it near the base of the tree where it is 
most needed. With drip irrigation only 
1/3 as much water will be used resulting 
in lower water bills. The savings could 
be as much as 50%.

Adequate water is a must for trees in 
the Texas panhandle, especially for 
seedlings. The SCS recommends eight 
gallons per week for one-year-old 
seedlings, 16 gallons per week for two- 
year-old plants, and 30 gallons per week 
thereafter. Drip systems are the easiest 
and most efficient way to provide this

water. The water is applied slowly 
allowing the ground to become 
saturated without a lot of runoff.

Drip systems are relatively cheap and 
easy to install. They can be placed 
above or below ground. Once the system 
is installed, only a minimum amount of 
maintenance time is required.

The Soil Conservation Service will be 
happy to design a drip irrigation system 
for your yard or windbreak. Drip 
systems also are available for gardens. 
For additional information, stop by the 
Soil Conservation office.

Three Briscoe County 
Youth Entered in Calf 
Scramble Activities

Three youth from Briscoe County will 
compete in the 1991 Houston Rodeo 
calf scrambles in the Astrodome during 
the Houston Livestock Show and 
Rodeo.

Wil T Bomar will represent the 
Silverton FFA, while Langdon Reagan 
and Josh Brooks will represent Briscoe 
County 4-H in the scrambles.

The calf scrambles are an exciting 
part o f Houston rodeo action, featuring 
Charley Pride as part o f that evening 
performance.

The three young men will compete for 
the 252 calves to be awarded at the 
1991 Show.

A dditionally, as many as two 
youngsters from each o f the 18 rodeo 
performances will be awarded “hard 
luck” certificates for their hearty 
efforts in attempting to catch a calf, 
resulting in 36 more certificates 
actually given.

An entertaining event whose net 
proceeds provide educational 
contributions to Texas students, the 
Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo 
ranks as the nation’s largest donor of 
agricultural scholarships. Currently, 
more than 1,000 students are on Show- 
sponsored scholarships. The Show’s 
educational commitment for the 1990- 
91 school year exceeds $2 million.

Equally important is the Show’s 
commitment to youngsters competing 
at the event itself. The calf scramble is 
one o f the Show’s major programs 
benefiting youth, requiring a year-long 
commitment from Hie winner to the 
animal project.

Beginning with athletic competition 
in the Astrodome, the program ends 12
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months later with top-notch 
competition in the Astrohall showring.

The actual calf scramble event 
involves 28 energetic youngsters pitted 
against 14 vigorous calves. Each 
youngster is committed to capturing a 
calf, haltering and bringing it to the 
finish line—but only the successful ones 
receive $800 calf purchase certificates.

The certificate, , donated by a 
generous sponsoring firm or individual, 
is used to purchase a purebred 
registered beef or dairy heifer. This 
year, several companies have 
strengthened their commitment to the 
calf scramble program by sponsoring a 
ca lf for each o f the 18 rodeo 
performances.

The calf is raised by the winner for 
special show-ring competition in the 
Astrohall at the following year’s Show. 
The year-long project is closely 
supervised by the appropriate county 
extension agent or agricultural science 
teacher.

A dditionally, the winners are 
required to submit financial records, 
photographs and a scrapbook to the calf 
scramble office to detail the progress of 
the venture. The youngsters are 
encouraged to provide updated reports 
to their sponsors as well.

Proper livestock evaluation 
techniques, efficient cattle feeding and 
production methods, principles in 
economics and money management all 
are realistic learning experiences for 
the youngsters who manage to get a 
firm hold on a calf.

To date, the Houston Livestock Show 
and Rodeo calf scramble has put 11,813 
animals valued at more than $2.6 
million into the hands o f Texas youth.
