He
blamed abundant susceptible . wild
life for Texas perennial rabies woes.

Health authorities have no way of
knowing the actual extent' of the
disease among foxes @and skunks be
cause only those come into contact
with humans come to their atten-
tion. !

“For every rabid fox or skunk we
hear about, there might be 50 or 75
or more we don’t hear about because
they die in their burrows or dens,”
Dr. [Smith said.

The .obvious danger of wildlife
rabies, aside from the possibility of
direct exposure to hunters, and cam-
vers and other sportsmen, is that
wildlife might easily infect dogs.’
Dogs thus could become sources of
human contact with the disase.

“Large increases in nabid wildlife
will inevitably spill over into domes-
tic animals__livestock and pets,”
Smith affirmed.

Although humans are more often
axposed to rabies by dog bites than
1iny other way, the disease in dogs
seems generally to:be on the decline.
But Smith said this condition could

n1p on vaccination of family pets.

Texas hasn’t experienced a human
death from n:bies since 1957. How-
aver, the State Health Department
'agt” year distributed 1,723 fourteen-
day courses of anti-ncbies wvaccine
for hnman use, an indication of the
extent of human involvement.

Two human deaths have been re-
~orted for the nation as a whole so
far this year__one in Kentucky and
one -in Czlifornia.

Smith said the' three most impor-
tant steps in community rabies con-
t¥ol are pet vaccination, stray ‘dog
pick-up, and thinning of wildlife__
in thet order.

Washington, D. 'C. -- The Congress
makes Appropriation in a lump sum
for basic research.

the scientific facts sought. !

Not long ago a report revealed
that the National Science Founda-,
tion had granted '$50,000 to Cor-
nell University to study that langu-
age of birds. .

First reaction to such @an expend-
iture suggested that here was really
“something for the birds.” Howev-
er; investigation revealed a surgris-
ing bit of information.

The United States developed un-
derwater listening devices during
the war to track and destroy enemy
submarines. Those of us who served:
in the Navy will remember the terms
“ap-doppler” @nd “down-doppler.’
These terms simply mean the tone or
frequency of sound. We were often
puzzled by sounds that seemed to
be a submarine but nothing happen-
ed when depths charges were drop-
ped. Many times our Niavy was depth
charging a whale or some other lar-
‘ge fish.

These mistakes are still made. Ev-
en recently there was a submarine
reported at a cerbtzin place off our
East Coast, but it turned out to be
something else. However, research
and experimental tests have greatly
improved our knowledge of the op-
eration and, although certain types
of large fish and sea animals give
off sounds very similar to a subma-
rine, identifying the difference is
now fairly certain. We now know
better than to contiue an expensive
operation in tracking and bombing’
the mammals of the sea.

Scientific Investigations also pro-
ve that bats are equipped with a,
built-in system which ‘enables them
to detect and elude objects in the
air and in dark places. From this
study comes much information whi-
ch has been applied in the develop-
ment of radar.

A certain type of Vulture called
the condor, was found to be eqip-
ped with his own exygen mask. He
flies high over the Andes Mountains.

As he reaches great heights his mask
azrried foided on his head at lower
altitudes, unfolds to provide a fun-

Now is the time to check fields
and decide if wheat needs spraying
to control tansey mustard of pep-
perweed. A few weeds now will
look like a.lot in April or May.

Studies in 1958 for the control of
these weeds at the ‘Southwestern
Great Plains TField Station showed
2, 4-D to be most - effective when
the weeds are sprayer around Mar-
ch 1 to March 15. By April 15,
the 1958 studies showed, the weeds
had used over 2.5 inches of water
from the soil. Thiss will reduce

wheat yields if soil moisture beecom-|

es a limiting factor.

A 1-2 pound application of 2,4-D
per acre will give good weed con-
trol.. The ester or acid formula-
tions of 2, 4-D are usually more ef-
fective for controlling these weeds
than the amine formulation.

For ground sprayers, nozzles. pro-.
ducing coarse particles are most de-
sirable; wuse pessures below 40
pounds per square inch; do not ap-
ply in wind velocity greater than &
miles: per hour  when susceptible
crops are within 2 miles downwind
or 1-8 mile wupwind to susceptible
crops. ‘
