‘As It Looks From Here’

Omar Burleson, M. C.

Wizshington, D. C.--A Congress-
man recently received a letter from
a constituent, suggesting that the
New Frontier should do something
to make life easier for the penguins
in the Antartic.

The writer of the letter described
the hardships endured by the male
penguins which must go witout
food =nd water for a period of 60
days while incubating the eggs.
““How can we, living in consider-
able luxuny, ignore the plight of
this majestic being?” said the writ-
er of the letter. “Can’t we start
a modest progrem to relieve the
suffering and hunger of these poor
dwellers of the Antarctic?”

“I propose we start slowly and
merely put grain feeders close to
the nesting birds. ‘This will get
them = accustomed to a perpetual
hendout from the citizens of this
great land.

“Later, as conditions permit, we
can install heated shelters for the
binds and include comfortable pad~
ded nests so they won’t need to hold
the egg for 160 days. Naturally,
the birds may protest some, but
then we shall have to insist on cer-
tain reforms ‘in return for 1l this
aid. After gall, we New Frontier
thinks know how to run their af-
fairs lbetter than they do.”

The guthor also suggested this
would help reduce surplus agricul-
turz] commodities and “enable this
County to claim the “first in this
vital area” since the Russians hawe
not, as (yet, thought of it.

It so happens, according to Sen-
ator Maureen Neuberger of Oregon,
that some time i2go the peguins at
the Portland Zoo contracted a mys-
terious ailment that resembled as-
thma. Her late husband, Senator
Richard [Neuberger, arranged 1o
have the Fish gnd Wildlife Serviee
send a biologist to Portland, who
succeéded in controlling the disease.
She said the same biologist is now in
the Pribilof [Islands, looking after
the seals which inhabit the place.

It just might be that taking care
of penguins and seals in the Artic
and Antarctic might be a better way
to spend the taxpayers’ money than
for some things for which it is
spent. At least, we might be doing
these creatures some good.

In some instances our Foreign
Aid has actually imposed burdens
upon people whom it was supposed
to benefit. In instances, it has dis-
rupted the primary ecoomy of na-
tions assisted and has left the im-
pression with nations’ leaders that
our handouts are permanent. It
has tended to destroy initiative and
resourcefulness. The result has
been that most nations emerging
from an undeveloped status are
practicing a form of blackmail
against the United (States.

Texans are rightfully fearful of
Snakes, but the fact of the matter
more Texans have been dying over
the years from the efffects of insect
bites than have died from snake.
bites.

During the five<year period from
1956 to 1960, snake 'bites claimed
13 Texas lives during the same per-
iod insects resulted in the deaths of
30 persons.

Last year, 1960, there were 18
total snake and insect-bite :(deaths
in Texas, the largest number since
1944, when there were 23 such
deaths.

An interesting coincidence can
be found by examining rainfall ev-
erages for various years, and their
relating them to the number of
snake and insect 'bite deaths.

For instance, 1956 had no deaths
from such bites--this was the peak
yvear of the recent drought. The
following year, there was a jump
to nine insect-bite deaths and one
snake-bite death. .

In a recent national study involv-
ing a five-year period, it was found
bees, wasps, hornets and yellow
jackets killed 86 persons compared
with 71 from snake bites and 39
from spiders.

Bees alone took 52 lives when vic-
tims were allergic to their piosons.

Best defense against insect z=nd
snake bites is to be watchful. Tra-
mping through woods with thick
undergrwoth can be asking for trou-
ble.

Around the home, look carefully
in tall bushes znd vines before trim-
ming to make sure there are no in-
sect nests

When exposed to snake-ridden
areas, carry a snake-bite kit. If bit-
ten, be still to keep circulation at a
minimum rate while applying snake-
bite procedures or waiting for help.
The vietim should seek medical aid
from a physician as soon zs possible.
