First Fall-Out Shelter
In Area at Wallace Home

The dangeers of the Hydrogen
Age have been put clearly in focus
with the installation by a Rotan
couple of the area’s first blast and
fzllout shelter., Mr. and Mrs. John
H. Wallace of 502 E. 8th St. in
Rotan proudly announce that the
shelter has now hbeen completed.

The shelter is the Dynamies In-
dustrial Survival Unit menufactured
in Abilene, Texas, box 1886. The
Unit designed to withstand the tre-
mendous pressures released in an
atomic explosion, is built of fiber-
glass and steel-reinforced concrete.
The Unit hzs been engneered to
meet all civil defese standards for a
maxium security shelter. Mr. and
Mrs. Wallace are quick to point out
thaet the shelter was designed not
only for fallout protection but also
as absolute blast zone protection. It
may also be used as a storm shelter.

Th two primary materials, fiber-
glass and concrete used in the con-
struction of the Survival Unit were
selected because, according to Dy-
namies enginers, fiberglass affords
strength equal to :zrmor-plate ste-
el to reinforce the concrete in the
event that an earth shock cracks or
damages the concrete, the engineers
reported. i

The entrance tunnel is also con-
structed of fiberglass to resist rust
and corrosion indefinitely. The blast
hateh entrance is locked both from
the outside and from the inside. The
tunnel has a ladder molded into it.
By civil defense requirements and
criterizz all shelters must have a
right angle in the entrance way.
This is to prevent the entry of radia-
tion which only travels in a straight
line.

‘Since it is possible to have debris
cover the entrance of any shelter
in time of a nuclear burst, it is nec-
essary to have an emergency exit.
The Dynamies :Survival Unit is pro-
vided with an escape hatch for just
such an emergency.

The Unit provide a three-filter
activateq charcoal air purification
system with a positive-type air pump
for pure air wentilation. Polyethe-
lene is 'wrzpped completely around
the shelter for watertightness. Ev-
ery unit included disposable santita-
tion facilities.

The <cesign of the !Survival Unit
has given it the ability, tested by
independent engineers, to resist im-
pact pressures of 391 pounds per
squ:re inch. The average house will
collapse under 3 to 4 pounds per
squars inch pressure.
