New V A  Hospitalization 
Procedure Outlined

Under the .date of January 15, 
1962, the Veten.ns Administration 
Deputy Chief Medical iDirector ad­
vised all VA hospitals that a veteran 
making application for hospitaliza­
tion who is ont in receipt of compen­
sation for i;! service connected dis- 
ahility must go through admission 
counseling. The purpose o f  the ad­
mission counseling is to determine 
the ability of the veteran to pay 
for hospitlization or treatment in a 
private hospital.

The new directive states that all 
applicants for admission under |VA 
Regulation '604’7'(D) (non-sCrvice- 
connected cases) will receive coun­
seling. The intensiveness o f  the 
counseling will depend upon the cir­
cumstances of each case. The Ad­
mission Counselor will review each 
item on the applications forms, par­
ticularly asset information which 
includes insurance info;;:nation, the 
estimated cost of com iaraible hos­
pital care in the co.:"n.":unity, and 
other pertinent factors with the ap­
plicant. As may be indicated, the 
Counselor will insure through dis­
cussion thtait all the entries aro cor­
rect, complete and fully understood 
bv! the applicant. The yarning state­
ment will be fully pxp ‘ 'ined so the 
applicant is completely aware ef the 
significance o f his actions. If the 
'atpplieant then affirms his ina)bility 
to defray his expenses and costs of 
comparable hospital treatment, he 
will be requested to sign VA Forms 
lO-P-10 anid: lO-P-lOa. Thereafter, 
the applicantion will be processed in 
accordaince with current procedures. 
If such a veteran, after counseling, 
believes tand indicates on Form 10- 
P-10 that he is financially able to 
defrsy the • costs of such care, his 
application will be rejected:. Any 
significant information obtained 
the applicant during counseling will 
be noted on the reverse side of VA 
form lO-jP-lO'a. I f VA forms 10-P- 
10 and lO-P-lOa were signed prior 
to the veterans arrival jgt the hospi­
tal, the same procedure applies ex­
cept that after counseling the ap­
plicant will be asked to reaffirm 
his statement of insbilify to pay.

Emergency admission will be re­
ferred to the examining physician 
without delay for administrative 
processing. Administrative process­
ing /will be completed when the pa­
tient’s condition permiits an inter­
view, including counseling, .and the 
patient is able to und'.erst;'nd the 
meaning of the questions and nature 

j of his actions. If the patient can­
not be interviewed within a reason­
able time, necessary information 
will be obtrined from the next-of- 
kin Or other person acting for the 
patient. All hospital .directors have 
been instructec\^that all interviewing 
and counseling is to .be conducted 
privatel and: iwith the utmost cour­
tesy. No veteran should be expect­
ed to furnish information of a per- 
soniE'l or confidential nature in pub­
lic. Whenever possible, all hospitals 
will provide [private rooms for this 
counseling. This information is fur­
nished so that all iService Officers 
who assist veterans in getting into 
hospitals should let the veterans 
know they will he a period o f  coun­
seling when they arrive ist the hos­
pital.

This is perfect proof beyond 
■d'O'ubt that all veterans that are eli­
gible should ipay their dues and be­
long to some service organization 
or another. Just through strength 
iiind organization can we keep these 
people from continuing to cut our 
throats through these small actions 
such as these. The |way this law 
is now is that a man has to swear 
to something twice, which just does­
n’t look fair. A letter ,to yiour 'Con­
gressman might help in this matter, 
but, it would carry more weight if 
you belonged to some organization 
and got behind them.

State and federal animal health 
authorities must hiive reports on 
all suspected' scre'wworm infesta­
tions to conduct the eradiction pro- 
)gram> propjerly. iLdvestodk oiwnera 
who make such reports will get the 
earliest and most thorough relief, 
Dr. Garrett said.

A sorewworm tsansport patrol 
line has been established by the 
Commission across Texas from' iDel 
IRio generally east to Columbus andi 
south through El tCampo and Bay 
City to the Gulf o f Mexico. This 
action was taken to contain known 
infeststions in the southern part 
o f  the State, [where their presence 
has been confirmed, and to prevent 
their transportation by truck or rail 
to the free area north and east o f 
the patrol line.

