Supervisors of the Upper Clear 
'Fork Soil Conservation District 
wish to again emphasis the ibenefits 
of the use of cotton burs for soil 
improvement.

The burning o f burs has been 
grehtly curtailed in this vitrea the 
last, few years. It hi^-ibeen--:eStimated 
that lOvOOO tons-,of' bur^,;;are -being 
returned to the land each year. Each 
ton o f burs contains nitrogen, phos­
phorus and potassium in amounts 
worth about '$7.50. This represents 
a return of approximately $75,000 
worth o f fertilizer to the soil each 
year. The average cost of getting 
the burs put on the land is ap­
proximately i$2.50 per ton.

The greatest benefit from apply­
ing cotton iburs to the land seems 
to ibe the improvement o f  the soil- 
water relationship. Plants are then 
able to use the available moisture 
more effectively. iSoils to which 
cotton burs are added also are more 
resistant to wind and water erosion 
and have a better water intake rate.

Research has shown that iipproxi- 
mately 3 tons, o f  burs per acre 

'sl^^uld applied to ibe effectively 
for wind erosion control. When the 
supply o f  burs is limited, a 2 ton 
rate per acre gave the greatest 
profit per ton o f burs applied. Ap­
proximately 10 pounds o f nitrogen 
per ton o f  burs should be applied 
to the land to offset the nitrogen, 
tie Up o f the decomposition.

Cost-share is available through the 
A'OP program for application o f 
burs for wind erosion control. They 
should be applied at the rate o f  3 
tons per acre.

Abilene, November 17 - “ If you 
bag one - bag it!’ ’ deer hunters are 
reminded by Mrs. T. C. Campbell, 
Abilene. “ A t. least bag the hide,” 
she pleads, ‘?|i3 iWe’re begging every 
scrap o f  buckskin for patients in 
our state hospitals and special scho­
ols.’’

The Volunteer Services Council, 
headed by Mrs. Campbell, once again 
will have donated hides tanned and 
distribute the leather among the 
28,000 patients in Texas mental hos­
pitals, tuberculosis hospitals, and 
schools for the mentally retarded. 
It is used in rehabilitation projects.

‘Throw a handful o f  table salt on 
the hide, let it drain, “ bag it’ in 
heavy paper and send it to Austin 
Taxidermist Studio, 2708 >South La­
mar, Austin, and we’ll do the rest,” 
explains Mrs. Campbell.

“ Mark the shipping tag ‘charity,’ 
and most motor freight lines will 
haul hides without charge. If hunt­
ers request, locker plant operators 
will send in hides,” adds the Council 
leader.

“ The 28,000 Texans in the hospi­
tals and schools join me in saying, 
‘we hope it’s in the bag’ for every 
sportsman,” said Mrs. Campbell.

Dumg Last Week

Cotton harvesting was at a stand­
still last week. A few gins operated 
on Monday to clear gin yards of cot­
ton harvested during the Weekend-

Sample receipts at the USDA, 
Coton Classing Office in Abilene 
were down albout 7,460 from the 
previous week. Receipts for the 
week ending November 20, 1964, 
totaled 11,150 which brought the 
season total to 10-9,500.

Grades of cotton from District 
2 - Coleman, Runnels, Taylor, Nolan, 
Mitchell, Scurry, Fisher, Jones, 
wall, Kenf  ̂ and Dickens Counties - 
were about the same as they were 
the two previous weeks. Eighteen 
percent o f  the samples were white, 
72 percent was light spotted and 
lOj percent was spotted. About 2 
percent o f the samples were reduc­
ed in grade due to bark and grass.

Staple lengths showed a slight 
improvement and were: 4 percent 
7-^; 43 -percent 29-32; -56 percent 
15-,16; 5 percent 31-8^2; and I  -per­
cent 1-inch and longer.

'Eighty-two percent o f  the noike 
readings were in the 3.5 - 4.9 range 
and 17 -percent miked 5.0 and albove. 
Less than one ipercent o f  the sam­
ples miked below 3.-5.

