Little Interest is being 
shown in registration to vote 
in Fisher County. Robert 
Buck of the County Tax of­
fice reports about 750 po­
tential voters had signed' up 
to Wednesday. Of course 
this is considered an ‘off 
year’ as far as elections go, 
but Rotan voters will face 
a ballot in city and water 
authority board this spring. 
Mayor and 3 councilmen are 
to be elected, then there is 
always the posibility of a 
local option election on liq­
uor and other issues.

This is the first complete 
year of free voter registration 
in Texas.

Last year started out un  ̂
der the old $1.75 poll tax sys­
tem, but this was thrown out 
early in the year by the U. S. 
Supreme Court and an addi­
tional two-week period of 
free registration was ordered.

The deadline is the same 
for free registration as it was 
under the poll tax — Jan 31.

Only exemptions are if you 
were 60 years or older on 
January 1, 1967, you do not 
have to register. All others 
must register to vote.

Registration may be done 
at the Tax Office in Roby or 
at City Hall in Rotan, or by 
mail, If-you are unable to go 
to either place you may write 
Tax Collector for application 
and mail this back to him.

Under the old poll tax sys­
tem normal payments at this 
time of the month average 
about 1800.

Overbead Projectoor

Inspection of 
Vehicles Due

Austin — Col. Himer Gar­
rison, Jr., director of Jlie Tex­
as Department of Public 
Safety, reminded Texas mot­
orists today that most Vehi­
cles havQ not yet been in­
spected for their 1967 ve­
hicle inspection sticker, . ^

“The inspection period is 
two-thirds over and only 
about one-third of the vehi­
cles have been inspecte<f,” 
said Garrison. “This means 
that during the 14 weeks re­
maining before the April 15 
deadline for " inspections, 
more than twice as many 
persons each week must have 
their car inspected to avoid 
long lines forming at the end 
of the period.”

In urging motorists to have 
their vehicle inspected at an 
early date, Garrison pointed 
out that official inspection 
stations are easily identified 
by the standard sign display­
ed at or near the service en­
trance of the garage.

He advised that inspection 
stations are being urged to 
request permission to inspect 
any vehicle brought into the 
garage for repairs or regu­
lar service.

‘̂ n this way,” Garrison 
pointed out, “time will be 
saved for the motorist as well 
as for the inspection station.

“And if you have not had 
your vehicle inspected, take 
it to one of the 5,500 author­
ized inspection stations for a 
“check-up” and start the new 
year off right with a safe ve­
hicle.”

Income 
Estimates

Dallas — ' Farmers who 
earned .at <.least two-thirds of 
their 1966 gross income from, 
farming should file their dec­
laration of estimated Feder­
al Income tax for 1966 on or 
before Monday, January, 16, 
1967. Form 1040ES should be 
be used for this purpose.

However, . Ellis Campbell, 
Jr., District Director of Inter­
nal Revenue in northern Tex­
as, said that farmers need not 
file an estimate of they file 
their 1966 Federal income 
tax return, Form 1040, and 
pay in full any tax due by 
February 15, 1967.

“Farmer’s Tax Guide,” 
(Publication No. 225), which 
furnishes information on this 
subject may be obtained by 
dropping a post card to your 
District Director, Internal 
Revenue Service, 1600 Pat­
terson Street, Dallas, Texas 
75201 or from your county 
farm agent.

Fishermen who expect to 
receive at least two-thirds of 
their gross income from fish­
ing may file declarations of 
estimated tax, or Form 1040 
in lieu of declarations of es­
timated tax, on the same pre­
scribed for fanners.

Meat Use Survey 
To Be Made
