Newsprint Prices Sfill
On Accelerated Climb

A newspring price increase of $15 per ton,
effective July, has been announced by
Southland Paper Mills. The delivered price will
then be $240 per ton, as compared to $151 per
ton on July 1, 1970, or an increase of 59 per cent
in the cost of newsprint.

Other mills are now receiving anywhere from
$240 to $270 per ton. Newspapers in the
Southwest might just as well get ready for the
$270 price before many months have passed, as
the past policy of Southland seems to have been
to follow the industry price increases by several

. months. e i, g .

The following is a schedule of prices charged

by Southland since July 1, 1970:

July 1, 1970 $151.00
July 1, 1971 $158.00
July 1, 1972 $163.00
July 1, 1973 $168.00
July 1, 1974 $190.00
July 1, 1974 $240.00

Unfortunately, the new exorbitant wage
demands by pulp and paper mill workers will
probably cause strikes, shutdowns and
settlements that will make it necessary for
newsprint prices to reach $300 per ton.

Metropolitan newspapers have greater

flexibility and can promptly increase their
circulation or advertising rates or both.
Newspapers in the smaller towns do not have
the vast buying power as do those in
metropolitan cities. That situation should cause
great concern to Congress, as the smaller
dailies, semi-weeklies and weeklies have
always been the ‘‘backbone’’ of the protection
of the freedoms guaranteed under the
Constitution of the United States.
. A good local example of the increased
subscription prices is the Abilene Reporter
News. Their rates for mail delivery in Fisher
County have increased from $19.95 in the early
1970’s to $34.00 at present time. This rate is for
daily papers. Local subscribers taking the daily
and Sunday editions of the Reporter News have
had a hike from $23.95 to $42.00.

The subscription prices for Fisher County
residents taking the Advance-Star Record have
increased from $4.00 in the early 1970’s to the
current rate of $6.50.

This newspaper has absorbed many increases
in past years, but it is impossible to continue
doing so much longer without passing on future
increases to advertisers and subscribers.

Fortunately, the Advance-Star Record has
the cooperation of both advertisers and
subscribers in Fisher and surrounding counties,
and is not contemplating ‘‘going out of
business’’, not this month...anyway. However,
many small weekly and semi-weekly news-
papers will probably have to call it quits.

Although government meddling in private
business generally causes more problems thanit
solves, it is time for serious thought to be given
to this matter by all concerned.

Direct Deposit Program Available In County

Sweetwater Savings Associa-
tion will have the necessary
government forms in July to help
Social Security recipients have
their benefits deposited directly
into any Sweetwater Savings
office savings account, according
to Ed Aiken, Jr., president of
Sweetwater Savings.

Aiken stated. ‘‘First, it |is
completely safe since the funds
are mailed directly to the
financial institution and deposit-
ed directly to the recipient’s
account. This is particularly
helpful when the recipient is out
of town. There is no risk of the
funds being stolen from a mail
box or home.”’

*‘Second, it is convenient since
the recipient does not have to
make the deposit. When we
receive the check from the
government we deposit it to that
person’s account and the
recipient is notified by mail that
the deposit has been made. In
may cases it is difficult for
recipients to make deposits and
the direct deposit method should
be of great assistance to them.”’

‘“Third, the direct deposit'plan
is very flexible. Sweetwater
Savings will transfer automatic-
ally each month any amount the

recipient chooses to his or her
checking account. As an exam-
ple, if husband and wife both
receive Social Security benefits,
they may choose to have one
check deposited to their checking
account and the other remain in
their savings account.

over innocent parties who might be affected by the publication.

1 can see their point. It has pever been my desire to hurt anyone
unjustly. If publishing these incidents has saved one person from
injury or death, however, it it has been entirely worthwhile.

In the future, if acceptable to the press, I wouldsuggest that
the names of persons charged with misdemeanor offensesin Fisher
County be withheld from print. The incident itself should prob-
ably still be published with the discretion of press bearing on in-
dividual occurrences. However, if DWI incidents begin to show
an increase, and the increase may be related to discontinued
printing of names in the paper, I would suggest a return to the
former policy. Thank you very much for the fine job you  are
doing with our Fisher County newspaper.

Psalms 1:3, His Leaf also shall
not wither and whatsoever he
doeth shall prosper.

There are many facets of truth
in this wonderful passage of
scripture, that would be of
interest to all of us. We could
talk about the prosperity that
accrues from delighting the
Lord. We could talk about the
advantages of delighting in law
of the Lord, that helps us to enjoy
what we do, when we are doing
the will of the Lord. But another
interesting truth comtained here
is the solution to the problem of
‘“Withering Leaves’’.

We live in a world that is not
friend to grace. Paul says we
wrestle not against flesh and
blood, but against principalities,
against powers, against the
rullers of wickedness in high
places. Our spiritual leaves have
a tendency to wither, and lost
their luster and freshness. The
early spring vegetables, as the
hot summer drags on, lose their
crispness. They do not have the
snap and tenderness and falor,
unless they are planted by the
rivers of water.

_ Withering leaves suggest the
approach of death. It is only the
outer extremities now. But if the
trend continues, it will only be a
matter of time until death will
come. The outer fringe of life is
wilting and withering. Young
life, young nations, young
churches, and young christians,
are usually full of life but as tie
wears on unless they are planted
by the rivers of water, if they fail
to realize that the supernatural is
the source of strength, then the
leaves begin to wither, and signs
of deterioration begin to appear.

We can not escape the drag
and drain that life places upon
us. But in Christ, who is the way
the truth and the life, there is an
inexhastable source of strength
that will help us to weather the
storms of life and continue on
until life day shall end with that
fresh growing edge, that is
characteristic to growing life
about us. Leaves may seem not
so important as the main body of
the tree, but the condition of the
leaves is an indication of what
condition the trunk and main
body of the tree is in.

I,find access to this supply of
energy in my prayer life, and in
the reading of God’s word, and
my appetite for communion with
