Fisher County Petroleum
Production *71.2 Million

The production of crude oil
and natural gas in 1974
continued to have a significant
impact on the economy of Fisher
County, with the estimated value
of the county’s production,
royalty payments, and state
severance taxes reaching new
highs.

Fisher was one of 197
counties--an increase of four
from 1973--which produced oil
and gas valued in excess of
$100,000 in a year which saw the
total value of state production
jump from just over $6.7 billion
to almost $11.4 billion.

The county ranked 42nd in the
state in the total value of
petroleum produced--$71.2 mil-
lion--with $67.8 million of that
coming from the sale of 9.7
million barrels of crude oil; $3.4
million from the sale of 11.5
million MCF of natural gas.

This study by the Texas
Mid-Continent Oil & Gas
Association shows also that the
county’s petroleum production
last year resulted in the payment
of $8.9 million to royaity owners.

‘‘These figures, whether con-
sidered statewide or individually
in almost 80 percent of Texas’
254 counties, emphasize the
importance of a healthy petro-
leum industry in the nation’s No.
1 energy state,”’ said Sherman
Hunt, a Dallas independent oil
man who is president of Texas
Mid-Continent. = o

“In the face - of declining - -

production in Texas, it is
significant that this increased
return to royalty owners and
producers came from crude oil
and natural gas which is free
from restrictive federal price
controls. But there are at this
time proposals in Congress
which would place all of Texas’
petroleum  production under
federal price controls, with
predictable disastrous conse-
quences for the industry, as well
as the whole economy of the
state,”’ Hunt said.

The survey also shows that the

State of Texas received $3.3
million in production taxes from
county wells, with $3.1 million
coming from crude oil output and
$252,000, from natural gas
production.

Oil and gas developers and
producers spent an estimated $1
million drilling 40 wells in the
county last year, with 46.1
percent of that figure lost in 24
dry holes. The total drilling
yielded 16 oil wells. The
exploratory effort in the county

included the drilling of 20 wildcat:
wells seeking new oil and gas
fields.

Acording to the Texas Employ-
ment Commission, 38 oil and gas
industry employes worked in the
county in 1974 and shared a
payroll totalling $321,944.

Processing plants also added
to the county’s petroleum-rela-
ted economy: The ‘‘Oil and Gas
Journal”’ lists two natural
gasoline processing plants, with

‘a daily capacity of 25.1 million
cubic feet.

On f;the produetion line and the
profit and lgss statement, cotton
is proving itself the fiber of the
future to textile mills running the
modern open-end spinning
frame.

Praduction, of 100 per cent
cottog‘is and: cotton blends
accounted for 79 per cent of all
open-end spun yarns in February
1975,isaid Karl Mueller, director
of product development for
Cotton Incorporated, the fiber
company of U.S. cotton pro-
ducets.

‘“That’s an increase of six per
cent in less than a year,”’ said
Mueller. ‘‘Cotton’s share of the
total opeﬁ‘~e?'id spinning in March
1975 was 75 per cent.”

Mugller'said the increased use
of cotfon came at the expense of
synth;:;etics, which dropped from
27 pex cent of open-end spinning
productlon 021 per cent.

Mueller told a convention of
the Amencan Association of
Textﬁe Technologists that cotton
is pgjovmg itself better than
syntlietics in performance, eco-
nomigs, and aesthetics for use in
openzend spinning.

Opén-end spinning first made
its presence félt in the United::
Statel in the tate1960s. “Hali B
Brockmann, Cotton Incorporated
vice president ‘'for textile - re-
search and development, said-it
offers saveral advantages over
conventlonal ring-spinning
equlpment Most important is
increased production, with lower
costs for labor and raw materials,
Brockmann said.

Editorial Comment

SAVE THE POSTAL SERVICE AND THE FREE PRESS

Some rather startling recommendations were made recently by the
administrative law judge of the Postal Rate Commission concerning
future postal rates. If followed, these recommendations could spell
disaster for the United Stats Postal Service itself and for freedom of
the press as we know it. !

