to restore
VHA rate

Most Reese people who saw
.drop in the Mid-February
_ariable Housing Allowance
‘will have the 1995 VHA rate
restored because of a provision
in the recently passed 1996
Defense Authorization Act.

According to Air Force fi-
nance officials, the legislation
included a provision for VHA
rate protection. Basically,
Reese people who were draw-
ing VHA prior to Jan. 1, 1996,
are entitled to the 1995 VHA
rate. The provision is retroac-
tive to Jan. 1, 1996.

“VHA rate protection has
been approved,” said an Air
Force finance official. “What
we don’t know yet is when it
will appear in pay checks.”

Until VHA rate protection
is implemented, Air Force
people will continue to draw
VHA at the 1996 rate, a drop
for most at Reese. Reese fi-
nance officials will publicize

he implementation date as
)on as it is provided by Air
Force officials.

“The important issue,” said
Staff Sgt. Teresa Cooper,
NCOIC of Reese Military
Travel and Pay, “is that the
1995 VHA rate will be restored
for most people here and that
they will get the back pay to
Jan. 1, 1996. We understand
the frustration over the tem-
porary changes in VHA pay-
ments and we will do every-

National Nutrition Month offers
us the opportunity to focus attention
on several key health issues. Recent
reports reveal that over 300,000
deaths per year are related to diet
and inactivity. We're looking for an
easy answer to the question ... “What
should I eat to stay healthy?” While
there aren’t always easy answers, we
do have a simplified tool to help us
make wise choices — the Food Guide
Pyramid.

The five major food groups are
listed on the Food Guide Pyramid.
Each of these food groups provides
some, but not all, of the nutrients
you need daily.

The pyramid covers three essen-
tials of a healthy diet: proportion,
moderation, and variety.

O Proportion is the relative
amount of food to choose from each
major food group. Major emphasis is
on the food group that makes up the
base of the pyramid, the grain and

grain products group. This means a
larger number of servings in our
daily diet should come from this
group. Coming up the pyramid, the
next largest groups are the fruit and
vegetable group. The milk/milk
products group and the meat and
meat alternates group should make
up less of our daily intake. :

The group at the peak of the
pyramid, the fats, oils, and sweets,
should make up the smallest propor-
tion of our diet.

O Moderation means not over-
eating foods from any one group, or
not overeating any one particular
food. Follow the recommended
number of servings, and the recom-
mended serving size from each of the
groups.

O Variety means eating different
foods from within the food groups.
Each food, though it may be in the
same food group, may provide differ-
ent nutrients, all of which our bodies
need. It is important that you con-
sume foods from all the food groups,
because each of the food groups
provides different nutrients you need
every day.

Center your diet around the foods
at the lower half of the pyramid.
Adults and children over two-years-
old should eat nonfat or lower fat
versions of foods when possible.

Senior AF enlisted woman reflects on career

RANDOLPH AIR FORCE
BASE, Texas — In her more
than 30 years of service, the
seniorrankingenlisted woman
inthe Air Force has seen many
changes and met a lot of people
along the way. But, as she
says, “All good things must
come to an end.”

Chief Master Sgt. Patricia
M. Hoffman retired Jan. 26
during a ceremony at the
Washington Circle here. Air
Force Vice Chief of Staff Gen.
Thomas S. Moorman Jr. at-
tended. .

The chief of the Informa-
tion Management Branch, Di-
rectorate of Personnel, Head-
quarters Air Education and
Training Command, enlisted
in the Air Force March 17,

1966, to be on her own. “This
wasduring a time when women
had to go through a screening
process, so to speak, just to
enter the military,” said
Hoffman, who boasts more
than 10 years as a chief master
sergeant. “You had to be 21
years old to enter without your
parents’ permission, have no
family (i.e. husband or chil-
dren), go through several in-
terviews and submit a photo.
It was tougher to get in then,
but easy to get out — all you
had to do was get married.”
The Vietnam conflict was
also at its height. “I was sta-
tioned at Stewart Air Force
Base, N.Y. By law, women,
except for the Nurse Corps,
weren’t allowed to be anywhere
near the fighting. We were
making progress in getting
closer to the action by working
staff positions over there.

7 for retired Air Force enlisted
members, 62 and older, and
their spouses.

O The Air Force Village
Indigent Widow’s Fund.
The village, located in San
Antonio, is a life-care commu-
nity for retired officers,
spouses, widows and family
members. The fund contrib-
utes to the support of indigent
widows.

Curtis E. LeMay Founda-
tion. This foundation was es-
tablished in 1990 to provide
direct support to indigent of-
ficers’ widows in need of finan-
cial assistance.

“Donations to the AFAF
campaign can be made through
cash or check contributions or
payroll deduction,” said West.

