Davipsox.<Thomas Green Davidson
was born in Livingston Parish, Lonis
fana, Oct, 9, 1541, and died in Deen-
ham, Texas, June 6, 1575, In 1553 My
Davidsou’s tather Rev, Jolin H, David
son  transfeived  from  the  Missis
sippi Confercnce to Texas, and soon
afterwanl located his family at Chap
pell Hill,  After spending several years
at the Literary Institation at Chaypel!
Hill, young Davidson completed his
edueation at Flovenee, Alabama. Wien
the war broke ont he was on th
side of the Mississippi, and at the tis
call for volunteers entered the Conted
crate army in an Alabama regiment
He was subsequently transferred to
Wanl's Tesa+ Legion, and was with
that command at the surrender of Viels
burg. His admirable soldierly gualities
and especialiy Lis gallaontry in the tiel
won theadiniration of his comrades, On
the 15th of Jannary 1565 he married
Miss Maollie Guissett, who with her two
children-<one a boy and the other a girl
are the only surviving descendants of
Wi B. Travis who fell at the “Alaine.”
After the close of the war hie read law
and attended law lectures at Indepen-
dence,  He was heensed at Brenham in
1557 and soon arrived at a conspicnons
position in a bar distinguished for it=
:ll'i“'.\'. In 130 he was app inted
proseeuting attorney for the 20th judi-
cial district, composed of the counties
of Washington and Fayette, In 1872
he was clected to the same office: and
in 1573 elected to the Senate, from the
District composed of Washington and
Burieson connties,  As proseenting at-
torney, Mr. Davidson had given general.
