Hot Bed Construction
Pit-- The pit .should be dug IS

iiuhes deep, the width depending on
the i7e of the frame. Assuming
that we arc going to have a two
sash (fix.'l ft each) frame pit should
bo S feet long, T to S feet wide and
IS inches deep. When the frame is
placed on the manure, the manure
will extend lieyond the boundaries
of the frame. Hy banking manure
around the outer edgesof the frame
the temperature will be practically
the same in all parts of the frame.

Manure Use fresh horse manure
which contains one-fourt- h part
straw or other litter. Fresh horse
manure gives off an even temper-
ature The straw is near the pit
In the manure is dry moisten
it. preferably with warm water. In
case of a small hotbed, say a one
sash frame, when only a small
amount of manure is necessnry for
the pit, it is necessary to use more
manure to heat the bed. Pile the
manure in firm beds, otherwise it
mav not heat, usually two or th-

days arc required. Repile the
manure when heated, placing the
inside of the pile on thv outside and
if dry moisten again. In two or
three days the manure should lx;
ready for the pit. When putting in
the bed pack in layers and firm the
corners and edges well Fill pit
level with soil. Sometimes the pit
is only filled with manure to with-
in five inches of the surface and
then soil.