Dr. Garrett request's that ell ani­
mal handlers be especially watch­
ful for animal wounds. He suggests 
that, where possible, such [wounds 
be treated immeidiately ■with reme­
dies and fly) repellents so they will 
not be come infested.

If [worms are found in lanimal 
wounds, their identity should be 
established: as quickly as possible. 
Dr. Garrett said. Free mailing kits 
may 'be obtained from county. Agri­
cultural Agents, livestock inspectors 
and others. Samples of the worms 
found will go to ■Screwworm Iden­
tification, ADE-USDA, Box 569, 
Mission, Texsis. Identify of the 
worms [will be known to the owner 
immediately.

Ever have troulble with soil stick­
ing plows? U. S. Department of 
Agriculture agricultural engineers 
may have found an -answer to this 
probelm.

In tests conducted at Auburn, 
Alabama, mbldbois'rd plows covered 
with sheet plastic did an excellent

job of shedding soil. Two plastics. 
Teflon and IH. D. polyethylene, were 
effective in turning sticky, difficult- 
to plow clay soil.

The plow covered with Teflon
required '23 percent less pulling pow­
er than a conventional steel mold- 
board plow. The USDA engineers
say this is the first time the David­
son clay used in the test has been 
satisfactorily ploiwed with a mold- 
board since the Ullage machinery
labortary began using this soil for 
test nearly 26 yoairs ago.

Later tests of the plastic-covered 
plows were conducted at Plains, Ga. 
A rye cover crop was completely 
turned under with six inches or 
more o f  soil by a Teflon-covered 
moldtbcMard. In an adjacent field, an 
uncovered moldboard failed to shed 
the soil, which was merely; broken 
loose and pushed' over. The soil in 
these fields [was a very sticky clay.

Although both Teflon and H. D. 
polyethylene were effective in shed­
ding soil, tests comparing sheets o f  
equiail thickness showed that Teflon 
lasts longer. The engineers estimate 
a 14-inch moldiboard plow covered 
with Teflon will turn about iSO 
more acres of highly abrasive, stic­
ky soil than will a similar plow 
covered with H. D. polyethylene.

U.SDA en'gineers are presently 
working with coverings for mold- 
board plo'ws only;, but they believe 
plastic coverings may eventually 
prove useful on any farm imple­
ment that comes in contact [with the 
soil. This -research is continuing. j

The plow coverings are not yet 
commercially isvailable. Manufactur­
ers will have to determine, on the 
basis of potential demand, whether 
production o f these items is econo­
mically feasible.

The report, prepared by the 
partment’s Statistical Services, in­
dicated that although the num.ber of 
motorcides increased, thp  ̂ ^ a th  
rate--the nuimiber of deaths per IqO,- 
000,000 miles tnatveled—decreasedi 
from 4.9 to 4.8, the lowest rate bn 
record in Texas. In 1961, Texans 
traveled 47.9 billion miles, or, 3.42 
percent more miles than they did in 
I960.

In addition to the 2,314 deaths, 
in 1961 there were an estimated 
132,570 injuries sustained in 324,- 
149 motor vehicle acmdents.

On an average, last year in Tex­
as traffic, a person was killed ev­
ery three hours and forty-seven 
minutes, and a traffic ac<̂ i'd«nt ac­
cident occurred every 97 seconds.

'Col. Homer Garrison Jr., Director 
of the DPS, said:

“ It is a sobering thought to real­
ize that the numiber of persons kill­
ed on Texas streets and highways 
was greater than the populations o f 
most Texas towns, and that the 
nulmber o f injuries wiais more than 
the population o f Lubbock. When 
the economic loss resulting from 
traffic accidents in 1961—over 356 
million dollars—is added to these 
losses, the problem we face is only 
too apparent.”

“ Texans must accept the chal­
lenge posed by these figures. The 
best way to do ths is for every driv­
er to oibey the traffic IrKvs, because 
in almost every accident at least one 
violation is involved.”