Cotton market activity was steady 
last week. -Gross price received by 
producers for Middling,(Light Spot­
ted Cotton ranged from 4Q to 75 
points above loan value while Strict 
Low Middling Light Spotted and 
lower grades o f cotton -brought 80 
to 135 points premium. The demand 
for Middling Cotton was not good.

I ‘Sliinnery’ Improvement
j Recent surveys show there are ap- 
 ̂ prcximately 16,000 acres o f Fisher 
I County which are heavily infested 
; with shin oak or what is commonly 
I called shinnery. These de^p sands,
I Tvhich are supporting this shinnery, 
j have the potential o f  being one o f  
j our most productive tjrpes o f rSn- 
j geland. High grass production can 
I be effectively restored to these 
I areas by applying proper methods 
o f shin oak control and in many 
cases, reseeding these areas with the 
proper grasses.

i There are three methods o f  mech- 
[ anical control which are commonly 
I used on shinnery, and 'are effective 
j of properly applied. They are mow- 
I ing, chopping, and shredding. These 
I methods produce annual benefits 
1 and should be repeated yearly 'as 
I needed to keep the shinnery under 
I control.
j If reseeding is necessary, to have 
j the desired grasses, the use o f the 
I rolling chopper is an excellent me- 
1 t'hod of mechanical control and the 
same time gives enough ground dis­
turbance for a good seedbed in 
which to seed the desired grasses. 
'If this method is used, a follow up 
in the two successive years with 
aerial spray is effective in control­
ling the regrowth, which results 
from the chopping.

I f sufficient amounts o f  the bet­
ter grasses are present and reseeding 

I is not necessary, the chemical me- 
[ thods o f control can be effectively

When chemicals are applied either, 
by aerial spray or other methods, 
there are certain -plfilic^les that 
should be followed to jir’̂ ^ain the 
best results.

fever” ?
Chances are you have, if you’ve 

ever hunted - or listened to hunting 
tales, as most Texans have.

Few hunters _ or' deer, for that 
matter - ever die as a result o f 
buck fever. This so-called fever or 
disease usually occurs when a hunter 
spots a deer and loses his head in­
stead o f being calm.

But over a hundred died last 
year and will this year from a symp­
tom o f  this disease - lightheaded­
ness - although it is labeled “ hunting 
accidents” in the hooks.

For example, who would ever 
climh Up an unfamiliar tree in the 
dark, carrying a loaded gun - ex­
cept on the first morning o f deer 
season?

Who would ever put a loaded gun 
in the hand:; of an untrained teen­
ager and turn him loose in the 
woods - except during deer season?

Or who would ever snake his way 
through a barbed wire fence, wag­
ging a loaded rifle behind him - ex­
cept during deer season? ^

And when would you ever choose 
a loaded rifle for a companion 
around the campfire or over a hot 
cup o f coffee - except during â 
hunting excursion?

Planning, preparedness and thoug­
htfulness would eliminate many uu- 
necessary hunting fatalities. Unload­
ing' your rifle before you climb a 
tree or go through a fence takes 
a few seconds - maybe even a min'utg 
- but why gamble a minute against 
your life?

If yOur youngster want's to hunt, 
prepare him before you take him 
out. Teach him gun-handling techni­
ques and safety, or check in your 
community for gun-handling cours­
es.

"When you take time out fi’om your 
hunting for coffee, a na,p or sup­
per, unload your gun. A loaded gun 
is a dangerous companion.

A cardinal rule for hunters- o f 
any kind and at any time. is. .to 
m.ake sure you know what you are 
shooting.. Almost every year -̂ )the 
headlines tell about someone who 
was mistaken and shot for a tur­
key, deer or game of some sort.

Buck fever is nothing to be a- 
shamed of, but carelessness is‘. When 
you load your rifle this season - or 
any time, for that matter . leave 
your light headedness behind.