Among other things, the judge proposes reducing the price of a
first-class stamp from 10 cents to 8-1/2 cents. Sounds fine from the
consumer’s point of view, doesn’t? Well, it’s not. And the reason is
that the judge wants to make up the loss in first-class revenues by
inordinate increases in the costs of mailing magazines, newspapers,
books and packages. Actually, his plan would wind up costing the
consumer more--not less.

And what does his plan do to the USPS? It means a reduction of
$900-million in first-class revenues, and the doubtful prospect that
this will be made up by the certain reduction in usage of the other
classes of mail. Not to mention the fact that there is already a $1.6
billion deficit facing the postal service. ~

Bankruptcy? Certainly a possibility.

Moreover, the judge’s proposals could also cause an intellectual
bankruptey in the-land,” for they could force may of our valued
periodicals to go out of business--unable to absorb or pass along the
hugh increases in mailing costs. Newspapers and magazines wouid
be hit by a minimum of a 121 percent rise (weekly newspapers by as
much as 250 percent); books by 96 percent, and packages by:-67
percent.

The single greatest tragedy in all of this as far as the American
public is concerned is that the public-service function of 'the postal
service in the dissemination of informational and educational
material--as clearly recognized by our founding fathers--has not even
been considered in the recommendations made by the law judge in
this case. ’

If his remarkable recommendations are followed, we may live to
see the day when the thoughtful, provocative and beautiful magazine
is relegated to the role of coffee table decor for the very rich--as
opposed to an informational and educational natural resource for all
to enjoy.

Seﬁ. Bentsen Wants Fast
Action On Pest Controls

Senator Lloyd Bentsen (D-
Tex.) toﬂay said he will push for
quick CTpngressional approval of
his legislation directing the
Departhent of Agriculture to
help foreign countries contol
pests that threaten American
agricultfire.

The Senate Agriculture Com-
mittee reported the Bentsen bill
out Wednesday following a
three-week delay caused by
opposition.from the Administra-
tion’s Offiee of Management and
Budget. *OMB dropped 'its
opposition“today.

Althougfl it is specifically
aimed at stopping the northward
spread of: the Mediterranean
Fruit Fly from El Salvador and
Guatemala, the bill authorizes
the Department of Agriculture to
meet similar threats by helping
other foreign nations in the
future.” |

““OMB opposed the bill in an
effort t0 narrow it to affect only
the Mediterranean Fruit Fly
situation,’’ Bentsen said.

““Because it is not 'OMB’s
place td'rule on the substance of

a billy, and because ., I':am;

convinged such an emergency
mechanism is vital to our efforts
to protect American crops’ from
foreign pests, I asked the Senate
Agricutlure Committee to join
me in 'strongly protesting this
delay last week.”

““Our; protest seems to have
come up with some results.”’

Pointing out that the Mediter-
ranean. ;F:ruit Fly is extremely
destructive to both citrus and

vegetables, Bentsen said the
Administration delay was reck-
less at best.. He added that
Guatemala has asked for U.S. aid
in controlling the pest, and the
United Nations has said it will
help in the effort.

““Too much time has already
been wasted and any further
delay could have a grave effect
on crops throughout the country.
I am confident Congress will act
immediately and authorize the

USDA to take the necessary
steps to protect agriculture from
potential devastation by this
pest.”’

““And, in order that such
delays do not again threaten the
production of food and fiber in
this country, I am sure my
colleagues will agree that USDA
must be empowered to act with
equal swiftness when similar
emergency situations arise in the
future,’”’ Senator Bentsen said.

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Texas Tourism Rises

Energy shortage or no,
out-of-state motorists are still
obeying Texans’ friendly injunc-
tion, ‘‘Y’all come back.”’

They came back last spring,
and 72 percent of the auto
visitors were repeat customers.
They thronged Texas Tourist
Bureaus in record numbers,
drove more miles in the state,
stayed longer, and spent more
money in Texas than ever before.

The latest quarterly ‘ visitor
industry report issued by :the
State Department of Highways
and Public Transportation shows
that auto visitors during March,
Apirl and May 1975 sayed an
average 0 9.6 days in Texas and
drove more than 1,400 miles
while in the state.