The Air Force-wide cam-
paign netted $4.2 million last
year, including nearly $17,600
from Reese.

There weren’t many opportu-
nities for women to support
the campaigns then.”

After serving through two
wars and several campaigns,
the Birdsboro, Pa., native has
seen adefinite turn in women’s
roles during conflicts and the
jobs available to them. “The
first time I remember women
having an active role on the
front line was during Desert
Storm. The first woman pris-
oner of war occurred during
that conflict. That alone illus-
trates the great change in
women combat roles.

- “When I came in, there
weren’t many jobs open to us
— a limited number of career
fields. I visited Lackland (AFB,
Texas) when I returned for my
last tour here, and was aston-
ished at the career fields the
female recruits were going
into,” she said.

The chief’s career in admin-
istration, now called informa-
tion management, has taken
her all around the world and
provided her opportunities to
meet people from all walks of
life. Her assignments include
bases in New York, Washing-
ton, Germany, Texas, Guam,
Massachusetts and Colorado.

“It’s really hard to choose a
favorite assignment, because
at each of them something spe-
cial happened. Ramstein (AB,
Germany) is special because
that’s where I made chief,” she
said. “At Space Command I
worked for General Moorman
and atthe U.S. Air Force Acad-
emy I served as the first fe-
male sergeant major for acad-
emy cadets.”

While serving as the Air
Forcereceptionist for then Sec-
retary of Defense Robert S.
McNamara, she met several

folks who made history. “Alot
of great people came through
that office— (including) former
Presidents Lyndon Johnson
and Richard Nixon,” the chief
said. “I also worked with
former CMSAF Bob Gaylor
while stationed in Germany.”

The chiefsaid she feels she’s
had a successful career, and
her only regret is not becoming
a senior enlisted advisor. “It
was something I always
wanted to do, but it wasn’t
available at the right time."

The married mother of two
said her final message to the
men and women of the Air
Force “istobe the best in what-
ever youdo, work togetherasa
team, enjoy your career, and
never give up your integrity.
Integrity is number one with
me. Ifyou don’t have integrity,
how can you be honest with
people?”

thing we can to get the word
out about when the restored
rates will appear in pay
checks.”

Under the VHA rate protec-

tion provision, Reese people
whoweredrawing VHA in 1995
and whose housing costs have
remained the same or have
risen, willbe paid at the higher
1995 rate.
Those who arrived at Reese
after Jan. 1, 1996, or have had
achangeinresidence thatlow-
ered their housing costs, will
receive the 1996 VHA rate.

Because ofthedelayin DOD
budget process, most Reese
people saw their VHA rate drop
last month. This was basically
a result of the 5.4 percent
increase in basic allowance for
quarters.

“In a normal year,” said
Cooper, “we would have only
one adjustment to the VHA.
Because of the delay in the
Department of Defense bud-
get process, we received part
of the BAQ increase in Janu-
ary and therestin March. That
caused two adjustments to the
VHA and added to the confu-
sion for military members. It
also prevented simultaneous
implementation of VHA rate
protection.”

“Under the VHA rate pro-

i

tection provision,” said Coo-
per. “Increases in BAQ will
not affect the existing VHA
payment. However, new ar-
rivals will receive VHA based
upon the normal VHA compu-
tation of local and national
medians.”

Cooper explained that the
local and national medians are
established by an annual hous-
ingsurvey. Thenew 1996 VHA
rate is based on the survey
conducted in 1995. In this sur-
vey, everyone drawing BAQ is
given the opportunity to re-
port what they actually spend
for monthly rent, utilities,
maintenance and renter’s
property insurance. That data
is used to determine the aver-
age housing costs for each pay
grade.

“BAQand VHA are designed
to offset 80 percent of the na-
tional median cost for housing
for each specific pay grade,”
said Cooper. “Everything is
based on the national median
costs.”

Cooper offered the follow-
ing example: The 1996 na-
tional median cost of housing
for an E-5 with dependents is
$744. An E-5in Lubbock draws
$448.50 in BAQ and $60.21 in
VHA. An E-5 at Tyndall Air
Force Base (Panama City),
Fla., draws the same BAQ but

gets $106.04 in VHA. The dif-
ference in VHA is the differ-
ence between average housing
costs in the local area and the
national median forthat grade.

“The premise behind VHA
istoensure that military mem-
bers are not penalized finan-
cially for being assigned at spe-
cific locations,” said Cooper.
“By computing VHA against a
national median, everyone in
the same pay grade bears the
same proportionate burden for
their housing costs.”