Other observations made from 
the analysis include;

The 141 motorcides in February 
was the lowest number of any mon­
th since Februi ry 1950, when 140 
were killed.

The most deadly bay in Texas

traffic last year was December 22, 
when 23 persons were killed in 15 
fatal accidents.

There were only 4 days last year 
when no £:tal accidents occured in 
Texas.

14 counties—Bordan, Brewster, 
Delta, Hansford, Hardeman, Kent, 
Lipscomib, Loving, Mason, Rains, 
Roberts, Somervell, Sutton and Up­
ton—had no fatal accidents or deaths 
during 1961.

to him. A rope tied to the saddle 
horn in this fashion afforded no 
easy escape such " aS 'that' provided 
by the slip-knot. Whatever the cow­
boy threw his rope oiver “ was his— 
or he was its.

The determination o f the “ Tie 
Fast Man,” his dogged willingness 
to be committed to his task and to 
actually throw his life in with it 
if necessary, was, it seems, the very 
essence of the pioneer spirit which 
built the West.

It seems also to have had a rela­
tion to our national characteristics. 
By/ and large, Iwe have always been 
a plain people with fewer complexes 
land sophistication than countries 
with older civilizations.

Until recent years, in our relation 
to other nations, we, have always 
“ steod fast.” In more recent years 
we have vacillated. Since the end of 
World Wi:r II, we have been pursu­
ing a sort of a slogan entitled the 
‘̂struggle fur the minds of men.” 

The result of this plo-icy has been 
to concentrate and cater to newly 
emeging nations at the expense of 
neglecting tried and true allies.

We have now reached the point 
where old friends are asking the 
question, “ What sort of ally is the 
United States when the chips are 
down?” These old allies ask why it is 
that the United States appeairs to 
be going out of its way to take the 
side of the so-called  ̂ “ neutral” na­
tions o f the world 'against interests 
of tried and true friends.

We are presently seeing lai reaction 
against this sort of policy. We sent 
an envoy to Europe to convince cer­
tain allies that they should not con­
tinue to trade with iC'uba. We got a 
coot reception. The principal rea­
son is what the United States has 
failed to side with its allies at times 
when it really counted.

The Dutch are unhappy with us 
because we seem to side with Indo­
nesia. Portugal is bitter about our 
position with Nassar, who bald ac­
cused French diplomats of espion­
age. The IBelgians, o f  course, have 
opposed United States policy on Ka­
tanga and in the Congo.

Even Thailand in Southeaist Asia, 
long time friend of this Country, 
observes that we yield to threats of 
small insignificant nations that they 
may go Communist if ,we do not

A deluge of ghoulish guessing 

and bloodthirsty reporting has ob­
scured the very real progress that 
has been made in lautomotive high­
way safety in the nation.

From a high of 11.5 deaths per 
100 millions vehicle miles in 1945, 
the rate Iwas slashed to 5.3 in 1960. 
In 1961, it was reduced even more, 
with a record low of 5.1 .posted in 
the first 11 months. This outstand­
ing progress wa made during the 
decade andi a half since World War 
II when the number o f cars, trucks 
and buses on America’s streets and 
highways soared froim a little over 
31 million to more thialn 74 million.

With the automotive safety re­
cord constantly improving, it’s 
time to stop screaming death and 
destruction. It’s time to call a halt 
to creating the impression that the 
only safe place for the. fialmilyi car 
is home in the garage.

There’s no .minimizing the impor­
tance o f  highway safety - - nobody 
wants to - - but sensational reports 
of widespread carnage, insteia'd of 
making drivers safer and more com­
petent, can make them more tense, 
more nervous and more accident- 
prone.

What makes better drivers is 
not horror but help; not scares but 
suggestion; not terror but tetaching. 
Safe driving is a skill which, once 
mastered and remembered, provides 
gTeat pleasure. America’s automo­
tive safety record can be improved 
still more, w’ithout horror and hys­
teria, by the conscientious appliciaW 
tion of the principles o f safe driv­
ing.