During the winter quarter,
visitors stayed 8.8 days and
drove 1,359 miles in Texas, while
the averages for 1974 were 6.9
days and 1,153 miles driven.

The average spring visitor
party spent $483.46 while in
Texas, compared to $369.19
during the winter months and
$368.09 in 1974. The increase in
party spending is due primarily
to the longer stay in the spring.
The spending per person per day
was $20.81, 81 cents per day
more than in 1974.

Most of the visitors came on
vacation (49 percent) or a
combination  business-vacation
trip (7 per cent). Some 32 percent
came solely for business reasons
and another 7 percent came for a
convention. Moving to Texas
accounted for 3 percent of the
visitors, while 2 percent came to
visit friends or relatives.

While 20 percent of the
visitors camped in Texas, the
largest number, 49 percent,
in hotels or motels.
Another 13 percent were trailer
travelers, while three percent
stayed in private homes.

An interesting facet of the
Texas visitor industry, which
brought into the state more than
$2.8 billion in 1974, is that most
visitors are repeaters. Seventy-
three percent of last year’s

visitors had been to Texas

before, and during the spring
quarter of 1975, anothe 72
percent were repeaters.

As It Looks
From Here

By Congressman
Omar Burleson

““The Wisest Prophets Make
Sure of the Events First,”” wrote
Horace Walpole in the eighteen-
th century. It was good advice,
since back then there were no
computers.

Here in the Congress we are
inundated with statistics and
they play a great part in
formulating legislation. All sorts
of figures are thrown at you by
the experts. When the experts
diametrically disagree is when it
shakes you up. It often happens.

The economic forecasters
often hedge their bets
constantly make predictions on

which the opinions of others are .

largely based.

The oil prophets seem now to
have gotten themselves into a
special class. They may well
outdo all past feats of missing
the mark to such an extent that
the public may finally dismiss all
expert predictions and cast
doubts on experts in other fields.

On what can we depend when
government_geologist cut their
estimate of U.S. off-shore
Atlantic oil estimates by 80
percent? Last year 10 to 20
billion barrels were estimated to

be wunder the Atlantic sea
bottom. This year, the U.S.
Geological Survey says that

maybe there are only two to four
billion barrels from this source.
If this is true, we have lost a
whale of a lot of oil in between
these statistical estimates.

Public expectation has been
built up for available supplies of
oil off the Atlantic coastline. This
dizzying revision comes just as
things seemed to be loosening up

toward exploratory  drilling.
Some say the experts are
hedging their bets. This is a

rather cynical attitude but if the
Atlantic yields no more than
enough oil to fill a cigarette
lighter, experts probably can
explain how the possibility was
foreseen by one calculation or
another.

This is not likely to happen and
it could turn out that
potential is even more volumi-
nous than some of the experts
had supposed in the first place.

Further study is under way
which some geologists believe
may produce an even higher
estimate of Atlantic oil than was
first announced.

Informed decisions become
illusive for those who depengd on
statistical data and expert
advice. This situaion reminds us
of the exhibition at the New York
World’s Fair in 1940 which
showed how live in the United
States would be in 1960-tiresome
work would be eliminated, our
cities converted into virtual
paradises, the horn of plenty
producing iexhaustibly through
technology and brilliant plan-
ning. That is hardly
case--(although some apparently
assume that tiresome work is no
longer meant for them).

What can we believe, knowing
that the best minds and fabulous
machines cannot, as we once
seemingly believed, scan the
hidden future with unerring
accurace. In a way it’s pretty
simple--Americans did not un-
questionably believe in

Dyess AFB Changes Air
Flight Training Areas

The 463rd Tactical Airlift
Wing (TAW) at Dyess AFB, has
announced the establishment of
a Northwestern Training Area
and changes in two of the
low-level routes flown frequently
by the wing’s C-130 turboprop
aircraft for practice of all types of
airlift operations.