That burden, according to
Air Force finance officials, is
about 20 percent of the na-
tional median. Legislation
authorizing VHA (37 USC
403a) specifiesthat the amount
of the VHA for a given pay
grade and dependency status
in a specific geographic loca-
tion is the difference between
the local median monthly cost
of housing for that pay grade
and dependency status and 80
percent of the nationwide me-
dian monthly cost of housing
for that pay grade and depen-
dency status.

“VHA rate protection gives
the Air Force another tool to
ensure that people aren’t
tasked with an unfair share of
the personal financial respon-
sibility for their housing costs,”
said Cooper.

Air Force receives more major slots

WASHINGTON (AFNS) —
The Air Force’s request for tem-
porary gradereliefbecame law
when the president signed the
fiscal year 1996 National De-
fense Authorization Actin Feb-
ruary.

Temporary grade relief will
help majors pin on sooner and
result in nearly 1,100 more
major slots in 1996 and 1997,
said Air Force officials.

The Defense Officer Person-
nel Management Act, or
DOPMA, established guide-
lines for when people should
pin on rank. For majors, the
date is between nine and 11
years of service. However, over
the past few years, the time it
took to be promoted to major
was sometimes more than 12
years, officials said.

With grade relief, captains

canbe promoted tomajorby 11
years of service as early as
1997.

“This means accelerating
the promotion of captains se-
lected by the June 1995 major’s
promotion selection board by
six months,” the spokesman
said.

Captains selected by the
March 1996 board also will be
promoted earlier.

The 64th Aerospace Medicine Squad-
ron supports the operational Air Force
by enhancing the health of its people,
ensuring a fit force, preventing disease
and injury, protecting the environment

and anticipating medical contingen-
cies.

The 64th AMDS is comprised of
seven flights providing a comprehen-
sive preventive medicine program.

Flight medicine provides medical
care to flight personnel and their fami-
lies. It also conducts flying and non-
flying physicals and evaluations.

The aerospace physiology/physi-
ological training flight provides aero-
space physiology and human perfor-
mance enhancement training. The
flight is also responsible for teaching
egresstrainingtodJoint Specialized Un-
dergraduate Pilot Training classes.

The readiness flight prepares the
64th Medical Group for real world de-
ployments and peacetime disasters. It
also responds to natural disasters and
incidentsinvolvingaircraft or air crews.

The optometry flight maintains vi-
sual health care, emergency ocular
treatment and provides maximal acu-
ity for the Reese community.

The health promotion flight provides
programs to encourage people to follow
healthy lifestyles and avoid harmful

behaviors. These programs include to-
bacco cessation, exercise and fitness,
nutrition, stress management, cardio-
vascular disease prevention and sub-
stance abuse education. The flight is

also responsible for cycle ergometry

testing.

The bioenvironmental engineering
flight promotes and maintains the
health and well being of the opera-
tional, industrial and community envi-
ronments. The flights tasks include

‘workplace industrial hygiene evalua-

tions, environmental monitoring and
health risk assessment, drinking wa-
ter surveillance and contingency re-
sponse.

The public health flight ensures
readiness by providing services in ar-
eas of food safety. The flight is also
responsible for communicable disease
control, occupational health, disaster
response, entomology, managing the
medical intelligence officer program
and providing consultant services.

Through a combined effort the 64th
AMDS is able to provide a comprehen-

Source tax legislation changes

WASHINGTON (AFNS) — Most people did not
know that many states had laws that allowed them
to tax the retirement pay of servicemembers who
served in their states — even after they moved.

However, President Clinton signed a law Jan. 10
that bans states from taxing the pensions of former
residents who moved to other states, effective Jan. 1,
1996.

The theory behind this so-called source tax was
that since the pay was earned — or “sourced” — in
their state, the state had the legal right to a percent-
age of the retirement pay, regardless of where the
person moved, said Jane Love, the Air Force repre-
sentative to the Armed Forces Tax Council.

Luckily, the vast majority of military retirees —
most didn’t know the tax was an issue — did not feel
the effects of the tax, she said.

But some airmen paid source taxes on their retire-
ment checks, even after moving to a state that does
not collect an income tax. Alaska, Florida, Nevada,
South Dakota, Texas and Wyoming do not collect
income tax.

“Ironically, the people who got taxed were those
who wrote back to the states where they once served
to ask if they were subject to their source tax,” Love
said. “That’s why this is such an important legisla-
tion.”

Approximately 15 states had a source tax, Love
said. “But most didn’t apply it because there isn’t an
easy way to find out where military retirees live.
Because of Privacy Act guidelines, the finance center
will not release the names and addresses of retirees,”
she said.

But California aggressively sought to tax retire-
ment income, Love said. It was making about $25
million annually from taxing retiree paychecks.

“California is pretty creative when it comes to tax
matters and, sooner or later, they would have found
a way to track down more military members and tax

their retirement pay,” she said.