Lt. Col. Ben Benigno, chief of
weapons and tactics for the 463rd
TAW, aid that the two low-level
routes were modified to control
noise and reduce flight hazards.
They are” established over
sparsely. . populated areas as
much as possible to provide
minimum disturbance of farms,
ranches and communities. The
low-level routes and training
areas are approved by the wing’s
higher headquarters and under
normal circumstances bypass
towns, resorts, hatcheries,
stocker pens and local airports.

‘‘Opening of the Training
Area northwest of Abilene is an
addition to the normal low-level
routes which have been used all
around Abilene for years,’” said
Lt.Col. Benigno. ‘“When we fly
the specified low-level routes we
stick to the preplanned route. In
the new training area we may fly
from point to point without

regard to an established route.

Use of this area allows our
‘aircrews to practice avoidance
tactics and threat control when
we simulate surface to air
missiles, fighter aircraft, and
small arms fire along preplanned
routes in the area,’”’ he added.

Low level flights may be
scheduled between 8 a.m. and
midnight, Monday through Fri-
day, and occasionally.on week-
ends. Night flights are conducted
at least 1,000 feet above any
obstacle. Airspeeds in the

- 463rd’s four-engine, propellor-
driven aircraft will vary from 150
to 290 miles per hour.

Editorial Comment

SAVE THE POSTAL SERVICE AND THE FREE PRESS

Some rather startling recommendations were made recently by the
administrative law judge of the Postal Rate Commission concerning
future postal rates. If followed, these recommendations could spell
disaster for the United Stats Postal Service itself and for freedom of
the press as we know it.

Among other things, the judge proposes reducing the price of a
first-class stamp from 10 cents to 8-1/2 cents. Sounds fine from the
consumer’s point of view, doesn’t? Well, it’s not. And the reason is
that the judge wants to make up the loss in first-class revenues by
inordinate increases in the costs of mailing magazines, newspapers,
books and packages. Actually, his plan would wind up costing the
consumer more--not less.

And what does his plan do to the USPS? It means a reduction of
$900-million in first-class revenues, and the doubtful prospect that
this will be made up by the certain reduction in usage of the other
classes of mail. Not to mention the fact that there is already a $1.6
billion deficit facing the postal service.

Bankruptcy? Certainly a possibility.

Moreover, the judge’s proposals could also cause an intellectual
bankruptcy in the land, for they could force may of our valued
periodicals to go out of business--unable to absorb or pass along the
hugh increases in mailing costs. Newspapers and magazines would
be hit by a minimum of a 121 percent rise (weekly newspapers by as
much as 250 percent); books by 96 percent, and packages by-67
percent.

The single greatest tragedy in all of this as far as the American
public is concerned is that the public-service function of'the postal
service in the dissemination of informational and educational
material--as clearly recognized by our founding fathers--has not even
been considered in the recommendations made by the law judge in
this case.

If his remarkable recommendations are followed, we may live to
see the day when the thoughtful, provocative and beautiful magazine
is relegated to the role of coffee table decor for the very rich--as
opposed to an informational and educational natural resource for all
to enjoy.

Certain environmental con-
ditions will cause tomato blooms
to shed, resulting in a poor fruit
set. Partial failure of flowers to
develop into fruit will result in
abnormal fruits which may be
misshapen or catfaced. *

Blossom drop is most common
in tomatoes which bloom late.
The usual cause for poor fruit set
is high temperatures--either at
night or day. Nighttime tempera-
tures above 72 degrees F. along
with daytime temperatures
above 90 degrees F. often result
in heavy blossom drop. On the
other hand, unseasonally cool
weather may also cause blossom
drop in addition to causing
abnormalities in fruits.

Other factors causing lack of
fruit set or abnormal fruit include
unbalanced nutrition, extended
periods of warm, windy weather
with low humidity, extended
periods of shower, cool, overcast
weather in the early spring, and
insects and diseases. ;

Therefore, providing a bal-
anced fertilizer and controlling
insects and diseases will help in
controlling blossom drop. Of
course, little can be done about
weather conditions.

Poor fruit set is most common
in the large slicing types of
tomatoes. However, such varie-
ties such as Early Giant, Spring
Giant, Spring Set and Improved
Summertime have the ability to
set fruit during somewhat higher
temperatures.

Smaller sized tomatoes that
normally do not have the fruit set
problem include such varieties as
Small Fry, Red Cherry, Roma
and the new Texas Agricultural
Experiment Station variety,
Saladette.

In areas where blossom drop
seems to be a common problem
year after year, it is suggested to
plant some of the smaller type
tomatoes or those varieties that
tend to be more tolerant to
higher temperatures.

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A fruit jelly and jam-boree is a
way to use any kind of fruit.
Whether jelly, jam, conserve,
marmalade or preserve--there is
a way to use even overripe fruits.

All of these products are
similar, as they preserve fruits
with sugar and jelly them to
some extent. Their individual
characteristics depend on the
kind of fruit used, how the fruit is
prepared, proportions of ingredi-
ents, and cooking method.

Jelly uses fruit juice and is
clear and firm enough to hold its
shape when turned out of the
container.

Jam uses crushed or ground
fruit. It tends to hold its shape
but is less firm than jelly.

Conserves are jams made with
a fruit mixture that often
features raisins and nuts.

Marmalade is a tender jelly
with small pieces of fruit
distributed evenly throughout
the mixture.

Preserves ae whole fruits, or
large pieces, in a thick syrup
often jellied.

Four essential ingredients
make these products--fruit, pec-
tin, acid and sugar. Fruit gives
each product its characteristic
flavor and furnishes part of the
pectin and acid required for a
successful gel. Some fruits have
enough natural pectin to make
high-quality products, but
others, especially jelly, require
added pectin.

Commercial pectins, made
from apples or citrus fruits, ae
available in two forms--powder-
ed and liquid. Either is
satisfactory when used in a
recipe developed for that form,
and each can be used with any
fruit.

Acid is needed for flavor and
gel formation, but acid content
varies with different fruits.
Lemon juice or citric acid may be
added to fruits low in acid.
However, commercial fruit pec-
tins contain some acid.

Sugar also helps in gel
formation, serves as a preserving
agent, and adds to the flavor of
the jellied product. Beet and
cane sugar can be used with
equal success. Corn syrup and
honey can be used to replace part
of the sugar.

Making jellied products re-
quires some special equipment.
Use a large kettle to bring the
mixture to. a full boil without
boiling over. A jelly, candy or
deep-fat thermometer will be
helpful in making jellied fruit
products without pectin.

Try preserving these fun foods
for your family.

Dewberry or Blackberry Jelly

Sort, remove stems or caps,
and wash 3 quarts of dew or
blackberries to get 4 cups of

juice. Very ripe berries may be
crushed and the juice pressed
out without heating. Otherwise,
add a small amount of water and
bring to a boil on high heat.

Put the prepared fruit in a
clean white cloth and twist and
press to remove the juice.

Put 4 cups juice in a large
kettle. Add 7-1/2 cups sugar and
place on high heat, stirring
constantly. Bring quickly to a full
rolling boil that cannot be stirred
down.

Add 1 bottle liquid pectin and
heat again to a full rolling boil.
Boil hard for 1 minute.

Remove from heat and skim
off the foam quickly. Pour jelly
immediately into hot, dry jars or
glasses that have been sterilized
by boiling them in water for 15
minutes. Fill to within 1/8 inch of
top of container.

Seal jars immediately with a
lid according to the manufactur-
er’s directions. Or fill glass to
within 1/2 inch of top and cover
with melted paraffin. Add
enough paraffin to make a layer
1/8 inch thick. Prick air bubbles
in paraffin. This recipe makes 11
to 12 six-ounce jars of jelly.

For strawberry jelly, substi-
tute strawberries for dew or
blackberries in the recipe.

Uncooked Berry Jams
3 cups crushed blackberries or
strawberries (takes about 1-1/2
quarts).
S cups sugar
1 package powdered pectin
1 cup water

To prepare fruit, sort and wash
fully-ripe berries. Drain. Rémove
caps and stems; crush berries.

Measure 3 cups of prepared
berries into a large mixing bowl.
Add sugar, mix well and let
stand for 20 minutes, stirring
